During their regu­
lar meeting Monday, die 
Crockett County Commis­
sioners’ Court approved a 
30-day bum ban.

Over the past two 
weeks, the Ozona Vol­
unteer Fire Department 
has responded to sever­
al grass fires.

The most recent 
fires were Nov. 6 off of 
U.S. Highway 190.

“1 wish I knew the 
cause of them all. They 
are beginning to get a 
little suspicious,” said 
Fire Chief Bob Falkner. 
“All of them have been 
started off the side of 
the road. It was a little 
bit suspicious on Satur­
day (Nov. 6) to have fires 
out on that highway.”

A burn ban do,es not 
prohibit outdoor burn­
ing activities related to 
public health and safe­
ty that are authorized 
by the Texas Natural Re­
sources Commission, 
such as firefighter train­
ing, public utility, natu­
ral gas pipeline or min­
ing operations, planting 
or harvesting or agricul­
tural crops or burns that 
are conducted by an ap­
proved Prescribed Burn­
ing Association, Natural 
Resource Conservation 
Service, the Texas A&M 
Agricultural Experiment

Canseco ready to represent district

Throughout the heated 
campaign, Francisco “Qui- 
co” Canseco ran an efficient, 
focused campaign with a 
simple message: The feder­
al government is too big.

The now Republican 
Congressman-elect knocked 
off U.S. District 23 Rep. Ciro 
Rodriguez, D-San Antonio, 
last week in the Nov. 3 Gen­
eral Election.

Canseco, 61, said in a 
telephone interview last week 
that he is ready to represent 
a district that stretches from 
El Paso to San Antonio, in­
cluding Crockett County.

Some two-dozen other 
states have passed such a law,

When a driver's attention 
strays from the road ahead, it 
only takes a moment for trag­
edy to strike.

In fact, studies have shown 
that texting while driving is 
comparable to driving while 
intoxicated.

With all of the resources 
we've aligned against DUI and 
the mayhem it causes on our 
streets and highways, why 
should drivers be allowed to 
engage in a practice that's 
just as dangerous? The simple 
answer is, 'we shouldn't.'

Surveys show that people 
are already aware of the dan­

ger presented by texting while 
driving, but many do it any­
way.

It's not a matter of public 
education, but one of strict 
enforcement. It worked that 
way with seat belt usage, 
which nationally is up to 85 
percent, and it can work with 
texting as well.

Cell phone technology is 
truly amazing. It allows virtu­
ally unlimited communication 
and recreational opportunities 
away from the confines of the 
office and home.

But not when we're in the 
driver's seat.

San Antonio should be com­
mended for taking this step, 
but let's not forget that near­
by Universal City beat us to 
the punch.

Police there began enforcing 
its anti-texting ordinance four 
days before the San Antonio 
City Council took its vote last 
Thursday.

It wasn't a hard decision for 
either council.

“How can you possibly text 
and have a hand on the wheel 
when you're driving?” Univer­
sal City Mayor John Williams 
told the San Antonio Express- 
News. “I'm very proud of the

council for making the deci­
sion. I haven't heard a single 
complaint.”

It's never that easy in the 
Texas Legislature, but I an­
ticipate widespread support 
for such a common-sense ap­
proach to traffic safety.

I believe most of my col­
leagues will agree it's time for 
a state law that will encourage 
Texas drivers to keep their 
eyes on the road and their 
thumbs on the wheel.

AUSTIN — Republican can­

didates in the Nov. 2 election 
picked up 21 seats in the Texas 

'House of Representatives cmd 
voters “rehired” incumbent 
Gov. Rick Perry for a third con­
secutive four-year term.

Perry outpaced former Hous­
ton Mayor Bill White, a Demo­
crat, with a 13-point margin of 
victory, claiming 55 percent of 
the nearly 5 million ballots cast 
to White’s 42 percent.

Now, the GOP claims 99 seats 
in the 150-seat Texas House to 
the Democrats’ 51. No incum­
bent Repubhcan House member 
lost their seat. Here is the list 
of incumbent Democrats who 
lost theirs to Republican chal­
lengers, as follows:

Attorney General Greg Abbott, 
Comptroller of Public Accounts 
Susan Combs and Land Com­
missioner Jerry Patterson, Ag­
riculture Commissioner Todd 
Staples - all Republicans - were 
reelected. Each outdistanced 
their Democratic rivals by com­
fortable margins.

In State Board of Education 
races, Dist. 1 incumbent Demo­
crat Rene Nunez lost to Repub­
lican Carlos “Charlie” Garza. 
Elected to other SBOE seats 
were Dist. 3 Democrat Michael 
Soto; Dist. 9 Republican Thom­
as Ratliff; Dist. 10 Republican 
Marsha Farney; and Dist. 11 
Republican George M. Clayton.

In the U.S. Congressional Dis­
trict contests. Republican chal­
lengers unseated three Demo­
cratic incumbents: U.S. Rep. 
Chet Edwards, D-Waco, lost to 
Republican Bill Flores; U.S. Rep. 
Ciro Rodriguez, D-San Antonio, 
lost to Republican Francisco

roll it back. We need to make 
sure we keep more of our 
hard-earned dollars.”

Born in Laredo, Canseco 
and his family moved to San 
Antonio in 2006. This race 
was the banker-attorney’s 
third attempt at a congressio­
nal seat. In his previous two 
bids, he failed to win the Re­
publican nomination both 
times.

In 2008, he spent nearly 
a million dollars of his own 
money but lost the Republi­
can primary to then-County 
Commissioner Lyle Larson.

“I had never run in a Gen­
eral Election. The first time I 
ran (in 2004) I was a political 
novice,” he said. “Even though 
I didn’t win, I stayed very po­
litically active. I jumped into 
the same race in 2008 and 
didn’t make through the pri­
mary, but I did such a good 
job during that race, it raised 
some good attention.”

Canseco built a solid ear­
ly-voting lead in Bexar Coun­
ty, which makes up two-thirds 
of the district’s electorate, with 
Rodriguez, 63, making a small 
dent in that margin as Election 
Day results rolled in. In Crock­
ett Coimty, Canseco won with 
SZfl.votes. tQ Rodriguez’s 300. ̂  
< ? >Five months ago, Canseco 
campaign manager Scott 
Yeldell told campaign volun­
teers at the Texas Republican 
Convention that the District 
23 race was “about taking the 
gavel out of (U.S. House Speak­
er) Nancy Pelosi’s hand.”

Republicans succeeded in 
that national effort on Nov. 3. 
The district, which has a 65 
percent Latino population, is 
nearly evenly split between 
Democrats and Republicans.

“Anyone that does their 
job right, or does it correct­
ly, there is a certain degree of 
nervousness that goes with 
that. This is not a gamble, if 
done systemically and cor­
rectly. If you’ve done all of 
that, you hope your methods 
pay off,” Canseco said. “We 
are elated our efforts paid off 
and that things worked out 
well.”

Making reference on pick­
ing up three new state con­
gressional seats, Canseco said 
“it’s a new day for Texans and 
a great day for the U.S.A.”

“Texas has the strongest 
Republican delegation going 
to Washington. We are going 
to fight for the state that is 
the example of how we should 
run the rest of our country,” 

he said.

Rodriguez was seeking 
his seventh term on Capitol 
Hill, and his third represent­
ing District 23.

Many political experts be­
lieve Rodriguez lost the race 
in July when a video of the 
Congressman losing his tem­
per at a San Antonio restau­
rant made its way across the 
Internet.

According to a San Anto­
nio Express-News article, in 
early July, Rodriguez, dropped 
by a North Side restaurant for 
an informal get-together with 
his constituents. By his own 
admission, the San Antonio 
Democrat broke one of his 
cardinal rules for such gath­
erings by delivering a speech 
before allowing the audience 
to ask questions.

Rodriguez was attempt­
ing to defend his controver­
sial vote in favor of health­
care-reform legislation when 
a woman urged him to “tell 
the truth.” An angry' Rodri­
guez confronted her, swatted 
his newspaper against a table 
and told her, “Don't accuse 
me of not saying the truth.”

Within days, the video of 
the exchange went viral, and 
Rodriguez found himself rid­
iculed by Rush Limbaugh and 
Fox News.

“That video was the death 
blow,” said Colin Strother, an 
.A,ust^-based democratic con­
sultant, in the Express-News 
article. “Losing his temper, 
acting out like that, you just 
can't do it. It cost him a lot of 
votes.”

Rodriguez lost his temper 
in front of a Crockett County 
audience in November 2009 
when he was asked about his 
voting record, specifically fol­
lowing Pelosi.

“I grew up on the south 
side of San Antonio and 
fought the political machine. 
I’m not anybody’s little pup­
pet. I don’t care about the 
Washington Post. That has 
nothing to do with my char­
acter. I respond to the needs 
of the community. I do not 
agree on everything,” Rodri­
guez said during that Novem­
ber meeting. “On the stimulus 
- that I feel strongly about. 
That money helped us out. 
You’re not going to get out of 
this. If we collapse as a coun­
try, the whole world collaps­
es.”

“When people tell us ‘no,' 
we're not going to tell them 
that we know better than them 
and we're going to shove this 
down their throat,” Canseco 
said to the Express-News. “We 
need to make sure that we're 
in contact with our constitu­
ents and listen to them.

Rodriguez’s 35-year polit­
ical career has been 

marked by heart­
breaking defeats 

and tenacious

comebacks.
He failed in his first bids at 

school board and state legis­
lative seats, and was bounced 
from Congress in 2004 when 
he lost the District 28 Demo­
cratic primary by 58 votes to 
challenger Henry Cuellar, af­
ter a recount overturned an 
apparent Rodriguez victory.

Rodriguez lost again to 
Cuellar in the 2006 primary, 
but months later he success­
fully challenged District 23 
incumbent Henry Bonilla af­
ter a U.S. Supreme Court de­
cision resulted in the redraw­
ing of that district’s map.

Rodriguez, who conced­
ed the election on Nov. 4 in 
a phone call that Canseco de­
scribed as “gracious,” insists 
that he was simply a casual­
ty of an unstoppable Republi­
can tsunami.

“The voters have spoken 
and chosen to elect a new lead­
er to represent them in Con­
gress. I respect their decision 
and wish Congressman-elect 
Canseco the best. I want to 
thank all my supporters, staff 
and volunteers who gave tire­
lessly to this campaign. We let 
our principles guide us and 
I have no regrets. I believe I 
worked hard with our constit­
uents to leave this District bet­
ter than we found it,” Rodri­
guez said in a press release. 
“I dehy'efed f6r'*the pifetric.t, 
maintained an independent 
voting record and made my­
self available to all the constit­
uents. Most of all, we helped 
men, women and families be 
heard and helped in very real 
ways. That is what government 
is about. And I am so proud to 
have been a part of that.”

For his part, Rodriguez 
indicated that he's open to 
a future political run, if the 
state's redistricting effort 
next year creates a favorable 
district map for him.

“I'm either going to be 
supporting candidates or be­
ing a candidate myself,” he 
said. “No one is going to retire 
me. I'll do that on my own.”

Station or certified prescribed 
burn manager.

All burns need to be re­
ported to the Crockett County 
Sheriff's Office and the Ozona 
Volunteer Fire Department pri­
or to commencing.

The band also does not 
prohibit outdoor cooking in a 
properly contained area which 
is attended at all times.

Violation of the burn ban 
is a Class C misdemeanor, pun­
ishable by a fine not to exceed 
$500.

“The grass is getting real 
quick to the point where it’s 
high enough that it is hard to 
put out,” Falkner said.

“The only thing I don’t like 
about a burn ban is the liability 
and the attention, but it is dry 
and dangerous,” added Com­
missioner Pleas Childress III.

The county hasn’t been un­
der a burn ban since June.

iff Roy Glenn Sutton said the 
sheriff’s office has received re­
ports and has questioned indi­
viduals who claim to be selling 
electrical or energy packages 
door-to-door.

Crockett County,Texas, that outdoor burning is restricted 
in Crockett County for 30 days from the date of adoption 
of this Order, unless the restrictions are terminated ear­
lier based on a determination made by the Texas Forest 
Service or this Court. This Order Is adopted pursuant to 
Local Government Code 352.081, and other applicable 
statues. This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning 
activities related to public health and safety that are 
authorized by the Texas Natural Resources Commission 
for: (1) firefighter training; (2) public utility, natural gas 
pipeline or mining operations; (3) planting or harvesting 
or agricultural crops; or (4) burns that are conducted by 
an approved Prescribed Burning Association, Natural Re­
source Conservation Service, the and/or Texas A&M Agri­
cultural Experiment Station, or prescribed burn manager 
certified under Section 153.048, Natural Resources Code, 
and meet the standards of Section 153.047, Natural Re­
sources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County 
Sheriff's Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 
392-2626 prior to commencing, together with the name 
of the landowner, location involved and expert to be on 
hand.

This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor cooking In 
a properly contained area which is attended at all times.

In accordance with the Local Government Code 
352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is a Class C misde­
meanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.
