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Seven questions asked in a borrowing situation

In his books "Borrowing for
Your Business, and Borrowing
to Build Your Business," former
San Antonio banker George M.
Dawson discussed seven ques-
tions asked in any borrowing
situation. I believe these sev-
en questions can help any busi-
ness borrower better under-
stand how lenders evaluate
their loan proposal.

First, how much money do
you want? Lenders want to
know the borrower has taken

the time to pin this down as ac-

curately as they can. Remem-
ber to allow for contingencies,
as the unexpected may happen.

Another key
is to bor-
row enough
so you do
not have to
go back to
the lender
asking for
more right
away.

' know where the money is going

and specifically what it will be
spent on. List the categories the
money will be used for and how
much will be needed for each
category. Examples are equip-
ment, remodeling, lease im-
provements, furniture, fixtures,
inventory, or debt consolida-
tion.

Third, why is this loan a good
thing for your business? You
will have to show why your
business will benefit from the
loan proceeds. Lenders like to
make loans that are productive,
meaning loans that result in
higher sales or margins, and Te-
duced costs.

Fourth, why do you need
their depositors’ money to do
it? Lenders like to know why
you have to borrow. Keep in
mind especially when starting
a business, lenders will require
from you an investment in cash
or assets that is 15 to 30 per-
cent of the total deal. This is to
make sure you have something

“at risk. They will require you

sign a personal guarantee and
they will also check your cred-
it history.

The fifth and sixth questions
are somewhat related. When
»will you pay it back? And how
-will you-pay it back? Lenders

want to see through conserva-
tive cash flow projections the
business will have the capaci-
ty to pay back the loan. They
want to see adequate collater-
al pledged. They will evaluate if
you have enough experience in
the business to make the right
decisions. They will also eval-
uate the health of your indus-
try and the extent of your com-
petition.

Finally, the seventh ques-

tion asks, what happens if your "

plans do not work out? Show

in your proposal you have an-
ticipated what could go wrong
and your plans to work through

those problems.

- Show you know the risks in
your industry and risks of an
economic downturn. In the case

are important in case cash flow
from the business gets tempo-
rarily tight.

(ity officials claim Open Meetings Act sullies communication

AUSTIN — More than a dozen
city council members had their
day in federal district court on
Nov. 23 when their challenge
to the constitutionality of the
Texas Open Meetings Act was
heard with Judge Rob Junell
presiding.

The plaintiffs, from cities
across Texas, claimed the Act
violates their right to free
speech because it requires them
to meet and vote in public or
face jail time and fines if they
are convicted of deliberating
about public business secretly,
or in a manner that circum-
vents the Act.

City council members from
Wichita Falls, Arlington, Alpine
and Hurst testified they rou-
tinely avoid communicating
with other council members
outside of an official meeting

because they could not be sure

if doing so would be a violation
of the Act.

But the Texas Attorney Gener-
al's office, defendants, refuted
the plaintiffs' arguments on
constitutional and procedural
grounds.

Judge Junell called for more
input from both sides in

January, before he will render a
decision in the case.

JURY FINDS DELAY GUILTY
ON 2 COUNTS

In an Austin state district
courtroom, a 12-member jury
on Nov. 24 found former U.S.
House majority leader Tom
DeLay, R- Sugar Land, guilty of
money laundering and con-
spiracy. .

The case stems from an inci-
dent several years ago when De-
Lay moved corporate campaign
contributions to the Republican
Party into political races for
certain Texas Republicans run-
ning for seats in the U.S. House.

DeLay, who faces a sentence.
of five to 99 years in prison
and up to a $10,000 fine on
the money laundering charge,
and two to 20 years in prison
and up to a $10,000 fine on the
conspiracy charge, said he will
appeal. /

What does
shipping cost? Read the fine
print. If it’s not clear or you
don’t agree, make the pur-
chase elsewhere.

- Print & Save. Be sure
to print and save the trans-
action receipt, the order
number, a customer service
phone number, and any
other information you can
just in case there’s a prob-
lem with your order.

- Check the privacy pol-
icy. Find out what they're
doing with your informa-
tion by reading the priva-
cy policy. If it’s too compli-
cated to read or they don’t
have one, choose to do
business with a more con-
sumer friendly website.

Austin - After many
years of advocacy efforts
and unanimous approval by
Congress, President Obama
signed Rosa’s Law (S.2781)
into effect on Oct. 5.

Inspired by Rosa Marcel-
lino, a child with Down syn-
drome, and her family’s re-
fusal to accept the use of a
stigmatizing label that did
not reflect her value and ac-
complishments, Rosa’s law
directs the elimination of
the term “mental retarda-
tion” and replaces it with
the term “intellectual dis-
abilities” in federal health,
education and labor stat-
utes.

In support of Rosa’s Law

ORDER RESTRICTING
OUTDOOR BURNING

" The Commissioners' Court finds that circum-
stances present in all or part of the unincorporated area
of the county create a public safety hazard that would be
exacerbated by outdoor burning; and NOW, THEREFORE,
IT IS HEREBY ORDERED by the Commissioners' Court of
Crockett County, Texas, that outdoor burning is restricted
in Crockett County for 30 days from the date of adoption
of this Order, unless the restrictions are terminated ear-
lier based on a determination made by the Texas Forest
Service or this Court. This Order is adopted pursuant to
Local Government Code 352.081, and other applicable
statues. This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning
activities related to public health and safety that are
authorized by the Texas Natural Resources Commission
for: (1) firefighter training; (2) public utility, natural gas
pipeline or mining operations; (3) planting or harvesting
or agricultural crops; or (4) burns that are conducted by
an approved Prescribed Burning Association, Natural Re-
source Conservation Service, the and/or Texas A&M Agri-
cultural Experiment Station, or prescribed burn manager
certified under Section 153.048, Natural Resources Code,
and meet the standards of Section 153.047, Natural Re-
sources Code. ‘

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County
Sheriff's Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325)
392-2626 prior to commencing, together with the name
of the landowner, location involved and expert to be on
hand. :

This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor cooking in
a properly contained area which-is attended at all times.

In accordance with the Local Government Code
352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is a Class.C misde-
meanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.
