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	 Sometimes, even 
people in politics aren’t 
interested in elections.
	 In 13 of the state’s 
254 counties, not a sin-
gle Democrat voted in 
the presidential race in 
the May primaries. That 
includes five counties 
with party chairmen, 
meaning the volunteer 
contact point for all Dem-
ocratic activity there — the 
drum major for the Demo-
crats — didn’t vote in the 
Democratic primary.
	 This isn’t one-sided. 
The state Republican Par-
ty makes promotional hay 
of the fact that it has chair-
men in each of the state’s 
counties. But there are five 
counties in Texas where 

nobody voted in that par-
ty’s primary, which means 
the local leaders skipped 
the 2012 election. Three 
of those five party chairs 
are listed by their party at 
phone numbers that are no 
longer in service. Even in a 
state as red as Texas, you 
can find places that are po-
litically inhospitable to Re-
publicans.
	 Michael Yeary, Repub-

lican Party chairman in Za-
vala County, said his coun-
ty didn’t turn in any votes 
because of “low interest.” 
They were interested on 
the other side of the fence, 
where nearly 3,000 Demo-
crats were busy casting bal-
lots. Asked if he had voted 
in the Republican primary, 
he said, simply, “No.” He 
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	 With hot, dry conditions 
once again on the rise, state 
agencies and the National 
Weather Service are urging 
people to be cautious and 
careful for the Fourth of July 
holiday.

	 Ozona citizens were vocal 
last week on the U.S. Supreme 
Court’s decision to uphold the 
entire Affordable Care Act, 
also known as “Obamacare.”
	 In a landmark ruling with 
wide-ranging implications, 
the Supreme Court today up-
held the so-called individual 
mandate requiring Ameri-
cans to buy health insurance 
or pay a penalty, the key part 
of President Obama's signa-
ture health care law. 
	 The court ruled 5 to 4 
that the mandate is uncon-
stitutional under the Consti-
tution's commerce clause, 
but it can stay as part of 
Congress's power under a 
taxing clause. The court said 
that the government will be 
allowed to tax people for 
not having health insurance.
	 The aim is to extend cov-
erage to more than 30 million 
people who now are uninsured.
	 People gave their opin-
ions loud and strong on The 
Ozona Stockman’s Facebook 
page with many disagreeing 
with the court’s decision. 
	 Linda Conner said her 
single-parent daughter is 
barely making it.
	 “Now she is being told 
she has to buy insurance. I 
hope they can see that low-
income families need a pay 
raise as well,” Conner said. 
	 “It is not the govern-
ment’s choice, it is ours,” 
added Diane Allsup. 
	 Christie Pena said she 
felt like “tax” is just a seman-
tic for the meaning of “fine.”
	 “Forcing Americans to 
purchase anything is going 
against our freedom. I’m 
all for a healthy nation, but 
when speaking specifically 
of making people do some-
thing that’s not freedom it’s 
dictatorship,” Pena said. “I 
feel like this is a huge blow 
to our freedom to make our 
own decisions.”

	 Maria Ortiz said she dis-
agrees with because she can’t 
afford health insurance. 
	 “I don’t feel that we 
should be fined for some-
thing that we can’t afford. 
There are other people like 
me that fall through the 
cracks because we don't qual-
ify for any kind of help yet we 
work and pay taxes just like 
everybody else,” Ortiz said. 
	 “I want to know how this 
will be upheld with states 
being able to opt out of 
Medicare without retaliation 
of losing funds from the 
feds,” added Dan Harrison. 
	 Lisa Branch said she felt 
that “we have lost our freedom.”
	 “If you think the money 
that people are ‘taxed’ for 
not having health care will 
go into the health care sys-
tem, you are kidding your-
self,” Branch said. 
	 Kendra Webb said she is 
terrified to think that within 
time Americans could see 
the branches of government 
completely overlap, leaving 
the executive branch to act 
more like an autocracy and 
the rest of the government 
behaving more like the so-
cialists of a generation ago.
	 “The Supreme Court ba-
sically gave Congress the 
power to impose anything 
they want on us so long as 
it's hidden behind the word 
"tax,” Webb said. 
	 Dianne Lott said she has 
spent the last 10 years with-
out health insurance. Her 
wages were too high to qualify 
for Medicaid, but not enough 
to buy health insurance. 
	 Due to this, she said 
she has gone without medi-
cine for years because she 
couldn’t afford the doctor 
or the prescriptions. 
	 “This may not be the best 
way to go about things but 
something had to change.

Help prevent wildfires
•	 Check for and obey burn bans and fireworks restrictions.
•	 If outdoor burning is allowed, create a firebreak (down to 

bare dirt) around an outdoor fire before igniting the materials to be 
burned.

•	 Keep water nearby just in case a fire starts. It doesn’t take 
much of a spark or burning ember to ignite dry, fine-textured fuels 
like grass and weeds.

•	 Read and follow label instructions on how to properly dis-
charge fireworks.

•	 Only use fireworks with close adult supervision.
•	 Use fireworks only in areas clear of dead, dry grass and weeds.
•	 Avoid using fireworks, particularly aerial varieties, around 

buildings. Winds can carry hot fireworks onto roofs where leaves or 
other flammable debris may have accumulated.

AUSTIN — Texas public office-
holders reacted quickly to the U.S. 
Supreme Court’s June 28 ruling 
on the federal Patient Protection 
and Affordable Care Act of 2010.

Gov. Rick Perry said the majority 
opinion penned by Chief Justice 
John Roberts would be “a stomach 
punch to the American economy.”

Attorney General Greg Abbott 
said the case, in which Texas 
was one of 26 states that peti-
tioned to have the law declared 
unconstitutional, was not about 
health care, “it was about the 
rule of law and a fight against a 
federal government that contin-
ues to expand.”

State Comptroller Susan 
Combs said the law “will place 
an enormous burden on Texas 
taxpayers and place a huge 
constraint on our budget.”

Sen. Jane Nelson, R-Grapevine, 
chair of the state Senate Health 
and Human Services Committee, 
said, “The health care system is 
nowhere near ready for the mas-
sive influx of patients who will 
be forced to buy coverage, espe-
cially given our existing health 
care workforce shortages.”

However, Gilberto Hinojosa 
of Brownsville, newly elected 

chairman of the Texas Demo-
cratic Party, said, “Today’s deci-
sion on The Affordable Health 
Care Act by the Supreme Court 
is a vindication of President 
Barack Obama and a slam in the 
faces of Republicans who offer 
no alternative to this country’s 
broken health care system. A 
choice between bankruptcy or 
death is no choice at all.”

Hinojosa said that since its 
passage, the health care law 
“has improved the lives of 
Texans of all ages and walks 
of life” and gave as examples 
young adults gaining coverage 
through their parents’ plan, 
coverage for preexisting condi-
tions, savings on prescription 
drugs and preventive services 
with no co-pays.

Republican leaders in Congress 
said they would call votes this 
month to repeal the act in its en-
tirety. Initial reactions aside, how 
states and individuals adjust to 
the court decision will come to 
light as more parts of the act are 
scheduled to take effect periodi-
cally over the next eight years. 
To wit, the federal government is 

to pay 100 percent of the costs 
for those who are newly eligible 
for Medicaid for 2014 through 
2016. And, in 2017, the federal 
government’s share of Medicaid 
payments to states will begin to 
decrease but will not fall to less 
than 90 percent.

Briefly, here is what the court 
ruled:

1. The act’s “individual man-
date” requiring most Americans 
to purchase health insurance 
exceeds Congress's authority to 
regulate commerce and thus is 
unconstitutional.

2. The act’s “shared respon-
sibility payment” or penalty on 
individuals who do not pur-
chase health insurance is a tax 
that does not violate the Consti-
tution. The penalty is to be 
assessed and collected by the 
Internal Revenue Service.

3. The federal government 
may not withdraw existing 
Medicaid funding from states 
for failure to comply with the 
requirements set out in the 
act’s Medicaid expansion.

Medicaid is the program for 
pregnant women, children, 

needy families, the blind, the 
elderly and the disabled, in 
obtaining medical care.

they’re asked to take a few 
safety precautions to en-
sure their homes and fam-
ilies are protected. 
	 Texas Forest Service 
Wildland Urban Interface 
and Prevention Coordina-
tor Justice Jones said that 
while drought conditions 
have improved for much of 
the state, wildfire potential 
still exists – especially in ar-
eas where consecutive days 
of hot temperatures have 
dried out the vegetation.
 	 “We don’t want to dis-
courage anyone from en-
joying the holiday; we just 
want to remind people that 
Texas is still prone to wild-
fire danger,” Jones said. 
“We’re still seeing almost 
daily local activity in some 
parts of the state.”
	 Last week, Ozona Fire-
fighters responded a small 
grass fire north of town. 
	 "Everything is drying up. 
People need to be very care-
ful with the fireworks and 
keep a water hose around in 
case a fire starts," said Ozo-
na Fire Chief Bob Falkner. 
	 Crockett County is cur-
rently not under a burn ban, 
but sales of aerial fireworks, 
such as bottle rockets, “sky-
rockets with sticks” and 
“missiles with fins” are re-
stricted. 
	 Keeping water handy, 
following instructions, cre-

ating firebreaks and using 
fireworks only under close 
adult supervision are some 
tips to preventing wildfires. 
The state is backsliding into 
drought pretty quickly, said 
a Texas AgriLife Extension 
Service expert.
	 “The area north of 
Waco, up through the (Dal-
las/Fort Worth) metroplex 
and a bit east of there, is in 
probably as good of shape 
as anywhere,” said Dr. Tra-
vis Miller, AgriLife Exten-
sion program leader and 
associate head of the Tex-
as A&M University soil and 
crop sciences department. 
“Go a little south of there, 
into the Williamson Coun-
ty/Georgetown area – and 
it’s pretty darned dry.”
	 Many counties south of 
that area haven’t seen a rain 

since about May 7, Miller 
said. Crockett County hasn’t 
received any significant 
rainfall in over a month. 
	 “The southern Pan-
handle is particularly dry. 
There are some areas that 
have had some pretty good 
rains — and hail, but overall 
it’s dry,” he said.
	 Last week, tempera-
tures in Ozona and across 
the state soared into the tri-
ple digits. 
	 The National Weather Ser-
vice in San Angelo states that 
Fourth of July and the rest of 
the week should be in double 
digits in the upper 90s. 
	 At this time last year, 
the NWS in San Angelo said 
Ozona had already had 10 
days of triple-digit temper-
atures. So far, this year, the 
town has had six.

	 AUSTIN—Texas law en-
forcement won’t be taking no 
for an answer this Fourth of 
July, particularly from motor-
ists driving drunk and refusing 
to cooperate when stopped.
	 Officers, judges and 
district attorneys will be 
doubling down on law en-
forcement in conjunction 
with a “No Refusal” cam-
paign launched just in time 
for the holiday festivities. 
The National Highway Traf-
fic Safety Administration 
reports that the July 4th 
holiday ranks No. 1 nation-
ally for alcohol-related fatal 
crashes. In 2011, Texas saw 
308 alcohol-related crashes 
during the holiday.
	 The Texas Department 
of Transportation’s (TxDOT) 
outreach program puts a 
new face on the the agency’s 
“Faces of Drunk Driving” 
campaign—a statewide ini-
tiative that garnered nation-
al and international atten-
tion with the story of Jacqui 
Saburido, the young woman 
whose face was burned be-
yond recognition after being 
hit by a drunk driver.
	 This year’s campaign high-
lights Sean Carter who suffered 
a massive brain injury when a 
car he was riding in spun out 
of control and slammed into a 
tree. Both Sean and the driver 
were legally drunk.
	 “July Fourth is the dead-

liest holiday of the year for 
alcohol-related crashes in 
the United States,” said Car-
ol Rawson, TxDOT’s Traffic 
Operations Division director. 
“Texans need to hear Sean’s 
powerful story and know 
that law enforcement will be 
out in force. It’s important 
to make the right choices. 
Stay safe and enjoy the holi-
day. If a celebration involves 
alcohol, don’t drive.”
	 “No Refusal” means just 
that. Motorists suspected 
of driving while intoxicated 
must provide a breath or 
blood sample to law enforce-
ment. Should they refuse to 
comply, law enforcement of-
ficials can take the suspect to 
jail, where a judge then signs 
an expedited search warrant 
that calls for a mandatory 
blood sample to be taken by 
a qualified health-care pro-
fessional. Those found to be 
legally intoxicated (i.e., with 
a blood or breath alcohol 
content of .08 or higher) are 
arrested and prosecuted.
	 “This is not new to 
Texas,” said Montgomery 
County Assistant District 
Attorney Warren Diepraam. 
“Officials have seen a sig-
nificant drop in DWI activity 
in areas of the state where 
these programs have been 
used. In Montgomery Coun-
ty, we have seen a big drop 
in intoxication manslaughter 

charges since we started our 
no-refusal program."
	 Still, more than 1,000 Tex-
ans are killed each year as a 
result of impaired drivers, and 
Texas is frequently ranked 
as the nation’s deadliest for 
impaired driving deaths. In 
2011, Texas saw 24,151 alco-
hol-related crashes, resulting 
in the loss of 1,038 lives.
	 To drive home this mes-
sage, TxDOT has updated its 
“Faces of Drunk Driving web-
site with a new story that il-
lustrates the human impact of 
drunk driving. Sean Carter was 
a 22-year-old college junior, 
out having drinks with friends. 
Sean knew he was in no condi-
tion to drive home, but neither 
was the friend who gave him 
a ride. The driver walked away 
from the same crash that left 
Sean in a wheelchair and un-
able to talk. Sean now uses a 
computer to speak.
	 “Don’t drink and drive, 
and please don’t make my 
mistake of riding with some-
one who has been drinking,” 
Carter said. “If I knew then 
that the decisions I would 
make on that night a few years 
ago would affect the rest of 
my life, putting me here in this 
wheelchair unable to walk or 
talk, you can bet I would not 
have done what I did.”

By 
laying the constitutionality 
question to rest, the high 
court has cleared the way 
for this historic law to be 
fully implemented. It is a 
great day for the rule of law 
and the future of health care 
in America,” Uresti said.
	 Ciro D. Rodriguez, Demo-
cratic candidate for U.S. Rep-
resentative in the 23rd dis-
trict, which includes Crockett 
County, voted in favor of the 
Affordable Care Act when he 
was in Congress. 
	 Rodriguez is in a July 31 
primary runoff with State 
Rep. Pete Gallego, D-Alpine, 
to face current U.S. Rep. 
Francisco “Quico” Canseco, 
R-San Antonio, in the No-
vember General Election. 
	 “For the last two years, 
Congress has been dead-
locked as the Republican 
majority has refused to 
deal with the important is-
sues facing the American 
people, preferring to bicker 
over the past rather than 
finding solutions for the 
future. Congressman Fran-
cisco Canseco has made it 
clear that he stands with 
his special interest friends, 
and that he is willing to 
place their profits over the 
health of the working fami-
lies in this district. While to-
day’s ruling by the Supreme 
Court severely undermines 
the Republican argument 
against the Affordable 
Healthcare Act, I expect the 
fight is not over. If Francis-
co Canseco is allowed to re-
turn to Congress, we know 
that the destruction of this 
law will be a priority for 
him,” Rodriguez said.
	 Canseco said the deci-
sion was disappointing for 
American families, seniors 
and small businesses who 
were looking for relief from 

the burdens of “Obam-
acare.” 
	 “If we do not repeal 
it, ‘Obamacare’ will leave 
Americans with more ex-
pensive and lower qual-
ity health care, ensure that 
Washington – instead of pa-
tients and doctors – is firm-
ly in charge of our health 
care, leave American se-
niors’ access to health care 
threatened because of the 
over half a trillion dollars in 
cuts to Medicare to pay for 
‘Obamacare’ in the law, and 
ensure that ‘Obamacare’ re-
mains a burden upon our 
economy and small busi-
nesses by allowing all of the 
taxes, mandates, and other 
regulatory burdens to move 
forward. It’s now up to the 
people’s elected represen-
tatives in the United States 
Congress to carry out the 
will of the American people 
and repeal ‘Obamacare’ in 
its entirety.”
	 Gov. Rick Perry called 
the ruling “a stomach punch 
to the American economy.”
	 "It is a shocking disap-
pointment to freedom-lov-
ing Americans desperate 
to get our country back on 
track. ‘Obamacare’ is bad 
for the economy, bad for 
health care, bad for free-
dom. Americans have made 
clear their overwhelming 
opposition to its convolut-
ed, burdensome and over-
reaching mandates. Now 
that the Supreme Court has 
abandoned us, we citizens 
must take action at every 
level of government and 
demand real reform, done 
with respect for our Con-
stitution and our liberty,” 
Perry said.
	 Attorney General Greg 
Abbott, who sued the feder-
al government over "Obam-
acare" on Texas' behalf, said 
the ruling was “ironic” since 
President Obama insisted 
this was not a tax. 
	 “The Supreme Court re-
buked a runaway federal 
government that tried to 
hijack the Constitution by 
imposing an unprecedented 
requirement forcing Ameri-
cans to buy a product against 
their will,” Abbott said.
	 The Court’s ruling also 
agreed that states are indi-
vidual sovereigns that can-
not be commandeered by 
the federal government, Ab-
bott said. 
	 “In this instance, by 
forcing States to expand 
Medicaid, the federal gov-
ernment tried to hold States 
hostage. Our challenge to 
‘Obamacare’ was never 
about healthcare or insur-
ance, it was about the rule 
of law and a fight against 

a federal government that 
continues to expand. It is 
time for Congress to step 
in and end the ‘Obamacare’ 
nightmare by repealing an 
unprecedented tax on all 
Americans," Abbott said.
Branch also said she is in-
terested in the Medicaid 
changes. 
	 “There are a lot of truly 
disabled people who are using 
Medicaid. Wonder how bad it 
will be on them?” she said. 
	 Texas has two big choic-
es to make: whether to ac-
cept federal funds to expand 
Medicaid, and whether to roll 
out a consumer marketplace 
for comparing and purchas-
ing insurance coverage.
	 While the Supreme Court 
found the Affordable Care 
Act's expansion of Medicaid 
constitutional, it held that 
states can't be penalized by 
the federal government if 
they choose not to accept 
federal funding and do it. 
Abbott said it's not yet clear 
whether Texas will opt out 
of the expansion — and the 
associated funding. 
	 “That is a policy deci-
sion the policy-makers in 
Austin are going to have to 
make,” he said.
	 Texas Health and Hu-
man Services Commission-
er Tom Suehs left the door 
wide open for rejecting the 
federal funds, saying he was 
“pleased” that the Supreme 
Court gave states “more 
ability to push back” against 
the Medicaid expansion.
	 The Affordable Care 
Act requires every state to 
have a health insurance ex-
change — a kind of Orbitz 
for medical coverage — and 
says if states don't do it, 
they'll get a one-size-fits-all 
federal plan instead. 
	 Abbott said he's unsure 
if and how Texas will set up 
an exchange, but that Texas 
will have to “move swiftly." 
“That will have to be ham-
mered out in the coming 
weeks and months,” he said.
	 Last session, efforts to 
lay the groundwork for a 
Texas health insurance ex-
change were rebuffed by 
the state's Republican lead-
ership — even when one key 
House Republican crafted 
the legislation. Now, time is 
of the essence, and the Leg-
islature doesn't meet again 
until January. 
	 In the meantime, Texas 
could establish a state-run 
exchange through an execu-
tive order or via a govern-
ment agency, said Kandice 
Sanaie, the governmental 
affairs manager at the Tex-
as Association of Business 
(TAB). TAB, which ardent-
ly opposes the individual 

mandate the Supreme Court 
upheld, worked with other 
groups last session to try 
to get a state-run exchange 
passed, Sanaie said. The 
bill failed to make it out of 
committee.
	 Now, Sanaie said, the po-
litical climate has changed 
enough that she believes 
it is possible the state will 
move to create its own 
insurance exchange. But 
Democratic state Rep. Gar-
net Coleman of Houston, a 
proponent of federal health 
reform, said that would re-
quire a dramatic change in 
Perry’s stance.
	 Both Sanaie and Cole-
man said they do not believe 
the state can afford to wait 
until the next legislative ses-
sion to design an insurance 
exchange, adding that the 
benefits of a successfully 
implemented state-run ex-
change would trump those 
of a federal one.
	 “We have the ability to 
solve problems and craft 
solutions that take into con-
sideration our uniqueness 
as a state,” Coleman said. 
But he said he is glad the 
state will be required to opt 
into some kind of exchange 
“whether or not somebody 
like Rick Perry said no.”
	 The Medicaid expansion, 
if implemented, is targeted 
at poor adults — those who 
can’t afford to buy insurance 
through the exchange. In a 
press release, Texas Hos-
pital Association President 
Dan Stultz said the Medic-
aid expansion is essential to 
financially support the Af-
fordable Care Act. 
	 “Without the Medicaid 
expansion, many will re-
main uninsured, shifting 
costs to the insured and 
increasing uncompensated 
care to health care provid-
ers,” he said. 
	 In addition to their de-
cisions about the Medicaid 
expansion and the health 
insurance exchange, Texas 
Republicans face another 
question — whether to file 
more litigation. Abbott said 
he will work with Congress 
to attempt to have the law 
repealed, and that the state 
will explore “all possible av-
enues” to further litigation 
against "Obamacare." But he 
said it is hard to tell what 
aspects of the law that liti-
gation might target.
	 “We don’t want to do 
ready, fire, aim,” Abbott 
said. “Let us look at it — 
analyze it — before we start 
discussing what further le-
gal action could be lodged.”

	 Wally De Los Santos, 
the nonvoting Democratic 
Party chairman in Hock-
ley County, west of Lub-
bock, was downright lo-
quacious.
	 “This is my first year. 
We were out of money, 
and there was nobody 
running,” he said of the 
local elections. “Every-
body running in those 
races was a Republican.”
	 There were, of course, 
several statewide races 
that included Democrats. 
They didn’t draw any in-
terest in and around 
Levelland. The election 
returns produced no ev-
idence of Democrats in 
Cochran County, just to 
the west.
	 “This is very Republi-
can country where we’re 
at,” De Los Santos said. 
He said they nearly had a 
Democratic candidate for 
sheriff, but “his petitions 
were full of holes” and he 
didn’t get on the ballot.
Lots of Texans didn’t vote 
at all. Combined turnout 
for the primaries was 15.5 
percent of registered vot-
ers, with almost five Re-
publicans for every two 
Democrats.
	 Four of the five Re-
publican shutouts were 
in South Texas, a region 
known for strong Demo-
cratic showings and ane-
mic Republican turnouts. 
One was near the Okla-
homa border, in sparsely 
populated Foard County. 
While nobody was voting 
for Republicans in those 
places, 9,265 were voting 
for Democratic presiden-
tial candidates.
	 In Crockett Coun-
ty, 1,186 votes were cast 
in the Democratic Prima-
ry and 13 in the Republi-
can Pri-mary. County offi-
cials said this is the first 
time in al¬most 10 years 
the coun¬ty has had a Re-
publican Party Primary. 
	 Both party chairmen 
voted in Crockett County. 
	 All 13 ballots were 
cast in the Republican Pri-
mary for the presidential 

race, and 741 voted int 
the Democratic Primary 
presidential race. 
	 The Democratic shut-
outs were, with one ex-
ception, in West Texas 
and the Panhandle. It’s 
odd to have no votes, but 
no surprise to find more 
Republicans than Demo-
crats in that area. In total, 
the primary election tally 
in those counties was Re-
publicans 11,652, Demo-
crats 0.
	 No Democrats voted 
in Roberts County, north-
east of Amarillo. The par-
ty there doesn’t even have 
a chairman. Steve Hale 
of Miami, the Republican 
Party chairman, said the 
last elected Democrats 
in the county have long 
since switched parties or 
retired, and all of the lo-
cal races are decided in 
his primary. He said the 
Democrats haven’t had a 
chairman for years.
	 “As of right now, I 
think they’d be very hard-
pressed for business,” he 
said.
	 Local races — partic-
ularly in the less popu-
lated areas of the state 
— are often the main at-
traction for voters. A vot-
er might actually know 
the candidate for district 
attorney. Presidential 
candidates, who seldom 
stray far from major air-
ports, seem like TV char-
acters in comparison. One 
Democratic candidate for 
the Texas House, Lanhon 
Odom of Bowie, voted 
in Throckmorton Coun-
ty’s Republican primary 
because, he said, that’s 
where the action was. Per-
haps so, but that move 
disqualified him and left 
his party without a stan-
dard bearer in that race. 
You can’t wear a blue jer-
sey if you’re playing on 
the red team.
	 De Los Santos wasn’t 
a candidate, but faced 
a similar choice when it 
was time to vote. After all, 
there were four Republi-
cans running for Hockley 
County sheriff, and one 
of them will get the job in 
January.
	 Did he vote in the Re-
publican primary?
	 “Hell, no,” he said.
	 He didn’t vote at all.

AUSTIN – The Texas De-
partment of Public Safety (DPS) 
inspected more than 8,000 com-
mercial motor vehicles during a 
three-day inspection effort ear-
lier this month as part of Road-
check 2012. DPS Commercial 
Vehicle Enforcement troopers, 
specially trained Highway Patrol 
troopers and civilian inspectors 
joined forces from June 5 – June 
7 during the annual inspection 
effort aimed at enhancing com-
mercial motor vehicle safety. 

Approximately 22 percent 
(1,763) of the 18-wheelers, buses 
and other commercial vehicles 
inspected were placed out of ser-
vice for a variety of safety viola-
tions until appropriate repairs 
can be made. Issues with brakes, 
lighting and tires were the most 
common infractions that led to 
out of service violations. 

Additionally, drivers were 
checked for compliance with 
state and federal laws, and 243 
drivers were placed out of ser-

vice. Among the violations were 
improper logging of duty time, 
driving over the maximum 
number of hours, and failing to 
have the proper type of license 
for the vehicle being driven. 

In all, DPS issued more than 
2,600 citations and another 
23,000 warnings. 

The annual Roadcheck pro-
gram, sponsored by the Com-
mercial Vehicle Safety Alliance, 
is designed to reduce commer-
cial vehicle highway fatalities 
through increased vehicle and 
driver safety, education and law 
enforcement activities through-
out North America.

DPS will also continue Op-
eration Texas Thunder efforts 
throughout the year.  This DPS 
initiative consists of surge en-
forcement operations targeted 
in specific areas where unsafe 
trucks or buses may be operat-
ing and to crack down on ag-
gressive driving around com-
mercial vehicles.
