Tests breed schools for scandal

o one really ex-

pected public

schools in border

towns such as El

Paso to do well
on under No Child Left Be-
hind. Their tax base is too
small to educate so many
poor kids, many of whom
don’t speak English when
they begin school. Despite
what we say about closing
the achievement gap, the
system is set up for kids in
El Paso to fail. So when the
test scores rose in El Paso,
schools got more money
from Washington, and su-
perintendant Lorenzo Gar-
cia took $56,000 in bonuses
and began bragging about
“the Bowie model,” named
after a large high school
with the kind of predomi-
nantly poorer, immigrant
student body that usually
fails standardized tests. It
was the miracle testing ad-
vocates had been waiting
for.

Folks in El Paso had a dif-
ferent name for what hap-
pened: “los desaparecidos,”
or the disappeared. Turns
out Garcia and several co-
conspirators kept hundreds
of kids out of school in the
10th grade so they couldn’t
take the tests that counted
under No Child Left Behind.
They held back some 9th
graders and skipped others
to the 11th grade. Truant
officers visited some at-risk
kids and told them they
were better off not coming
to school. Others were en-
couraged to drop out and
get their GED.

This is the worst testing
scandal to come along un-
der the high-stakes test-
ing regime that rules our
schools, but we have no
right to act surprised in
Texas. What happened in
El Paso is not an aberration
but an inevitable conse-
quence of high-stakes stan-
dardized testing, and it’s
been happening here for
more than a decade. A for-
mer Texas governor might
have made No Child Left
Behind the law of the land
once he got to the White
House, but back here that
bill is best understood as a
Freudian slip. We’ve been
leaving children behind
when Texas officials made
the 10th-grade standard-
ized test the sole measure
of how the state rated high
schools under the Texas As-
sessment of Knowledge and
Skills exam.

Dr. Linda McNeil of Rice
University first noticed this
phenomenon almost a de-
cade ago when she no-
ticed that every year about
70,000 kids were disap-
pearing between the 9th

and 10th
grades.
Statewide,
30 percent
of the kids
who start
Texas high
schools
don’t fin-
ish, and
most of
those leave
before the
10th grade.

“The
high num-
ber of dropouts under this
system are not unintend-
ed consequences or acci-
dental side effects of the
system,” wrote Dr. McNeil.
“They are the result of the
system when it is working
as it is intended. In fact the
system only works, that is,
only produces rising scores
on the state’s standardized
tests, when these losses oc-
cur.”

High-stakes testing is a
product of the dot-com era
when we all bought Enron
stock and named business
schools after Ken Lay. That,
says McNeil, is where we
went wrong with education
reform.

“To adopt a single-indi-
cator system to measure a
complex enterprise, wheth-
er an energy trading com-
pany or the state’s pub-
lic schools, is to invite the
temptation to hype that in-
dicator, to do anything
to keep it propped up, to
make sure it carries an im-
age of success,” wrote Dr.
McNeil. “One way Enron
kept its stock price high
was to carry its losses on a
separate set of ledgers.”

Put simply, Texas keeps
at-risk kids from taking
high-stakes tests for the
same reason Enron hid debt
in offshore shell corpora-
tions—for the money. The
problem with this system
is there is no bankruptcy
protection for the 30 per-
cent of the population that
grows up without a high
school diploma, unless you
count our prison system.

Rick Perry’s Texas Educa-
tion Agency cleared Garcia of
similar accusations in 2010,
but the FBI wasn’t as kind.
Their investigation result-
ed in big fines and a 3.5-year
prison sentence for Garcia.
If there’s any real justice, he
should have to help his fel-
low inmates get their GEDs.
But why should we make an
example of him? If we don’t
stop high-stakes testing,
we're all to blame.

Courl puls cul to Planned Parenthood on hold

AUSTIN — A Travis County
state District Court on Oct. 26
put a temporary restraining or-
der on the state’s plan to cut off
funding to Planned Parenthood.

Planned Parenthood for many
years has been the largest of
several organizations serving
low-income women through
the state-run Women’s Health
Program funded mainly with
federal Medicaid dollars.

Pursuant to the restraining
order, funding will continue un-
til Nov. 8, when the case will be
heard again in the same court.
At that time, State District Judge
Amy Clark Meachum will con-
sider the validity of the state’s
effort to keep Planned Parent-
hood out of the Women’s Health
Program.

Planned Parenthood sued the
state over a rule enacted by
the Health and Human Services
Commission — in accordance
with a law passed by the Texas
Legislature in 2011 — that
allows the agency to cut off
state funding to organizations

that are affiliated with abortion
providers.

Plans are for the Women’s
Health Program to forego some
$40 million from Washington,
D.C., by switching to state
funding only. With this im-
pending switch, the question
is whether the state’s Human
Resources Code, which requires
federal approval to authorize
the Women’s Health Program,
still holds water and therefore
prevents the state from striking
Planned Parenthood from a list
of providers.

Dr. Kyle Janek is chief execu-
tive of the Health and Human
Services Commission, which
oversees the Women's Health
Program. Janek said, “We remain
committed to enforcing state
law and making sure women
have access to family planning
services. We'll proceed with our
plans to launch a state program
on Nov. 1 that achieves both

those goals.”

The Commission on Oct. 26
began sending a brochure to
current Women’s Health Pro-
gram clients that explains how
to find a doctor or clinic in the
new program.

TRAVIS LETTER TO RETURN

Texas State Library and Ar-
chives Commission on Oct. 24
voted to allow the return of Col.
William Barret Travis’s “Victory
or Death” letter to the Alamo in
March.

This will the first time for the
letter to be at the Alamo since
it was written there on Feb. 24,
1836, at the beginning of the
historic battle. Travis wrote the
letter as Mexican forces under
President General Antonio Lo-
pez de Santa Anna laid siege.

Texas Land Commissioner
Jerry Patterson made the re-
quest for the historic return, the
General Land Office reported.

Patterson said he is working to
raise $100,000 in private dona-
tions to pay for transportation
and security expenses

to display the letter.

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Prospects good for Texas Deer Season

AUSTIN - Texas hunters
should see deer in good condi-
tion and above average num-
bers of mature bucks when
the general season kicks off
Nov. 3 statewide.

“Despite the drought of
2011 deer appeared to come
through the season in fair
shape, which I think in part is
a tribute to hunters and land-
owners doing a better job of
managing deer populations
and the native habitat across
the state,” said Alan Cain,
Texas Parks and Wildlife De-
partment white-tailed deer
program leader. “Couple the
results of good management,
lower harvest in 2011 and
some late winter and spring
precipitation and the stage is
set for a good deer season in
2012

TPWD Big Game Harvest
survey results confirmed what
biologist and hunters already
knew, the deer harvest was
down in 2011. Last year’s es-
timated harvest was 574,808
white-tailed deer; 309,207 be-
ing bucks and 265,601 antler-
less deer.

Compare those statistics
to the 2010 season, one of
our better seasons, when total
deer harvest was estimated at
647,975 deer; 336,550 being
bucks and 311,425 antlerless
deer.

However, a little perspec-
tive is in order here.

Keep in mind the 11-year
average for annual total har-
vest is 574,423 deer and the
lowest estimated harvest oc-
curring during the 2007-08
was an estimated 512,852
deer.

“Although we had a few
dry spells during mid-sum-
mer, I'm seeing and hearing
reports of deer appearing in
good body condition,” Cain
said. “In fact, range condi-
tions look good across most
of the state. As my Dad and I
recently returned from a mule
deer hunt in Wyoming I had a
chance to drive from almost
one end of Texas to the other,
Texline to Pleasanton, and can
say that the landscape was a
brilliant green from just east
of Amarillo to south of San
Antonio.”

The abundant forage, crit-
ical to help deer need nutri-
tional demands, will help to
bolster fawn production as
well as antler quality. Cain is
predicting slightly above aver-
age antler quality for most re-
gions of the state this season.

Late summer rains should
help bucks bulk up and insure
good fat reserves to make it
through the rigors of rut and

improve overall survival this
winter.

The only downside to the
late summer rains is deer may
not readily come to feeders
or food plots early this fall so
hunters may have to change
up their strategies to bag a
deer during the first weekend
or two of general season.

Hunters can expect to see
fewer bucks in the 1 % year
old age class as fawn produc-
tion was very low across many
regions of the state in 2011.

However, good fawns
crops in 2005, 2007, and 2010
should translate into more
bucks in the 7 %, 5 %, and 2
% year old age classes as com-
pared to other age classes.

With the exception of
the 1 % vyear old age class
there may have been a rea-
sonable carryover of bucks in
all other age class simply be-
cause many hunters passed
on bucks with average antler
quality last year, just hoping
for an extra year of age and
more importantly some rain-
fall to provide the necessary
nutrition to help those buck
reach their potential.

“Hopefully, hunters will
find what they’re looking for
this fall,” Cain said. “I've al-
ready seen pictures of an
8-point harvested in Bandera
County this year that scored
on the 159 Boone & Crockett
scoring system, maybe sign of
good things to come this sea-
son. Keep in mind this is well
above the average antler qual-
ity for bucks 6 ¥ years of age

or older.

In fact, based on 30+ years
of TPWD’s age and antler data
the average estimated B&C
score for 6 ¥ year old or old-
er bucks is 125.34. The South
Texas and Eastern Rolling
Plains regions have the high-
est estimated average B&C
scores for bucks 6 % or older
at 134.59 and 129.82, respec-
tively.

The remaining regions
produce great quality mature
bucks with estimated average
B&C scores in the low to mid
120s.

“As always we encour-
age hunters to harvest ant-
lerless deer to help with over-
all population management,
which is an important compo-
nent to maintain quality na-
tive habitats for all wildlife,”
said Cain. “One thing is for
sure we are blessed with the
largest white-tailed deer herd
in the nation, approximately
3.3 million deer, and oppor-
tunity can be found in near-
ly every region of the state. So
don’t sit on the couch this fall
watching the hunting shows,
get outdoors and be a part of
what will hopefully prove to
be a great deer season.”

The general season runs
Nov. 3 through Jan. 6, 2013
in the 209 counties that com-
prise the North Zone and
through Jan. 20, 2013 in the
30 counties of the South Zone.

For county specific regula-
tions, check the 2012-13 Out-
door Annual of Hunting and
Fishing Regulations.

As superintendent here since
mid-2009, I have worked with
your board diligently to improve
conditions, finances, facilities
and performance in our schools.
Our administration has consis-
tently directed effort toward es-
tablishing a safe, challenging
and rewarding school experi-
ence for all students. Times are
hard for schools everywhere,
both financially and academical-
ly. Your board and school fam-
ily are tackling new realities in
education boldly - despite los-
ing nearly a million dollars a
year in operations funding com-
pared to two years ago, we really
have no choice but to adjust and
ensure that kids do not miss a
beat. So in response to question-
able impressions provided in re-
cent campaign publications, a
Fact Check is required and an
examination of motive should
be warranted.

One example of misrepresen-
tation is a contention in cam-
paign advertising that CCCCSD
has twice as many administra-
tors as say, Sonora ISD. Dr. Hart-
man has confirmed for me that
in addition to superintendent,
SISD employs a Special and Fed-
eral Programs Director, a testing
coordinator and four principals.
We have a Special & Federal Pro-
grams Director, a Curriculum
and Assessment Coordinator,
three principals, an elementa-
ry assistant principal and a sec-
ondary dean of students that
manages discipline and atten-
dance concerns at two campus-
es. This is hardly twice as many.
It is one more. A dean of stu-
dents model has been employed
in CCCCSD for many years, and
principals have asked to pre-
serve this service another year
to assist with attendance and
discipline concerns so that they
can more effectively monitor in-
struction. More than ever, prin-
cipals need to be available to
help teachers meet instructional
challenges and these assistants
are very valuable.

Animplication is made in cam-
paign ads that we do not hire lo-
cally. In any discussions relat-
ed to budget development this
year, as the board heard infor-
mation about possible advan-

tages to using contracted cus-
todial services for instance, any
model proposed included reten-
tion of existing employees. Ul-
timately the board chose other
strategies to develop a balanced
budget, but every conversation
the board held included their ex-
pressed concern that any chang-
es do the least amount of dam-
age to our existing workforce.

Contentions are published
that our budget does not pro-
mote academic achievement,
but no connection is spelled
out. We have done everything
possible to preserve strong in-
structional budgets. I am puz-
zled by this contention. Re-
cently we responded to TEA
concerns in their required re-
view of district financial sol-
vency. CCCCSD has exhibited
trends across many years, in-
cluding large effort made from
fund balances on top of budget,
and staffing ratios not support-
ed by our enrollment. We were
able to demonstrate to TEA
that we were aware of these
trends and are making deliber-
ate effort to halt them. We re-
ceived notification this week
that we are no longer on TEA’s
watch list and they have confi-
dence that we are addressing
their concerns adequately. At
least TEA thinks we know what
we are doing in terms of budget
and fiscal management.

It is claimed that students are
not supported or encouraged,
and that teachers are overbur-
dened unnecessarily. In the
three years of experience I have
in CCCCSD, we have added sev-
eral additional systems of sup-
port to students and families
without adding staff. We have
made sweeping technology and
instructional enhancements
that afford every teacher state
of the art materials, tools and
training. Teachers work is hard-
er than ever - and an oppres-
sive accountability system dic-
tates additional work to stay
on top of learner progress and
shape instruction to meet ev-
ery child’s needs. Accountabil-
ity is not going away. We do an
excellent job of providing for
our students and teachers, and
in fact exceed effort in many ar-
eas that other districts may sac-
rifice. Our teachers are having
to learn new data analysis, re-
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flection, and intervention skills
- but that is the pathway to en-
suring that no one falls through
cracks - because every single
child is important to us.

It is also claimed in campaign
material that parents and com-
munity are not involved in deci-
sions at school. In my time here,
I have emphasized accessibil-
ity, customer service and out-
reach. We have parent informa-
tion nights and conduct home
visits in the evenings for high
school students. We make ex-
tensive use of Campus and Dis-
trict Site Based Decision Mak-
ing Teams. We have improved
the number and ways parents
can connect to school. We have
put phones in every classroom
to facilitate regular teacher con-
nection with home. I have per-
sonally conducted many, many
public awareness and educa-
tion sessions. None of the can-
didates making these errone-
ous claims about school have
attended any of these sessions
in my three years here. My as-
sistant Mrs. Hood can attest to
the fact that I have made per-
sonal offers of time to inform
or address concerns promot-
ed by at least one of our candi-
dates, with no response ever. I
am not sure where candidates
get their “facts” about school,
but it is my responsibility to de-
fend the great work our teach-
ers and staff perform on behalf
of children in very challeng-
ing times. For any private indi-
vidual to speak for the morale
of school staff or promote mis-
truth about our school system
for personal advantage is disre-
spectful of the tremendous love
and effort our school staff pro-
vides your children, and is ma-
nipulative of voters.

Iinvite any citizen to regularly
attend meetings of your Board
to maintain awareness of the
challenges we face and the prog-
ress we are making. I encour-
age every voter to check claims
offered by any candidate, for
school board or any other office.

You have a lot to be proud
of in CCCCSD schools. Your
choice at the polls will affect
children’s lives for not just the
next four years - but far be-
yond. You owe it to them to
get the facts before you vote. I
hope I have assisted you in this
important responsibility.
