Sims resigned last year. 
	 In District 2, incumbent Grizz Me-
dina narrowly won her race over Shelly 
Childress. Medina had 105 votes and 
Childress had 98. This will be Medina’s 
second term on the board. 
	 Orlando DeHoyos won in District 
1 with 153 votes over Travis Davidson 
who had 87. DeHoyos replaces Harvey 
Sanchez who did not seek re-election. 
	 Amy Newton won in District 6 with 
184 votes over Chad Poindexter who 
had 57. Newton replaces Tom Ander-
son who did not seek re-election.
	 School board ballots had to be 
hand counted, which was more time 
consuming before results were posted.  
	 Barack Obama won his second 
term as president. 
	 Republican Mitt Romney won 
Crockett County with 957 votes to 
Obama’s 480. 
	 At around midnight, Romney 
called Obama and conceded the race. 
	 At press time, the Texas Tribune  
and Associated Press called the U.S. 
Representative District 23 race for 
Democrat Pete Gallego over Republi-
can incumbent Francisco “Quico” Can-
seco. 
	 Both men ran a neck and neck race 
all night. Gallego had 80,361 votes to 
Canseco’s 73,995 as of press time with 
86 percent of the precincts counted. 
	 Canseco took Crockett County 
with 779 votes to Gallego’s 574.
	 The 23rd District was one of the 
top competitive races in the country. 
It attracted more than $6 million in 
spending from the candidates, the po-
litical parties, political action commit-
tees and special-interest groups.
 	 Canseco raised more than $2.5 mil-
lion, compared with $1.5 million for 
Gallego, who emerged from a three-
way Democratic primary this year.
	 Republican Ted Cruz easily won 
over Democrat Paul Sadler for the U.S. 
Senate seat. 
	 Cruz had 57.8 percent of the state-
wide vote to Sadler’s 39.6 percent. 
	 Sadler conceded before 9 p.m. in a 
brief address to supporters.
	 Cruz, a Harvard-educated lawyer 
and Tea Party icon, easily won the U.S. 
Senate race Tuesday night, becoming 
the first Hispanic from Texas to land 
the job.
	 The son of a Cuban immigrant, 
Cruz was considered a long shot when 
he got into a crowded Republican pri-
mary that included the deep-pocketed 
Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst.
	 Cruz won Crockett County with 
883 votes to Sadler’s 404. 
He will replace Kay Bailey Hutchinson 
who didn’t seek re-election. 
	 Democrat Carlos Uresti won an-
other term as State Senator of District 
19, which includes Crockett County. 
	 Uresti had 60.3 percent to Republi-
can Michael Berlanga’s 39.7 percent. 
In Crockett County, Berlanga had 703 
votes to Uresti’s 557.

Gallego takes congressional race
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AUSTIN — Dr. Kyle Janek, 
chief of the state Health and 
Human Services agency, and 
Gov. Rick Perry on Oct. 31 an-
nounced a new state-funded 
Texas Women’s Health Pro-
gram is ready to step in and 
deliver services to low-income 
women “if Washington cuts 
off funding to the Medicaid 
program.”

“We’ve got the state program 
ready to stand up at any time, 
and that transition would be 
seamless for patients and their 
doctors,” Janek said.

Since 2007, the program has 
been funded primarily with 
federal Medicaid dollars. The 
state plans to reject billions 
in Medicaid dollars in order to 
cut off funding to organiza-
tions affiliated with abortion 
providers in accordance with a 
state law passed in 2011.

Perry said that any lawsuit 
filed to challenge the state’s 
version of the women’s health 
program would “kill the pro-
gram, and would be respon-

sible for denying these im-
portant health services to the 
low-income women of Texas.”

Meanwhile, a temporary 
injunction put in effect by 
an Austin state district court 
on Oct. 26 prevents the state 
from following through on its 
“affiliate ban rule” until Nov. 8, 
when oral arguments in a case 
brought by Planned Parent-
hood will be heard.

Planned Parenthood called 
the injunction “a small victory 
for the approximately 50,000 
Texas women who rely on 
Planned Parenthood for care 
through the Women’s Health 
Program, which includes 
lifesaving breast and cervical 
cancer screenings, birth con-
trol, and testing for sexually 
transmitted infections.”

WINDSTORM CONCERNS 
AIRED

Hurricane Sandy’s recent 

ravage of the eastern seaboard 
reminds Texans of Hurricanes 
Rita, Katrina, Dolly, Ike, Alicia 
and others. Before and after 
mayhem hits, questions over 
who pays and who is respon-
sible for what inevitably arise.

On Nov. 1, the Joint Com-
mittee on Oversight Board of 
Windstorm Insurance met at 
the Capitol, hearing testimony 
from the Texas Windstorm In-
surance Association (“TWIA”), 
the Texas Public Finance Au-
thority, the Texas Department 
of Insurance and the State 
Auditor’s Office.

A few of many topics ad-
dressed were TWIA’s reserve 
fund, high administration 
costs, bookkeeping issues, the 
danger storms pose to coastal 
counties, slowness and other 
problems with recovery efforts, 
and how some coastal property 
owners struggle to pay high 
premiums.

TWIA was established by 
legislative mandate to provide 
wind and hail insurance for 
Texas Gulf Coast prop-
erty owners in the 
event of catastrophic 
loss. “We provide 
‘basic’ coverage 
unavailable in tra-
ditional markets 
for consumers 
who might other-
wise be left unin-
sured,” TWIA’s 
literature 
states.

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Officials say women's health program is ready

I’m about to enjoy my 60th Christmas 
on earth and yet there are still many 
things about the holiday that I don’t 
understand, such as: 

Who is good King Wenceslas and what 
does he have to do with Christmas? 

Does figgy pudding taste as bad as it 
sounds? 

When people “Come A-Wassailing” are 
you expected to feed them?

Who hasn’t sung the words, “Love and 
joy come to you, and to your wassail too, 
And God bless and send you a happy 
New Year.” And yet no one dares ask the 
question, what’s your wassail? Are they a 
body appendage? A relative? And, do we 
all have them and, if not, why?

It turns out that a wassail was brought 
to us by the Saxons, of Anglo-Saxon 
fame, and it has a couple meanings. 
One definition in Medieval England of 
a wassail was when rowdy and fright-
ful trick-or-treater-like hooligans would 
crash into your house and demand food 
and drink. (Sounds to me like when the 
in-laws come to visit.)

The other definition of a wassail is the 
custom of going out into your orchards 
and fields and honoring your crops 
and livestock and encouraging them to 
grow and lead a healthy lifestyle. As an 
example, apple growers might get all li-
quored up on cider and go out into their 
orchards and serenade their apple trees. 
Or, a medieval rancher might ride out 
into his pastures and toast to the good 

health of his medieval 
cows. He and his wench 
also might beat on pots 
and pans to encourage 
fertility and scare away 
evil demons, like wolves 
and the neighbor’s 
trich-infested scrub 
bull. 

I think wassailing, 
or honoring our live-
stock during Christmas 
season, is a great idea, 
especially now that they 
are worth something. 
The question is, how 

do we honor our livestock in this day 
and age? Do we have a banquet for our 
cows, serve them chicken and name one 
of them “Citizen of the Year”? I suppose 
we could  feed them a little extra hay on 
Christmas, but today’s high hay prices 
make that cost prohibitive. Another way 
the old-time ranchers did it was to shoot 
guns in the air and light fires, but in view 
of all the disastrous fires this year, and 
our government’s reluctance to put them 
out, I think there simply has to be a bet-
ter way to wassail our cows.  

Saxon wassailers would take their was-
sail cup and drink a toast to their cattle, 
but most of today’s popular toasts seem 
poorly lacking. I mean, how much honor 
do we bestow on our cows by swigging 
from a bottle of Jack Daniels and saying, 
“Through my teeth, and round my gums, 

look out belly here it comes”? Or, “Here’s 
to our wives and sweethearts. May they 
never meet.”

See what I mean? They just don’t have 
much relevance to a cow.

I suppose we could borrow from a 
friend of mine who always recites the 
same toast whether he’s at a funeral or a 
wedding. He says, “Keep your wagon be-
tween the ditches and the lightning bugs 
out of the buttermilk.” At least there is a 
milk reference but still, I don’t know that 
your average cow would feel honored. 

In looking through several books on 
the subject I did find some toasts that 
could be altered to bestow some sem-
blance of honor on our cows. For ex-
ample, “May your face always be in feed 
and may the wind at your back always 
be your own.” And I suppose you could 
say to your cows on Christmas day, “Eat, 
drink and be merry for tomorrow I’m 
hauling your ugly bag of bones to the 
auction market.”

Due to the language barrier and live-
stock’s uneducated palate for fine wines 
or champagne, I think we should prob-
ably rule out wassailing our cows with 
toasts and boasts. That leaves only one 
way I can think of to honor our cows 
this Christmas and that is the highly 
entertaining format of a roast. Yes, that’s 
what we should do, have a wassail and 
roast our cows this holiday... at thirty 
minutes a pound at 375 degrees.

Our boys and girls were 
crisp and ready and I feel like 
the country club allowing us 
to host our meet really did a 
lot of good for our kids. We 
thank them so much for al-
lowing us use of the course 
for not only the meet, but 
also throughout the year, as 
we have often ran practices 
at their facilities,” he said. 
“One other special thanks I 
want to give is to the Ozo-
na Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment and Sheriff Roy Glenn 
Sutton. The escorts in and 
out of town were extremely 
special for our kids. I doubt 
they will ever forget such an 
amazing experience. We are 
very grateful for all they did 
for us last week. Many mem-
bers of the community await-
ed our return from the re-
gional meet outside of the 
Davidson Gym, and we also 
want to thank all of them, as 
it made the boys and girls 
feel very special.”

	 BAGRAM AIRFIELD, Af-
ghanistan -- Throughout his-
tory, countless military bat-
tles and campaigns have been 
impacted by the weather. 
	 From Hannibal and Geng-
his Khan to Napoleon and 
George Washington, military 
leaders who pay attention to 
weather events and patterns 
typically fare better than 
those who ignore them.
	 Modern missions in Af-
ghanistan are no different, as 
weather conditions play a role 
in essentially all military op-
erations.
 	 As the country's climate 
and terrain provide a dynam-
ic environment of constantly 
changing conditions, it's up 
to the battlefield weather 
forecasters of the 19th Expe-
ditionary Weather Squadron, 
headquartered at Bagram Air-
field, to provide timely and 
accurate forecasts to decision-
makers at every level.
 	 "Our unit provides action-
able weather options to all U.S. 
Army forces here in Afghani-
stan to enable their missions," 
said Lt. Col. Patrick Williams, 
19th EWXS commander.
 	 To provide that support, 
battlefield weather forecasters 
are embedded as Staff Weath-
er Officers at forward operat-
ing bases across Afghanistan. 
By the end of this year, Wil-
liams said, SWO teams will be 
working with the Army at 15 
FOBs throughout the country.
 	 It's the job of these Airmen 
not just to observe conditions 
and forecast the weather, but 
to get the forecast right.
 	 Staff Sgt. Logan English, a 
SWO at FOB Fenty in the east-
ern Nangahar province, said 
troops deal with weather all 
the time whether they think 
about it or not. "My job is to 
ensure brigade can accom-
plish the mission and exploit 
weather conditions."
 	 When it comes to air op-
erations, he said, weather 
conditions are a "go/no go" 
in determining if a sortie can 
be launched. Low visibility, 
storms, and strong winds are 
just a few examples that can 
limit which air assets are 

available to support ground 
operations.
 	 "I'm here to protect Sol-
diers on the ground and ensure 
they have equipment needed, 
using weather," he said. "When 
they need elements like sur-
veillance, medical evacuation, 
or close combat air support, 
I need to make sure they get 
them."
 	 "We're constantly evaluat-
ing conditions and our exper-
tise is needed in the Tactical 
Operations Center and plan-
ning sections to ensure we 
don't send people out into 
bad situations," English said. 
"That's how important it is for 
us to be correct every single 
time."
 	 Working directly in the 
TOCs also helped forge a 
stronger relationship between 
battlefield weather forecast-
ers and the Soldiers they sup-
port, he said. 
	 "Because I'm here, and 
they can see I care about them, 
they trust me with major deci-
sions."
 	 With that level of trust 
comes a great deal of respon-
sibility -at the brigade level, 
English assess weather condi-
tions over an 11,000 square 
mile coverage area for the task 
force. 
	 Much of that is comprised 
of mountain areas; typically a 
much more dynamic weather 
environment than flat ter-
rain. There are just six ground 
weather sensors in the area to 
cover a land mass the size of 
Maryland, he said - and that's 
not always where operations 
are being conducted. 
	 "I may not be pulling the 
trigger, I may not be dropping 
the bomb," English said, "but 
I'm responsible to an extent 
for every Soldier out there. I 
either need to make sure that 
they're going to have the [nec-
essary] asset or that they're 
not in an area where they need 
that asset but don't have it."
 	 In addition to their work 
in the TOC, battlefield weather 
forecasters also maintain and 
troubleshoot the weather sen-
sors, which are often outside 
the wire at remote locations. 
Staff Sgt. Christopher Combs, 
a SWO at FOB Shindand in 

the western Herat province, 
said teams travel two or three 
times a month to maintain 
equipment.
 	 "The process can take 
anywhere from a few min-
utes to several hours," he 
said, "And we might travel up 
to 300-miles, round trip, to 
check the equipment.
 	 At FOB Shank in the Log-
ar province, Tech. Sgt. Omar 
Nurse, a SWO assigned to Task 
Force Eagle, said serving as a 
battlefield forecaster is chal-
lenging, but it's also a very re-
warding job.
 	 "We're very integrated in 
every single flying operation 
here and surrounding areas," 
he said. "Our main mission is 
to get accurate data not only 
for here, but for any place that 
they could be going, and make 
sure that they are routed 
around anything that might 
hinder their flight, and that 
when they get to where they're 
going they have the right kind 
of weather to accomplish their 
mission."
 	 "Working hand in hand 
with them, knowing that they 
depend on me for every mis-
sion that they do," Nurse said, 
"it's a great feeling."
 	 "Weather plays an integral 
part in everything that we do 
in the planning of our mis-
sions,"
 U.S. Army Lt. Col. Chuck Ram-
bo, Task Force Eagle assault 
commander at Shank, said. 
"There's some weather we just 
can't fly in. The weather team 
attached to us does a phenom-
enal job in helping us stay 
ahead of that."
 	 Their ability to see the 
environment and the impacts 
of weather on our operations 
saves lives, Rambo said.
 	 That capacity is never 
more evident than during 
medical evacuation requests, 
Staff Sgt. Mary Henderson, 
a SWO for Task Force Ham-
merhead at Kandahar Airfield, 
said.
 	 When there's a request 
for a medevac they move very 
quickly to get a weather as-
sessment and let them know 
if a flight can go out, she said.
 	 "When someone is out 
there injured a few minutes 

can be the difference between 
life and death," Henderson 
added.
 	 "It feels good knowing 
you're there to support those 
in need and help save lives out 
there," she said. "And it's a big 
responsibility."
 	 Williams said he's proud 
of his battlefield weather fore-
casters, especially when their 
quick thinking and actions are 
what makes the difference.
 	 "They're finding the weath-
er window to allow these mis-
sions to go," the colonel said.
 	 One example was a situa-
tion where two little girls in a 
village were injured, he said. 
There were thunderstorms in 
the area that were prevent-
ing a medevac mission there 
to go. The forecaster, think-
ing on his feet, knew that was 
happening and contacted the 
SWO at a different location 
where a medevac flight was 
ready to go.
 	 "Between those two," Wil-
liams said, "they talked about 
it and found a weather win-
dow where the thunderstorms 
were going to subside for just 
the right amount of time." 
	 They talked to the bat-
tle captain and immediately 
launched the medevac mis-
sion, he said. The two girls 
were picked up and taken to 
medical care, which saved 
their lives.
 	 "It's important to me be-
cause I have two little girls, 
Shannon and Victoria." Wil-
liams said. "As a father, I'd be 
extremely grateful and thank-
ful to whomever it was that 
saved my two little girls."
 	 These Airmen are making 
recommendations to the Army 
to go out and perform deliber-
ate operations that will affect 
parts of Afghanistan, he said. 
	 "They have a very impor-
tant and unique role in Af-
ghanistan," Williams said, "but 
what we do here could not be 
done without the help of the 
Air Force weather community 
back home, from the 28th Op-
erational Weather Squadron to 
the Air Force Weather Agency 
to the Director of Weather, Dr. 
Fred Lewis, and his staff at the 
Pentagon. This is certainly a 
team effort all the way."

Be aware of wildfire threat during hunting season
	 COLLEGE STATION, Tex-
as – With hunting season 
under way and some ar-
eas of the state still recover-
ing from last year’s drought, 
Texas Forest Service officials 
are urging caution for those 
heading outdoors.
	 Hunters should refrain 
from building campfires and 
burning debris during windy 
or dry conditions. 
	 Keep in mind the follow-
ing wildfire safety tips:
	 • If there is no burn ban 
in place and conditions are 
right, you may safely build 
a campfire. But keep the 
fire small, never leave it un-
attended and remove flam-
mable leaves and other 

materials from the area sur-
rounding the fire. 
	 • Make sure the fire is ex-
tinguished and cold to the 
touch before you leave it.
	 • Clear combustible ma-
terials and vegetation away 
from your camp house to re-
duce the likelihood of a wild-
fire to spread. 
	 • Keep water nearby 
when welding on stands.
	 • Drive only on designat-
ed trails. Don’t park or idle 
vehicles in tall, dry grass, 
which can be ignited by con-
tact with a hot muffler.
• Use caution with cigarettes 
and matches.
• Use spark arresters on all 
power equipment.

DROUGHT PROCLAMATION 
CONTINUES

Gov. Perry on Nov. 2 renewed 
his July 5, 2011, proclama-
tion certifying that exception-
al drought conditions pose a 
threat of imminent disaster in 
specified counties in Texas.

The renewed proclamation, 
good for 30 days, applies to 
121 of the state’s 254 counties.

Disaster relief to counties 
with population under 200,000 
and cities under 50,000 that 
have suffered from severe 
drought and wildfire may 
come in the form of federal aid 
through the Community Devel-
opment Block Grant Program.

For example, on Oct. 31, Tex-
as Agriculture Commissioner 
Todd Staples announced the 
award of $1.4 million in feder-
al disaster relief grants to gov-
ernmental bodies that applied 
and met the criteria: Bastrop 
County and the cities of Flor-
ence, Llano and Seymour.

MANUFACTURING PANEL 
FORMS

House Speaker Joe Straus 
on Oct. 22 created the Interim 
Committee on Manufactur-
ing, a panel of 15 state House 
members tasked with recom-
mending ways the Legislature 
can strengthen the manufac-
turing sector in Texas.

Straus said manufacturing 
is a $192 billion industry in 
Texas, accounting for 15 per-
cent of the gross state product, 
adding that more than 800,000 
Texans work in manufacturing.

Straus appointed Rep. Jim 
Murphy, R-Houston, as chair of 
the committee and Rep. Eddie 
Rodriguez, D-Austin, as vice 
chair.
