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	 The Crockett Coun-
ty Commissioners’ Court 
unanimously approved for 
the new sheriff to receive 
training before he takes of-
fice in January.
	 During a Nov. 30 spe-
cial meeting, the commis-
sioners approved for Sher-
iff-Elect Bob Rodriguez to 
attend training in Decem-
ber held by the Texas Asso-
ciation of Counties. 
	 Texas Local Government 
Code Sec. 152.907 allows 
the commissioner court to 
authorize payment of rea-
sonable continuing educa-
tion expenses incurred by a 
county or precinct officer if 
the expenses are related to 
the officer’s official duties, 
including expenses incurred 
by the officer between the 
general election at which the 
officer is elected and the be-
ginning of the officer’s term 

of office. 
	 Cost for the training 
will be around $400, said 
County Auditor Janie Chan-
dler. 
	 “When you take the of-
fice of sheriff, you hit the 
floor running,” said Coun-
ty Judge Fred Deaton. “The 
Texas Association of Coun-
ties is hoping to get all sher-
iffs in before they take of-
fice. Bob wants all the 
schooling he can get. We are 
perfectly legal to do this.”
	 The commissioners also 
unanimously approved pay-
ing for county Christmas 
Lights from the parks and 
repair fund out of the road 
department budget.

Garden City man 
killed  in accident

	 A Garden City man 
was killed last week in a 
vehicle accident south on 
State Highway 163. 
	 Jose Chavez, 32, was 
pronounced dead at the 
scene by Crockett County 
Justice of the Peace Evelyn 
Lozano, according to a re-
port from the Texas De-
partment of Public Safety. 
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AUSTIN — Legal proceed-
ings to seize Yearning For Zion 
Ranch, a 1,700-acre property in 
Schleicher County, are under 
way, the Office of the Texas 
Attorney General announced 
Nov. 28.

That day, the state filed an af-
fidavit for a search-and-seizure 
warrant in the 51st District 
Court of Schleicher County. 
The state claims the property 
is contraband and therefore 
subject to forfeiture “because 
it was acquired with proceeds 
of or was used or intended to 
be used in the commission of 
sexual assault, aggravated sex-
ual assault, bigamy, engaging 
in organized criminal activity 
and/or money laundering.”

Each of those acts is catego-
rized as a felony under state 
law.

As stated in the announce-
ment, the filing of the war-
rant “begins the final chapter 
of the State’s nearly five-year 
effort to pursue widespread 
criminal misconduct at the YFZ 

Ranch.” The affidavit says the 
ranch was purchased on the 
orders of Warren Jeffs, who 
sought a rural location where 
the Fundamentalist Church 
of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day 
Saints (not affiliated with the 
mainstream Mormon church) 
“could operate a polygamist 
compound where the systemic 
sexual assault of children 
would be tolerated without 
interference from law enforce-
ment authorities.”

At least nine FLDS members 
including sect leader Warren 
Jeffs were successfully pros-
ecuted by the state for sexually 
assaulting children at the YFZ 
Ranch, according to the AG's 
office.

GRADING RULE IS SET ASIDE
Texas Education Commis-

sioner Michael L. Williams 
announced Nov. 30 that he has 
deferred implementation of a 

certain grading requirement for 
the 2012-2013 school year.

A student’s score on the 
State of Texas Assessments 
of Academic Readiness end-
of-course examinations would 
have counted 15 percent of the 
student’s final grade in each 
test subject area if the rule 
were implemented.

Williams’ decision, he said, 
will allow the Texas Legisla-
ture pass a law making the 15 
percent rule optional. Proposed 
legislation to that effect has 
been filed. Gov. Rick Perry, 
who supports such legislation, 
said it would give local school 
districts “discretion to enact 
changes at a level and pace that 
is right for them.”

Furthermore, State Board of 
Education member Thomas 
Ratliff of Mount Pleasant 
penned a Nov. 29 opinion 
suggesting several needed 
education and testing reforms 

including the repeal of the “15 
percent rule.” Ratliff wrote 
that high-stakes, standardized 
testing “is sucking 
the individuality 
and creativity out of 
classrooms all across 
the state.”

In other state 
education news, 
Texas tied for the 
third-highest high 
school gradu-
ation rate in 
the country 
for all

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Common mistakes made in marketing

STEEN STEPS INTO NEW 
ROLE

Gov. Perry on Nov. 27 ap-
pointed San Antonio attorney 
John T. Steen Jr. Texas’ 108th 
secretary of state.

The job includes service as 
the state’s chief elections of-
ficer, the governor’s liaison 
on border and Mexican affairs, 
and Texas’ chief protocol offi-
cer for state and international 
matters.

The Office of the Secretary of 
State is the state agency that 
serves as the formal reposi-
tory for official and business 
records, publishes government 
rules and regulations, keeps 
the state seal and attests to the 
governor’s signature on offi-
cial documents.

Steen, a former member of 
the Texas Public Safety Com-
mission, succeeds Esperanza

CHAIR FILES TAX RELIEF 
BILL

State Rep. Harvey Hilderbran, 
R-Kerrville, on Nov. 29 filed 
House Bill 213, legislation to 
make permanent a tax exemp-
tion for companies that earn 

less than $1 million a year.
In 2009, the state Legisla-

ture temporarily raised the 
franchise tax revenue exemp-
tion for small businesses to $1 
million, offering tax relief to 
nearly 40,000 additional small 
businesses across the state.

In 2011, Hilderbran, who 
serves as chair of the powerful 
House Ways and Means Com-
mittee, spearheaded an effort 
to amend legislation that ex-
tended the $1 million exemp-
tion through the end of 2013.
