Water
availability
a risk for oil,
gas drillers

A new national report on
hydraulic fracturing and water
use suggests that oil and gas
companies are at risk of run-
ning short on the precious re-
source — especially in South
Texas, where the drilling boom
took off just two years ago as
a severe drought was taking
hold and has not let up.

"Water use for hydrau-
lic fracturing will continue to
grow, triggering unprecedent-
ed county water demands,"
the report warns. Continued
drought conditions and a pop-
ulation surge in areas where
drilling is most prevalent are
also key factors.

Ceres, a Boston-based
analysis firm and sustainabil-
ity advocacy group, analyzed
tens of thousands of reports
submitted by drilling compa-
nies to the FracFocus govern-
ment database from 2011 to

One that
comes to mind immediate-
ly is Isaiah’s quote from the
Lord: “Come, now, let us
reason together."

How refreshing, then, is the
current announcement that
should set our hearts aflut-
ter. At the recent confab in
Toluca, Mexico, that country’s
President, Enrique Pefia Nieto;
US President Barack Obama
and Canadian Prime Minis-
ter Stephen Harper seemed
to have unanimous resolve to
tackle a problem faced by all
three countries.

We're flat out running out
of monarch butterflies. The
leaders didn’t meet initially to
talk about butterflies. But the
subject came up when they
reviewed the North American
Free Trade Agreement.

Citing monarchs as the
species that “symbolizes
our association,” the lead-
ers wedged in the “butterfly
alert” on an agenda that in-
cluded weighty pronounce-
ments on energy, immigra-
tion, border security and
job creation.

Population of the mon-
archs, hibernating in Mexi-
co annually from December
until March, has plummeted
from a high of 1.1 billion in
1996 to a pitiful 33 million
this year.

Butterflies covered 45
acres of forests in Mexico
two decades ago; now there
are enough to cover just
1.65 acres.

Experts say relentless
spraying of herbicides in
North America is wiping out
once-plentiful milkweed, the
only plant monarch caterpil-
lars can eat. This is the opin-
ion of more than 100 scien-
tists, Nobel Prize winners
and environmentalists.

The scholars are calling on
the three nations to establish
a “milkweed corridor” that
could put an end to what, in
effect, amounts to starvation
for many of the world’s most
beautiful creatures. They
advise massive planting of
milkweed along roadsides-
-and in toxin-free buffer
zones--in all three countries.

Thus, when butterflies
make their 3,000-mile migra-
tions, there should be plenty
of milkweed to sustain them-
-if they stay on course.

incide with
that milestone would be the
announcement that mon-
arch butterfly numbers are
soaring, maybe even near-
ing the one billion mark.

Sure, we've got problems
with border crossings, but
they shouldn’t apply to but-
terflies. If they, in “butterfly
talk,” ask, “Got milkweed?,”
each country should have a
“yes” answer. Maybe wives
of the presidents will take
this project on; Lady Bird
Johnson would have!

If the leaders piddle
around on this problem,
international landscapes
could one day be barren of
monarchs. How sad.

I guess it’s too late for the
experts to help restore fire-
flies. (OK, “lightning bugs”
if that’s what you called
them.) Maybe that can be
considered at a later sum-
mit. (And no, we don’t want
the leaders squabbling over
whether to offer little gov-
ernment-provided feed-
bags for the monarchs to
eat from during their mi-
gration. What we do want is
for them to take the prob-
lem seriously. At an earlier
summit, upon learning the
whooping crane population
had dipped under 100, one
wiseacre suggested gather-
ing up regular cranes, and
teaching them to whoop.)

Humankind remains fas-
cinated by God’s creatures,
particularly, I think, the
ones that fly, with feathers
or otherwise.

I don’t know very many
butterfly stories, but a boiler
plate, garden variety and well-
worn yarn comes to mind.

Two caterpillars, crawling
slowly along the ground,
heard flapping wings of
butterflies above them.
“You’ll never get me up in
one of those things,” one
said to the other.

Finally, there was the
youngster who feared
somehow swallowing cat-
erpillars and winding up
with butterflies in his stom-
ach....End of the lines; ev-
erybody off!.

Federal court rules on same-sex marriage

AUSTIN — In the final week
before Tuesday, March 4, Pri-
mary Election Day, candidates
put on final pushes in hopes
of getting enough votes to be
their party’s nominee for the
general election in November.

A ruling by a San Anto-
nio federal court on Feb. 26
moved a hot-button issue
front and center, giving candi-
dates a last-minute opportuni-
ty to delineate their stand. In
a case brought by two same-
sex couples, San Antonio U.S.
District Judge Orlando Garcia
declared unconstitutional
the Texas law and a related
state constitutional amend-
ment that prohibit same-sex
marriage and the recogni-
tion of out-of-state same-sex
marriages. On page 46 of his
ruling, Garcia wrote, “Equal
treatment of all individuals
under the law is not merely
an aspiration — it is a con-
stitutional mandate. Conse-
quently, equal protection is at
the heart of our legal system

and is essential for the exis-
tence of a free society.”

Right away, however, Garcia
placed a stay on his order pre-
venting the state from enforc-
ing those laws, pending an ap-
peal filed by the Texas attorney
general’s office in the Fifth
Circuit U.S. Court of Appeals.

Gov. Rick Perry reacted, say-
ing, “It is not the role of the
federal government to over-
turn the will of our citizens.
The 10th Amendment guaran-
tees Texas voters the freedom
to make these decisions and
this is yet another attempt to
achieve via the courts what
couldn’t be achieved at the
ballot box.”

Texas Roman Catholic Bish-
ops issued a joint statement
expressing disappointment in
the court’s decision.

There are “good, well-mean-
ing people" on both sides of
the issue, said Texas Attorney

General and GOP gubernato-
rial candidate Greg Abbott.
But, he added, “The Texas
Constitution defines marriage
as between one man and one
woman. If the Fifth Circuit
honors those precedents,
then today’s decision should
be overturned and the Texas
Constitution will be upheld.”

Perry receives Fulbright award

Gregg Perry has been se-
lected for a Fulbright award
to Austria.

Perry, a professor at St.
Edward’s University in Aus-
tin, will be leaving in Octo-
ber to teach classes and do
research at the Management
Center Innsbruck (MCI), a di-
vision of the University of
Innsbruck and one of the
largest and most prestigious
business schools in Europe.

The Austrian portion of
the grant lasts four months,
and the Fulbright Scholar
program will pay Perry’s trav-
el, housing, salary and other
living expenses while there,
he said.

“T will be teaching class-
es in English, although I'm
doing my best to pick up as
much German as I can be-
fore I go. Classes will focus
on the convergence of digital
media and business. I will al-
so be doing research for an
article, probably on the ef-
fect of on-demand streaming
music services like Spotify
on international music pira-
cy rates,” Perry said. “When 1
get back, the program contin-
ues for another six months,
mostly so I can finish my re-
search and write the article.”

As a Fulbright grantee,
Perry joins the ranks of dis-
tinguished participants in the

program.
Fulbright
alumni
have be-
come heads
of state,
judges,
ambassa-
dors, cabi-
net minis-
ters, CEOs,
universi-
ty presidents, journalists, art-
ists, professors and teachers.
They have been awarded 43
Nobel Prizes. Since its incep-
tion more than 60 years ago,
approximately 300,000 Ful-
brighters have participated in
the program.

The grant is made pos-
sible through funds that are
appropriated annually by the
U.S. Congress and, in many
cases, by contributions from
partner countries and the pri-
vate sector.

Perry graduated from
Ozona High School in 1980
as valedictorian and from
the Texas Tech School of
Law in 1990. He was a prac-
ticing attorney in Austin and
Dallas until 2007, when he
then semi-retired and started
teaching at St. Edward’s Uni-
versity.

Perry is the son of Gene
Perry and the late Betty Perry,
of Ozona.

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mid-2013. Of all the shale
plays it analyzed nationwide,
Ceres found that the coun-
ty where water use was high-
est for fracking was Dimmit
County, in the heart of the
Eagle Ford Shale.

For the two-and-a-half
year period examined, drill-
ers used 3.9 billion gallons of
water for hydraulic fractur-
ing in Dimmit County, the re-
port says. According to state
data, the entire county used
that much water in 2011. In
the 10 South Texas counties
that make up the Eagle Ford
Shale, close to 20 billion gal-
lons of water were used for
fracking between 2011 and
mid-2013, the report said,
and the majority of the water
is used in Dimmit, La Salle,
and Karnes counties — where
the majority of drilling activi-
ty is occurring.

The report warns inves-
tors in energy companies
that they should pay atten-
tion to water availability for
drillers before they decide
where to invest their money.

“I's good for investors
to ask their portfolio compa-
nies, ‘How are they address-
ing this issue?’” said Steven
Heim, managing director for
the investment management
firm Boston Common Asset
Management, who wasn't in-
volved in the study. “It’s a
limiting factor.” While some
of the water used may be
brackish water that is unfit
to drink, or recycled water, it
is likely that the vast major-
ity of it is freshwater under-
ground, the report says.

Ceres also used data
from the U.S. Geological Sur-
vey and other sources to de-
termine that South Texas
groundwater is in high de-
mand, leading the report to
call the area “water stressed”
— no surprise to a number of
landowners and groundwa-
ter regulation districts in the
region who have voiced con-
cerns about seeing low wa-

ter levels in their own wells
in recent years. Scientists at
the Southwest Research In-
stitute estimate that fracking
uses up as much as a third
of the overall water demand
in some South Texas compa-
nies.

Oil and gas companies
say they are ramping up their
use of water recycling tech-
nologies, as well as drilling
farther into the ground for
poorer quality water that
they can use in lieu of pre-
cious freshwater. But such
practices are taking off most-
ly in West Texas' oil-rich
Permian Basin, where Ce-
res found water use to be far
less than in the Eagle Ford
Shale. The water use there is
still significant, however; be-
tween 2011 and mid-2013,
close to 1.2 billion gallons of
water was used for fracking
in Irion County, home to the
town of Barnhart, which fa-
mously ran out of water last
year. The county used a to-
tal of 1.05 billion gallons for
municipal, agricultural and
all other activities in 2011.

Part of the reason less
water is used in the Permian
Basin is because that region
is more in demand for its oil,
which usually needs less wa-
ter to extract via fracking, Ce-
res' analysis said. But oil and
gas companies have also said
that water-saving techniques
like recycling are more diffi-
cult in the Eagle Ford Shale,
where they are more needed.
That’s in part due to the geol-
ogy of the South Texas shale
play, the Ceres report said:
When drillers send billions of
gallons rushing down a well
to be fracked, far less water
comes back to them than in
the Permian Basin.

“The use of brackish wa-
ter as an alternative to fresh-
water is gaining popularity,”
analysts wrote, but added
that even brackish water is
important for the surround-
ing community. “Some brack-
ish supplies may be needed
in the future to meet local
drinking water needs, so this

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water source should be care-
fully assessed.”

Heim said that investors
need to consider water avail-
ability for fracking a serious
risk because the Eagle Ford
Shale will be a region of drill-
ing interest for a long time.
Unlike other Texas oil booms,
this one is due in large part
to technology that will allow
production of oil and gas to
continue for decades.

“You'll just need more
and more wells being drilled
and more fracking needed,
because they’ll need to do it
to keep up with the produc-
tion,” Heim said. “So at some
point [water is] something
they’re going to have to work
out.”

The data is some of the
most comprehensive to be
collected on water use for
fracking in Texas. Previous
studies from the University
of Texas at Austin suggested
that drillers used 25 billion
gallons of water for frack-
ing in in 2012, and estimates
they may need 40 billion gal-
lons by 2020. That would still
be less than 1 percent of the
state’s total projected wa-
ter need, but because the de-
mand is concentrated in cer-
tain local areas, it could make
up a large portion of those
areas’ water needs.

The Texas Department
of Transportation will be per-
forming a scrub seal coat on
State Highway 163 (Avenue E)
in Ozona from 1st Street to 8th
Street on Tuesday, March 11.

Residents in this area
are asked not to park on the
street the night of March 10
and all day March 11. Work
will begin at 7 a.m. and con-
tinue until 7 p.m. All work
will be completed in one day.

Temporary closures of side
streets will occur throughout
the day of March 11 in this area.

Various lanes will be
closed periodically and traf-
fic patterns will be altered as
the work is completed.

A scrub seal involves
spraying a thick application
of a rejuvenating agent on
the pavement surface and
then forcing it into all cracks
in the road using a heavy
broom. The treatment is then
covered with rock and rolled
with a pneumatic roller.

After afew hours the rock
is swept away and the cracks
have been filled. This process
will improve the road surface
for up to four years.

Proposed hunting changes

AUSTIN - The Texas
Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment is proposing expansion
of mule deer hunting in sev-
eral counties and extending
squirrel season into February
across parts of East Texas.

TPWD  staff presented
proposed amendments to the
2014-15 Statewide Hunting
Proclamation to the Texas Parks
and Wildlife Commission. The
recommended changes include:

-Implement an archery-
only open season and 16-day
general season for mule deer
in Knox County, where the
season is currently closed,;

-Implement a nine-day
general season for mule deer
in Castro, Hale, Lubbock, and
Lynn counties, where the sea-
son is currently closed,;
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- Clarify rules regarding
utilization of antlerless mule
deer permits;

-Shorten the current
year-round open season for
desert bighorn sheep by one
month and eliminate the re-
quirement of a landowner af-
fidavit for skulls and horns
found in the wild;

-Extend squirrel season
in 51 East Texas counties;

-Eliminate bag and pos-
session limits for squirrel in
12 counties in the Blacklands
Prairie;

- Allow the take of squir-
rel by means of air rifles
meeting minimum standards;

-Implement rules allow-
ing use of mobile technology
by hunters to check harvest-
ed Eastern turkeys;

-Clarify rules governing
possession of firearms while
hunting deer or turkey dur-
ing an open archery season;

The Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances present
in all or part of the unincorporated area of the county create
a public safety hazard that would be exacerbated by outdoor
