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	 The discussion of coun-
ty employee raises filled the 
Crockett County Commission-
ers’ Courtroom Monday night. 
A number of county employ-
ees from various departments 
attended the meeting to voice 
their opinion about raises for 
the 2019 county budget. It’s 
been two, nearly three, years 
since county employees re-
ceived a raise. 
	 “Everything is going up, 
except our paychecks,” said 
Crockett County Justice of the 
Peace Evelyn Kerbow. “A lot of 
these county workers are paid 

$10 an hour.”
	 “Could you maintain your 
house on $10-$11 an hour?” 
added Melissa Ybarra. 
	 The current proposed 
draft of the 2019 county bud-
get shows a $661,000 deficit, 
which does not include any 
raises. 
	 This includes the $2.5 mil-
lion bond payments for the 
wellness center and the new 
jail, which have three more 
years to be paid off, as well as 
increases in health insurance 
and retirement. 
	 The county also has 
around $11.5 million in their 
Rainy Day Fund. 
	 “At our 80-cent maximum 

tax rate we can’t go anymore. 
Our bonds count against us,” 
Deaton said. “We’re cut down 
pretty low if we want to keep 
our services that we’ve got.
	 County Treasurer Laura 
Conner presented information 
showing what it would cost 
the county if full-time employ-
ees received a 1 percent, 2 per-
cent  and 5 percent raise, as 
well as raises for $1,200 per 
year, $1,500 per year, $1,800 
per year and $2,4000 per year. 
Conner also included informa-
tion with longevity increments 
for employees.

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Texas Democratic candidates find friendly 
donors in hostile congressional districts

Democratic chal-
lengers outraised 
Republican con-
gressional incum-
bents in seven 

races in Texas during the 
second quarter of the year. 
But in most of those rac-
es — including the state-
wide contest for U.S. Senate 
— recent election histo-
ry favors the Republicans. 
Sometimes, it favors them 
by a wide margin.

Money helps. A challeng-
er to an incumbent has to 
become known to voters 
to have a chance, and some 
sort of advertising — door 
hangers, radio and TV adver-
tising, social media ads — is 
a big part of that. 

Seven Republican incum-
bents in the Texas congres-
sional delegation were out-
raised by their Democratic 
challengers in the second 
quarter of 2018: U.S. Sen. 
Ted Cruz and U.S. Reps. John 
Carter of Round Rock, John 
Culberson of Houston, Will 
Hurd of Helotes, Pete Ol-
son of Sugar Land, Pete Ses-
sions of Dallas and Rog-
er Williams of Austin. They 
were outdone by some Dem-
ocratic names that, for now, 
are a little less well known: 
Beto O’Rourke of El Paso, MJ 
Hegar of Round Rock, Lizzie 
Pannill Fletcher of Houston, 
Gina Ortiz Jones of San An-
tonio, Sri Preston Kulkarni of 
Houston, Colin Allred of Dal-
las and Julie Oliver of Austin.

Cruz’s race against 
O’Rourke is this year’s mar-
quee event. It’s the top race 
on the ballot, and the con-
test for governor that might 
contend with it for public at-
tention looks considerably 
less competitive.

Cruz has run only one 
statewide general election 
—for Senate in 2012 — but 
was on the presidential bal-
lot in 2016 before losing 
the Republican nomination 
to Donald Trump. He’s bet-
ter known than all but a 
handful of Texas Republi-
cans — a significant advan-
tage over the Democrat — 
but he has also raised less 
money. That’s got people 
who don’t usually pay atten-
tion to these things paying 
attention; in a Texas where 
Republicans regularly beat 
Democrats by double-dig-
it margins, recent polls have 
this contest in single digits.

The question being an-
swered in November is a bi-
ennial one: Can a Demo-
crat beat a Republican in a 
statewide race in Texas? For 
more than 20 years, the an-
swer has been a consistent 
“no.” But the financial re-
sults to date — the candi-
date nicknamed Beto has 
outraised the candidate 

nicknamed 
Ted in all but 
one of the re-
ports filed 
so far — has 
made “may-
be” one of 
the possible 
answers.

Democrats 
in Texas do 
better in 
years when 
presiden-
tial races are 
on the bal-
lot. Turnout 

is heavier — those nation-
al contests are more inter-
esting to more people — and 
the margins tighten in state-
wide races. The average Re-
publican margin of victory 
in 2014 — the last guberna-
torial year — was 22.4 per-
centage points. In 2016, it 
was a smaller but still sub-
stantial 14.1 percentage 
points.

In the six congressional 
districts where Democrats 
outshone Republicans in 
second-quarter fundraising, 
only one — the 23rd — has 
been competitive in recent 
elections. Hurd won by a 
hair (1.3 percentage points) 
in 2016 after successfully 
challenging a Democratic in-
cumbent two years earlier in 
an election he won by a rela-
tive landslide of 2.1 percent-
age points. He’ll face Dem-
ocrat Gina Ortiz Jones in 
November.

Sessions didn’t have a 
Democratic opponent two 
years ago; in 2014, he fin-
ished 26 percentage points 
ahead of the Democratic 
candidate.

The other four seats are — 
at least in recent elections — 
testaments to a very effec-
tively drawn political map: 
Each of the incumbents won 
easily in 2016: Culberson by 
12 percentage points, Wil-
liams by 20, Olsen by 19 and 
Carter by 21.

Trump’s finish in some of 
those districts is encourag-
ing to Democrats. He lost 
to Hillary Clinton in Culber-
son’s Houston district, in 
Hurd’s border district and in 
Sessions’ Dallas district. His 
political misfortunes weren’t 
enough to sink the people 
right behind him on the bal-
lot, however, and he won’t 
be at the top of the ticket 
this year, anyhow.

Fundraising in these rac-
es during this most recent 
quarter went to the Demo-
crats. Mark that as a hurdle 
overcome.

November is the bigger ob-
stacle.

	 AUSTIN — Psychologi-
cal prevention and treatment 
for students is the best way 
to head off school violence, 
mental health professionals 
told a panel of state lawmak-
ers on July 18.
	 This was the third in a se-
ries of interim hearings for 
the Senate Select Commit-
tee on Violence in Schools 
& School Security, a panel 
named by Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick 
in response to the shooting at 
Santa Fe High School in May. 
	 Dr. Andy Keller, president 
of the Meadows Foundation in 
Dallas, told panel members:
	 — It is a challenge to pre-
dict which students might 
turn into mass shooters;
	 — Some 2 million children 
and teenagers have been diag-
nosed with mental health dis-
orders; 
	 — Of those, perhaps 
20,000 have a diagnosis asso-
ciated with a slight increase in 
violent behavior; and
	 — Of the 20,000, few-
er than 1,000 are considered 

high-risk for violent behavior.
Keller added that doesn’t 
mean those 1,000 children are 
more likely to commit a mass 
shooting.
	 Dr. Clifford Moy, direc-
tor of Behavioral Health at the 
TMF Health Quality Institute 
in Austin, said profession-
als “should be focusing on 
the broader group of students 
who are at risk” in order to in-
tervene for their and others’ 
safety.
	 Dr. Iram Kazimi, director 
of the Inpatient Pediatric Bi-
polar Program at UT Health 
Harris County Psychiatric 
Center, said children’s expo-
sure to violent media changes 
their perception of how oth-
ers think about them. “Unless 
we start addressing how kids 
actually think about the world 
around them, I think we’re go-
ing to be at a loss,” Kazimi 
said.
	 After its final hearing on 

July 24, the committee will 
present a final report to the 
full Senate with findings and 
recommendations for the Leg-
islature to consider in its next 
regular session, which begins 
in January.

ABBOTT, DOJ 
ANNOUNCE GRANT

	 Gov. Greg Abbott and 
the U.S. Department of Jus-
tice’s Bureau of Justice Assis-
tance on July 19 announced 
a $1 million grant for over-
time expenses of law en-
forcement officers involved 
in the response efforts after 
the shooting at Santa Fe High 
School. 
	 The grant will be award-
ed to the Office of the Gov-
ernor’s Criminal Justice Divi-
sion and will assist the City of 
Santa Fe and surrounding ju-
risdictions with law enforce-
ment costs incurred respond-
ing to the shooting.

	 “As our hearts contin-
ue to ache for the lives lost 
at Santa Fe High School, this 
grant will provide welcome 
assistance to a com-
munity still strug-
gling with this trag-
edy,” Abbott said.

Who will say to the world’s unfortunate 
and poor, “Follow us and we will lift you 
up?”

America was preceded in death by 
common sense, decency, freedom, hard 
work, thrift and good manners. She is 
survived by 50 states who suffer from the 
same deadly disease.

Childress brothers compete 
at Texas 4-H Shooting Sports State Games

The 2018 Texas 4-H

International Skeet State 
Champion.  Carson was also 
the Intermediate HOA State 
Champion in 2017.  

Not an easy task, consid-
ering all the Junior Olympic 
competitors.  He also shot 
99 out of 100 in American 
Trap this year, to come in 
sixth place.

West Texas is a small 
clan at the State Games, and 
others from our area per-
formed well.  

Tom Green County has 
always had close ties with 
Ozona shooters, and this 
year, Tom Green won the 
Gene Shiller Award. It goes 
to the Club as a whole that 
shot the highest percent-
age of targets, with the team 
having a minimum of three 
shooters. 

They are led by coaches 
Jay Garrett and Tom Thomp-
son. It may just be the hard-
est award to earn.  They 
have won this five years in a 
row.

What you should know about glucose toxicity
Many of you know I am a 

Type-2 Diabetic. I was always 
aware it was prevalent in our 
family’s history, I’ve only re-
cently discovered that the 
disorder can be controlled, in 
spite of the familial genetic 
variation.

I was diagnosed as pre-dia-
betic in 1974 and never coun-
selled about how to improve 
my condition. Thirty-six 
years later, I was diagnosed 
as a full-blown diabetic… 
still, I had to figure it out on 
my own.

After making certain di-
etary changes, I finally hap-
pened upon a combination of 
nutritional adjustments the 
has resulted in my diabetic 
disorder being in remission 
for almost eight years... and 
my health has never been 
better .

The marker that my care 
provider was always most 
concerned with was my 
chronically high blood glu-
cose levels, or hyperglyce-
mia. My blood was growing 
more and more toxic for my 
organs and causing various 
metabolic issues such as dia-
betes, heart disease, hyper-
tension, and others.

Hyperglycemia is a condi-
tion in which an excessive 
amount of glucose circulates 
in the blood plasma and is a 
precursor to Type-2 Diabetes 
Meletus. Inadequate insulin 
secretion from the pancreatic 
beta-cells causes increasingly 
higher blood glucose levels 
that continually bathe the be-
ta-cell. This leads to a whole 
spectrum of consequences 
for the pancreas, as well as 
all the organs, and glucose 
toxicity.

“Glucose toxicity refers to 
the adverse effects of higher 
than normal concentrations 
of glucose on cells and tis-
sues. Most commonly, glu-
cose toxicity is defined in 
terms of the ability of excess 
glucose to impair insulin se-
cretion and action, resulting 
in a vicious cycle of worsen-
ing glycemic control in dia-
betes mellitus.” - Donald A. 
McClain, MD, PhD, University 
of Utah, Adjunct Professor of 
Internal Medicine - Endocri-

nology and 
Metabolism

Repeated 
challenges by 
high glucose 
concentra-
tions rap-
idly lead to 
diminished 
insulin secre-
tion from the 
pancreas in 
response to 
glucose.  	
    However, 

upon normalization of blood 
glucose levels, the glucose 
sensitivity of the pancreatic 
beta-cells can be restored.

Prolonged periods of di-
gestive rest, the limiting of 
high glycemic foods and fast-
ing, under conditions of nor-
mal glucose levels allows the 
pancreas to recover and once 
again respond normally to 
glucose stimulation.

“In non-insulin dependent 
diabetics (N.I.D.D.) of normal 
body weight, the acute in-
sulin response to glucose is 
defective. This specific B-cell 
insensitivity to glucose re-
sults from unknown and per-
haps multiple mechanisms. 
Hyperglycemia may be itself 
aggravate this phenomenon. 
The defective glucose sensi-
tivity of the beta-cell in non 
insulin dependent diabetes. 
Improvement after twenty 
hours of normoglycemia.” - 
PubMed.gov.

If the pancreatic beta-cells 
continue to be bombarded 
with these excessive levels of 
glucose molecules for an ex-
tended period, the pancreas 
can shut down, and insulin 
secretion is compromised. 

If you take control of these 
constant high blood glucose 
levels, you can restore some 
or all of your pancreatic beta-
cell function, the earlier you 
normalize your blood glu-
cose levels, the higher your 
chances of restoring even 
more pancreatic beta-cell 
function.

“Just because you have 
been diagnosed with diabe-
tes does not mean you can 
no longer enjoy the foods 
you love or your cultural tra-
ditions,” said Alison Evert, 

MS, RD, CDE, Coordinator of 
Diabetes Education Programs 
– University of Washington 
Medical Center, Diabetes 
Care Center.

I cannot concur with the 
above statement. From the 
perspective of a diabetic and 
practitioner of nutritional sci-
ence, the statement is archaic 
and borderline irresponsible.

Because of my genetic blue-
print, I created my diabetic 
condition by over-indulging 
and simply eating the tradi-
tional foods my family has 
been eating for generations 
and happens to be carbohy-
drate rich. Yes, my family 
had an extensive history of 
Type-2 diabetes, heart dis-
ease and hypertension, but 
it was because of our dietary 
traditions.

To affect any solutions and 
improve my prognosis, I had 
to omit the causes… name-
ly, all high glycemic foods, 
which meant giving up many 
of the foods I loved or from 
my family’s cultural tradi-
tions.

If your blood has a pro-
longed high level of glucose 
(+150 mg/dl), it is toxic to 
your pancreas and all your 
body’s organs. It doesn’t mat-
ter what you believe, your 
tradition, your culture… if 
you put nutrients into your 
body that are toxic to your 
genetic makeup, there is no 
denying… you will suffer the 
consequences.

Even with the genetic vari-
ation, the metabolic issues 
will be in remission because 
we omit the nutrients that 
trigger the genetic expres-
sions. We remain challenged 
however, because once the 
omitted nutrients re-enter 
the body, the glucose toxicity 
and metabolic issues return.

Here’s to your health.

FROM THE PULPIT...

The Power of Simplicity 
2 Corinthians 11:3 “But 

I fear, lest by any means, 
as the serpent beguiled Eve 
through his subtilty, so your 
minds should be corrupted 
from the simplicity that is in 
Christ.”

How many moving parts 
are there to this thing we 
call the Christian life? One! 
There is only one moving 
part and His name is Christ 
Jesus, the Lord. The power 
of the gospel is not found in 
the complexities of religious 
rules, codes, laws, traditions 
or good works, but rather in 
its simplicity – the simplicity 
that is in Christ. 

Religion is good as long 
as it promotes, proclaims 
and points to the simplic-
ity of the all-sufficient suf-
ficiency of Christ. I have yet 
to find one single religion 
(mine included), that has the 
ability to cling to Christ and 
Christ alone. Oh yes, they tell 
you that salvation is by grace 
through faith in Christ, but 
once you have believed, all 
simplicity disappears. They 
plug us in to the marvelous 
grace of God for salvation, 
but the Christian life is an 
entirely different proposi-
tion. Religion teaches us that 
salvation is free, but that the 
Christian life is gonna cost us 
blood, sweat and tears. “Sure, 
you got it for free, but if you 
want to keep it, you got to 
follow all the rules.”

Why have we al-
lowed ourselves to be subtly 
beguiled? Why do these de-
vices not terrify us? Because 
we have lost the beauty and 
power of the simplicity that 
can be found in Christ and 
Christ alone. 

Only the simplicity that 
is in Christ has the power to 
combat the complexities of 
sin and the Law.

Community members complete 
mental health training

	 MHMR Services of the 
Concho Valley held a Men-
tal Health First Aid training at 
the Ozona United Methodist 
Church on Wednesday, July 16 
in cooperation with Methodist 
Healthcare Ministries. Cathe-
rine Hood of Miles and Arman-
do Dominguez of San Ange-
lo led the training. Hood is a 
former teacher and nurse and 
Dominguez is a therapist for 
the organization. He special-
izes in dealing with anxiety, 
stress, and crisis situations. 
	 Four Wesley nurses from 
Ozona, Mertzon, and San An-
gelo attended the program, 
along with several county of-
ficials, since Crockett County 
recently joined MHMR’s men-
tal health deputy program. 
This program aims to improve 
the way law enforcement and 
the community respond to 
people experiencing mental 
health crisis and link them to 
appropriate resources. 
	 “I had taken this course 
before, but I wanted to take it 
again to refresh the informa-
tion,” Wesley nurse Niki Bish-
op said. “You can ever know 
too much about this or be too 
prepared.”
	 Mental Health First Aid 
was an informative course 
that introduced practical 
method to provide immedi-
ate care to someone in men-
tal health crisis, and recog-
nize symptoms of mental 
health problems that may not 
be obvious. Hood and Domin-
guez talked about develop-
ing an action plan in assisting 
those who suffer from schizo-
phrenia, depression, suicidal 
thoughts, non-suicidal self-in-
jury, panic attacks related to 
traumatic events, substance 
abuse disorders, and other is-
sues that lead to disruptive or 
aggressive behavior. 

	

“After taking the course, par-
ticipants aren’t doctors, ther-
apists, or diagnosticians,” 
Hood said. “The purpose of 
Mental Health First Aid is to 
be equipped to help someone 
until they can get to appropri-
ate professional help. We train 
people to fill in the gap until 
professional help is on hand.”
	 Hood and Dominguez 
stressed the importance of 
diminishing the stigma sur-
rounding mental health disor-
ders. They noted how mental 
health problems are usually 
directly connected to physical 
disability. 
	 “Studies show that the 
physical disability from mod-
erate depression is similar to 
the effect of having severe 
asthma,” Dominguez said. 
“The effect severe depres-
sion has on the body is sim-
ilar to quadriplegia. This is 
why when someone who suf-
fers from depression says 
they can’t get out of bed in the 
morning, they literally can’t.” 
Dominguez reported that one 
in four Americans suffer from 
mental health problems and 
only 41 percent of those in 
need of help actually utilize 
mental health services. Hood 
said that the average person 

waits 10 years after their first 
sign of mental health issues to 
seek help. 
	   “If you have symptoms of 
diabetes and wait 10 years to 
go to the doctor, that’s a seri-
ous health risk that could lead 
to death,” Hood said. “If you 
suffer from depression and 
wait 10 years to seek help, you 
incur the same risk of death.”
	 MHMR Services of the Con-
cho Valley provides resources 
and counseling in both Eng-
lish and Spanish and informa-
tion concerning times and lo-
cations of free help for adults, 
children and adolescents, and 
military can be found on their 
website, www.mhmrcv.org.

The list of candidates in-
cludes two prominent Demo-
crats who were already running 
for Carlos Uresti’s seat before he 
resigned: state Rep. Roland Guti-
errez of San Antonio and former 
U.S. Rep. Pete Gallego of Alpine. 

Outgoing state Rep. Tomas 
Uresti, Carlos Uresti’s brother, 
also filed. Tomas Uresti, of San 
Antonio, lost his re-election bid 
during the March primaries. 

The fourth Democrat who 

filed is Charlie Urbina Jones, a 
Poteet attorney who unsuccess-
fully ran for Texas’ 23rd Con-
gressional District in the 1990s.

The three Republicans who 
filed are Pete Flores, who unsuc-
cessfully challenged Carlos Ure-
sti in 2016; Jesse “Jay” Alaniz, 
the former president of the Har-
landale ISD board; and Carlos 
Antonio Raymond, who unsuc-
cessfully sought the Republican 
nomination for House District 
117 in March.

The Libertarian candidate is 
Tony Valdivia, a senior report-
ing analyst at USAA Bank.

The contest will determine 
who will fill the seat of Carlos Ur-
esti, who resigned Thursday after 
being found guilty earlier this year 
of 11 felonies related to fraud and 
money laundering. Carlos Uresti 
was sentenced to 12 years in fed-
eral prison on June 26. 

Carlos Uresti also is prepar-
ing for a separate federal crim-
inal trial set for Oct. 22 in the 
same San Antonio courthouse. 
He will remain out on bond un-
til that trial. 

The winner of the special 
election will finish Carlos Uresti’s 
term, which ends January 2021. 

county budget, the lowest 
amount was $72,515.05 for a 
1 percent increase in pay. The 
highest increase to the budget 
was $423,327.17, which was 
for a $2,400 per year increase 
for full-time employees. 
	 Elected officials were cal-
culated separately. The low-
est increase to the budget was 
$6,484.88 if elected officials 
were given a 1 percent raise. 
The highest increase was 
$93,891.20 if elected officials 
were given a $6,100 raise. The 
added cost to the budget was 
$36,940.80 if elected officials 
received a $2,400 raise. 
	 Conner also said the coun-
ty’s health insurance is expect-
ed to increase from $1,023.34 
to $1,084.74 per month for 
2019. Total per employee is 
$13,016.88 a year. Retire-
ment contributions will also 
increase from 9.86 percent to 
10.46 percent for 2019. 
 	 “My deal is how do we do 
it fairly. I’m interested in help-
ing those that are getting $8 an 
hour, $10 an hour,” said Com-
missioner Frank Tambunga. 
	 Commissioner Pleas Chil-
dress said one possibility 
would be to give a raise, but 
have a longevity increase at-
tached to it. 
	 Michael Medina Jr., who 
is running for Commissioner 
of Precinct 4, asked where the 
cutoff would be for the lon-
gevity? 
	 “If you try to do it across 
the board, we’re not going to 
do it right. We need to look 
at each department,” Medina 
said. 
	 Kerbow said every depart-
ment head meets with Deaton 
and the county auditor each 
year and the department head 
asks for what they want for 
their department budget. 
	 “We’re told during our 
budget meeting what to do 
and what not to do,” said 
County Road Supervisor Jef-
frey Stuart. 
	 “On raises I’ve always said 
those will be decided by com-
missioners’ court,” Deaton 
added. 
	 Kerbow said a lot of em-
ployees are working in sur-
rounding towns due to the 
other counties having higher 
salaries for the same positions. 
	 “A lot of counties have a 
lot less than we do, and they 
are making more money,” said 
Rusty Harris. 
	 Crockett County Jail-
er Carol Horton brought in-
formation from surrounding 
counties concerning salaries 
in her position. 
	 Horton, who currently 
makes $17 an hour, started 
at $13.50 when she moved to 
Ozona 4 and half years ago. 
She said she left a job as an 
Ector County Jailer close to 
making $26 an hour due be-
cause she had family here. 
	 According to Horton’s in-
formation, a starting jailer in 
Mitchell County makes $17 
an hour. Upton County Jailers 
make $22.10 an hour. Crane 
has a 24-bed jail and pays 
$19.75 an hour. Reagan Coun-
ty starts jailers at $16.33 and 
has step raises during the first 

year up to $17.14. 
	 Horton said right now 
Crockett County Jailers are 
making $14. Once a person 
receives their jailer certifica-
tion, they are supposed to get 
a pay increase, which was ad-
vertised in a help wanted ad in 
The Ozona Stockman, but that 
hasn’t happened with some.
	 “You shouldn’t make 
promises and post it in the 
newspaper and not honor it,” 
she said.  
	 Horton said she has also 
written letters asking for rais-
es for her positions as her du-
ties have increased and as she 
has received additional certifi-
cations. 
	 “All I got was 42 cents,” 
she said. “I seriously thought 
about leaving. I have a hard 
time getting jailers. Once they 
get certified, and find out 
they can go to another county 
and get more money, we lose 
them.”
	 Horton also said Crock-
ett County does not current-
ly have eight jailers set out to 
run the new jail being built. 
	 “Jail standards will not al-
low us to open this jail until 
I have eight fully trained staff 
ready to go,” Horton said. 
	 Crockett County Care Cen-
ter Activities Director Mar-
ta De La Garza said Certified 
Nurses’ Aides start around 
$8 an hour in Crockett Coun-
ty. She said while the coun-
ty offers certification classes, 
many leave for higher salaries 
in other counties. 
	 “In the last two classes, 
we’ve kept two. The county 
paid for their classes and they 
left,” De La Garza said. 
	 Horton said the two pre-
vious counties she worked for 
had a pay schedule and did 
step raises when employees 
hit so many years of service. 
	 “It gave you something to 
look forward to,” she said. 
	 County Road Department 
Employee Elliott Barrera said 
the road department employ-
ees save the county money 
by doing plumbing, carpentry 
and electrical work. 
 	 “We do need a raise, es-
pecially the road department. 
We’ve got our secretary help-
ing us pave roads,” said Ru-
ben Mendez, referring to road 
department employee Susie 
Bishop. 
	 Bishop asked the commis-
sioners why current Precinct 
4 Commissioner Eligio Marti-
nez continues to get paid to 
do nothing. 
	 Martinez hasn’t attended 
a commissioners’ court since 
he lost the Primary Runoff 
Election in May. 
	 There is no attendance re-
quirement for Crockett Coun-
ty Commissioners, who make 
around $27,000 a year plus 
county benefits. Martinez’s 
term ends Dec. 31. 
	 Deaton said by the time 
the removal from office pro-
cess is complete the term of 
office will be over. 

	 “He’s my nephew, but if I 
don’t show up to work I don’t 
get paid,” Mendez said refer-
ring to Martinez. 
	 Stuart said an increase in 
what the county matches on 
retirement would be good for 
long-term employees. 
	 “It doesn’t affect me, but it 
does affect some of my guys. 
A $2,400 across the board 
raise is good except for that 
person who started three days 
ago. That’s not right,” Stuart 
said. 
	 Childress said raises 
haven’t been given because of 
the financial situation of the 
county. 
	 The last pay raise was in 
2016. Employees received a 
$100 a month raise, including 
elected officials. 
	 Deaton said oil and gas 
values have been down, and 
that the county has done ev-
erything but laying off people. 
	 Deaton also said after the 
jail and wellness center bonds 
passed, the bond prices dou-
bled with the decline in the 
county’s oil and gas values. 
	 “The bonds are one thing 
that really hurt the county. Ev-
erybody went and voted for 
the bonds, and the bond price 
doubled. It was hard for any-
body to see that,” Deaton said. 
Bishop and Stuart also agreed 
about the bonds. 
	 “It’s always something ev-
ery year on why we can’t get a 
raise,” Kerbow said. “Dig out 
of the rainy day fund and give 
a raise.”
	 “The wellness center 
could have been put on the 
back burner,” added Joanie 
Medley. 
	 Commissioner Wesley 
Bean said he believes the com-
missioners want to give a 
raise, but that it’s just a mat-
ter of how to make it happen. 
	 “We think you guys work 
hard and you deserve to be re-
warded,” Bean said. 
	 No decision was made on 
the raises. The commission-
ers will have another budget 
meeting at 5:30 p.m. Monday, 
July 30, at the courthouse an-
nex. The meeting is open to 
the public.

HERE, HOLD MY PISTOL
	 Under the category “you 
can’t make this stuff up,” on 
June 11, a Concho County 
game warden received a re-
port of two vehicles colliding 
and going off the bridge into 
the Colorado River. At about 
the same time, the McCull-
och County Sheriff’s Office 
received a report of gunshots 
at the same bridge. The war-
den arrived on the scene first 
and found a car parked on 
the bridge deck, but did not 
see any damage to the vehi-
cle or the bridge. He did ob-
serve a woman in the top of 
a nearby tree yelling for help 
and pointing toward the wa-
ter. The warden directed her 
to climb down out of the tree, 
to which she said, “Here, hold 
my pistol.” She claimed her 
boyfriend’s car had gone off 
the bridge and that he was in 
it. She then provided the war-
den with her boyfriend’s cell 
phone number. The warden 
secured the handgun and 
called the boyfriend, who as-
sured him that he was okay, 
his car had not gone off the 
bridge, and he was just out 
fishing. When the warden 
asked why she was up a tree 
with a pistol, the woman 
claimed to have shot at some 
pigs and feared for her safe-
ty. She was taken into cus-
tody by McCulloch County 
sheriff’s deputies. Multiple 
charges are pending.

IT LOOKED LIKE A GOOD 
FISHING HOLE

	 A Harris County game 
warden was checking for salt-
water fishing violations from 
the shoreline when he ob-
served two men fishing un-
derneath the Texas Highway 

146 Bridge in an area clear-
ly marked with “No Trespass-
ing” signs. Upon contact, the 
warden could smell the odor 
of marijuana. The subjects 
were asked for fishing licens-
es; neither possessed one. 
When asked if they had any 
weapons or illegal narcotics 
on them, one of the subjects 
hesitated and glanced down 
at his front waistline. Sus-
pecting a weapon, the warden 
placed the individual in hand-
cuffs for safety, and conduct-
ed a pat down search, which 
revealed a semi-automatic 
pistol with the serial num-
bers scratched out. The war-
den also discovered a small 
amount of marijuana. Upon 
further investigation, the 
warden discovered that one 
of the men possessed a fake 
resident card as well as a fake 
social security card. U.S. Cus-
toms and Border Protection 
was contacted to confirm the 
status of the individuals. One 
subject was arrested for un-
lawful carrying of a weapon. 
Felony charges are pending 
with Customs as well as de-
portation, pending trial.

PASSING THE BUCK
	 In May, Harris County 
game wardens stopped by a 
Spring taxidermy shop for 
a compliance check. In the 
course of inspecting several 
trophy white-tailed racks, one 
of the wardens discovered 
two sets of antlers allegedly 
killed by the same 8-year-old 
hunter. The heads had been 
turned in by the father, but 
reported under the juvenile’s 
license. Further investigation 
revealed the father had ad-
vised the taxidermist he had 
killed one of the bucks, but 
the wardens found no record 
of the individual possessing 
a valid hunting license for 
the year in question. Subse-
quent contact and interviews 
with the father and son con-
firmed the father had, in fact, 
killed the trophy buck in Val 
Verde County without a val-
id hunting license. The father 
was cited for hunting with-
out a license, and civil resti-
tution for the whitetail buck 
is pending.

ORDER RESTRICTING 
OUTDOOR BURNING

The Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances pres-
ent in all or part of the unincorporated area of the county cre-
ate a public safety hazard that would be exacerbated by out-
door burning; and NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED 
by the Commissioners' Court of Crockett County, Texas, that 
outdoor burning is restricted in Crockett County for 30 days 
from the date of adoption of this Order, unless the restrictions 
are terminated earlier based on a determination made by the 
Texas Forest Service or this Court. This Order is adopted pursu-
ant to Local Government Code 352.081, and other applicable 
statues. This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning activi-
ties related to public health and safety that are authorized by 
the Texas Natural Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter 
training; (2) public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining op-
erations; (3) planting or harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4) 
burns that are conducted by an approved Prescribed Burning 
Association, Natural Resource Conservation Service, the and/
or Texas A&M Agricultural Experiment Station, or prescribed 
burn manager certified under Section 153.048, Natural Re-
sources Code, and meet the standards of Section 153.047, 
Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sheriff's 
Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 prior 
to commencing, together with the name of the landowner, 
location involved and expert to be on hand. This Order does 
NOT prohibit outdoor cooking in a properly contained area 
which is attended at all times. In accordance with the Local 
Government Code 352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is a 
Class C misdemeanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.
