Funds for

disadvantaged farmers

(Baird, TX) --- June 23, 2004
---The U.S. Department of Ag-
riculture (USDA) Farm Service
Agency (FSA) allocates a por-
tion of its farm loan program
funds specifically for socially
disadvantaged applicants
(SDA) including minority and
women producers.

"FSA farm loans are available
to all qualified applicants, but
by setting aside funds specifi-
cally for minorities and women,
the Agency ensures members
of these specific groups can
receive a portion of available
funds - assuming they meet
FSA loan eligibility require-
ments,” said Richard Young,
Farm Loan Manager for Jones
County FSA, which adminis-
ters the Farm Loan Program for
Callahan County.

By FSA definition, an appli-
cant is considered socially dis-
advantaged if he or she is a
member of a group whose
members have been subjected
toracial, ethnic, or gender preju-
dice, without regard to individual
qualities. FSA has identified
socially disadvantaged groups
as Women, Blacks, American
Indians, Alaskan Natives, His-
panics, Asians, and Pacific Is-
landers.

FSA offers both direct and
guaranteed farm loans. Farm
loan funds can be used to pur-
chase farms, livestock and
equipment. They may also be
used to operate a farm, build or
repair service buildings, pay for
soil and water conservation
practices, and in some cases
refinance debt.

For direct loans made by FSA
to purchase a farm the terms
may extend to 40 years with a
current interest rate of 6 per-
cent. Direct operating loans

may be made for one to seven
years with a current interest rate
of 4.25 percent, which is subject
to change.

“Applicants requesting direct
real estate loans should be aware
that funding for this program is
limited and may require a wait-
ing period before funds are avail-
able and applications approved,”
said Young.

FSA guaranteed loans are
made by banks or other com-
mercial lenders and are guaran-
teed by FSA for up to 90 percent
of any loss. The guaranteed loan
program includes both operat-
ing and real estate loan pro-
grams. If aloan applicantis able
to obtain financing from a pri-
vate lender equal to 50 percent
or more of the total funds needed
to jointly finance the purchase
of the farm, the interest rate on
the FSA direct loan would be
fixed at 4.25 percent.

SDA loan applicants do not
receive automatic approval. In-
dividuals must be U.S citizens
with a satisfactory history of
meeting credit obligations, have
sufficient education, training or
experience managing or operat-
ing a farm, possess the legal
capacity to incur debt, and be
unable to obtain credit through
traditional lending means.

"Qualified loan candidates are
provided information and assis-
tance to develop sound man-
agement practices, analyze
problems and utilize available
resources essential for success-
ful farming in the ever-changing
agricultural environment," said
Young.

Progress made on Social Security
benefits for Texas teachers

Washington, D.C.—Congress-
man Charlie Stenholm (TX-17th)
joined Congressman Kevin
Brady (R-The Woodlands) in in-
troducing legislation that would
address the unfair discrimina-
tion against Texas teachers and
other public employees who
currently face reductions in the
Social Security benefits they
have earned. Senator Kay Bailey
Hutchison has introduced com-
panion legislation in the Senate.

The Windfall Elimination Pro-
vision (WEP) reduces Social
Security benefits for people eli-
gible for a government pension
such as that provided by the
Teacher Retirement System
(TRS). The legislation Stenholm
cosponsored, H.R. 4391, the
Public Sector Retirement Pro-
tection Act, would eliminate the
arbitrary formula for how ben-
efits are figured under the WEP
and replace it with a new for-
mula that determines benefits
for teachers and other public
sector employees the same way
as benefits for private-sector
workers are calculated.

“I strongly believe that educa-
tors should receive all the ben-
efits from the Teacher Retire-
ment System and Social Secu-
rity that they have earned based
on the contributions they paid
into the system,” Stenholm said.
“Texas educators who paid into
Social Security should be treated
as well as every other worker
who pays into Social Security.”

Earlier this year, Stenholm

joined with Congressman Jim
Turner (D-Crockett) to initiate a
legislative procedure known as
a discharge petition to force the
House leadership to bring legis-
lation addressing these issues
for a vote by the full House. “I
am pleased that our discharge
petition helped begin the pro-
cess of easing this unfair pen-
alty,” noted Stenholm. “The
commitment of the Social Secu-
rity Subcommittee to take ac-
tion on this legislation is an indi-
cation that the pressure from
the discharge petition is forcing
the Republican leadership totake
this issue seriously after years of
inaction.”

Stenholm expressed disap-
pointment that H.R. 4391 does
not address the Government
Pension Offset (GPO), which
reduces or eliminates Social
Security spousal or widow’s ben-
efits of educators who are also
eligible for a TRS pension. He
continues to strongly support
H.R. 594, The Social Security
Fairness Act, which would re-

peal the GPO as well as the

WEP.

“While this new bill doesn’t fully
address the problems with the
WEP or deal with the GPO, it is
a positive first step,” Stenholm
said. “I look forward to working
with my colleagues from Texas
and Social Security Subcom-
mittee Chairman Clay Shaw to
enact this legislation into law .
this year.”
