‘ A visit to me Western Trail Ride 
proved to be quite an adventure 
last Tuesday.

September 7,2004

This was a regular meeting of 
the Cross Plains City Council. All 
members of the council were 
present. Minutes of the previous 
meeting were approved as read.

Don Gosnell gave the monthly 
police report. He reported 93 calls 
for service, 5 criminal mischiefs, 
2 thefts, 1 accident, 3 disorderly 
conducts, 3 terroristic threats, 1 
unattended death, 3 assist 
motorist, 3 assists to other agen­
cies, 2 family disturbances, 2 
forgeries, 2 prowlers, 3 
harassments, 2 warrants served, 
with 65 warnings and 75 
citations. By general consent the 
council approved the report as 
presented.

Mayor Purvis presented th e  
monthly Judge's Report. He re­
ported 72 citations for August 
with 29 remaining outstanding. 
There were 32 citations outstand­
ing for July and 8 remaining 
outstanding for June. He re­
ported sending out 15 failure to 
appear letters, with Debbie send­
ing 47 FTA's, 5 defensive driv­
ing reminders and 2 failure to 
pay letters. Collections for 
August were $8,161.00.

Discussion was held at length 
concerning the sanitary ease­
ments that are required by 
the Texas Commission on 
Environmental Quality from the 
three property owners adjacent to 
the city's water wells.

Memories From The 
Philippines

I think often of the four years 1 
lived in the Philippine Islands. 
They are some of my most 
memorable experiences

Often at night I would wake to 
whispers and soft laughter from 
our guards as they drank the 
coffee we put out on the fence 
for them. It did not make me 
nervous that we needed guards. 
I just felt protected.

The native Filipinos that I got 
to know were laughing and 
happy people.

The national language is Ta- 
galog (pronounced Ta-ga-log) 
which is fast and musical. I was 
very interested in learning some 
of it. One day some of the house 
maids were coming down the 
street talking and 1 would catch 
the word “bucket.” 1 asked my 
maid what bucket meant and 
she said “ why”. 1 told her that 1 
wanted to know and she said “ 
why” We went around like this 
and I was getting annoyed. Fi­
nally she said “Dear, bucket 
means why.” So often, if we 
look at the real source of our 
aggravations it is laughable. This 
was an example of lack of com­
munication. However, a smile is 
the same in all languages.

A horse drawn buggy called a 
calesa would come to give the 
children rides. 1 learned from my 
maid that Mario’s buggy was 
“OK”. I constantly worked to­
ward sanitation. I washed my 
veggies in a Clorox water. Imag­
ine my chagrin when my six 
year old explained how to eat 
seeds. It seem s Mario had 
stopped at one of the little out­
door markets and given the kids 
a lesson on eating seeds. For 
some reason, 1 figured it was 
better if I didn’t ask for any more 
details.

1 still miss the P.I. and think 
fondly of my time there. How­
ever, if I moved from Clyde, I 
would think fondly of my time 
here. If we make up our mind to 
be happy wherever we are, we 
will always have a lot of good 
memories.

We were in the Air Force and 
moved around a lot. I always 
made some good friends and 1 
always shed a tear when it was 
time to leave. At one of my least 
favorite places 1 said there would 
be no tears when I left. But guess 
what? As we left the outskirts of 
town, the tears came. I think of 
Abe Lincoln’s remark, “A man is 
about as happy as he makes up 
his mind to be”. Let’s make up 
our minds to be happy.

The grand jury in this countty' has a long and constitutional history. It was 
recognized by our founding fathers that prosecutors should be subject to checks and 
balances, as is common throughout our system o f  government. The grand juiy is a 
mechanism for citizens to ensure that prosecutors have not gotten out o f  control and that 
citizens are protected against criminal charges without merit On a rare occasion, the 
grand jury may be called upmi as an investigative body, using its power o f  subpoena. The 
grand jury Is not where a case is tried The grand jury must only find probable cause to 
go forw'ard with the case, a low burden to meet.

Many modem prosecutors, including right here in Callahan County, have turned 
this institution into a protector o f  their own personal political interest, rather than the 
protector o f citizens it is intended to be. Cases are taken before the grand jury with the 
intention o f getting the grand jurŷ  to **no biir the case, thus putting the responsibility for 
the lack o f  prosecution on the grand jury instead o f the County Attorney. That is wrong. 

An old saying within legal circles is that “a good prosecutor could get a ham 
sandwich indicted,’* What that really means is that when a case gets ‘*no billed,” It is 
because the prosecutor did a poor job, or the much more common scenario, because he 
wanted the case to get “no billed” without taking responsibility for that decision.

This practice is simply WTong, and it happens in Callahan County. It Is unfair to 
victims, who have been made to believe that the prosecutor is taking their case to the 
grand jury' with the intention o f proceeding with a prosecution. It is disrespectlu! to the 
law enforcement ofScers who should not be made to waste their time presenting a case to 
the grand jury tliat will not be prosecuted. Most o f all, it is disrespectful to the grand 
jurors, who have shown up to fulfill their civic duty, not to be used as a political 
scapegoat. If anyone advises you that this practice does not occur in Callahan County, 
they are either uninformed or telling you a story.

Wlien I become County Attorney, this practice will cease immediately, 1 will 
never take a case to the grand jury unless 1 believe that the case should go forward with 
an indictment and subsequent prosecution. When a case is not accepted for prosecution, J 
will take responsibility for that decision and be accountable to you the public. Thanks for 
your time, and I hope to visit with you soon.
