m  More Cattle Get . 
Bangs Disease Test

Another 175 head of Dairy cattle 
very tested for Bangs disease tn 
Lynn county durliM 2be 
March. The County Agent accom­
panied a boensed vetertnarten 
throughout the county in taking 
these testa. Iteaulta of the labora­
tory teats shassi that there ware 12 
rattle that definitely had Bangs 
disease and 7 suspects. This is ap­
proximately 1% infectloo which is 
s  little higher than usual tn this 
Coanty. The tnorasMS In Infectloo 
on this test however Is most likely 
due to the fset that a relatively 
large head had 50% infection.

This Bangs test program oonsAst 
of a sign-up and teat and slaughter 
program of the Interested fanners 
tn tha county. About every three 
months fanners sre asked to sign 
up the number of cattle that they 
desire to have tested in the County 
Agent’s office with instructions a t 
to how to reach their faim. When 
sufflelent numbers of these farmers 
have signed up that they can be 
grouped fw  ommty tmttng tours 
by the vetarinlan. A vctertnarlaa Is 
obtained for that purpom.

It Is the opinion of the County 
Agent that this program ostn be In- 
tenaiflad to tha aiOent that Bangs 
dlsaaea may be virtually wiped out 
of the oounty. _
