We live in tha most progaasiua 
country in the world. Should we 
allow our soil to baeossa poor 
beeauaa of water or wind erosion, 
our land could beeomo another 
Chink or India. We have had 
water and wind eroaton la  many 
places la onr country as the 
"dust bowl" region in Tasas, 
but due to a' eoasiVvatioa pro­
gram. soil is again productive.

Bnsinaas is effaetod by soil 
Whan the soil is ' nonproductive, 
the result is poor people who 
don't buy-goods other than necs 
sitias.

The. care of Aoaerican soil is 
essential to each of us now, and 
for^tha >aaka of our childrM and 
genemions to come, we must do 
our part in building a better 
tomorrow.

sketch of the life and aetivitlea 
of Moses Austin*! son. Stephen 
P. Austin, to whom was con­
signed the task of carrying out 
Moses Austin’s plane and actual­
ly colonixiag the undavtfoped but 
potentially rich expanse of ta r 
ritory that lay out israetically 
untouched before the eyes of the 
world along th cGulf of Mcxko 
end the north side of the Rio 
Grande all the way from the Sa­
bine River to the ragged moun- 
tiaas about El Paso, this seeming­
ly limitless and potentially rich 
expanse of wilderness and prairie 
oiinost literally inviting hte com­
ing of the axe and the plow and 
the soothing sounds of the ham­
mer and the saw to convert this 
■aproductive wilderness into s 
modem land of milk and honey.

Much has been written here 
and there , now and then, about 
the man Stephen F. Austin who 
artully coloniacd Texas and did 
• wounderfuf job of it, but few 
have undertaken to write a com­
plete and co-ordinated aeeount

of hia work, and none of thf^. 
produeUdhs are avaiUble to me 
at the present time. If I live 
long enough and have opportuni­
ty to interview some of his well 
known descendants, many of 
whom live in other sections of 
this state, possibly I can gather 
and preserve many facts relativs 
to him and his work that are not 
now generally known.

Whenaver I undertake tb write 
a compMe and connected story 
of hia Work in colonizing Texas, 
I am met at the very threshold 
of the task with uncertainty,' 
Contradletiona and confusion.

I have.finally gotten together 
facta gathered from many sources, 
however^ which 1 believe will en­
able me to set out an authentic 
story, though much abbreviated 
apd very incomplete, of his life 
and activitiaa in carrying out hia 
great colonization program.

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Some who have written partial 

accounts of the colonizing of 
Texas have left out practically 
all of the background. They have 
bareley mentioned the enthralling 
story of Moses Austin and the 
events which finally led him to 
determine that Texas should be 
colonizind. Some have left out 
entirely all referrace to the 
fact that before Moses Austin died 
and before Stephen Austin had 
ev'cr dreamed of devoting hia 
life to that tremendoualy impor­
tant and fascinating work, he 
had gone down to New Orleans 
to study and eventually to prac­
tice law. They commence with his 
realixation that it would be neces­
sary for him to begin the coloni­
zation work by goiag to the City 
of Mexico to get a renewal or a 
confirmation of his father’s colon- 
laation contract, since hia fathar 
had sickened and died and siaat 
Mexico in that very year haB 
won her iadepeode^ from 
Spain, and that all daahngs there 
after .therefore would have to be 
carried on with Mexica 

They begin their stbry with 
the statement that Stephen Aus­
tin gatharad togatbar a few Irlaads 
and potential colonista whom be 
had persuatad ta  coam with him 
ta Texas aad that lata fa 1821 
they eroaaed over the Rad River 
into Texas In the extreme north 
eastern part of the Texas province 
but whether the party eroaaed 
over the Red River from Arkaa- 
saa or Oklahoma into Texas U not 
stated, and a reader of the ae- 
c ( ^ t  can only guess where. It 
la* further stated that Stephen 
Auatio and hia party after croe- 
sing the Red River into Texas 
made their way through the 
trackless wildemeas and final­
ly, on January 1, 1822, “halted 
on a beautiful small tributary of 
the Braaoa River, since called 
"New Year’s Oeek” in what is 
now Washington county marking 
the site of the first permanent 
American aettlement in Texas.”

Now, the reader may think it 
unimportant whether Stephen 
Austin entered Texas from Ark 
eases or from the Indian Terri­
tory, but the danger of Indian at­
tacks by the one routs or the 
other might determine the route 
which Austin choae to follow. 
Many of the Indian in Arkansas 
were very hostile and the Indian 
Territofy at that time might 
have been the safer route for 
Austin and hia party to chooae 
But I find no definite informs 
tion as to the route which they 
actually followed. There was a 
ferry-boat crossing at Old Jones­
boro in what is now Red River 
county and also some American 
aettlement near Clarkavilie on 
this side of the Red River, and 
the Austin party might have 
chosen to cross fhere-probably did. 
Thia writer ' makes nb mention 
whatever of the fact that Stephen 
Austin - had previously goat 
down to New Oiitaas to study 
law or that ha ever want down 
to New Orleans for any purpoae 
and makes no statement what­
ever as to where Stejtttien Austin 
was where bis fUhar, Moaea Austin 
diad.

A writer in the Uteat Riuee, 

the Texas Almanac iim 
Veraion-of SSephen AnsOi’s 
maveaiaaU and aetiritiee ia tak­
ing up the edeotetioo work: 
”A native of Virgiaia. Stophan 
P. Aaelia had raealved a coUaga

of Miaaouri. At\tl&''tMiie of Ms 
tatner’s doath m  was in New 
Orleans atudylng kw« Stephen P 
Auiriia traveled ^  ,-Un Antonio 
over the upper ropd ami ramc to 
an agreement with, IJovenor Mar­
tinez relative to the eatabllahment 
of the colony. This was in August 
in 1821. and Austin was tn hia 
twaety-eighth yeav. (Mi hla return 
trip to the United SUtaa bo' 
made a detour through the ter­
ritory lying between the Colorado 
and the Brazos below Uk San 
Ahlonio road and chose this 
area as the site ol hia colony.

“He had been given permitsk/O 
to settle 300 famlUea, and the 
terma were that eieh head of a 
fanrily and each aiagle min wou­
ld he granted 640 acrei. VHth .320 
additional acres dloWed f if  a 
wife and 100 acres for each child 
and 80 acres for each slave. First 
settlemcnta were nude late in 
1821 at Cohaabue on the Color­
ado and Washington on the Bi^zos 

At this jpoint Mexico establlahed 
it’s independent of Spain, imd 
Austin journeyed to Mexico 
City, where be aueceedeJ in get­
ting new conflnhatiop of his grant 
despite the conflict and confusion 
prevailing there.”

Now I want to stop here and 

call attention to some inconsia 
tent and contradictory atateraenti 
between these two versions of the 
colonization project .is earned out 
by Stephen F. Austin.

First contrary to the account 
given by one of the historians.a- 
xive, the first colonization party 
didn’t start out Immediately after 
Moaea Austin’s death whether it 
came from Missouri or from Arkan 
sas, or other points north of the Red 
River. Several weeks necessarily 
must have intervened betvreiet Mos­
es Austin's death and the crossing 
of the Red River into the Province 
of Texas by hia son Stapheu F. 
AiMtia anfl-a groap of proepectlve 
settlers whom he was leading 
down to some polBt in what ia 
now Washington cdunty, Texas

This group did not ranch Ms dea- 
tination in Washington county, it 
will be reawmbered until Janu­
ary 1, 1822.

Secondly, If Stephen F. Austin 
was in New Orleans studying law 
when Moaea Austin died in July or 
August, 1821, and if he then went 
to San Antonio and got his couo- 
nixatiim contracts which had bean 
made by hla father ranaered or 
confirmed by Qovamor Martinez, 
and then swung back to the east 
by a lower route and selected the 
site of the colony which he wish 
ed to eaUbllsh, It certainly would 
hove been neeeesery for him to 
hoop moving if he wani boch

RtUl, it N* unthinkable 
that he would not have gone back 
to the Miaaouri home near Saint 
Louis after his father’s death to 
wind up affain there, for the 
Moses Austin family excepting 
Stephen F. still lived there. So, 
he must have worked in a hurry to 
wind up affairs there,' organize 
even a small band of prospecters, 
and arrive on the north bank of 
the Red River, even if be and 
party came a port of the way by a 
river boat down, the Mlarissippi 
thence across Arkansas by the 
fastest means of transportation 
available to them in thooe pio­
neer days, if be and pm ^ were to 
ride' other hundreds of miles on 
horseback down'to "New Year’s” 
Creek by January 1. I don’t  see 
why,historians don’s write history
