The state’s teachers have drawn 

the fire of several Legialatoiu dur­
ing this session for thcA: “strenu­
ous” support of proposed teacher 
laws. . -

Rep. H. J. “Doc ’ Bkncherd has 
accused teachers of “lobbying by 
mail.” One Legislator offered let­
ters <as evidence-^that school atu- 
deuts in his k>caiity had been re­
quired to t)rpe iettera to the Legis­
lators as the instructiion of their 
leaclMr.

One case, which recently made 
headlines, accused a teacher of 
threatening a student’s giade^ 
unless the student typed the let­
ters.

I How extensive of how true these 
I charges turn out to be is not 
known. But, even casual observers 

j here can testify that bigger-than- 
ever crowds of teachers have vis- 

I ited Austin this session.
I
I Objects of this teacher interest 
I include a new teacher pay bill and 
I a strong teacher tenure bill.

Highlighting the tenure^bill are 
provisions that “no teacher ŵ io 
has attained tenure status shall 
be suspended, demoted, reas.;igned 
or dimueied except for marked in- 
'e)fficiesicy ‘ or grave immorality; 
continued and serious neglect of 
duty, conviction of a feiony; will­
ful and presistent violation of 
late fchool laws,' legally authorized 
legulalkms of the State Board of 
Education, or the Department of 
Elducatson, and-or Just and reason­
able regulatiora of the local board 
of education."

It provides that teachers of'one 
year’s experience in a school shaN 
be on probation for one yrt»r be­
fore the tenure provMions apply; 
and new teachors shall be on pro­
bation for two years.

The general terms in the tenure 
bill, authon'tes say, will set up a 
basis for a court suit by any com 
plaining teacher. The tenure terms 
create an area for fact determina 
tion and also a review of the rea- 
conablenesfs of any order affect­
ing an individual or any general 
regulations of state and local 
boards of education.
