quite enough to win.

A record high vote was cast 
for a Muleshoe city election. 
Billie Bayless, city secretary, 
said that -103 votes were cast 
and she could find no compar- 
ahel turnout for the town in 
the city records.

Hart received 379 votes. He 
v.comes the first native of 
Muleshoe to be elected mayor. 
His father- the late E. R. Hart, 
served as the first mayor of 
Clovis, N. M.. later moved here 
in 1913. Houston was born here 
He has served the past sever 
al years as alderman.

Harris led in the voting for 
alderman with 341 votes: Pool 
had 323; St. Clair 323. T *e  new 
council takes over the coming 

uesday. The old council met 
Wednesday, canvassed the 
votes and watched while the 
retiring mayor W. T. Bovell 
was presented a book of letters 
testimonial by the Chamber of 
Commerce. Many- local people 
had written letters to be in­
cluded in this book.

Judge Williams ex­
plained, “Texas is in a very 
advantageous position with a 
wealth of research facilities. 
More than 30c of each dollar 
is returned in the form of re­
search grants to M. D. Ander­
son Hospital and Tumor Insti­
tution and Baylor University 
college of Medicine, Houston; 
University of Texas Medical 
Branch, Galveston; and the 
University of Texas South­
western Medical School- Dal­
las; and other institutions.

In addition to the 30c for re­
search, the balance of the Tex­
as crusade dollar. Judge W ill­
iams stated, is spent as fol­
lows: 16c for professional edu­
cation. 7c for professional ser­
vice. 25c for public education.

Cotton Acreage

College Station—Texas cot­
ton farmers have expressed 
their choices and the 1960 cot­
ton acreage for the State is set. 
They will plant an additional
5pft528 acres over the re9ular
allotments as a result of 
Choice B selections.

Tom Prater, extension econ­
omist, said the final results of 
the selections— the deadline 
was March lti—were provided 
by the Texas Agriculture Stab 
illzathm ami Conservation o f­
fice. He said the acreage on 
Choice A farms adds up to 
5,543,000 acres with 283,191 
a/Jes of this total under con­
servation Reserve contracts. 
Choice B farms this; year can 
plant a total of 1,783,228 acres.

Prater said the total acreage 
1 under both Choice A and 

Choice B plans now available 
for Texas growers stood at 
7,326,220 acres compared with 
6,842,599 acres in 1959.

The 483.621 acre increase ov 
e t  last year’s acreage resulted 
pf.marily from the selection of 
the Choice B plan by farmers 
holding the larger regular acre 
age allotments, Prater said.

$20 -  $35 -  $50 PER TON?

Five years ago when our 
delinting plant was built, 
we had only the saw delint­
ing process. This was the 
safest method known and

r  acid" process was patented

for one of these machines.
The advantage to the 

fanner m having acid de­
linted using the “wet acid” 
process is that the method 
is safe. Why, over similar 
processes? Because the seed 
stay in contact with the 
acid only a minute or so 
and then are washed with

enough water whereby 
there is no trace of acid left. 
The sacks will not show up 
with holes.

The disadvantage is that 
the price is ordinarily about 
$15 per ton higher than 
the “ dry acid” or “gas” me­
thod. Ours, the “wet acid” 
process, is a continuous pro­
cess. The seed are not run 
in batches and we use sev­
eral times as much acid in 
the delinting process.

We have a gravity table 
which floats out most of the 
light seed that do not ger­
minate, anyhow.

In our two years of oper­
ation, we haven’t had one 
complaint about ruining 
seed or that the sacks are 
eaten up by excess acid.

More of the certified seed 
growers are changing to the 
“wet acid” process each 
year. There are several “wet 
acid” plants on the Plains 
now. Their price is like ours, 
None have had complaints 
and 'not one has ever had 
to replace a farmer’s seed. 
The $15 per ton difference 
amounts to about 20 cents 
per acre more.
