SPS To Seek ‘ Minimal-Change’

Southwestern Public Service 
(SPS) has filed informational 
packets giving advance notice of 
a request to restructure rates for 
retail electric service in the 
Texas communities the utility 
serves.

restructuring will barely change 
prices customers pay for elec­
tricity.
"Prices to our customers will 

hardly increase or decrease 
under our rate proposal,” said

SPS president and chief exe­
cutive officer Bert Ballengee.

"We have had some costs to 
the company go up, and some 
costs come down." Ballengee 
said. "Now we must restructure 
our rates to reflect those 
changes. But the prices cus­
tomers pay for Texas retail 
electric service will continue to 
be stable."
SPS last sought, and was 

granted an increase in base rates 
for retail electric service in

Texas in mid-1982, Ballengee 
noted.
The proposal to restructure 

rates in rural areas of Texas 
served by SPS will be filed with 
the Public Utility Commission of 
Texas, probably in earl^ Sep­
tember.
The proposed restructuring, 

Ballangee said, "On the one 
hand, would increase the base- 
rate portion of the electric bill, 
and, on the other hand, would 
generally offset that increase by 
lowering the boiler fuel-cost 
portion of the bill. The net effect 
should be only slight changes in 
^)riccs."

Ballengee credited decreasing 
costs of some SPS operations 
primarily to the utility's coal- 
fueled power plants, a softened 
natural gas market in the United 
States, and to lower interest 
costs. Increased costs to the 
utility included construction of 
coal-fueled power plant unites 
and of new transmission and 
distribution facilities, and higher 
costs of most other materials and 
services, he said.

from birth to two years must be 
in a child car safety seat and a 
child from two to four must 
either be in a child car safety seat 
or buckled up in the regular seat 
belt when riding in a passenger 
car or light truck on a road, street 
or highway of the state. The law 
is still in effect, and an offense is 
punishable by a fine of from $25 
to $50.

A mandatory seat belt law re­
quiring persons four and over to 
be buckled up when riding in the 
front seat of a passenger car or 
light truck was passed this year 
and will go into effect on Sept. 1, 
1985.

JAMES TAYLOR BROCK
James Taylor Brock, who will 

be 45 on Aug. S, has arrests and 
convictions dating ail the way 
back to the 1950s. But despite all 
those convictions, he hasn’t spent 
very much time behind bars.

He has escaped from federal 
prisons in Missouri and Kansas 
and on March 19 of this year. 
Brock slipped out of the Coman­
che County jail- the same day he 
had been ordered to begin serving 
a 60-year prison sentence for a 
burglary conviction.

Today, Brock remains a 
fugitive, despite the exhaustive 
efforts of the Department of 
Public Safety and police and 
sheriff’s departments throughout 
central Texas.
. Brock is described as a white 
male, 190-195 pounds, with gray 
hair and blue eyes. He has several

tattoos, including one of a rose 
and ribbon on his right arm and 
the name "Irene” on his right 
forearm.

Investigators say that in the 
past Brock has used stolen iden­
tification papers belonging to 
Gary Wynne Ryan.

In addition to the escape 
charges filed by Comanche 
County, detectives in at least 10 
other Texas counties want to talk 
to Brock about a series of 
burglaries throughout rural cen­
tral Texas. And he still is wanted 
for escape by Missouri prison 
authorities.

Stolen items such as guns and 
jewelry taken in the burglaries 
have been recovered from pawn 
shops as far removed as Houston 
and Tulsa, Oklahoma, in­
vestigators say.

This week. Brock has been ad­
ded to something that he can’t 
escape from --The Texas Most 
Wanted list.

A reward of up to $1,000 is be­
ing offered for information 
leading to'Brock’s capture.

William H. Houston, testifying 
for the National Cotton Council, 
told a Senate subcommittee on 
international trade that quick 
pasage of the Textile and Apparel 
Trade Enforcement Act is urgent.

_________________________ __ Fall Gardening Time At Hand
“You have to feed the cow to get a healthy calf, no 

matter what the price of beef.”
That’s the analogy drawn by Donald Johnson, Execu­

tive Vice President of Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., 
Lubbock, in urging producer acceptance of the recent­
ly approved increase in the assessment for the research 
and promotion programs conducted by Cotton Incor­
porated.

Beginning with the 1985 crop, producers are asked 
to support Cl at a new rate of $1 per bale plus six- 
tenths of one percent of bale value, up from the pre­
vious level of $1 per bale plus four-tenths of one per­
cent. In terms of current High Plains cotton prices of 
about $205 per bale, the increase figrures about 41 cents 
per bale, Johnson notes.

The decision to propose the higher rate was made by 
the Cotton Board, a 19-member board of cotton farm­
ers nominated by cotton interest groups and appointed 
by the Secretary of Agriculture. USDA announced 
approval of the proposal July 23 after publication in 
the Federal Register and a 30-day comment period. 
Reaction to the proposal from across the Cotton Belt 
was “heavily in favor,” a USDA spokesman said, al­
though PCG’s comments was an exception.

In its letter on the issue, authorized by the origaniza- 
tion’s executive committee, PCG expressed its concern 
that with cotton producers already in dire financial 
straits, the increase might defeat its purpose by trig­
gering a rise in the number of producers requesting 
refunds.

However the letter made it clear that there was no 
diminution of PCG’s strong belief in the value of Cl and 
its work. “We also recognize and understand the 
urgent need for increased funding to offset the forces 
working against us in the battle for fiber markets,” the 
letter stated.

These latter views were reinforced at a subsequent 
meeting of the full PCG Board at which the Board 
unanimously voted to “go on record reaffirming its 
strong support of Cotton Incorporated and its pro­
grams.”

At that meeting PCG past president and Cl director 
Gary Ivey of Ralls pointed out that Cl’s annual budget 
dropped from $22.5 million in 1982 to about $18 mil­
lion in 1985. And. he noted, that 20 percent decline was 
exacerbated by the effects of inflation, exemplified by 
a reduction of almost 60 percent from 1978 to 1985 in 
the purchasing power of a dollar spent on advertising.

With the increased assessment. Ivey stated, the Cl 
Board envisions a budget in 1986 of about $18.5 million 
as opposed to only $15 million that would be available 
without the increase.

Although there is still plenty of 
hot weather ahead, it’s time to 
start getting things in shape for 
your fall vegetable garden.

Much of Texas is well suited 
for year-round gardening, and 
fall vegetables generally have bet­
ter quality and flavor than those 
grown in the spring.

Many popular warm-season 
vegetables such as tomatoes, pep­
pers, eggplants, pole beans, 
potatoes, okra, cucumbers and 
squash can be planted during the 
coming weeks.

Also, the so-called ‘winter’ 
vegetables such as broccoli, cab­
bage, cauliflower, greens, parsley 
and carrots can be planted now 
for early harvesting. Later plan­
tings of these cold-hardy crops' 
will supply fresh vegetables well 
into winter.

What are some of the impor­
tant aspects of fall gardening?

First of all, get the land into 
good shape. You had a garden 
this spring and fertilizer was ap- 
pied, little if any additional fer­
tilizer will be needed before fall 
planting.

T H L K S D A Y . A L i iU S T  I, 1985. P A G E  S
For new gardens, apply two to 

three pounds of a complete fer­
tilizer such as 10-20-10 per 100 
square feet and work it into the 
soil. If plants make slow growth, 
apply a light amount of fertilizer 
between rows and water it into 
the soil.

Adequate water is vital for a 
successful fall garden, particular­
ly for seed germination and early 
plant growth. “ Pre-irrigation” is 
suggested before planting follow­
ed by subsequent, light waterings 
three or four times a week to keep 
soil from drying and crusting. 
Water stress during early growth 
of plants can reduce later yields.

Transplanting is a good prac­
tice in the fall since this allows 
seeds to be started in areas 
sheltered from high temperatures 
and drying winds. Check at 
garden centers for recommended 
varieties of vegetables and 
strong, vigorous, healthy plants, 
or you may want to grow your 
own transplants.

SURIMI AT THE SEAFCXJD 
COUNTER-The term “ surimi" 
on the forzen fish food label may 
sound like an exotic additive, but 
it’s not. Actually, surimi is the 
name given to a simulated shell 
fish. Surimi-based products are 
created from fresh fish with 
natural or artificial flavoring add­
ed, says a Texas A&M Universi­
ty Agricultural Extension Service 
nutrition specialist. “ The fish 
fillets are minced, washed, strain­
ed and mixed with sugar, sor­
bitol and salt to yield a concen­
trated fish paste,’’ explains Mary 
K. Sweeten. “The surimi fish 
paste is then frozen, and later 
thawed and restructured into 
various products or ingredients.’’ 
Food and Drug Administration 
rules require that surimi-based 
products which resemble other 
foods and are intended to be 
substitutes for them be labeled 
“ imitation” . Sweeten points out.

SODIUM LABELING RULE 
DELAYED-The Food and Drug 
administration has extended until 
July 1986 the deadline by which 
nutrition labels on processed 
food must include sodium con­
tent, says Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Extension Service 
nutritionist Mary K. Sweeten. 
The proposed rule, set to go into 
effect this July was extended by a 
year, after food processors com­
plained of the economic burden 
of having to destroy their inven­
tories of labels printed before 
notice of the rule, she says. Con­
sumers on low-sodium diets will 
still find many products that 
already comply with the rule on 
the market. Sweeten adds.

Farmers with grain in Oles 
elevators to receive payment

(A M A R IL L O )--‘‘Farmcr>. with 
grain stored in any of the 10closed Oles 
Grain Company elevators across the 
Texas Panhandle and Plains will be 
paid for their grain long before the on­
going federal bankruptcy proceeding 
against elevator owner David Oles is 
even dose to being settled." Agriculture 
Commissioner Jim Hightower affirmed 
during a recent visit to the Panhandle.

"TDA General Counsel Sam Biscoe 
a n d  T D A  G ra in  W a re h o u s e  
Administrator Darrell Kelchum have 
successfully convinced the court- 
appointed trustee and Oles' major 
creditors that the farmers'grain in these 
elevators is not part of the estate 
squabble. Not only will the farmers get 
their full payment long before the 
creditors divide up the Oles estate, they 
won't even have to pay any trustee or 
court costs. The only expense to these 
farmers should be the normal elevator 
storage fees."

Hightower also announced the 
procedure TDA will use to expedite 
cash payments to the estimated several 
hundred farmers w ho have grain stored 
in any of the 10 Oles elevators. The 
estimated cash value of that grain is S.3 
million.

"Farmers can bring their grain 
warehouse receipts or scale tickets to 
I  DA officials at county courthouses

across the Panhandle and Plains." 
H ightow er said. "W hen farm ers 
transfer those documents of title to 
TDA, we will give each of them a signed 
affidavit, ensuring that the grain is still 
owned by that farmer. As an added 
precaution, those records will be locked 
in a safely deposit box of an Amarillo 
bank.

“1 hese warehouse receipts and scale 
tickets must be collected and inspected 
by the parties to the bankrupicv 
proceeding prior to August It), when 
court-appointed trustee Robert Tolar 
will begin accepting bids to sell the 
grain from each ol the warehouses. Just 
as soon as all of the one million bushels 
of grain is removed from the elevators. 
Mr. Tolar will write each farmer a 
cheek for the grain he or she had on 
deposit. If. in shipping the grain out of 
the elevators, any shortages are 
discovered, that loss will he covered by 
the $500,000 grain warehouse bond 
I DA requires on all elevators in I exas. 
Any loss of quality to the grain w ill also 
be covered by the bond."

The Oles elevators are located in 
.Amarillo. Bunker Hill, I'xum, Kress, 
Na/areth. Perryton. Spearman. I ulia. 
Vega and Vigo Park. 1 he laeililies were 
closed by I l)A  in early June because 
Oles was unable to renew the required

licensing bond and because I DA 
inspectors found the elevators at 
Perryton and Spearman to each be 
between 8-10 percent short of the grain 
reportedly in storage. Major creditors 
also initialed ledcral hankrupiey 
proceedings against OL*s at the same 
lim e.

"We want every farmer who has 
grain stored in any of the Oles Grain 
t'om pany elevators to be paid for their 
grain just as quickly as possible so they 
don’t get tangled in w hat promises to be 
a long legal matter. That grain is Just 
like money in the bunk for those 
larmers. Ever since those elevators had 
to be closed, our foremost cone-ern has'' 
been for those farmers. It w ill continue 
to be our foremost concern until all of 
those farmers receive what is rightfully 
theirs."

f o r  these days when we get into 
the one-to-one confrontations, are 
the problems too difficu lt, after all?

POULTRY CONSUMPTION, 
RECEI PTS UP--Whi le  
Americans are eating about the 
same number of eggs as in the 
past few years, broiler consump­
tion is up. Per capita consump­
tion of eggs has stood at 261 the 
past two years while broiler con­
sumption increased by 2 pounds 
to 53 pounds last year, say 
poultry marketing specialists with 
the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, The Texas A&M Univer­
sity System. Consumption Of 
other chicken meat averaged 
about 3 pounds per person while 
turkey consumption held steady 
at 11.2 pounds. In 1970 the 
average American ate 309 eggs, 
36.8 pounds of broiler meat and 8 
pounds of turkey.
