The sale means that farmers in 
Lynn and other counties will 
receive cash payments based 'on 
their partic ipation  in the 
cooperative.

Completion o f the transaction 
follows the April ACG  member­
ship meeting in Lubbock when 
authority to sell the mill was 
granted to the ACG Board o f 
Directors and a subsequent 
meeting o f  the PCCA Board o f 
Directors on June 19 at which 
PCCA Directors voted over­
whelmingly to purchase the 
11-year-old facility.

H ie estimated $100 million 
transaction comes at a time when 
many cotton producers need the 
cash generated by the sale o f  the 
denim mill after suffering 
through several consecutive years 
o f unfavorable weather and low 
cotton prices.

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End O f Irrigation 
Nears For Cotton Crop

South Plains cotton producers 
should seriously consider ter­
minating irrigation by Aug. 
IS-20, advises a cotton specialist 
with the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service.

Not only would continued ir­
rigation be an additional expense 
farmers certainly don’ t need this 
year, it could delay maturity o f a 
crop  already well behind 
sch^ule, cautioned Dr. James 
Supak, E xtension  cotton  
agronomist.

“ Pay attention to the calendar 
and look at the probability o f 
making a bloom after mid- 
August,”  Supak advised pro­
ducers who irrigate.

The Extension specialist said 
two factors influence his recom­
mendation. First is the rapid drop 
in the probability that blooms 
after mid-August will develop in­
to mature bolls. Second is that, 
for this year’s crop, heat unit ac­
cumulation, a guideline for fiber 
maturity, is running well behind 
the long range average.

“ A  large percentage o f this 
year’s cotton (on the South 
Plains) is June-planted,”  Supak 
noted. Across the area as a 
whole, the average date for the 
first blooms was around July 
25-27, approximately two weeks 
later than normal.

Supak cited research studies at 
L u b t^ k  by Dr. Don Wanjura, 
USDA agricultural engineer, and 
others which show that historical­
ly cotton plants which bloom 
here on Aug. IS have a 71 percent

chance o f maturing. Bolls in­
itiated on Aug. 20, however, have 
only a 36 percent chance o f 
maturing, and another ten-day 
delay o f bloom, to Aug. 30, 
means only a 14 percent chance 
o f maturing.

South o f Lubbock, Aug. IS 
blooms have near-perfect poten­
tial and Aug. 20 blooms have a 71 
percent chance.

Rainfall is another considera­
tion, the Extension specialist 
said. “ Our probability for rain­
fall increases in late August and 
September,”  he noted.

“ i f  we apply irrigation and 
also get rain, it will further delay 
the maturity o f  the crop and 
cause excessive vegeta tive  
growth,”  he said.

He urged producers to keep in 
mind the old guidelines that with 
furrow irrigation, don’t start any 
water after Aug. IS and plan to 
terminate all irrigation by Aug. 
20-22. With center pivot irriga­
tion, where controlled amounts 
o f water can be applied, the 
deadline can be extended until 
about Sept. I, he said.

Dear John:
John Deere Answers Your Lawn and Garden Woes

Water Wheel of Fortune
Dear John: I’m playing vege­

table ronlette by growing a gar­
den In a drongbt. How can I 
improve tbe chances that ibe 
pianti win snrvlve?

Dear Garden Gambler: Only 
a roll o f the dice can determine 
whether vegetables will make it 
through a drought — but there are 
some ways to improve the odds 
of their survival.

Take a plunge and plant ear­
lier than usual if you expect a 
particularly dry season. There's 
more moisture in the soil in early 
spring than any other time of the 
year. Also, water escapes rapidly 
from the ground when the soil is 
bore, so grow vegetables in wide, 
dense rows or blocks to trap 
moisture.

Use weed-free mulches that 
hold in moisture by reducing 
evaporation. Cultivate around 
plants before watering to loosen 
the soil, so water will soak into 
the groilhd easily

Also, be sure your garden gets 
1 inch of water a week. Water in 
the early morning so foliage dries 
by evening.

Dear Johat Do the fkmars la 
way wladow boa require a diffe^ 
aal IrealBwnt from tboM bi my’ 
yard?

Dear Pondering Paixlora: The

flowers in your window box do 
need a little extra care.

For one thing, containerized 
soil dries out quickly and needs 
watering more frequently than 
soil in your garden. Water flower 
boxes when the top to I inch 
of soil dries out.

Also, window box flowers need 
to be fertilized frequently—about 
every other week.

Prune containerized flowers 
o f t e n  t o  m a i n t a i n  t h e i r  
appearance.

Dear John: IVIy ncigbbor says 
his lawn b  infested with grnl^  
Is thb problem contagions?

Dear Nervous Neighbor: Vbur 
lawn wtMi’t *‘catch" a grub prob­
lem from your neighbor's lawn. 
Even so, you should probably 
give your lawn a check-up to see 
if it's already grub-infested.

lb  diagnose grub damage, pull 
up a piece of the damaged turf. 
If it lifts easily, like a carpet, 
grubs are probably at work and 
the lawn may have to be treated 
with a pesticide.

To cure a grub problem, con­
sider applying an insecticide. 
Water thoroughly, so the insecti­
cide can get b e l^  the root sys­
tem where grubs are feeding. See 
a county extension agent for 
advice on specific chemicals.

Imports
Hurting
Farmers

EAGLE SCOUT-Phillip Little, 
son o f Rkky and Betty Little o f 
Jal, N.M. and the grandson o f 
Edith Kuwaski o f Tahoka, has 
recently achieved the rank o f 
Eagle Scout.

The Textile and Apparel Trade 
Act of 1987 is the only fair way to 
deal with an import problem 
which continues to hurt the U.S. 
cotton industry and other related 
industries in the national econ­
omy, National Cotton Council 
president Aven Whittington told 
the Senate Finance Committee 
today.
Whittington, a Greenwood, 

Miss., producer, said cotton 
textile and apparel imports have 
more than doubled since 1980 
and now account for 39 percent 
of the cotton consumed by the
U.S. population.
“ Those imports are taking 

precious dollars out of U.S. 
farmers’ pockets,”  said Whit­
tington. “ While cotton textile 
imports have increased 133 per­
cent, the price of cotton in this 
country has fallen by more than 
a third since 1980 and this- 
combined with lost markets— 
has cost U.S. cotton producers 
billions of dollars.”

Whittington said American 
consumers are buying more 
cotton then they have for the 
past 20 years and cotton con­
sumption has grown by 3.4 
million bales during that time 
period. But, he pointed out, 
imports of cotton textile pro­
ducts have taken two-thirds of 
that growth.
He disputed claims o f critics 

who believe limited textile 
growth will cause higher prices 
for consumers. In markets such 
as cotton velveteens, Whitting­
ton said U.S. manufacturers 
have been eliminated by unfair 
competition, and prices of im­
ported products have risen high­
er than previously quoted.
The Council president said 

many factors have contributed to 
the increase in textile imports: 
cheap foreign wages, restrictive 
U.S. environmental and work­
place regulations, foreign gov­
ernment subsidies, and loop 
holes in negotiated import 
quotas.
‘ It is naive to believe that 

foreign textile and apparel man­
ufacturers will hold their export 
growth to the percentage allow. 
ed under international and bi­
lateral agreements,”  Whitting­
ton concluded. “ Experience 
over more than two decades 
proves that negotiated textile 
trade agreements are not an 
adequate solution.”
