Lockwcx)d in Tahoka next Tues­
day will see the inside of the 
house originally built for Rebec­
ca Roberts in 1916,. Rebecca 
Roberts was known as “ Aunt 
Becky’’ and "Granny” to those 
who knew the Lynn County 
pioneer woman who first settled 
on the Forrester Ranch west of 
Tahoka and later became one of 
the oldest and best-known 
pioneers of Lynn County.

Part of the “ Aunt Becky’s 
Place” business is located in the 
structure built for Mrs. Roberts 
in 1916.

“ Aunt Becky was a lovable, 
friendly and happy chararter 
who went through all the hard­
ships of the pioneer life, yet her 
happy nature was very infectious 
to all she came into contact 
with,” said Rhonda Reid.

Rebecca Roberts came to Lynn 
County in 1901, first living in a 
dugout on the Forrester Ranch 
at West Point. She moved to 
town when her three children 
reached school age. She wanted 
them to have a public education. 
Her children were Oscar Ro­
berts, Viola Roberts §wafford 
and R.C. Roberts. Grandchild­
ren who survive her are Weesie 
Carroll, James “ Sonny” Ro­
berts, Billy Thuren and Alice 
Reid.

calories taken in versus tne 
number burned. You gained 
wdght if you take in more than 
you bum.

Fad diets are designed for 
short-term effects, not for major 
lifestyles changes, says Dr. 
Blankenship. When you return to 
normal eating, the weight comes 
back.

With rare exceptions, gradual 
weight loss is the only kind that 
stays with you. Dr. Blankenship 
suggests a balanced weight- 
reduction diet and moderate exer­
cise. Find something you’ll really 
stick with the long haul or you’re 
wasting you time.

A Visit With Your
County Agent

D im  To Control White Gmbe In 
Lawn

Lynn County residents who 
want to protect their lawns need 
to keep a close lookout now for 
white grub worms, cautions 
Lynn County Extension Agent 
Brett C^ypert.

May or June beetles have 
been emerging from the soil and 
swarming in lawns in the even­
ing, he noted. Females laid eggs 
which have hatched into white 
grubs. These grubs are beginn­
ing to feed on roots of home lawn 
grasses, the< Extension agent 
said.

Once the grub begin feeding, 
control measures should be tak­
en.

Treatment time varies with 
tlhe area of the state. Home- 

"owners in the South Plains need 
to treat between mid-July and 
early August. Timing of chemi­
cal application is critical for 
adequate control. "

White grubs in excessive 
numbers can heavily damage 
lawns. Check for white grubs by 
cutting a square foot section of 
sod with a shovel and examining 
the roots and soil to a depth of 
four inches. Examine at least 
one square foot of sod for 1,000 
square feet of lawn area, 
used at recommended rates 
given on the chemical container 
label.

The Extension agent said the 
granular form is easier to apply 
and to wash into the soil than are 
liquid or spray formulations. 
“ After using granules, drag the 
grass with a tow sack or water-

soil. Then apply enough water to 
soak the granules into the soil,” 
he advised. The insecticide ' 
should be watered in with a 
half-inch to an Inch of water 
immediately after application, 
he said.

Diazinon sprays should be 
applied at the rate of 25 gallons 
of water, including the insecti­
cide, per 1,000 square feet to 
wash the chemical into the soil. 
Wetting the lawn before spray­
ing also helps.

“ Always keep children and 
pets off the treated lawn until 
the grass is dry.”  the county 
agent stressed.

The key to controlling white ~ 
grubs homelawns is proper 
timing of chemical applications 
and getting the insecticides 
through the grass to the root 
zone where the grubs are feed­
ing, Cypert emphasized.
