Something old and something 
new —  when it comes to computers, 
there’s new, there’s old, and there’s 
obsolete. Tahoka Middle School is 
using every computer that still has 
life in its microchips as they enter 
into a new lifelong commitment — 
computer literacy.

The school is keeping both old 
and new computers in use as they 
focus on expanding technology in­
struction this semester. Computer lit­
eracy is becoming a top priority for 
Tahoka Middle School students. Ev­
ery computer will serve a purpose in 
the curriculum where there is about 
one computer to every four students.

Glo Hays, middle school princi­
ple, sa jd jh e  schq<e is .using-eve^ 
pQStibltS(tsourcetDkeep.all ctjgQpUgc! 
ers in use. She said it is important for 
students to be able to see both newer 
and older technology.

“We’re not throwing away com­
puters that are slower in relation to 
the newer computers,” Mrs. Hays 
said.

Tahoka Middle School has two 
computer labs. The Macintosh com­

puter lab, in its third year of exist­
ence, accommodates 40-60 students 
daily. They work on a variety o f  
program s including accelerated  
reactor tests, SkillsBank to improve 
math and language arts skills, key­
boarding, research projects and other 
classroom assignments.

Another Macintosh lab was re­
cently developed utilizing comput­
ers from the elementary campus and 
networking accessories from a previ­
ous high school computer lab. The 
only expense in opening the lab was 
buying furniture for the computers, 
the principal explained.

Administrators say the keyboard­
ing lab will enable every middle 
sch(x)l stuctont to enter high schcx)l 
with essential technical skills.

Sharp Delivers Sales 
T u  Rehates Ibtaliiig 
$K»3M illion

State Com ptndler John Sharp 
recently delivenMl a  total o f $163.3 
million in monthly sales tax pay­
ments to 1,090 Texas cities and 118 
counties, an 8 percent increase over 
the $151.2 million allocated to cities 
and counties in March 1997.

‘T exas continues— for the fifth 
consecutive year —  to experience 
strong economic growth, while con­
sumer confidence remains the high­
est in the nation,” Sharp said. “Sales 
statewide for the past several months 
have surpassed earlier expectations 
and far exceeded sales in the previ­
ous year.”

Sharp delivered monthly sales 
tax rebates totaling $ 147.8 million to 

©Texas cities, 7 .1 percent higher than 
last M arch’s payments o f $137.8 
million. Rebates o f $15.5 million to 
Texas counties were 16.5 percent 
higher than allocations of $13.3 mil­
lion in March 1997. Another $4.3 
million went to 30 special purpose 
districts around the state.

As a whole, Lynn County expe­
rienced an increase of 16.18 percent 
over last year’s payment for March. 
The county received $6,835.99 this 
period compared to $5,883.52 for the 
same period last year. Tahoka re­
ceived the majority of the increase, 
receiving $5,906.52 this year versus 
$4,238.15 last year, for an increase of 
39.36%.
