on Friday, although attendance in all grade levels was significantly lower as 
worried parents kept their children home from school

; "There was no credible threat 
discovered," Dr George McFarland. 
Superintendent, told The News. "Un- 

f fortunately, social media wmi the day 
V and KMTK parents were more afU to 

l>ase decisiohs of student attendance 
on hearsay rather than anything fac­
tual Attendance on Friday was low," 
he confirmed.

School principals had many phone 
calls from amcerned parents, after the 
rumor began in earnest last Thursday 
School officials conducted a thorough 
investigation of the “threat." and secu­
rity was on high alert even though no 
credible evidence was discovered.

On Friday, Oct 7, Dr McFarland 
released the following letter on the 
Tahoka ISD website:
