This Month

A state-wide effort to reduce
Texas' child accident toll of
about 960 lives yearly through
participation in the national
safety campaign in September
was set forth by Dr. Geo. W.

Cox, State Health Officer, as an
immediate public health object-
ive calling for concerted co-
operation by all public health
and medical authorities and in-
terested civic organizations with-
in the state.

The needless loss of a single
life, or the crippling of even one
child, is an exorbitant price to
pay for any neglect of this prob-
lem, said Dr, Cox.

The importance of such a cam-
paign is evidenced by the fact
that accidents are now the lead-
ing cause of death among child-
ren more than one year old.
Among children 5 to 9 years old,
the death rate from accidents was
25.7 per 100,000, as compared
with a rate of 4.6 for rheumatic
fever and organic heart disease,
the next cause; and among child-
ren from 9 to 14, the accident

death rate was 20.8 and that for
vheumatic fever and organic
disease 17.2.

The outstanding improvement

in the death rates from all non-
accident causes during recent
vears is the result of the advance
in medical science and concen-
trated efforts in the field of child
health. The premise of the child
safety campaign is that efforts
now must be intensified t9 bring
about a somewhat comparable
reduction in the number of child
accidents,
