O f Famed X IT  Ranch

The first authoritative account 
of the biggest ranch in the his­
tory of Texas is toid in "Cattle 
Empire",-the fabulous story of 
the 3,000,000 acre X IT , by Lewis 
Nordyke, scheduled for publica­
tion on September 19 by 'Williani 
Morrow and Company, New York.

The story of the X IT  began in 
1875 when Texans decided they 
wanted a new State Capitol at 
Austin—the biggest in the coun­
try—and cast about them for a 
means of paying for it. A  reso­
lution was written into the new 
Constitution being drafted that 
year, providing for the grant of 
3,000,000 unde\-eloped acres of 
Panhandle land to whoever would 
build the Capitol for them. In 1881 
the old Capitol having burned 
meanwhile, they advertised for 
bids. A group of Chicogoans, fig­
uring they could build the Capi­
tol for $1,500,000, made a success- 
Kil bid and signed the contract. 
The Farwells— Charles B., the 
politician who later became U. S. 
Senator from Illinois, and John 
V., the merchant prince who gave 
Marshall Field his start— were 
the ma.ster minds. Abner Taylor, 
builder, promoter, and politician, 
took charge of building the Capi­
tol. Onlv after the contract was 
signed did any of the group see 
the land, and then they sent out 
their fourth member. Colonel 
Amos C. Babcock, on an inspection 
trip. Wearing a Hamburg hat, 
he rolled into the traditionally 
Western Panhandle in an Army 
a m b u 1 a n ce, commandeered, 
through political connections, 
from Fort Elliott, a military post 
some hundred miles east of the 
Capitol Lands.

Babcock inspected the lands 
thoroughly. They stretched for 
nearly 200 miles north to south 
along the New Mexico border and 
were an average of 27 miles wide. 
They were in nine separate coun­
ties. Many Texans deemed the 
lands worthless and laughed over 
how Texas had pulled the wool 
over the Chicagoans eyes, but 
Babcock, after his trip of inspec­
tion, estimated that his group 
could make $4,500,000 in five 
years by raising cattle. There wag 
a lot of wishful thinking in this, 
because Babcock had little money 
and had invested it all in the hope

of making a quick killing. Taylor 
was on the same spot. But the 
Farwells could afford to wait and 
wanted to, planning to sell the 
land at a profit when settlement 
had pushed farther west. Never­
theless, under the pressure of 
circumstances, they did agree to 
start a ranching operation.

They started by hiring a color­
ful personality named Barbecue 
Campbell to manage it and began 
at Buffalo Springs, in the north­
ernmost section of the land, by 
enclosing a sizeable area with 
fence and driving in 27,000 cattle 
from Southern Texas. This done 
they all caught the fever and de­
cided within a year to extend the 
cattle operation to the entire area, 
first building some six hundred 
miles of barbed-wire fence all the 
way around.

From the first, water was and 
remained a major problem. There 
were others. Because of political 
delays and speculation in mater­
ials, the Capitol was costing far 
more than had been anticipated' 
and the extended ranching opera­
tion absorbed money like r 
sponge. To get fresh capital, th» 
Farwells organized a British syn­
dicate. Wildly enthusiastic at first 
the members o f the syndicate soor 
became embittered when profit- 
were not forthcoming, and were r 
thorn in the flesh from the firs' 
to the last. From the first, also 
the X IT  outlawed most of the old 
customs of the West and wor 
enemies thereby. Local politic? 
also interfered. Each o f the nin<

counties wanted its own organiz­
ed government, an ambition which 
the X IT  consistently opposed be­
cause it meant highei: taxej and 
interference in what it consider­
ed its private affairs. Consequent­
ly, the ranch was embattled from 
the start. However, it persevered 
until vast herds of cattle were 
strung the whole length of the I ranch work for a neig.hbf)r, Mr.

They were received 
at the southern end (the Yellow 
Houses) and were progressively 
moved northward until after t'wo 
years they reached Buffalo 
Springs. Then they were pushed 
northward on the trail to Mon­
tana where the X IT  had leased 
more colossal acreage, on which 
the steers were fattened before 
being shipped east to market.

In spite of prairie fires that 
would sweep in a few days across 
hundreds of miles of the X IT  
leveling everything in their path 
political enmities, and other hu­
man and natural problems, the 
X IT  did succeed in working out 
a profitable technique. But by 
that time, history had caught up 
with it. The trail to Montana had 
been closed by settlement, and 
homesteaders moving ■westward 
V. ere clamoring for the X IT  lands | 
So .John V. Farwell put the m up! 
for sale, thus instigating the last, 
of the great land runs in the 
country. When all the chips ■were 
counted, the Farwell heirs still ; 
held some 70,000 acres, which : 
they still hold, and the Old West : 
was no more.

Lewis Nordyke. author of “Cat­
tle Empire” , was born on a farm 
near Cottonwood. Texas. He grad­
uated from the University of Mis- ' 
souri School of Journalism in 
1933, and has since worked as a 
newspaper man thro'jghout Tex­
as, writing for national magazines

Nordyke heard the wonderfui 
stories seasoned cowpfikes had to 
tell about earlier and more ad­
venturesome days in the Cow 
Country. That started his interest 
in Western history and. specific­
ally, the fabulous XIT. In pre­
paring his full-scale account of 
the ranch, he has gone to the land 
itself repeatedly, examining some 
60,000 documents, and talked with 
all who had knowledge to share 
—descendants of the principals 
and grizzled old-timers who still 
remember the parts they played in 
this colorful Americim drama.

This advice was given worgers 
today by Ralph Fisher, manager 
of the Abilene office of the So­
cial Security Administration. 
Fisher pointed out that most em­
ployers conscientionsly try to 
repiirt each worker’s social se­
curity number correctly, but it 
i.s’ onlv human to make mistakes 
iH.x’asionally.

“ When .T worker has social se­
curity taxes dfxluctcd from his 
pay he is paying premiums on an 
insurance policy. This insurance 
helps to provide financial security 
in the worker’s old age after 
retirement. It also prrA’idw  insur­
ance payments to eligible sur­
vivors if a worker dies,”  Fisher 
said..

Eligibility for benefits hinges 
on the length of time a worker 
has been employed in jobs cover­
ed bv social security. 'The amount

Many southwest farm products 
sold lower durng the past week, 
W’hile others held steaciy or 
showed gain, the U. S. Depart­
ment of Agricultures’ Production 
and Marketing Administration re­
ports.

Wheat and oats advanced 
slightly, as milo dropped 16 cents 
a hundred pounds and other 
grains lost 1 to 3 cents a bushel. 
No. 2 yellow milo closed Monday 
at $2.03 to $2.10, basis Texas 
common points. No. 1 hard wheat 
brought $2.33 to $2.39.

Demand for mixed feeds im­
proved, and some feedstuffs 
strengthened as others declined. 
Prairie hay prices moved up­
ward on limited supplies, while 
alfalfa show-ed little change. Pea­
nuts held steady, but peanut oil

Pork loins dropped $11 to $12 

for the week, and most other 
meats $1 to $4.

Livestock marketings continued 
about as heavy last w cek^s the 
week before.

Monday’s prices on catttle and 
calves were steady to $1 higher 
than a week earlier at Texas and 
Oklahoma markets, except that 
all calves lost 50 cents to $1 at 
San Antonio and stocker calve* 
dropped that amount at Okla­
homa City. Cattle and calves re­
gistered losses ranging from 50 
cents to $1.50 at Denver.

Butcher hogs and sows lost 
around $1, more or less .at all 
southwest markets during the past 
week. Pigs shared the loas at 
Oklahoma City but held steady 
at Texas markets. Top butchers 
closed Monday at $20 at Fort 
Worth and Oklahoma City.

Season’s first cranberries and 
Northwestern apples brightened 
produce markets this week. Con­
tinued light diggings of sweet 
potatoes dropped to lower values 
in light demand in Texas and 
Louisiana. Good trading at New 
Orleans moved liberal receipts of 
most products at unchanged 
prices. Many prices declined in 
light trading at Denver. Colorado 
potatoes, onions and cauliflower 
found weak markets.

Southwest egg and poultry 
markets strengthened early last 
week, and have held firm since. 
Best candled white eggs sold 
mostly around 60 cents a dozen, 
and mixed colors 50 to 55 cents. 
New Orleans paid 57 to 60. Heavy 
hens brought 24 to 26 cents In 
North Texas, and 30 to 33 at New 
Orleans. North Texas markets 
quoted No. 1 young turkeys from 
30 to 35 cents a pound.

Most southwest cotton mar­
kets closed Monday 50 cents to 
$1 a bale lower than a waek 
earlier. Spot middling 15-16 inch 
sold at 28.95 cents a pound at 
Dallas. 29.2 at Houston, and 29.75 
at New Orleans. .

Using FHA Farm Plan, Oscar T. Corzine Family Clears Debt 
On Modern Farm and Home Within Span o f Seven Years

In 1941 Mr. and Mrs. Oscar T. 
Corzine of Rt. 1, Rule, made ap­
plication to the FHA office in 
Haskell, then known as the FSA, 
for a loan with which to buy a 
farm.

At the time Mr. Corzine was 
40 years old and had been farm­
ing as a tenant for 19 years. He 
had four children, 2 girls and 2 
boys, the oldest boy being 17 
years old. At that time the Cor- 
zine assets consisted of 1 cow, 
12 hogs, 200 hens, a tractor, and 
a car. His net worth was figured 
at $2000. It was decided to let 
Mr. Corzine's application lay over 
a year to see if ho would increase 
his net worth. This he did to the 
extent of $4000 in 1942, and by 
194.7 when Mr. Corzine found a 
farm that suited him, his net 
worth had increased to $5233. By 
this time the Corzines had 300 
hens, a sow and 8 pigs. 6 cows 
and 4 calves, a new John Deere 
tractor and $730 worth of feed 
with which to feed the cow’s and 
hogs. They also had $500 in cash 
plus $381 they had put into War 
Bonds. By this time the oldest boy 
was ser\-ing his country as a mem­
ber of the U. S. Navy.

The Corzines had selected a 
160 acre tract of land west of 
Rule on the Brazos river just in 
the edge of Stonewall and Haskell 
counties. The farm was appraised, 
and on April 4, 1944 a loan of 
$10,300 was made to buy and im­
prove the farm. The land cost the 
Corzines $8050, leaving $2220 to 
repair the dwelling, smoke house 
and brooder house and to build a 
new barn and poultry house. 
W'ork on the improvements was 
begun immediately and the old 
place began to take on new life.

With Mrs. Corzine acting as 
bookkeeper and accountant, the 
Corzines began work on a five 
year plan which was to put the 
farm into operation the way they 
wanted it and pay off the loan 
within 40 years. Under the chang­
ing system the Corzines were 
working out, the farm produced 
$4312.74 besides things used by 
the family the first year, 1944. 
The family spent the 1944 income 
in this manner: $1978.68 went for 
family living and operating the 
farm: $115.10 went to replace and 
repair capital goods; $638.96 was 
put into the bank to increa.se 
their $500. last years operating 
capital; $180 was held back to 
buy additional capital goods" 
$1400 was paid on their loan mak­
ing 3 payments the first .vear in­
stead of one. According to official 
rec'rds the Corzines increased 
their tct worth $4796 th i first 
year. Accounted for in this figure, 
of course, is the work done by the 
family in improving the farm. The 
year before the farm was v»l- 
ueJ by a qualified apF't.iser .it 
$10,300 and a year later valued I't 
$12,035 after the improvements

were made.
In 1945 the second step in this 

systematic operation of farm de­
velopment began. This year, 
among other things, an civhvrd 
was set out and a hog pa.iture 
fenced.

When Mrs. Corzine clo.se.i her 
books on 1945, the family had liv­
ed better than they had c\er liv ­
ed before, had paid $1600 on their 
place and had $2750 in the bank 
to make the 1946 crop and the 3rd- 
step in their farm development 
work.

By the end of 1946 the Cor- 
zmes had increased their net 
worth to $12,421 and owed only 
$6100 on the farm: had paid 
$2272 more on the farm, and still

and pay itself out in 40 years. To 
make a long story short, by Oc­
tober 11, 1948 the Corzines had 
combined their maize and gath­
ered enough cotton that they were 
able to burn the mortgage that 
day.

The Corzine’s story is not the 
only one that can be told. The 
FHA records in Haskell are full 
of them just like it. It is one of 
the many, told to show what can 
be done with a little planning and 
a whole lot of work. In 1943 the 
Corzines were a tenant family, 
they had moved 7 times since 
1923, they didn't know where 
their children woulfi go to school 
after mid term or where they 
would go to church, or where they

had $2151.70 in the bank.
In 1947 the Corzines plan real­

ly began to pay off. Gross income 
from the place was $6301.39. 
Prices were good in 1947 and the 
terracing and soil improvement 
work done by Mr. Corzine had 
brought the place from below 1-4 
bale of cotton per acre in 1943 
to 1-2 bale per acre in 1947, and 
maize from below 1-2 ton to al­
most a ton. They had cut the 
outstanding balance on the land 
loan over half in 1947 having only 
$2757 left to go. And they still 
had more than $2000 in cash re­
serve and over $600 in U. S. 
Savings Bonds.

1948 was the last year for the 
Corzine’s 5 year plan. By 1949 
Mr. Corzine was to have his farm 
running in the manner he thought 
a farm should be run in order to 
make his family a good living

would pay their taxes * the next 
year. Now they are home owners 
tax payers, church goers, school 
supporters, etc. They have a heart 
to work because they know they 
will be there next year to reap 
the harvest.

The writer had occasion to be 
in conversation with another suc- 
ces.sful farmer at a social gath­
ering one night in 1947. The Cor­
zine family and place came up 
as a topic of discussion. This 
farmer said that “ I sure hated to 
see Oscar buy that place and put 
out all the work and money im­
proving it because I farmed it 5 
years one time and went broke.” 
Just goes to show, we think, 
what a good plan with the right 
family to work it can do to a 
farm.

Using FHA Farm Plan, Oscar T. Corzine Family Cl ears Debt 
On Modern Farm and Home Within Span o f Seven Years

In 1941 Mr. and Mrs. Oscar T. 
Corzine of Rt. 1, Rule, made ap­
plication to the FHA office in 
Haskell, then known as the FSA, 
for a loan with which to buy a 
farm.

At the time Mr. Corzine was 
40 years old and had been farm­
ing as a tenant for 19 years. He 
had four children, 2 girls and 2 
boys, the oldest boy being 17 
years old. At that time the Cor­
zine assets consisted of 1 cow, 
12 hogs, 200 hens, a tractor, and 
a car. His net worth was figured 
at $2000. It was decided to let 
Mr. Corzine’s application lay over 
a year to see if he would increase 
his net worth. This he did to the 
extent of $4000 in 1942, and by 
1943 when Mr. Corzine found a 
farm that suited him, his net 
worth had increased to $5233. By 
this time the Corzines had 300 
hens, a sow and 8 pigs, 6 cows 
and 4 calves, a new John Deere 
tractor and $730 worth of feed 
with which to feed the cows and 
hogs. They also had $500 in cash 
plus $381 they had put into War 
Bonds. By this time the oldest boy 
was serving his country as a mem­
ber of the U. S. Navy.

The Corzines had selected a 
160 acre tract o f land west of 
Rule on the Brazos river just in 
the edge of Stonewall and Haskell 
counties. The farm was appraised, 
and on April 4, 1944 a loan of 
$10,300 was made to buy and im 
prove the farm. The land cost the 
Corzines $8050, leaving $2220 to 
repair the dwelling, smoke house 
and brooder house and to build a 
new barn and poultry house. 
Work on the improvements was 
begun Immediately and the old 
place began to take on new life.

With Mrs. Corzine acting as 
bookkeeper and accountant, the 
Corzines began work on a five 
.vear plan which was to put the 
farm into operation the way they 
wanted it and pay off the loan 
within 40 years. Under the chang­
ing system the Corzines were 
working out, the farm produced 
$4312.74 besides things used by 
the family the first year, 1944. 
The family spent the 1944 income 
in this manner: $1978.68 went for 
family living and operating the 
farm; $115.10 went to replace and 
repair capital goods; $638.96 was 
put into the bank to increase 
their $500. last years operating 
capital; $180 was held back to 
buy additional capital goods* 
$1400 was paid on their loan mak­
ing 3 payments the first year in­
stead of one. According to official 
rec.'rds the Corzines increased 
their ic t  worth $4796 the first 
year. Accounted for in this figure, 
of course, is the work done by the 
fomtjy in improving the farm. The 
year l»efore the farm *was val­
ued by a qualified appraiser at 
$10,300 and a year later valued rt 
$12,035 after the improvements

In 1945 the second .step ir. this 

systematic operation of farm de­
velopment began. This year, 
among other things, an civhvrd 
was set out and a hog pasture 
fenced.

When Mrs. Corzine closed her 
books on 1945, the family had liv ­
ed better than they had ever liv ­
ed before, had paid $1600 on their 
place and had $2750 in the bank 
to make the 1946 crop and the 3rd- 
step in their farm development 
work.

By the end of 1946 the Cor­
zines had increased their net 
worth to $12,421 and owed only 
$6100 on the farm; had paid 
$2272 more on the farm, and still

and pay itself out in 40 years. To 
make a long story short, by Oc­
tober 11, 1948 the Corzines had 
combined their maize and gath­
ered enough cotton that they were 
able to burn the mortgage that 
day.

The Corzine’s story is not the 
only one that can be told. The 
FHA records in Haskell are full 
of them just like it. It is one of 
the many, told to show what can 
be done with a little planning and 
a W’hole lot of work. In 1943 the 
Corzines were a tenant family, 
they had moved 7 times since 
1923, they didn’t know where 
their children woul^ go to school 
after mid term or where they 
would go to church, or where they

had $2151.70 in the bank.
In 1947 the Corzines plan real­

ly began to pay off. Gross income 
from the place was $6301.39. 
Prices were good in 1947 and the 
terracing and soil improvement 
work done by Mr. Corzine had 
brought the place from below 1-4 
bale of cotton per acre in 1943 
to 1-2 bale per acre in 1947, and 
maize from below 1-2 ton to al­
most a ton. They had cut the 
outstanding balance on the land 
loan over half in 1947 having only 
$2757 left to go. And they still 
had more than $2000 in cash re­
serve and over $600 in U. S. 
Savings Bonds.

1948 was the last year for the 
Corzine’s 5 year plan. By 1949 
Mr. Corzine was to have his farm 
running in the manner he thought 
a farm should be run in order to 
make his family a good living

would pay their taxes’ the next 
year. Now they are home owners 
tak payers, church goers, school 
supporters, etc. They have a heart 
to work because they know they 
will be there next year to reap 
the harvest.

The writer had occasion to be 
in conversation with another suc­
cessful farmer at a social gath­
ering one night in 1947. The Cor­
zine family and place came up 
as a topic of discussion. This 
farmer said that “ I sure hated to 
see Oscar buy that place and put 
out all the work and money im­
proving it because I farmed it 5 
.years one time and went broke.” 
Just goes to show, we think, 
what a good plan with the right 
family to work it can do to a 
farm.

Now is the time to have your 
baby protected from whooping 
cough, says Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer. The Texas State 
Department of Health recommends 
that vaccination against this di­
sease be administered at three 
months of age with a booster dose 
of vaccine when the baby is two 
years old. There is many a child 
whose life could have been saved 
if he had been immunized in in­
fancy, said Dr. Cox.

"Whooping cough", said Dr, Cox, 
“ first masquerades as an ordinary 
cold with running nose and eyes, 
followed by a slight cough. These 
symptoms develop about 1 to 14 
days after exptjsure. Then in about 
another week the cough develops 
into a series of continuous at­
tacks, in an effort to expell the

troublesome mucous. An attempt 
to breathe during the choking 
spell produces the characteristic 
whooping sound. In mild cases it 
may be absent. The whooping 
stage lasts 4 to 6 weeks and may 
then take another two or three 
weeks to decline gradually.

“ Here are some facts about 
whooping cough:

1. The disea.se starts like a 
common cold, 1 to 14 days after 
exposure. In about another week 
the cough develops and the 
whooping usually begins.

2. It is one of the communicable 
di.'eases children often catch at 
school. After a child has reached 
the age of five, fatalities occur less 
frequently. Children may carry 
this disease home to babies.

Most important of all is to 
ee that infants are vaccinated 

against whooping cough, for most 
deaths occur among children less 
than one year of age.

4. Call your family physician at 
once if you suspect your child has 
whooping cough and follow his 
directions in detail.’ ’
