City needs 
a fresh start

Death and taxes remain the two certainties in 
life. But in the City o f Clarendon’s case, while taxes 
remain a certainty, when you w ill get your tax b ill is 
anything but certain.

You could get your city tax b ill in October, but 
it is more likely that it w ill show up sometime in 
November. Regardless o f when it shows up, you’ ll still 
owe taxes.

The reason for all this uncertainty has to do with 
the animosity that has gripped City Hall for several 
months and more specifically due to the paralysis of 
the Board o f Aldermen after 
three o f its members resigned 
in June.

Much work has been left 
undone because o f the city's 
inability to get a quorum. No 
new budget could be adopted, 
for example. The budget 
from fiscal year 2013 w ill 
carry forward and become the 
budget for 2014 and w ill have 
to be amended as necessary 
after a new Board o f Aldermen is seated following a 
special election.

Most o f the c ity ’s day-to-day functions have been 
undisturbed though, and for the citizens’ part, we have 
probably welcomed the quietness that resulted from 
not having one or more city meetings every' month.

There are still hard feelings from the arguments 
that arose in the months leading up to the mass 
resignations. Time may heal those, but a pesky issue 
has arisen with regards to the c ity ’s tax rate.

The law prescribes that i f  a city doesn’ t set a tax 
rate, the cheaper o f the current or the effective rate w ill 
become the new rate. In Clarendon's case, that rate is 
65 cents per S I00 valuation, which has been the rate 
since 2008. But the law was written for cities where 
councils were deadlocked or refused to act. Here we 
don’ t have a council to act, and the rub is that even 
though the rate is set. it still has to be ratified by a 
supermajority (four o f five members) o f the board.

And that's when City Hall blew the dust o ff the 
state constitution and found a "holdover provision”  
which basically stipulates that these aldermen 
who resigned are actually still in office until their 
successors are appointed or elected. Therefore i f  two 
“ former”  members would agree to meet with the 
two remaining aldermen, the city could ratify its tax 
rate and move on about its business, and the Donley 
Appraisal District could send its combined tax notices 
out on time next month.

But, as Alderman W ill Thompson said this week, 
there is too much bad blood for this to happen easily. 
To her credit, “ former”  alderman Debbie Roberts 
showed up at City Hall Monday night to try to help 
resolve this issue. But two other “ former”  aldermen 
were no shows. One is out o f state attending college 
and can’t just drop every thing to come to Clarendon. 
The other, unfortunately, has had very unpleasant 
conversations with the mayor and w ill only come to a 
meeting i f  the mayor resigns.

This city needs a fresh start, and it w ill hopefully 
have one following the November 5 election

Forgiveness is a hard thing to give. It is especially 
hard i f  the person you want to forgive is recalcitrant 
and w ill not admit to having wronged you.

It certainly isn’t worth burning 
bridges, destroying relationships, or making empty 
threats.

The situation was and is completely avoidable. 
The parties involved should appeal to their better 
angels to put the people’s good above all else. And i f  
they don’t... well, it w ill be okay. But we still all have 
to live together and we need to find a way to keep 
small tow n politics from tearing us completely apart.
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Enough already with GOP m eaness
George Orwell, the author o f 1984, 

once wrote that people are always better 
than we think they are. They are more 
kind, more loving, more brave, and more 
decent than w'e think they are. They 
keep their mouths shut while suffering 
quietly, and go down with the ship - with 
guns blazing, when democracy demands 
our sacrifice. 1 still believe that Orwell 
was right. Yet, too often (like today’s 
Republican Party) there are times when 
our fellow' human beings let us down;

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Lessons of living our lives ‘under God’

The American Humanist 
Association has renewed the efforts 
o f some atheists to remove the words 
“ under God”  from our Pledge of 
Allegiance. The organization argued 
recently in the Massachusetts Supreme 
Court that the inclusion o f these words 
is a violation o f atheists' religious liberty 
and equality.

In “A Farewell to Arms,”  Ernest 
Hemingway claimed that, “A ll thinking 
men are atheists.”  Yet his characters, 
when faced with threats and struggles, 
often turned to prayer. To whom do 
atheists pray, given that they do not 
believe they are “ under God?”  Why do 
atheists pray? Is there not an inherent 
inconsistency between prayer and 
atheism?

Theistic behavior among those 
who claim to be atheists is common in 
literature. In his novel “ The Cardinal o f 
the Kremlin,”  Tom Clancy penned, “ God 
knows, was his unconscious reply. So 
strange that after a few days o f war even 
the most adamant atheist invoked the 
name o f God.”

In “ The Weight o f Water,”  Anita 
Shreve marked, “ I rhythmically recited 
the Lord’s Prayer over and over, even

though I am not a religious woman. I 
found the words soothing.”

“ You see: I don’t believe and I call 
on Him in whom 1 don't believe. I t ’s a 
form o f madness,”  wrote Henry Roth in 
“ Requiem for Harlem.”

Scott Turow, in his novel 
"Presumed Innocent,”  inscribed, “And 
now, dear God, I think, dear God in 
whom I do not believe, I pray to you to 
stop this.”

In “ Bread and Wine,”  Ignazio 
Silone wrote, “ I didn’ t believe in God 
anymore, but I began to want God to 
exist with all my being. I had need of 
Him to escape the fear o f chaos.”

It is a common literary approach 
that those who claim to be atheists easily 
become inconsistent atheists when faced 
with threats, struggles and existential 
chaos. It does not surprise Christians that 
atheists struggle to be consistent in their 
own form o f faith, the faith that God 
does not exist.

We need the presence o f God in 
our lives and in our cultures. In fact, 
faith in God depends not on work, but in 
God’s working in us. In “ Snow,”  Orhan 
Pamuk wrote, “ People can’t ever really 
be atheists, because even i f  we wanted it, 
God would never abandon us here.”

Alas, we as Christians are also 
often inconsistent in our faith. During 
times o f struggle, we depend upon God 
and our church. During times o f plenty, 
however, we frequently forget our faith.

In “ Last Days o f Ptolemy Grey,”  
Walter Mosley penned, “ Do you believe 
in him? I f  things goin’ good, not too 
much. But when I'm  in trouble I can 
pray with the best o f 'em.”

Sometimes we consciously rebel 
against our faith and turn our backs 
to our previous declarations o f faith. 
Fortunately, this sort o f rebellion is often 
temporary. God's existence does not 
depend on our faith. God’s existence 
does not depend on our recognition 
that we are “ under God." Again, from 
“ Esther and Ruth.”  Iain Duguid says that 
though people, “ do their best to ignore 
his existence, he refuses to be written 
out o f the script. Between the lines and 
behind the scenes, out o f focus and 
incognito, the Lord continued to work to 
accomplish all his holy w ill.”

Victor Hugo said it so well in an 
essay. He reflected, “ God remains calm 
and does His work.”

meet, the quorum was met on May 
25 with seven states represented. 
Eventually twelve states participated 
in the forming o f the new Constitu­
tion. The final draft was described 
as “ Cooperative statesmanship and 
the art o f compromise.”  The draft 
was sent to states for ratification on 
September 17, 1787, and the Consti­
tution became the law a year later in 
1788.

Then came the amendments. 
The first 10 Amendments, known as 
the B ill o f Rights, were presented to 
Congress in 1789 and was ratified by 
the states in 1791. Oh, my goodness, 
please read those amendments. They

focus mainly on individual rights, 
the federal court, and the national 
governments relationship with the 
states.

There have been seventeen 
additional amendments; the last was 
ratified in 1991. We still live in the 
most wonderful country on earth, 
but folks, we need to lift our voice 
to the Lord for our country and pray 
for sanity from our elected leaders.

Don’t be fooled by ‘do not call’ registry scam
Hey, gang, the rain and the cool 

weather is helping us to get ready for 
fall. However, we can’ t let our guard 
down. Spam is flowing, and we must 
stay on guard. We just covered the 
National Do Not Call, and now it ’s 
back! Scammers are again making 
phone calls posing as representatives 
o f the National Do Not Call Regis­
try. The callers claim to provide an 
opportunity to register your phone 
number, but i t ’s a trick.

How the Scam Works: Some­
one calls you claiming to represent 
the FTC’s National Do Not Call Reg­
istry. The “ representative”  says he is 
offering you the chance to register 
your phone number in order to lim it 
telemarketing calls. Several versions 
o f this exist. In one, scammers ask

for personal 
i n f o r m a ­
tion, such as 
your name, 
address and 
Social Secu­
rity number.
In another, whittlin’ 
scammers try ^  ̂  
to charge a
fee to jo in  the registry. Either way, 
just hang up the phone. The call is a 
scam. The registry is a free service, 
and sharing personal information 
with the caller w ill put you at risk for 
identity theft.

How to Protect Yourself from 
Do Not Call Registry Scams: You 
never need to pay. National Do Not 
Call Registry is a free service o f the

federal government. Don’ t share 
your personal information i f  some­
one calls you claiming to represent 
the National Do Not Call Registry. 
Private businesses cannot register 
phone numbers. Consumers may 
register directly, or through some 
state governments, but never through 
private companies. I f  someone 
claims otherwise, i t ’s a scam.

Remember that your partici­
pation in the National Do Not Call 
Registry does not expire.

To add your number to the Do 
Not Call Registry, go to Donotcall. 
gov or call 888-382-1222 from the 
phone you wish to register. I f  you 
want to verify your number, use this 
feature on the registry’s website.

Be safe out there.

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King running for re-election
State Rep. Ken King announced 

this week that he w ill seek reelec­
tion to continue to serve the con­
stituents o f House District 88. King 
was elected last November and was 
sworn in to office in January 2013.

This was K ing’s first session 
with a regular and three special ses­
sions.

“ We finished a very produc­
tive regular session with several key 
items yet to be addressed. We man­
aged to wrap things up and I was 
able to get back to my family and the 
good people o f the panhandle just 
before summer ended,”  King said.

Speaker Joe Straus put King on 
the House Public Education Com­
mittee as well as the Judiciary and 
C ivil Jurisprudence Committee.

With K ing ’s background as a 
school board member and proponent 
o f public schools, he had experience 
and knowledge to offer the commit­
tee. Committee members frequently 
sought his advice and counsel on 
rural schools.

“ You sent me to Austin to fight 
for District 88. One o f the most 
important things we work on is edu­
cation. Our very existence depends 
on a first class school system. Rural 
Texas deserves as much focus when 
it comes to schools as their urban 
counterparts. I ’ m proud o f my mis­
sion,”  King said.

King spent a great deal o f time 
explaining that public school equity 
doesn't always mean equal dollars.

“ Equity means that all children 
have the opportunity to be educated 
equally. A student in Miami, Texas, 
should be able to lake the same 
classes that are offered to a student 
in Houston, Texas,”  King stated.

“ I learned a lot this session -  a 
lot about the diversity o f Texas and 
the people in it. I didn’t carry a lot 
o f legislation because I don't believe 
in quantity, I believe in quality. With 
over 6,000 bills filed this past ses­
sion, we need less government, not 
more," King said. “ I have work left 
to do, which is why I ’ m running for

re-election. I want to keep govern­
ment out o f your lives and provide 
a quality education for our children. 
We need good roads and water for 
all the businesses and people that are 
moving here. I t ’s no secret that Texas 
is the best state in the nation to do 
business, but it won't be i f  we don't 
give her a strong infrastructure to go 
with it.”

King was also honored to be 
appointed by Speaker Straus to both 
The Energy Horizon Institute as 
well as the Energy Council. King is 
the only legislator from Texas who 
w ill be attending The Energy Hori­
zon Institute, which educates leg­
islators on the industry in general. 
The Energy Council is a legislative 
organization o f 12 energy producing 
states, four Canadian provinces and 
the nation o f Venezuela.

King is Vice President o f King 
Well Service in Canadian. He and his 
wife Robin are busy raising their two 
children who attend public schools 
in Canadian.

House passes major food stamp reforms
WASHINGTON, DC - Acting 

to control spending in a fast-growing 
program, the U.S. House today 
passed the “ Nutrition Reform and 
Work Opportunity Act,”  H.R. 3102. 
Congressman Mac Thomberry 
(R-Clarendon) voted in favor o f the 
b ill, which passed by a vote o f 217 
to 210.

The Congressional Budget 
Office estimates the b ill w ill reduce 
government spending by $39 billion 
over 10 years. Those savings are 
achieved through reforms to the food 
stamp program (presently known 
as the Supplemental Nutrition 
Assistance Program, or SNAP), 
which would be the first major 
reforms to SNAP since welfare 
reform in 1996. Currently, nearly 
one in seven Americans is on food 
stamps, and the program costs 
American tax payers $80 billion a

year.
“ This b ill includes reasonable, 

commonsense reforms to the food 
stamp program, which has more 
than doubled in cost since 2008,”  
Thomberry said. “ It is important to 
have a safety net for folks who are 
truly in need. But, there are millions 
o f beneficiaries out who are taking 
advantage o f the system and hard 
working families that are struggling 
to make ends meet shouldn’t be left 
w ith the b ill,”  he continued.

Among the many reforms in the 
b ill, it would: Prevent states from 
waiving work requirements for many 
able-bodied individuals on food 
stamps; A llow  states to drug 
test beneficiaries; Prevent lottery 
winners, traditional college students, 
the deceased, illegal immigrants, 
and those convicted o f drug offenses 
from accessing benefits; and Restrict

the ability o f individuals to be 
deemed “ categorically eligible” 
when they do not meet the income 
or asset requirements for public 
assistance.

“ The food stamp program has 
been ballooning for years because 
o f all these loopholes that the 
Obama Administration has used to 
increase enrollment. Our country 
cannot possibly sustain this rate o f 
government spending, and this b ill 
aims to rein it in,”  said Thomberry.

For the past 40 years, SNAP 
funding has been included in the 
Farm B ill, but this year, House 
Republicans split the two into 
separate pieces o f legislation. I f  
the bills are agreed to by the Senate 
and signed by the President, SNAP 
funding would be authorized for 
three years, while agriculture 
funding would be authorized for five.

FSA reminds producers of reporting dates
Donley County USDA Farm 

Service Agency (FSA) Execu­
tive Director Vance K illian has 
announced that producers who file 
accurate and timely reports for all 
crops and land uses, including failed 
acreage can prevent the potential 
loss o f FSA program benefits. Please 
pay close attention to the acreage 
reporting dates below, as some dates 
have changed for 2014.

“ In order to comply with FSA 
program e lig ib ility  requirements, all 
producers are encouraged to visit the 
Donley County FSA office to file 
an accurate crop certification report 
by the applicable deadline,”  said 
Killian.

The follow ing acreage report­
ing dates are applicable for Donley 
County:

November 15, 2013 - Wheat, 
Oats. Rye, and etc. for Grazing or

Graze/Grain; December 15, 2013 - 
Wheat, Oats, Rye, and etc. for Grain 
only; January 15, 2014 - Fruit Trees; 
May 15, 2014 - Pecans, Tomatoes; 
and July 15, 2014 - Cotton. Peanuts, 
Forage and Grain Sorghum, and etc.

The following exceptions apply 
to the above acreage reporting dates:

• I f  the crop has not been 
planted by the above acreage report­
ing date, then the acreage must be 
reported no later than 15 calendar 
days after planting is completed.

• I f  a producer acquires addi­
tional acreage after the above acre­
age reporting date, then the acreage 
must be reported no later than 30 cal­
endars days after purchase or acquir­
ing the lease. Appropriate documen­
tation must be provided to the county 
office.

• I f  a perennial forage crop is 
reported with the intended use of

“ cover only," “ green manure,”  “ left 
standing,”  or “ seed”  then the acreage 
must be reported by July 15th.

According to Killian, Nonin­
sured Crop Disaster Assistance Pro­
gram (NAP) policy holders should 
note that the acreage reporting date 
for NAP covered crops is the earlier 
o f the dates listed above or 15 calen­
dar days before grazing or harvesting 
o f the crop begins.

Additionally, producers can 
purchase both NAP and RMA cov­
erage for 2014 annual forage crops. 
NAP coverage w ill not be available 
for 2015 annual forage crops.

After September 15, 2013, late- 
file fees w ill be assessed for 2013 
and 2014 late-file acreage reports.

The Culture War and the Silencing of God

Adolf Hitler is credited with saying: “By means of shrewd 

lies, unremittingly repeated, it is possible to make people 
believe that heaven is hell—and hell heaven. The greater the 
lie, the more readily it will be believed." Americans have been 
subjected to just such lies. For some 50 years now, we have 
been told that the Founding Fathers advocated “separation of 
church and state," opposed public expressions of religion, and 
desired that government and public schools be religionless or 
rigorously neutral. We have been told that the Founding Fathers 
embraced "pluralism” and "multi-culturelism,” and that they 
advocated the equal validity of all religions. WE have been told 
that America was never intended to be a “Christian nation." And 
we have been bullied and berated with the claim that those who 
oppose immoral behaviors (like abortion and homosexuality) 
are "politically incorrect," ignorant, intolerant, judgmental, and 
lack compassion.
Indeed, the United States of America is in the throes of a full- 
scale fight for its very life and soul. American society has been 
undergoing swift transition as social and political liberals, the 
ACLU, the NEA, and activist judges wage a vociferous cultural 
war.
