Donley County enacts bum ban during red flag events
Donley County Commissioners 

enacted a burn ban during their 
regular meeting Monday. December 
9.

No outdoor burning is allowed 
24 hours prior to or on the day of 
a forecasted Fire Weather Watch 
or a Red Rag Warning issued from 
the National Weather Service in 
Amarillo.

Under Donley County’s Burn 
Ban conditions, anyone engaging 
in outdoor burning must contact the 
Donley County Sheriff’s office p ru r

to ignition and give the dispatcher 
a burn location, a contact phone 
number, and approximate burn time. 
The persons engaging in outdoor 
burning needs to be present on site o f 
the burn until the bum is completed.

Anyone engaging in any form 
o f outdoor burning is asked to bum 
with extreme caution at all times.

Forecasters can issue the 
watch or warning for all or selected 
portions within a lire weather zone. 
The Red Flag event is verified when 
the weather and fuel conditions

listed below arc met simultaneously 
for any three hours or more during 
the period.

The follow ing weather and fuel 
conditions must be forecast to occur 
or already occurring before issuing 
a Fire Weather Watch and/or Red 
Rag Warning for the Oklahoma and 
Texas Panhandles: M inimum relative 
humidities equal to or less than 15 
percent: 20 foot winds o f 20 mph 
or higher and/or gusts to 35 mph or 
higher; and an NFDRS adjective lire 
danger rating o f “ high”  or higher.

The bum ban w ill slay in effect 
for the next 90 days.

In other county business 
Monday, commissioners approved 
Justice o f the Peace Denise 
Bertrand's request to lead up a group 
of people to decorate the courthouse 
lawn for Christmas next year.

A horse race has developed in 
the Republican Primary with four 
candidates now jockeying for posi­
tion to succeed Donley County 
Judge Jack Hall.

Jack Craft is the most recent 
addition to the lineup. Filing on the 
deadline day Monday. Craft is a local 
rancher and businesman who spear­
headed the petition drive that led to 
Donley County voting to allow alco­
hol sales this year.

Gary Campbell was the first 
candidate to step forward several 
weeks ago. He is a retired hu/-mai

engineer and realtor who is cur­
rently representing Clarendon on the 
Greenbclt Water Authority Board.

Randy Bond is also seeking ihc 
county’s lop job. He has more than 
30 years in law enforcement and is 
currently Donley County’s chief 
deputy as well as a local business­
man.

Last week. Dr. John Howard 
threw his hat in the ring. In addition 
to serving as the community's medi- 
cal doctor, Howard is active in the 
United Slates Navy and senes as (he 
chairman of the Clarendon College

Board o f Regents.
A ll four men w ill face each 

other in the March 4. 2014. Repub­
lican Primary. I f  one candidate docs 
not get more than 50 percent o f the 
vote, the top two candidates w ill be 
in a run-off election. The top Repub­
lican is facing no opposition in the 
November General Election.

A competitive primary race 
has also developed for the Precinct 
2 County Commissioner’s seat cur­
rently held by Donnie Hall, who is 
not seeking re-election. Three can­
didates w ill be on the March ballot.

Daniel Ford signed up last week 
and jo ins M itchell Martin and John 
Gradv in the race.

Two competitive races have 
emerged for the November election. 
Precinct I& 2  Justice of the Peace 
Connie Havens is running for re- 
election as a Democrat and is being 
challenged by Republican Pam 
Mason. Precinct I County Commis­
sioner Dan Sawyer seeks re-election 
to his post on the Republican ticket 
and faces a November challenge 
from Ricky Rattan on the Demo­
cratic side.

County Treasurer Wanda Smith 
(R) and County /District Clerk Fay 
Vargas (D) arc unopposed for re- 
election as is Precinct 3&4 Justice of 
the Peace Denise Bertrand (R).

Also ol local interest. State 
Rep. Ken King (R-Canadian) and 
Stale Sen. Kel Seliger (R-Amarillo) 
have both announced their filings for 
reelect ion.

US Rep. Mac Thornbcrry 
(R-Clarendon) is also running lor re- 
election and is being challenged by 
Dr. Pam Barlow o f Bow ie and Elaine 
Hays o f Amarillo.

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Let a unified 
Chamber 
lead the way

The Christinas spirit is alive in Clarendon with 
special programs and opportunities at every turn.
Several organizations arc doing ilie ir part to make 
this season brighter for those less fortunate, and local 
businesses tire working hard to provide fun activities 
for local families while encouraging them to shop at 
home.

This holiday season there is reason to be opti­
mistic about Clarendon and 
Donley County. I f  you look, 
you can see signs o f progress 
and hints o f good things to 
come. We have a city council 
that is working together in a 
positive manner; and while 
there may be an occasional 
disagreement on a particular 
issue, they seem to be unani­
mous in wanting to move our 
city forward.

We see signs o f increased business activity in 
our community, and a report front the state comptrol­
ler'that w ill be printed next week w ill show another 
month o f dramatically increased sales tax revenues 
for Clarendon. We have welcomed new businesses to 
Kearney Street w here, again, we see signs o f improve­
ment, most notably with the Mulkey Theatre lighting 
the way.

But one area that we still need to improve on 
is working together in our business community bv 
furthering the revitalization o f the Chamber o f Com­
merce.

It is exciting to see a new event -  the Clarendon 
Christmas Bazaar -  being held this weekend, spon­
sored by the Chamber and organized by some o f its 
newest board members. And it is exciting also to sec 
the return o f Late Night Shopping in downtown. These 
are great opportunities for local citizens and local busi­
nesses. But in your editor's observation, coordination 
of the two events has been something of a problem 
because wc have the Chamber doing one and thew

Merchants Association doing the other and sometimes 
there has been something lost in the communication 
between the two groups.

Which brings up the question of why do we have 
two groups that really should have the same goal? That 
goal, o f course, being the promotion and fostering of 
commerce in our city. It would be for the good o f the 
entire community for there to be one organization that 
all businesses could jo in  and have everyone row ing in 
the same direction.

The logical outlet for such a movement would 
the Chamber o f Commerce, but for such an idea to be 
successful though, the Chamber needs to further the 
revitalization it has been experiencing. This column 
has in the past called for certain reforms to be adopted 
by the Chamber, and some have been implemented.
But for us to really gel on the road to progress more 
needs to be done.

In addition to restructuring the Chamber’s 
member benefits and dues structures, the primary- 
reform needs to be to the Chamber hoard itself. This j 
is not to slight any current board member, but wc need 
the dues-paying members o f the Chamber to take a 
stake in the organization and get more involved with 
its leadership. The organization has not had a full 
board for more than a year, and board members are 
only supposed to serve three years before stepping 
aside.

The Chamber has been fortunate to attract some 
energetic new members, but again more people need 
to get involved in the process. The most needed reform 
is that we need to have an actual election o f board 
members. The Chamber, this month, needs to put forth 
a slate o f board nominees (which can include current 
board members), accept other nominations from its i 
members, and then mail ballots to the members or hold 
a general membership meeting. Once the new board is 
elected, officers should be elected from the board.

In this way the Chamber w ill best represent its 
members, and a member-driven organization led by 
local business people can effectively lead efforts to 
promote commerce in Clarendon and Donley County.

A wise man, the late Dr. Charles Deylilc. told 
your editor more than once that there is nothing that 
people o f Clarendon cannot accomplish i f  they would 
work together, and he’s right. So too it is with our 
businesses i f  they worked together toward common 
goals under the unified umbrella o f a reformed Cham­
ber o f Commerce. We all want the same thing -  a j 
vibrant downtown, successful businesses across our 
community, and growth for Donley County. Let's join 
together to make those goals reality.

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Immigration good for Texas economy

Many immigration opponents arc- 
focusing their ire on Republicans who 
support expanding legal immigration 
—  an important part o f immigration 
reform —  to dissuade them from restart­
ing the reform effort. Radio host Laura 
Ingraham recently wrote that Congress­
man Ted Poe. R-Humble, who supports 
an expanded guest worker visa program, 
“ does not sec what (immigration) does 
to U.S. wages.”

Does Ingraham realize she’s 
making the same argument (hat famed 
union organizer and immigrant-worker 
opponent Cesar Chavez made on behalf 
o f his United Farm Workers? Chavez 
said: “As long as we have a poor coun­
try bordering California, it ’s going to 
be very d ifficu lt to win strikes.”  By his 
rationale, i f  the number o f migrant work­
ers could be restricted, he could raise 
wages —  something that union organiz­
ers from Samuel Gompcrs to today have 
realized.

But Ingraham, like Chavez did, 
exaggerates the downside and ignores 
the economic benefits o f immigration for 
Americans —  an especially silly omis­
sion in Texas.

To address the wage concern 
directly, immigrants cun only temporar­
ily  drive down wages i f  they compete 
directly with American workers. That 
rarely happens. That’s because, for the 
most pari, immigrant and American 
workers have different skills.

A third o f immigrants have less 
than a high-school degree while only 8 
percent o f U.S.-born American work­
ers do. Immigrants wnh less than a

high school degree just don’ t work the 
same jobs as U.S.-horn, high school or 
college-educated workers do.

Dartmouth economist Eihan Lewis 
found that because immigrants tend to 
speak English poorly, at least initially, 
many specialize in jobs that don’ t require 
much English That creates opportunities 
for Americans to specialize in jobs that 
require more communication skills in 
English —  like management —  that arc 
also higher paying. Take restaurants as 
an example. Immigrants with poor Eng­
lish language skills arc the busboys and 
dishwashers — jobs that don’t require 
much communication. Instead o f work­
ing those jobs, lower-skilled Americans 
use English skills as hosts, waiters and 
managers —  all higher-paying occupa­
tions.

More immigrants working jobs at 
the bottom pushes up American workers 
who would otherwise he working there. 
American and immigrant workers arc 
not interchangeable.

But immigrants aren’ t just work­
ers; they are also consumers who create 
jobs by buying goods and services from 
Americans. Asian and Hispanic-Amcr- 
icans have almost $2 trillion  in national 
purchasing power. Now. how does this 
stack up in Texas?

In 2006. on the eve o f the housing 
collapse, Texas’ population was 15.7 
percent immigrant. In July o f that year, 
Texas’ unemployment stood at 5 percent. 
Today, immigrants arc 16.4 percent o f 
Texas’ population and the unemployment 
rate was 6.2 percent —  more than a full 
point below.the national average.

Lower taxes and fewer regula­

tions have produced a better recovery in 
Texas Ilian in other states. As a result, 
immigrants and native-born citizens have 
flocked there. The number o f immigrants 
has increased by more than half a m il­
lion since 2006. while the number o f 
native-born Americans increased by 2 
m illion. High wages, not low ones, have 
attracted people to Texas.

Texas has also avoided stale-level 
immigration enforcement hills, and a lot 
can be learned about what that means 
by comparing Texas to Arizona, a state 
that has cracked down on immigration 
enforcement since January 2008.

Texas’ unemployment rale has been 
below Arizona’s since February, 2008 
—  one month after Arizona’s first immi­
gration enforcement h ill went into effect. 
Arizona then passed a more stringent 
b ill in mid-2010. In 2012, the immigrant 
population in Arizona was 53.000 below 
what it was in 2006. Arizona’s unem­
ployment rale is currently 2 fu ll points 
above Texas’ , at 8.2 percent.

Ingraham and other immigration 
restrictionists think kicking out unau­
thorized immigrants w ill create jobs 
for native Texans. Arizona’s restrictive 
immigration laws likely worsened its 
economic decline —  proving once again 
that reducing the number o f people does 
not create more jobs or raise wages. 
Immigrants arc attracted to economic 
growth and, in consequence, help the 
economy grow even more once they 
arrive.

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The Bridge goes digital and 
completes expansion project

The Bridge's capital expansion 
campaign entitled. Building a Stron­
ger Bridge for a Brighter Tomorrow, 
has been completed. The Center 
located at 804 Quail Creek, Ama­
rillo. has finalized construction and 
w ill host an open house on Thursday. 
December 12, 2013 from 4-6 p.m.

In January 2012, The Bridge 
embarked on a capital campaign in 
order to expand the existing facility, 
adding new offices, and a brand new 
Education Conference Center. This 
goal was initiated through a strate­
gic plan which involved the board, 
staff and representatives from part­
ner agencies. In May 2013, funding 
o f the more than $600,000 project 
was complete. The renovation added 
approximately 1800 square feet to 
the existing building and a garage to 
house vehicles used in rural travel.

"We are excited to have com­
pleted construction o f our project 
and show the community our new 
Education Conference Center. We 
are grateful to everyone that has sup­
ported us in our efforts,”  Says April 
Leming. Executive Director o f The 
Bridge. Major contributors to the 
project include: Am arillo Area Foun­
dation, Dr. Kent Roberts and Ilene 
Balliett Foundation, C.J. and Syble 
Fowlston Charitable Trust. G illiland

Bridge’s mam location is in Am arillo 
and has satellite offices in Pampa, 
Dumas and Hereford. The improve­
ment o f this mobile forensic tech­
nology w ill go a long way to help 
underserved child victims o f abuse 
in our area,”  said Leming. "We arc 
grateful to the Governor's Office 
and Children’s Advocacy Centers 
o f Texas (CACTX) for providing 
the resources that w ill significantly 
increase the availability o f services 
and resources for underserved ch il­
dren and families who have been vic­
timized by sexual abuse.”

Law enforcement, prosecution 
and Child Protective Services across 
the slate rely on trained staff at ch il­
dren’s advocacy centers (CACs) 
to conduct forensic interviews o f 
suspected child victims and w it­
nesses. CAC forensic interviewers 
are professionally trained to inter­
view children about their experience 
in a non-leading, legally defensible 
manner. This interview is digitally 
recorded and often becomes a key 
piece o f evidence in these d ifficu lt 
cases. Traditionally, interviews are 
conducted onsite at a local CAC. 
These facilities provide a neutral, 
child-focused environment which 
can lessen the trauma to victims and 
families.

three satellite offices. The Bridge 
covers 26 Texas counties with a staff 
o f 10. This equipment w ill bring 
the technology to die 21st century, 
allowing interviews to be recorded 
digitally.

The Bridge (www.bndgecac. 
org) was the first children’s advocacy 
center in the state o f Texas, opening 
its doors in 1989. The Bridge started 
utilizing mobile forensic interview' 
(MF1) equipment in 1995; however 
this equipment required heavy lif t­
ing and a large vehicle to transport. 
In 1996, The Bridge went to Ama­
rillo  Media Systems to look lor a 
better solution and they were able 
to deliver developing a concept that 
is still utilized today but has made 
advancements in the recording pro­
cess through the years. Through the 
use o f M FI equipment. The Bridge 
has been able to reach more victims 
who cannot travel to one o f their 
facilities due to distance or other cir­
cumstances. This method has been 
proven to be a creative and efficient 
way to deliver high quality services 
to children in all 26 counties.

Since that time, the Bridge 
has provided services to more than 
20,000 children who have been 
victims or witnesses o f crime in 
the Texas Panhandle. In 2012. the

Family Foundation, Mary E. Bivins 
Foundation. High Plains Christian 
Ministries Foundation, Josephine 
Anderson Charitable Trust. The J.E. 
and L. E. Mabec, Mays Foundation. 
Meadows Foundation, several anon­
ymous donors, indiv idual donors and 
the board and staff o f The Bridge.

Also new at The Bridge, is a 
digital upgrade o f its forensic inter­
view- equipment. The upgrade has 
been made to each location o f The 
Bridge and to mobile interview 
equipment used in rural areas. The

Unfortunately, some suspected 
child victims arc unable to travel to 
our center due to geographic dis­
tance and/or hospitalization. The 
use o f mobile forensic interview 
equipment alleviates such barriers 
by allowing investigators and inter­
viewers to travel to the child. The 
equipment package includes a video 
camera, a specially-equipped laptop 
and microphone.

The Bridge CAC in Am arillo is 
no stranger to having to cover a large 
territory with one full facility and

Bridge interviewed 1.038 children in 
the Texas Panhandle, and provided 
community education to more than 
3,0(X) adults and safety education 
programs to more than 700 children, 
ages 5-10. The Bridge strives to 
bring a comprehensive approach to 
child abuse investigation, facilitating 
communication among 72 partner 
agencies in the top 26 counties o f the 
Texas Panhandle.

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Online shoppers, beware of shipping Email scam
Hi. gang! Made it hack from 

Houston for Christmas then back 
in January, Lord w illing. Don’t let 
some scammer, house or car bur­
glar. or ID thief ruin your Christmas. 
Now is the time to be extra careful.

Scammers arc taking advantage 
o f the holiday shopping season w ith 
fake email shipping notifications that 
pose as FedEx, UPS or the United 
States Postal Service. Don’ t let these 
scams fool you into opening a virus 
on your computer. How the Scam 
Works: You receive an email mes­
sage that appears to he a shipping 
notification for a package. You've 
been doing your holiday shopping 
online, so you figure it must be 
something you’ve ordered. Curious, 
you open the email and attachment. 
When you click on the file, you find 
that it isn’ t a tracking notification 
after all. I t ’s really a virus that w ill 
download to your computer. Typi­
cally, these viruses phish for per­
sonal and banking information on 
your machine. But the FBI recently 
warned about the resurgence o f a 
type o f virus called “ ransomware.”

Once downloaded, this virus w ill 
lock your computer and urge you to 
pay a ransom to the scammer respon­
sible.

Lake all scams, this one has 
many variations. Scammers have 
posed as FedEx. UPS, USPS and 
even big online retailers, like 
Amazon. They also change up the 
email content. A common version 
o f this scam is a fake delivery fa il­
ure notification. Scammers claim the 
attached virus is the receipt you need 
to collect your package from the 
local office.

Tips to Avoid Email Scams: 
Spot common email scams by fo l­
lowing these tips: Don’ t believe what 
you sec. Scammers make emails 
appear to come from a reputable 
source. Just because it looks like an 
“ @ups.com”  address does not mean 
it ’s safe. Be wary o f unexpected 
emails that contain links or attach­
ments. As always, do not click on 
links or open the files in unfamiliar 
emails. Beware o f pop-ups. Some 
pop-ups arc designed to look like

Don’t be fooled into downloading 
the attachment. I t ’s not a letter o f 
congratulations as the email claims; 
it ’s a virus. How the Scam Works: 
You receive an email message that 
appears to be from Microsoft. The 
email says you were randomly 
selected as a winner o f the "2013 
Microsoft Edinburgh Products Anni­
versary Award.”  There’s an attach­
ment. which the message claims is a 
letter o f congratulations. When you 
click on the file, you find that it isn’ t 
a congratulatory note after all. It ’s 
really malware that w ill download 
to your computer. Typically, these 
viruses phish for personal and bank­
ing information on your machine.

The email above is just one ver­
sion o f this scam. A popular varia­
tion claims that you won a lottery' 
conducted by Microsoft and you 
need to pay a fee to collect your 
prize. In another version, the recipi­
ent is urged to claim the money by 
replying to the email with personal 
information. Tips to Avoid Email/ 
Sweepstakes Scams: Spot common 
email and lottery scams by watching

for the follow ing warning signs: You 
can’ t win a contest you didn’ t enter: 
You need to buy a ticket or complete 
an application to enter a contest or 
lottery. Be very careful i f  you’ve 
been selected as a winner for a con­
test you have never heard of. The lot­
tery is overseas: Sweepstakes scams, 
such as the one above, often claim 
to take place overseas, frequently 
in the UK. Don’ t believe what you 
sec. Scammers make emails appear 
to come from a reputable source. 
Just because it looks like a legiti­
mate business email address does 
not mean it ’s safe. Be wary o f unex­
pected emails that contain links or 
attachments: As always, do not click 
on links or open the files in unfamil­
iar emails.

Watch for poor grammar and 
spelling. Scam emails often are rid­
dled with typos.

That 
causes life -th rea ten ing  diarrhea. Canadian researchers have been 
investiga ting  the use o f  p ills  con ta in ing  pu rified  bacteria from  
donated fecal m ateria l fro m  a fa m ily  m em ber to help restore good 
bacteria in the affected person’s stomach. In  the investiga tiona l 
studies, partic ipants took anywhere from  24 to  34 such p ills  in a 
single day. The results showed that there was a one hundred percent 
cure rate am ong partic ipants w ho  took the p ills . Th is  experim enta l 
research was presented at a sc ien tific  m eeting recently. Such p ills  
m ay poss ib ly  be a better a lte rna tive  to  the current standard o f  
therapy.
C. d i f f  in fec tions typ ica lly  in fec t people w ho  stay at a hospital or 
long-term  care fa c ilitie s  a fter tak ing  strong an tib io tics  fo r a long 
tim e.

Extension to offer marketing program in Vernon
VF.RNON -  The Master Mar­

keter Program, only offered in a 
region about every live years, is 
set to return to the Rolling Plains 
in 2014, according to Stan Bevers, 
Texas A & M  A griL ife  Extension Ser­
vice economist in Vernon.

The training dales w ill be Jan. 
22-23 at the Texas A & M  A griL ife  
Research and Extension Center near 
Vcmon.

The 64-hour curriculum is 
offered as four, two-day sessions 
held every two weeks, and is the 
most intensive marketing/risk man­
agement training provided by Exten­
sion anywhere in the U.S., Bevers 
said. Other dates are Feb. 5-6, Feb. 
19-20 and March 5-6.

The Master Marketer Program 
is a national, award-w inning curricu­
lum that provides m-depth. intensive 
risk management education train­

ing. It teaches participants how to 
develop marketing plans, evaluate 
marketing alternatives, manage pro­
duction and price risk, and helps 
leach the skills and discipline neces­
sary to execute those plans, he said.

“ I t ’s been six years since the 
last Master Marketer training was 
held in Vernon,”  Bevers said. “ I f  a 
producer ever thought about attend­
ing the training or a past graduate 
wants a refresher, they need to sign 
up early. It may be their last chance 
for a while.”

The registration fee is $340, 
which includes meals and materi­
als. The registration fees fall short o f 
covering all costs o f the program, he 
said.

Most o f the costs arc covered 
by grants and partnerships with 
other organizations, including the 
Texas Corn Producers Board. Texas

Grain Sorghum Producers Board, 
Texas Farm Bureau, the Colton 
Slate Support Committee, Texas 
Wheat Producers Board and the 
U.S. Department o f Agriculture Risk 
Management Agency.

Anyone interested in attending 
can get more information by contact­
ing their local A griL ife  Extension 
county agent or by calling Bevers at 
940-552-9941, c \t. 231 Registration 
is available online at hltp://agrilife- 
register.tamu.edu. Due to the hands- 
on nature o f the course, attendance is 
limited. The deadline for registration 
is Jan. 15.

Bevers said in post-training 
surveys in the previous years. 186 
Vernon Master Marketer partici­
pants indicated their gross income 
increased on average $34,000 annu­
ally based on what they had learned 
in the training.

“ There is no reason that pro­
gram graduates shouldn’ t receive 
this level o f increased returns for the 
next 10 years," he said.

“ Interested participants should 
weigh carefully the registration fee. 
the lime commitment and travel 
costs associated with the program 
against the potential o f a $250,000- 
plns increase in returns over the next 
decade when considering signing up 
for ihe program. Personally, l think it 
is a no brainer.”

The instructors are lop profes­
sionals from industry and universi­
ties from around the country. Bevers 
said.

Case studies, group discussions 
and simulation exercises w ill be uti­
lized to provide students with experi­
ence using real tools they can apply 
on their farm and ranch operations 
when they leave the class, he said.

Campaign promotes Merry Christmas law

Politicians, advocates and even 
a Santa Claus turned up at the Capi­
tol on Monday to promote a new law 
that aims to protect Texans' right 
to wish one another “ Merry Christ­
mas.’'

Texas Values, a faith-based 
political advocacy organization, on
Monday hosted an educational event*

to make sure that ptirents. students 
and others know about House B ill 
308, the so-called Merry Christ­
mas Law that the Texas Legislature 
passed this year. The law is meant 
to to ensure that public school dis­
tricts can educate students about the 
history o f traditional winter celebra­
tions and can use traditional winter 
greetings, such as “ Merry Christ­
mas’' and “ Happy Hanukkah," w ith ­
out fear o f litigation.

“ School districts for too long 
have either wanted to or thought 
that they had to be speech police.”  
Jonathan Saenz, president o f Texas 
Values, said Monday.

Criucs o f the law. however, 
say the Texas Values campaign is 
unnecessary, because the right to say

“ Merry Christmas”  and use other 
holiday expressions was never at 
risk.

“ It's crazy to think that some­
how there is a war on Christmas 
when the vast majority o f people cel­
ebrate Christmas,”  said Dan Quinn, 
a spokesman for Texas Freedom 
Network, a political organization 
that advocates lo r the separation o f 
church and state.

Saenz told The Texas Tribune 
on Friday that one has only to look 
to recent conflicts in public schools 
to see the need for the law and the 
Texas Values campaign.

“ For many years, (here have 
been court cases in the state o f Texas 
where students have been restricted 
from making these expressions and 
told that they cannot say 'Merry 
Christmas.’ and even not being 
allowed to wear the colors red and 
green at parties during this time o f 
year," Saenz said.

He pointed to a recent instance 
at Nichols Elementary School in 
Frisco in which a member o f the 
parent teacher association who was 
organizing a “ Winter Party" sent

out an email forbidding red. green. 
Christinas trees and references to 
Christmas or other religious holidays 
at the party.

Following local media cover­
age anti concern from state Rep. 
Pat Fallon. R-Frisco. the association 
released a statement reassuring the 
public that the school was in compli­
ance with the new law.

“ Our December celebration is 
called a ‘Winter Party’ in an effort 
to include all holidays celebrated in 
our Nichols community.”  the state­
ment said. "Our effort is focused on 
allowing all children to celebrate any 
winter holiday without excluding 
anyone.”

Saenz said the Frisco inci­
dent and recent court cases, includ­
ing a federal lawsuit against Kaly 
Independent School District over 
removing a Christmas card from a 
fundraiser sale and other actions, 
are evidence that the campaign is 
necessary. Lawsuits against school 
districts can be costly for taxpayers, 
so he said it's important to make sure 
the new law is fo lkw cd .

Saen/ said the campaign, w hich

also uses radio ads in major Texas 
cities, is mainly meant to educate 
students and parents about the law, 
so that they can advocate for them­
selves il school districts attempt to 
restrict holiday expressions that the 
law allows.

But Quinn, o f the Texas Free­
dom Network, said he believes the 
intent o f the Texas Values campaign 
promoting the law is more secular in 
nature than religious.

“ It ’s a great fundraising lactic 
for them.”  Quinn said.

Justin Butterfield, a staff attor­
ney for Liberty Institute, a national 
organization that advocates for 
religious freedom, said the Merry 
Christmas Law simply makes clear 
what is allowed under the US Con­
stitution and what's not.

“ Il sets those bright-line rules 
and makes things a lot easier for 
the school districts, the parents, the 
.students and fo r everyone involved,”  
Butterfield said.

State Rep. Dwayne Bohac, 
R-Houston, who authored the leg­
islation. said states, such as Okla­
homa. are making similar proposals.

Person/s engaging in outdoor 
burning needs to be present on site of the bum 
until the burn is completed.
Any person/s engaging in any form of outdoor 
burning is asked to bum with extreme cau­
tion at all times. For additional information 
regarding Fire Weather Watches or Red Flag 
Warnings, please log onto www.srh.noaa.gov/ 
ama/ or contact the National Weather service 
in Amarillo.
FIRE WEATHER WATCHES AND RED FLAG 
WARNINGS
Fire Weather Watches will be issued to indi­
cate the potential for dangerous fire weather 
conditions 24 to 96 hours in advance of the 
expected onset of criteria. A Red Flag Warning 
is used to warn of an impending or occurring 
Red Flag event. Its issuance denotes a high 
degree of confidence that weather and fuel 
conditions consistent with local Red Flag Event 
cnteria will occur in 12 to 24 hours or less. 
Forecasters can issue the watch or warning for 
all or selected portions within a fire weather 
zone. The Red Flag event is verified when the 
weather and fuel conditions listed below are 
met simultaneously for any three (3) hours or 
more during the period. The warning should 
remain in effect until the critical fire weather 
pattern ends.
The following weather and fuel conditions 
must be forecast to occur or already occurring 
before issuing a Fire Weather Watch and/or 
Red Flag Warning for the Oklahoma and Texas 
panhandles:
a. Minimum relative humidities equal to or less 
than 15 percent
b. 20 foot winds of 20 mph or higher and/or 
gusts to 35 mph or higher
c. NFDRS adjective fire danger rating of "high’ 
or higher.
