HISD interim will 
step down in June

Hedley ISD will soon begin 
an active search for its next full­
time superintendent following an 
announcement by Interim Super­
intendent Bill Wood at last week’s 
school board meeting.

Wood said he intends to step 
down as interim superintendent 
effective June 1 after holding the 
position since June 2013.

“I feel like we’ve made 
strides here in terms of board 
cooperation, finances, and other 
areas,’’ Wood told the Enterprise 
this week. “We have put money 
back in fund balance, and things 
are going positively. That’s a good 
time to bring someone in, and I 
told the board they need someone 
here seven days a week and seven 
nights a week.’’

Wood, who resides in 
Claude, also noted that he’s on 
his eleventh year of doing interim 
work after retiring from a long 
career in education.

Wood said he is preparing 
the qualifications and salary infor­
mation for application packets for 
the superintendent search, and he 
intends to present a timeline for 
the search at the February board 
meeting.

Sen. Seliger tapped 
to lead Higher Ed

State Sen. Kel Seliger 
(R-Amarillo) will lead the Senate 
Higher Education Committee 
during the 84th Texas Legislative 
Session this year.

Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick made 
that announcement last week 
when he named committee 
assignments.

“It is a privilege to continue 
to work as Chairman with 
our colleges, universities, and 
community colleges.” Seliger 
said. “I am pleased to serve on 
committees that will address so 
many issues of importance to 
Texans. I look forward to working 
with my colleagues in the Senate 
this session.”

Seliger will also serve on 
the Senate Finance, Education, 
Natural Resources & Economic 
Development, and Business & 
Commerce committees.

City narrows administrator search

Clarendon aldermen had nar­
rowed their search for the city’s next 
administrator and were deliberating 
on a final choice as the E nterprise 

went to press this week.
The Board of Aldermen held 

a marathon day-long meeting Sat­
urday, January 24, and interviewed 
five candidates for the city’s top job. 
Mayor Larry Hicks said the city had 
strong candidates to choose from.

“We got it narrowed from five 
to two Saturday,” Hicks said a few 
hours before aldermen met again 
Tuesday night. “I expect we will have 
an administrator picked tonight.” 

Hicks would not identify the 
two leading candidates but said both 
prospects have good experience and 
that either one would do a good job 
for the city.

City Secretary Machiel Covey 
said Saturday’s interviews at the

Burton Memorial Library were all 
held in open session with the board 
only going in to closed session peri­
odically to discuss the candidates.

“Each one was given the choice 
of if they wanted it closed or open, 
and they were fine with it being 
open,” she said.

Covey said the board met from 
10 a.m. to about 4:40 p.m. with a 
break for lunch. Individual interview 
times ranged from about 25 minutes

to over an hour.
Hicks said having the Panhan­

dle Regional Planning Commission 
assist with the search and interview 
process was invaluable to the city.

“PRPC did a wonderful job," 
he said. “They are the reason we 
had such good applicants to choose 
from.”

Candidates on Saturday were 
G.A. “Buster” Poling, Jr., former 
city manager of Bovina; Peter D.

Kampfer, Alamosa, Colo., county 
administrator; Jeff Poindexter, a 
wastewater treatment plant opera­
tor in Amarillo; Gary Campbell, 
self-employed online marketing 
businessman and Clarendon’s rep­
resentative on the Greenbelt Water 
Authority board; and David Dock­
ery, former city administrator in 
Johnson City.

Election
sign-ups
underway

The sign-up period is underway 
for citizens interested in serving on 
the boards of six local governments.

Filing for ballot places began 
Wednesday, January 28, at the cities 
of Clarendon, Hedley, and How­
ardwick; the Clarendon and Hedley 
school districts; and the Donley 
County Hospital District.

The City of Clarendon has the 
mayor’s position and two seats on 
the Board of Aldermen up for elec­
tion this year. Those jobs are two- 
year terms and are currently held by 
Mayor Larry Hicks and Aldermen 
Doug Kidd and Sandy Skelton.

Hedley has three two-year 
positions up on its Board of Aider- 
men, seats that are currently held 
by Aldermen Tonya Metcalf, Kathy 
Spier, and Dusty Wilkinson.

Howardwick has its mayor and 
two aldermen’s positions up for elec­
tion for two-year terms. Those are 
now held by Mayor Mike Rowland 
and Aldermen Jim Cockerham and 
Gail Leathers.

Two positions are up on the 
Clarendon ISD Board of Trustees. 
The three-year terms of Wayne 
Hardin and Wes Hatley are expiring.

Hedley ISD also has two there- 
year terms on its board available for 
election. Dana Bell’s term is up, and 
there is an open seat available that 
was formerly held by Mark Howard, 
who school officials say has moved 
out of the district.

Three seats are up on the board 
of the Donley County Hospital Dis­
trict. Those two-year terms are cur­
rently held by Wayne Tubbs (Place 
One), Carey Wann (Place Two), and 
Melinda McAnear (Place 3).

All local boards are elected on 
an at-large system, although hospital 
board members do have to run for a 
specific place on the board. Applica­
tions and more information are avail­
able at each entity’s administrative 
office.

Filing continues through Febru­
ary 27, 2015. This year’s elections 
will be held on May 9.

Senate Democrats lose clout with change in procedure

With a new lieutenant governor 
installed for the first time in over 
a decade Wednesday -  and over 
the cries of Democrats -  the Texas 
Senate voted to break from an 
almost 70-year tradition intended to 
encourage compromise among its 31 
members.

Now the approval of only 
19 senators instead of 21 will be 
required to bring legislation to the 
floor for debate. The change -  passed 
on a vote of 20-10 -  has the practical 
effect of allowing Republicans to

consider a bill without a single 
vote from one of the chamber’s 11 
Democrats. Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick, 
who presides over the Senate, has 
targeted the tradition known as 
the “two-thirds rule” since he first 
entered the Legislature in 2007.

Fighting to preserve the rule. 
Democrats said the change would 
strike a blow to the democratic 
process.

“I think it’s a sad day for the 
Senate, and one that we will look 
back on with regret." said stale Sen. 
Rodney Ellis. D-Houston.

In the past, senators have used 
the rule to scuttle measures on 
voter identification, abortion and 
redistricting.

Ellis, along with other 
Democrats, urged Republicans to 
look beyond the rule’s effect on hot- 
button partisan legislation. Dropping 
the threshold needed to consider a 
bill from two-thirds to three-fifths, 
they said, would mean less clout for 
any members who held the minority 
view on issues like water rights, 
transportation policy and gambling.

State Sen. Kirk Watson,

D-Austin, noted that the change 
would affect not just debate over 
legislation but also over whether 
to approve other rule changes, 
including whether to bar lobbyists 
from the floor or publicly post 
committee meetings.

But Republicans argued that the 
rule had allowed for too much abuse 
of procedure for political purposes, 
including plunging lawmakers into 
multiple special sessions.

The change was about “better 
governing.” said state Sen. Kevin 
Eltife. R-Tyler.

“If anyone on this floor 
can stand up and say they are an 
independent voter and don’t always 
vote on party lines, you are looking 
at him,” he said. He added that he was 
“very comfortable” that partisanship 
would not increase because of the 
new rule.

Eltife put together the package 
of procedural changes that included 
the new three-fifths rule in his 
role as chairman of the chamber’s 
administration committee. He said 
some Republicans had pushed for a

Thank God for shoulders we stand on
Conservative 
train goes full 
steam ahead

Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick helped set the tone for the 
Legislative session last week by partially squashing 
the voice of the minority party.

You can read the details of the new rules in the 
Texas Senate in a piece by the Texas Tribune that is 
reprinted in this week’s Enterprise, but suffice it to say 
that the action falls right in line with comments this 
column made two weeks ago 
regarding Patrick’s agenda.

In a nutshell, the Repub­
lican majority has made it 
difficult for minority interests 
to stop or slow legislation it 
considers harmful or ill con­
ceived. The State Senate has 
31 members, and for nearly 70 
years it took 21 members to 
bring any bill to the floor for a 
vote. Now it will only take 19 
members. And with the Republican dominance in the 
Legislature, it pretty much neuters any opposition to 
the conservative agenda.

Nearly two decades ago, when your editor 
was new to the job, a Clarendon College employee 
approached me about helping get a College Republi­
cans chapter started at CC. The sponsor for the group 
knew that I had been a CR member at Texas Tech and 
was looking for some tips on how to have a successful 
organization here.

I agreed to come to a meeting and then proceeded 
to tell them what I thought they needed to do.

“The first thing you need to do is organize a 
Young Democrats chapter.” I told them as they sat in 
stunned silence.

“Why would we do that?” one of the officers 
asked.

“Because,” 1 replied, “otherwise you’re not going 
to have any fun or get anything done.”

In College Republicans I learned two very valu­
able things: 1) fanatical conservatives are no better 
than leftwing wackos (they just want to limit your 
freedom in a different way), and 2) parties need other 
parties to thrive.

Our best functions were debates with the Young 
Democrats and College Libertarians. Our intramural 
games were with the Democrats. Our food or coat 
drive contest challenges, etc., were successful because 
of the competition between the other parties. We 
thrived off each other, and, I think, made each other 
better.

In a generation, we have seen the Democrats go 
from being the majority party in Texas to being the 
vocal minority and now to having even that limited 
voice muzzled. That can’t be good, and Republicans 
should be wary that the wheel of fortune -  and chang­
ing demographics -  may one day reverse their current 
status.

Politicians always like to talk about the “demo­
cratic process" and what a great “democracy” we live 
in. But pure democracy can be the worst kind of evil, 
which is why our state and federal founders developed 
a system of republican (small “R”) government with 
checks and balances and protections for minority 
views. The heavy-handedness of the current majority, 
however, teeters on bringing Texas in touch with abso­
lute democracy where the will of the majority (fifty 
percent plus one) can override any other concern.

You like open government and private control 
of groundwater in West Texas? Well, with absolute 
democracy and no voice for the minority, crony politi­
cians can corrupt government functions and a majority 
of urban Texans can do what they want to with rural 
groundwater.

And what happens in a generation or two when 
the left is back in power? Perhaps a conservative 
nightmare comes to life with free abortions in clin­
ics across the state, mandatory Pre-K classes, and 
strangling regulations on oil, gas, hunting, and fishing. 
Won’t that be fun?

According to the Tribune article, the new Senate 
rules also eliminated committees focused on open gov­
ernment. jurisprudence, economic development, and 
government organization. What’s the reasoning behind 
that and what does it mean for Texans?

For now, the right has all the “might” in Texas, 
and it’s marching forward at an alarming rate. But 
conservatives would do well to consider the long term 
ramifications of what their steamroller approach can 
bring down the line. The pendulum will one day swing 
the other way, and we may not like it when it does.

Time to put the death tax to rest
My political life began in a slightly 

unlikely place: in the pickup with 
my grandfather in Donley County. A 
rancher by heritage and profession, 
he was always interested in the news 
and somehow imparted upon me the 
understanding that decisions being made 
a long way off affected our daily lives.

My ears would especially perk 
up as I would listen to my father and 
grandfather discuss the impact of the 
inheritance tax, or death tax, and the dire 
possibility that we would have to sell 
part of our land to pay the taxes.

Even at the age of 12, this seemed 
fundamentally unfair. Like most farmers 
and ranchers in the area, we weren’t rich. 
The value of our ranch was in the land 
itself, not sitting in a bank somewhere.

I took it upon myself to write letters 
to our Senators and Representatives. 
There may have been a few chuckles as 
they read those letters I wrote at a young 
age, but I think I understood the basic 
facts. And, unfortunately, those facts 
haven’t changed in all these years.

The death tax is still a burden 
to family farms, ranches, and small 
businesses. It still hurts rural economies

and still 
stops one of 
America’s 
most important 
means of capital 
formation: 
building 
a family 
enterprise.

The
importance of 
my family’s work was never lost on me. 
We were and still are a part of the less 
than one percent of the U.S. population 
that raises safe and healthy food for 
people here at home and abroad. And 
if what economists say is true, we will 
need to raise 70 percent more food by 
2050.

That is a challenge the agriculture 
community here in the 13th District is 
ready to meet. But unfortunately, it is 
made more difficult because the federal 
government continues to stack the cards 
against us with onerous regulations and 
fundamentally unfair taxes.

How can we continue to feed a 
growing population when, as each 
generation moves on, a piece of or the

whole farm is sold off just to pay the 
tax bill? The federal government must 
stop stripping farmers and ranchers of 
not only our livelihoods, but our family 
legacies as well.

Congress has acted to raise the 
personal exemption, while President 
Obama wants to increase taxes on family 
businesses. But I believe that the death 
tax is wrong whether an estate is $100 or 
$100 million. You pay taxes when you 
earn it; you should not have to pay taxes 
on it again.

On the first day of the new 
Congress, I introduced a simple, two- 
page bill that would permanently and 
fully eliminate the death tax. I’ve 
introduced this bill several times before, 
and I will continue to push until the tax 
is eliminated. Death should never be 
a taxable event. The American people 
should be able to work hard, build, and 
save knowing that they can pass on what 
they have earned to their children and 
grandchildren.

Study focuses on herd im provem ent
AMARILLO -  The value of a 

herd bull is determined not just by 
his genetic merit, but also by the 
number of calves he may or may 
not sire, according to a Texas A&M 
AgriLife Extension Service special­
ist.

Emerging DNA technology 
offers the opportunity to identify 
genetic markers for traits of interest 
and identify individual sires used in 
multiple-sire breeding pastures, said 
Dr. Bruce Carpenter, livestock spe­
cialist, Fort Stockton.

“We know there is a lot of vari­
ability that we can't manage in our 
herds, so let’s do what we can. and 
that begins with an annual breeding 
soundness exam of all herd bulls,” 
Carpenter said.

Carpenter, speaking at the 
recent Southwest Beef Symposium 
in Amarillo, said, “The thing we 
know about managing bull fertil­
ity is the breeding soundness exam 
performed by a qualified vet is the 
best and most practical predictor of 
potential fertility.”

However, it is not a fertility 
guarantee, he said.

There are reasons some bulls 
don’t perform, Carpenter said, and 
with new genetic testing technology, 
researchers are learning more about 
this.

“It is often said the bull is half 
the calf crop, but that’s not always 
true -  he can be more or less,” Car­
penter said. “And if he is genetically 
superior, that is great if he is more. 
But if he provides less desirable 
traits, but is siring 70-80 percent of

the calves, that may not be so good.”
He said in the past few years, 

large-scale studies coming from Cal­
ifornia and Australia have shed some 
light on which bulls may be doing 
their job out in the breeding pasture 
and which ones may not.

“If you are just hauling pounds 
of beef to the sale ring, the most 
valuable bull may not be the one 
with the best genetics,” Carpenter 
said. “It’s the one that puts the most 
calves on the ground."

In all these studies, he said the 
bulls passed a breeding soundness 
exam, so that potential variable was 
removed, or bull prolificacy might 
have been even more inconsistent.

There were some bulls in 
California that sired a lot of calves, 
which made them more valuable 
than those which possessed superior 
genetics but provided fewer calves 
to sell, he said. In another California 
study, steers from 16 different bulls 
were sold at 10 months of age. Car­
cass premiums averaged $721 and 
were similar for all bulls.

“The premiums, due to good 
carcass genetics sired by all these 
bulls, were sure nice for the produc­
ers to be able to put in their pockets,” 
Carpenter said. “But when research­
ers identified which bulls were actu­
ally ‘doing the work,’ that ranged 
from a low of seven to a high of 77 
steers sold per bull over five calf 
crops.”

Because of the variability 
among individual bulls in number 
of calves sired, contributions to 
gross income ranged from $4,881 to

$55,889, he said.
In a 5,000-calf study, the aver­

age number of calves sired across all 
bulls was 19, but it found that 4 per­
cent of all the bulls sired no calves 
and one bull sired 62 calves in one 
calf crop.

In 20 percent of all the herds 
they looked at, there was one bull in 
the bull battery that sired only one 
calf. But, in another 20 percent of the 
herds, there was one bull that sired 
50 or more calves.

“That’s direct proof of what 
we’ve always suspected, that stock­
ing should be at about one mature 
bull per 25 cows, and one to 15 if 
using yearling bulls,’’Carpenter said. 
“If you don’t know much about a 
group of bulls, this would be a good 
rule of thumb.”

He said there can be a lot of 
variability on the male side that is 
hard to manage, but it is certainly 
worth being aware of. And genetic 
testing, while not cheap, may be a 
consideration in some situations; the 
most common probably being for 
multiple-sire registered operations. 
A sire test for paternity is about $18 
per sample per calf and bulls.

“That can get expensive, but 
if things aren’t going the way they 
should and you are seeing low calf 
crops, and you’ve eliminated the 
usual suspects like disease and poor 
semen quality, sire testing is an 
option that might help explain what 
might be going on in the pasture,” 
Carpenter said. “It might be useful to 
determine who did his job that year 
and who maynot have."

Stop spam
Hi, gang! The snow was great; 

let’s thank the Lord for it.
This week let’s have a short 

study on how do we stop span text 
messages and a handy chart on how 
to report them. My personal way is 
to not answer any area code number 
I don’t recognize. Then I Google 
the number, and it will give you a 
list to check to see if this is a span 
number. 1 know the spammers are 
getting smart and now can use local 
area codes. This is making it harder 
to spot, but I know all the numbers 
that I normally receive. Below is an 
article “What you can do to avoid 
rising cellphone scams and fake text 
messages” by: Sid Kirchheimer.

“You won!” “Short on cash?” 
Every day, about 45 million spam 
text messages are sent to North 
American cellphones. If you don’t 
have a text message plan, you’ll pay 
around 20 cents for each one you 
receive. But the real cost comes if 
you respond to those micro mes­
sages about such things as free gift 
cards, cheap mortgages and meds,

text messages and handy chart on reporting
and urgent “account problems” at 
your bank. That’s because at least 
70 percent of all cellphone text spam 
is designed to defraud you in some 
way. Spam in text messages may try 
to guide you to shady websites that 
will install “malware” on your phone 
to vacuum up all the personal data 
stored in it. Or the messages may 
urge you to dial a phone number 
where your personal and financial 
information is solicited. Whatever 
you provide is either used to steal 
your identity or sold to third parties 
who’ll send you yet more spam texts.

Why? For scammers, cell­
phone text messages are fast, cheap, 
easy and effective. The thieves use 
inexpensive, hard-to-track prepaid 
phones to transmit myriad text come- 
ons. When word spreads of the spam 
du jour, the scammers simply toss 
the phones they’re using and buy 
new ones. What’s more, cellphone 
users are three times more likely 
than computer users to respond to 
spam. Because you always have 
your cellphone with you. answering

it becomes more 
of an impulse 
reaction,

H e r e ’ s 
How To Protect 
Yourself: Ignore 
instructions to 
text “STOP" or whittlin’
“NO” to prevent b  bob watson 
future texts.
This is a common ploy by scammers 
to confirm they have a live, active 
contact for more cellphone spam. 
Never dial call-back numbers either. 
Forward the texts to 7726 (SPAM on 
most keypads). This will alert your 
cellphone carrier to block future 
texts from those numbers.

Anti-malware software is avail­
able for many phones. The trade-off 
may be reduced battery life, so check 
with your service provider or phone 
manufacturer for recommendations. 
Install upgrades to your security 
software. If you suspect an upgrade 
notification is phony, check with 
your cellphone or software provider. 
Never store credit card or account

log-in information in emails or notes 
on your cellphone. When you get 
a text promising you a $1,000 gift 
card, ask yourself: Would anyone 
really give me that? Know, too, that 
banks and other legitimate busi­
nesses don’t send customers unsolic­
ited texts.

The Clarendon College Board 
of Regents met January 22 and con­
sidered several agenda items.

The board gave its blessing to a 
new industrial technology certificate 
program, which will allow students 
to get certified in different areas to 
make them more marketable in the 
workforce. CC President Robert 
Riza said two industry executives 
have indicated their intent to hire stu­
dents with this new certification right 
away, and college officials may try to 
offer the certification as early as this 
spring and summer to get out in front 
of the economic downturn in the oil 
and gas industry.

Vice President of Instruc­
tion Roger Schustereit reported on 
online dual credit ag classes that are 
drawing students from outside of 
Clarendon College’s traditional ser­
vice area, and he said a pioneering 
approach by CC faculty to develop­
mental math classes has been sub­

mitted as a topic for an education 
conference.

Riza reported on the results of 
Department of Education audit at the 
college, which found 12 items that 
needed to be addressed. Eleven of 
those were corrected while the audit 
team was still on campus, and the 
12th is being addressed. The DOE 
will issue a final report to the college 
in 60 to 90 days.

Under personnel matters, 
Courtney Fuller was moved from 
adjunct faculty position to a fulltime 
position. Jay Anders and Allison Vera 
were named residence hall directors, 
and the resignation of cross-country 
coach Zach Leggett was accepted as 
he takes the top cross-country posi­
tion at his alma mater, McMurray 
University.

Regents met behind closed 
doors for about 20 minutes to discuss 
real property but took no action upon 
returning to open session.

keep some form of a supermajority 
requirement in place.

The changes passed 
Wednesday reduce the number 
of standing Senate committees 
from 18 to 14 -  nixing panels on 
open government, jurisprudence, 
economic development, and 
government organization. They also 
limit the honorary recognitions and 
resolutions members can make on 
the floor.

All but one of the chamber’s 
Democrats opposed dropping the 
new rule, and all but one of its 
Republicans voted in favor of it.

State Sen. Eddie Lucio, 
D-Brownsville, said he supported 
it because too many of his bills had 
been killed over the years after they 
lacked one vote to come to the floor. 
State Sen. Craig Estes. R-Wichita 
Falls, who left the chamber quickly 
without speaking to reporters, 
abstained from the vote.

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2015 property tax information available
The Donley Appraisal District 

has anno ced that 2015 property 
tax information is available now to 
assist taxpayers.

This property tax information 
covers a wide range of topics, such 
as taxpayer remedies, exemptions, 
appraisals and is of value to select 
:roups, such as disabled veterans 
uid persons who are 65 years of age 
or older.

“Whether you are a homeowner, 
business owner, disabled veteran or 
a taxpayer, it’s important you know 
your rights concerning the propert) 
tax laws." said Paula Lowrie. Chief 
Appraiser of the Donley Appraisal 
District. “You can contact us about 
any property tax issues with full con­
fidence that we will provide you the 
most complete, accurate and up-to- 
date available information to assist 
you.”

This includes information about 
the following programs.

• Property tax exemptions for 
disabled veterans - The law provides 
partial exemptions for any property 
owned by veterans w ho are disabled, 
spouses and survivors of deceased 
disabled veterans and spouses and 
-urvivors of military' personnel who 
ted on active duty. The amount of 

exemption is determined according 
to percentage of sendee-connected 
disability. The law also provides a 
100 percent exemption for 100 per 
ent disabled veterans and their sur­
ging spouses, beginning in 2009.

• Property tax exemptions -  
Non-profit organizations that meet 
statutory requirements may seek 
property tax exemptions and must 
apply to their county appraisal dis­
trict by a specific date. Businesses 
that receive tax abatements granted 
by taxing units, firms that ship inven­
tory out of Texas, and businesses that 
acquire pollution control property 
may also be eligible for statutory 
exempti ns.

• Rendering taxable property 
- If a business owns ? mgible per­
sonal property lh is used to pro­
duce income, the business must file 
a rendition with its local county 
appraisal district by a specified date. 
Personal property includes inventory 
and equipment used by a business. 
Owners do not have to render exempt 
property such as church property or 
an agriculture producer’s equipment 
used for farming.

• Appraisal notices -  If a tax­
payer’s property value increased in 
the last year, the Texas taxpayer will 
receive a notice of appraised value 
from the appropriate local county 
appraisal district. The city, county, 
school districts and other local 
taxing units will use the appraisal 
district’s value to set property taxes 
for the coming year.

• Homestead exemptions -  A 
homestead is generally defined as the 
home and land used as the owner’s 
principal residence on Jan. 1 of the 
tax year. A homestead exemption

reduces the appraised value of the 
home and, as a result, lowers prop­
erty taxes. Applications are submit­
ted to the appropriate local county 
appraisal district.

• Productivity appraisal -  Prop­
erty owners who use land for tim- 
berland production, agricultural 
purposes, and wildlife management 
can be granted property tax relief 
on their land. They may apply to 
their local county appraisal district 
for an agricultural appraisal which 
may result in a lower appraisal of 
the land based on how much the tax­
payer produces, versus what the land 
would sell for in the open market.

• Residence homestead tax 
deferral - Texas homeowners may 
postpone paying the currently delin­
quent property taxes due on the 
appreciating value of their homes by 
filing a tax deferral affidavit at their 
local county appraisal district. This 
tax relief allows homeowners to pay 
the property taxes on 105 percent of 
the preceding year’s appraised value 
of their homestead, plus the taxes 
on any new improvements to the 
homestead. The remaining taxes are 
postponed, but not cancelled, with 
interest accruing at 8 percent per 
year.

• Property tax deferral for per­
sons age 65 or older and disabled 
homeowners -  Texans who are 65 
years of age or older, or who are 
disabled as defined by law, may 
postpone paying current and delin­

quent property taxes on their homes 
by signing a tax deferral affidavit. 
Once the affidavit is on file, taxes are 
deferred, but not cancelled, as long 
as the owner continues to own and 
live in the home. Interest continues 
to accrue on unpaid taxes. You may 
obtain a deferral affidavit at the 
appraisal district.

• Notice of availability of 
electronic communication -  Chief 
appraisers of a county appraisal dis­
tricts and appraisal review boards 
may communicate electronically 
through email or other media with 
property owners or their designated 
representatives. Written agreements 
are required for notices and other 
documents to be delivered electroni­
cally in place of mailing.

• Protesting property appraisal 
values -  Property owners who dis­
agree with the appraisal district’s 
appraisal of their property for local 
taxes or for any other action that 
adversely affects them may protest 
their property value to the appraisal 
district’s appraisal review board.

Finafloxacin (X toro) ear drops have been approved by the 

FDA to help treat a condition that is com m only known as 
sw im m er’s ear. This condition affects the outer part o f  the ear.
