There are 914000 Children of Schoel
Age in the State.

Austin,—The State Roard of
Eduecaticn fixed the apportionment
at $6.75 for each child enrolled.
The total scholastics was found to
be 914,000, making the total ap-
portionmate $6,169,500, the largest
in the history of Texas, both as to
per capita and the total. Last
year the spportionment was $6
per capita, 893,441 scholastics,
and a total allowance of $5,360,646
The $6 and other amounts given
were record-breakers. This year
it is even greater. It is an in-
crease of 75 cents for each child,

21,159 more children and an in-
cmnofmss!intho total ap-
portionment.

. Money in Poultry ??

Many breeders of fancy poul-
try do not care whether their
flock pays or not, as they breed
just for the love of producing
fine birds, and do not mind
spending a few dollars on their
'chickens any more than others
on flowers or pleasure. But
poultry raising is fast coming
around to a business proposi-
tion, and the question of how
profitable will it be is continual-
Iy being raised.

There are many ways of view-
ing and weighing this question,
and there are also more ways of
answering it. Some will tell
vou very positively that there is
no money in it, while others will
be equally emphatic that there is
a fortune in it. First, let us
take up some of the reasons for

“the poita, “oushless Wi

lerge capital and no experience,
and it naturally follows, as it
would in any other business, that
11ey soon strike the breakers and
their business goes  down in
wreck. Look back ocer the poul-
try failures that come within
vour knowledge and vou will no-
tice many of this class. Thus
we can naturally draw the con-
clusion that experience is abso-
lutely necessary to success.
There is vet another class still
more numerous and also sure
failures; these are those who do
not have so much capital and
have the experience. They make
a fine start, by getting good
cquipment, good stock and seem
as though thev are bound to
make money. But, alas! after a
few months all the figures go

into the loss column. What is
the trouble? If they fail, how
can any succeed? On investiga-

ting this class we find that they
tended the incubator and chick-
ens for a few months, then they
neglected to turn the eges,in the
incubator, also to feed the chicks,
put off cleaning brooders, and in
fact just half done evervthing.
The inevitable results were loss-
es. Their equipment and experi-
ence did not save them because
they became negligent.

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Full Rendition—
Low Taxes.

The Full Rendition Law Has Been
Fair to All Classes of Property
Owners and the People Have
no More Taxes to Pay
Than Before.

Simultaneous with the an-

nouncement that the total asses-
sed taxable values in Texas have
leaped from $1,635,297,105 to
2,160,897,210, an increase of
over $225,000,000 in one year,
comes the welcome news that
the tax rates, state, county and
municipal are being materially
reduced all over the state,

Partly this phenomenal in-

crease in assessed valuation is
due to the rapid growth and
scttlement of the state, and

partly it is due to the operation
of the full rendition law, passed
by the last legislature. This law
was made the basis of attack on
Governor Campbell in the recent
Democratic primaries. Under its
terms lands must be rendered
for taxation at a fair market
valuation. For many years land
in Texas has been rendered at
from two-thirds to three-fourths
of its value. In the rich black
belt of North and Central Texas
lands worth from $100 to $150
an acre have, by this “shaving55
process, been rendered at from
$15 to $20 an acre. Less valu-
able lands could not be *“shaved
80 much, and as a result the
richest sections of the state bore
less than their burden of the
taxation, the weight of it falling
on the poorer sections. This
state of affairs resulted in a ri-
valry in tax-dodging, until ac-
tually a number of counties of
the state received back from the
state in school funds a greater
sum than they paid to the state
in both state and school taxes.
The full rendition law was
passed to remedy this, and as a
result the remarkable growth of
the state, coupled with a fair
rendering of values, the state
tax rate has been automatically
reduced fifty per cent, or from
twelve and one-half cents per
$100 te six and a quarter cents.
In like fashion the cities and
counties all over the state are
engaged in a wholesale reduc-
tion of their tax rates. This is
operating to distribute more
equally the burdens of taxation,
and thereby to reduce in the
great majority of tax payers the
actual amount of tax paid. It
is claimed by experts that in a
few years this interesting ex-
riment_in state_ i -
gvei’k?e Texas taxes instead of be-
ing the third of fourth from the
lowest, absolutely the lowest of
any state in the union.

High Priced Beef.

Cheap Beef and Cheap Land Are no
More to Be Foand in the South-
west—Ranches Become Farms and

the Beef Cattle Become Dairy
Stock. b 20

Since cheap range land for |
ranch purposes is a thing of the|
past in the East and Southwest,
cheap cattle and cheep beef, ac-
cording to Col. Ike T. Pryor,
president of the Cattle Raisers’
Association of Texas, is likewise
passed forever. This is the re-
sult, according to Col. Pryor, of
the cutting up of the big ranch-
es of Texas into farms and open-
ing them for colonization. Land
that will yied from $50 to $75 an
acre by ordinary dry farming,
and from $150 to $300 an acre
when irrigated, cannot be held
for cattle raising at a yield ofs
from two to three dollars an
acre.

Furthermore, a great many
of the big ranches were run
with the alternate rections land
leased from the state, and since
this state land has been largely
taken up, ranches of this kind
have necessarily been subdivid-
ed. A great many cattle are
being raised, according to Col.
Fryor, by the farmers, but the
farmer cannot afford to sell his
steer at the old ckeap price of
grass fed cattle. The extent to
whiesh the seMing of Texas
ranches has gone on can best be
indicated by the fact that of the
three million acres of land that
the state of Texas gave to the
syndicate that built the capital
at Austin, one-half of it has been
sold for farms. The new beef
raised by improved methods and
of finer stock, will, Col. Pryor
says, be better meat, but will
necessarily cost more money,

Death of Mr. William H. Grant.

When Mr. W. H. Grant died at
the residence of his son-in-law, H.
W. Earnest, at Millett, on Aug.
26th, there passed away one of the
oldest residents of La Salle county.
Mr. Grant first came to Texas and
this county in the early 80's and
resided for some time on what is
now the Naylor & Jones ranch, a
part of which was then owned by
his son-in-law Mr. Henry Earnest.
After residing in Texas for some
time he returned to his old home
in Dalton, Georgia. He was in
the internal revenue service in
Georgia under President Cleve-
land’s second administration. Af-
terward he returned to Texas and
resided for some time at San Mar-
cos, finally returning to Millett,
where he has been for some years.
Mr. Grant was not only one of the
earliest settlers of the county but
one of the oldest men in the
county. He was born in Green
county Tennessee, on May Sth,
1825, and so was over eighty-three
years of age,  He was married to
Elizabeth MecCarty in 1847. His
wife died some years ago and was
buried at San Marcos to which
place Mr. Grant’s remains were
taken for burial by her side.

Mr. Grant was one of those
quiet, unaggressive men who are
always favorites in their home
communities. He was called
“Uncle Billy"”” by everybody about
Muiiett.  Uiitil the death of his
wife » few years ago he took a
lively interest in public affairs and
was a great reader, loved to dis-
cuss current issues and to uphold
his views regarding items. Since
his wife died he has been to those
who knew him most intimately a
pathetic figure, merely waiting, as
he often said, to be called to join
her and anxious for the summons
to come. His death was a fit
ending for the quiet life which he
had led. as he passed away as
peacefully as a child going to
sleep, without pain.  While he
had taken no active partin the
affairs of his community for a long
time, “Uncle Billy Grant’" will be
greatly missed by many friends.
He was a zealous christian and
had no fear of death, so that when
the summons came for which he
had so long waited, he “drew the
