Youth Football Inc.
Ready To Begin Soon

More than 80 persons, in-
cluding 36 interested boys and
many parents, attended the in-
itial meeting of Youth Foot-
ball, Inc, at the Muleshoe High
School cafeteria Monday night,

The meeting was held in con-
junction with the regular meet-
ing of the Muleshoe Athletic
Booster Club,

Coordinator and sponsor
locally of the newly formed
group, are the Muleshoe Jay-
cees,

Athletic Booster President
Eddie Beene opened the pro-
gram and spoke briefly be-
fore turning the program over
to Jaycee Dick Johnson, John=-
son intriduced Jack Dillon, who
is with the successful Lubbock
operation of Youth Football,
Inc,

He told the group present
that at the first meeting in
Lubbock to attempt to organize
the football operation in that
city, that 27 people attended,
In the second meeting, 21 or
22 people were present, He
said they formed committees,
got their charter, and began,

In the Lubbock operation, the
first teams were 10-12 years
of age., Three groups were
formed with 10 teams in the
first year, They have no
championships, no all-stars and
no all - star games,

Equal participation for the

boys is mandatory, For in-
stance, if a youth does not
play in the first half of the
game, then he is to be allowed
by his coach to play the sec-
ond half of the game,

Dillon said that they had 16
teams in their second year,
and 27 teams last year,

He said that from two to
five coaches are used for each
team and that the coaches are
screened before theyare chosen
to teach the boys,

Emphasizing that the Lub-
bock operation is extra cautious
about every phase, Dillonadded
that some parents are afraid
of contact sport participation
for their child, Workouts are
held only three days a week,
not to exceed an hour and 20
minutes for each workout,

Dillon said the Lubbock op=-
eration dove-tails with the jun-
jor high school program in
Lubbock, They utilize playing
formations which will be used
when the youngster begins
playing football in junior high
school,

When asked about player-in-
juries, Dillon said they have
had a few injuries, the most
serious being a broken leg and
one player who had a fractured
wrist, There were numerous
times when players were
Bruised and sore, he added,

Can We Get Away
From It All?

Is it possible for any of us really to ‘‘get away from
it all”’?

In 1966 a small band of American pilgrims tried, Let’s
see how they made out,

Amishmen do not believe in much of what we consider
modern and civilized and necessary, such as electricity, auto-
mobiles and ornamented attire,

In 1949, fleeing the engulfing tide of materialism and
sophistication in Michigan, Ohio, Pennsylvania and Indiana,
a group of them migrated to the Arkansas Ozarks,

Each family bought 150 acres of rocky soil at $6 an
acre, With horse-drawn equipment and bare hands, they
cleared the land and developed productive farms,

Then when the state decreed that they must send their
children to public schools, which they considered worldly and
incompatible with a religious life, they decided it was time
to move on,

In 1966, out of step with the mores, morals and laws
of the United States, a tiny band of Amish prilgrims left our
country to seek ‘‘freedom’’ in the primitive jungles of Central
America, ;

Eight of them took their families to the virgin interior
of western British Honduras,

They bovght 3,640 acres in the foothills of the Maya
Mountains near the Belize River, Each family built its own
house and, hacking back the jungle manzanas with machetes,
cleared an average 30 acres for each,

On this acreage they now raise cattle and truck Ccrops,
The climate is warm and wet, excellent for some breeds of
beef cattle,

They are growing such topical-adaptive foods as yams,
citrus fruits, beans and corn, All they want of pineapples,
mangoes, bananas, coconuts and rice grow wild or with minimal
assistance,

I have communicated indirectly with the colony and have
heard no complaint of illness from among them, The colony
appears to have adjusted to the climate and the different
culture, They have complete military exemption and their
own schools,

One comminication mentions thievery by natives, so
there’s still a serpent in Eden, but the pilgrims are so
comfortably at home in their new land that their experience has
inspired further Amish migration to Central America,

Amish groups from the United States and Canada are
participating in or planning major migrations.

In 1967 a group of Amish families from Orange County,
Ind,, migrated to Paraguay, Eight families purchased an
entire village there,

Last year other Am’'sh families moved to Paraguay,

A half-dozen families from the United States are pioneer-
ing in a colonization and mission project in Costa Rica,
“making good progress,” They are beginning farm opera-
tions in the Arenal region, recently purchasing 250 head of
beef cattle,

Amish settlers in the remote region of Chaco in Paraguay
only by nomadic Indian tribes, are now 12,000 Japanese settlers
and 100 farm families from Switzerland, but Mennonites from
Canada first tamed the Chaco bush,

Overpopulation of overdeveloped countries will motivate
an increasing tide of emigration to the underpopulated La?ln-
American frontier, but it is sad to see American prilgrims
leaving America seeking, of all things, religious liberty,

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The first report of Plains
Cotton Growers, Inc, on the
quality of cotton being harvested
from the High Plains, when
ecompared to the first report for
1968, reveals a disappointing
drop in grades and staples and
slightly lower strength but sur=-
prisingly high micronaire,

The report is a regular PCG
harvest-season service to tex-
tile mills, the cotton trade and
others around the world with an
interest in the qualities and
quantities of cotton available
from each year’s crop as it is
gathered, Reports are issued
periodically, with a final wrap-
up at the end of the harvest
period.

This year’s initial issue
covers only the first 40,000
bales classed as compared to
over 800,000 bales classed
through December 6, the date
of the first report in 1968,
Last year’s first quality ana«
lysis was delayed by the neces=
sity for a new computer pro-
gram,

Grade, staple and micronaire
figures on about every tenth
bale are supplied to PCG by
the USDA classing offices at
Brownfield, Lamesa, Level-
land and Lubbock, Pressleyand
elongation tests are run by the
Textiel Research Center at
Texas Tech on ‘“‘plugs’’ from
these same offices, Compilation
of the figures is done at Texas
Tech’s Computer Center,

Average staple on the first
portion of this year’s harvest
came to 31,4 thirty-seconds
of an inch, compared to 32,7
thirty-seconds at the beginning
of last year and a final 1968
average of 32,3 thirty-seconds,
A big 67,7 percent of the total
crop last year pulled an inch
or longer, and only 42,3 per-
cent of this year’s crop to date
has reached that length,

Adverse weather conditions,
including a series of hail
storms in mid-June, excessive
rainfall, and a killing freeze
over much of the area on Oct-
ober 13, is responsible for
much of the drop in both staple
and grade of this year’s crop,
Some of the reduced staple is
also accounted for by a mild
swing away from longer stapled
varieties following a poor mar=-
keting year for that type cotton
in 1968,

In the first analysis last year
White cotton inade up 59 per-

cent of clagsings and 13,2 pers
cent of that was in the Mid-
diing and above class, This
year only 27 percent of the first
40,000 bales was griaded White
and less than 1 percent of the
White cotton was Middling and
thove,

Ligh spots on the first report
this year totaled 44 percent ag
compared to 35,2 percent In
1068,

But the big Jjump on the first
bales harvested from this
year's crop was inthe number of
Full Spots and “*Others’’, which
included Tinged, Yellow
Stained, Light Gray and Gray
cottons,

Full spots thig year are run~
ning 14.4 percent and “Others”’
are 14.8 percent, as compared
to a total In both these cale~
gories in 1068 of only 5,9 per~
cent,

In spite of the early freeze
date, Micronaire this year to
date has gshownan increage over
last year and Pressley fiber
strength is almost holding its
own,

Micronaire average on the
first ginnings averaged 4,0 and
almost 81 percent has been in
the 3.5 and above range, Over
18 percent has fallen in the most
desirable 3.5 to 4.9 range on
which the farmer is paid a
45 point premium in the loan
schedule, The first quality re~
port last year showed an
average micronaire of 3,6 with
only 53.6 percent above 3.5

Zero guage Pressley fiber
strength so far this year is
averaging 83,700 pounds per
square inch, only slightly be-
low last year’s 84,900 pounds,
This year’s crop has produced
92,6 percent in the 75,000
pounds per square inch and
above category as compared to
93.9 percent in 1968,

Elongation, the distance a
cotton will stretch before
breaking, almost invariably
shows an inverse correlation
with fiber strength, and the cot-
ton from this year’s crop is no
exception, With slightly weaker
fiber this year, elongation is
averaging 7.1 percent, just

above the 6,7 percent of last
year,
Pending uninterrupted har-

vest operations, the second PCG
Quailty Report will be published
on cotton classed through Dec-
ember 12,
