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74 Ozona Students Are Enrolled In . *

found the female screwworm fly 
mates only once in her life and the 
storile fles  competing with the 
wild flies in time bring the breed 
to an end in a given area.

The fund is to be managed by 
the Texas Livestock Foundation, a 
statewide 'committee representing 
all segments of the lirvestock in­
dustry which will serve as a legal 
body to treat with governmental 
agencies for additional n e e d e d  
(funds with which the fly elimina­
tion program will ultimately be 
financed.

The county coramdttee has es­
timated that this county’s quota 
in the financial drive can Ibe met 
with a per head assessment on 
iiyestock of 10 cents per head for 
sheep and goats and 50 cents per 
head for horses and cattle. This 
assessment if met 100 percent by 
operators in the county would pro­
duce approximately $50,000, which 
has been set as the county’s goal.

Every other county in the state 
where livestock are produced will 
be staging similar campaigns to 
raise the necessary 3 million dol­
lars as evidence of the desire of 
producers for govemnaent action 
in helping to eliminate this most 
expensive pest which besets live- 
S 'k ^  producers. Savings in live­
stock lost to the screwworm plus 

I the expenses of ranchmen in fight- 
I ing them would make back the to­
tal mdllions spent in one year, lead- 

; ers point out.
j That the plan will work has been 
demonstrated in Florida where it 

{was first tried successfully. The 
screwworm fly has been eliminat- 

; ed from the United States east of 
j the Mississippi river through this 
I method and if the present project 
j is carried to a successful conclu­
sion it will next be eliminated 

, from the Southwest region from 
; the mountains in far west Texas 
' and Arizona to the Mississippi, and 
in northern Mexico. With the aid 
of natural barriers, and the kill­
ing effect of cold weather in north 
ern regions, th fight will be car­
ried on on a stand-by basis in per­
petuity to 'prevent the pests frem 
ever getting a hold in the region.

CONNALLY AMENDMENT 
IN DANGER

Efforts continue to repeal the 
Connally Amendment to the agree­
ment u n d e r  which the United 
States accepted jurisdiction of the 
International Court of the United 
Nations. The Connally Amendment 
provides that the United States 
■alone shall determine if a dispute 
between it and another nation is 
esentially within the jurisdiction j 
of our own country.

'Past attempts to repeal the Con­
nally Amendment by direct action 
have not been successful.

Now, Senate Resolution 136 asks 
the Senate to recommend to the 
President that any future treaty 
provide that the World Court be 
the supreme arbiter of that treaty.

Senate Resolution 39 makes it 
manditory that all conflicts even 
remotely international in character 
that involve the United States shall 
be brought before the World Court.

A treaty with Belgium already 
aproved by the Senate Foreign 
Relations Committee makes th e  
World Court the final arbiter of 
the treaty.

What kind of results did you 
obtain the last time you pruned 
your shrubs? Did they come out 
as beautiful as you planned or did 
they look pretty ibotched up? Or 
perhaps your favorite tree died the 
after you pruned it. These are 
common 'problems of the untrain­
ed do-it-yourself pruner.

Pruning plants is an art w'hJch 
can Ibe acquired through leai'ning 
certain basic principles and the 
exceptions to jthem, and through 
experience and close observation. 
The purpose o f prunir^ is to re­
move unwanted growth, and the 
cardinal rule to follow is that if 
you have no good reason to prune, 
put ‘the tools away.

Pruning tools should be of high 
quality, sharp and well adapted 
bo the joib at hand. These tools are 
made in several sizes so the (pur­
chaser should decide which size 
is best suited to his needs.

The Texas 'Agricultural Exten­
sion Service has released a bullertin 
which contains a wealth of infor­
mation for the home pruner. This

publication, B-97T, “Modern Prun­
ing Methods” gives a complete dis­
cussion on the reasons for pruning, 
pruning tools, pruning methods, 
safety rules, and contains a list 
of suggested reading material plus 
special sections on pruning shru'hs 
and small trees, hedges, evergreens 
and roses.

Copies of this bulletin may be 
Obtained from the county agent 
for the asking.
