From the Highland, Ill,
News Leader, the article
states that Uncle Sam spends
$7,000 a year to feed, clothe,
house and train a youngster
in the federal government
Job Corps. Under the Cuban
refugee program Uncle Sam
assumes, minimal upkeep re-
quires $1,200 a year, and if
the Cuban boy or girl is at-
tending school, an extra $1,-
000 a year. Maintaining one
person in a federal prison
Uncle Sam estimates costs
$2,300 a year. Under his Aid
to Dependent Children pro-
gram Uncle Sam will pay
more than $800 a year to
keep up an illegitimate child.
Social Security will pay $168
monthly to maintain the eld-
erly.

After reading all this and:

mulling over the fact that
we taxpaying parents are al-
lowed $50 a month for a
child’s upkeep, it didn’t seem
to make much sense, espe-
cially when the fact dawned
on me that we taxpayers are
actually paying for all these
government programs.

The experts are predicting
a tax increase after the No-
vember elections. Maybe Un-
cle Sam will weigh what he
spends per year on one in-

dividual against what he al-

lows the taxpayer to spend
and increase the deduction.

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3 Screwworm

Cases Confirmed
In Crockett Co.

Three screwworm cases
have been confirmed in Cro-
ckett county, two on R. A.
Harrell ranches, one on his
ranch south of Ozona and
another on his place 8 miles
northeast of Ozona, and the
third on the Ralph Jones
ranch east of Ozona.

These are the first screw-
worm cases reported since
1964 in the county, County
Agent Pete Jacoby pointed
out. There were no confirm-

ed cases in the county in
196C.
Screwworm  cases have

been reported in Schleicher,
Sutton, Val Verde, Terrell
and Pecos counties this past
week, all these counties join-
ing Crockett, Dolph Briscoe,
Jr.,, of Uvalde and -chair-
man of the Screwworm Era-
dication Program, reports
that the state is having its
worst outbreak of screw-
worms since it achieved con-
trol in 1964.

Ranchmen are urged to
watch for screwworm cases
and send in a sample of sus-
pected cases. All ranches
with confirmed cases are re-
ceiving sterile flies by air-
plane in an effort to stamp
out the infestation but need
the help of ranchmen who
should dope all cuts and
wounds when possible.
Spraying of livestock is re-
commended by screwworm
officials to help control out-
breaks.

Sample bomtles for report—
ing and sending in suspected
serewworm cases have been
left with both wool houses if
ranchmen are in need of a!
sample bottle.

Approve Fund For
Promotion of Wool

Crockett county ranchmen
who vated in the recent re-
ferendum on a proposed new
agreement for the promotion
cf wool through deduction
from incentive payments fa-
vored the new agreement
with the American Sheep
Producers Council and the
Secretary of Agriculture.

The vote was 51 in favor
of the deduction, represent-
ing a total of 116,000 sheep
to 18 against, representing
31,000 sheep. Cliff Elder, of-
fice manager of the ASCS of-
fice here, announced this
week,

The proposed new agree-
ment, if approved in the na-
tionwide referendum, would
authorize payment deduc-
tions of up to 1'% cents per
pound on shorn wool and
7Y cents a hundredweight
on unshorn lambs, compared
with 1 cent and 5 cents in
the past. The higher deduc-
tions, available information
indicated, was recommended
by most state and regional
sheep organizations and will
be necessary to finance the
proposed promotion program
ot the ASPC, the organiza-
tion which administers ithe
program.

You
can go into the smallest town
where a few boxes cf ammo
are collecting dust on the

History of the .30-06 dates
back to 19€3, although it
wasn’t officially named un-
til 1906.

During the Spanish-Amer-
ican war over Cuba, the U-
nited States forces used the '
.30-40 Krag. After the shoot-
ing was over, military" “mén’
decided something more po-
tent was needed.

Result of this was the 1993
Springfield and the .30-06
cartridge chambered for it.
But the results weren’t en-
tirely satisfactory.

When the Germans far
surpassed it with the Model
1905 version of their 8x57
miiltary cartridge designers
scurred back to their plan-
ning boards.

From this experience came
the Model 1906 rifle.and the
.30-06 cartridge.

Actually, all that happened
was the .30-03 cartridge had
its neck shortened 1-10th of
an inch; a 150-grain sharp-

point bullet replaced the or- |

iginal 220- grain bullet; and
velocity was jacked up to 2,-
700 feet-per-second.

As a sporting cartridge the
.30-06 got its biggest boost
when Theodore Roosevelt
took a slightly modified ver-
sion of the rifle on a big-
game hunt to Africa in 1910.

Its biggest popularity came

when the .30-06 was cham-
bered for bolt-action rifles.
But back in the early days
Winchester even had a iever-
action gun chambered for it,
the Model 1895 being con-
verted to take .30-06 ammo.

For a long time hunters
stayed with the 150-grain
bullet, although the .220-
grain bullet could be fired in
the 1903 rifles.

- Then some 20 to 25 years
after it was introduced, the
.30-08 started to get a new
look. Many new cartridges
were designed for it, making
the rifle more versatile.

The 150-grain bullet was

supplemented with a 180-
grain bullet. Then some bet-
ter 220-grain bullets began
showing up. For example the
Western boattail, with just a
bit of lead exposed at the
. tip, and the Remington de-
‘layed mushroom.

After World War I there
were scme bolt-action guns
available chambered for the
.30-06, most of them 1mport-
ed from Europe.

First American bolt-action
gun chambered for it was the
Newton, built in 1915. But it
never really enjoyed success.

Remington came out with
its Model 30 Express for the
| .30-06 right after World War
(I, and in 1925 Winchester
‘brought out its Model 54 in

Only other cartridge that
has seriously challenged it
down through the years has
been the .270.

Dr: Jelks To Do
Archaeological
Artifacts Salvage

A $49,000 research contract
for continuation of archeo-
ological salvage projects at
two reservoirs and the start
of such work at a third has
been awarded to a member
of Soutern Methodist Uni-
versity’s faculty.

The contract is the second
to be given by the National
Park Service to Dr. Edward
B. Jelks, associate professor
of anthropology at SMU, for
the salvaging of archaeologi-
cal and historical artifacts
from areas of the state be-
ing covered by the waters of
man-made lakes.

The earlier contract finan-
ced excavations at the Tole-
do Bend Reservoir, which
eventually will cover a 100-
mile span of the Sabine Ri-
ver along the Texas-Louis-
iana berder, and at the For-
ney Reservoir east of Dallas.

The new contract will fin-
ance a continuation of those
two projects and the start
of salvage work at three pre-
historic sites at the Pat
Mayse Reservoir in the East
Texas county of Lamar.

Dr. Jelks, who holds a Ph.
D. and two other degrees
from the University of Texas,
served with the National
Park Service from 1953 to
1958, and participated in the
restoration projects of
Jamestown and Yorktown.
He currently is working un-
der the sponsorship of the
Canadian government in the
investigation of historical
sites at Signal Hill National
Historic Park in Newfound-
lend.

Working under state and
local sponsorship, he also is
working to help plan the
restoration of Fort Lancas-
ter, Texas, in West Crockett
County.
