Last week’s is*ue\of The Cou­
rier found u* in the jwidst of prep­
arations for our owtvop-ujurtg.—for 
beginning the sessi«uirof Crockett 
Male and Female Academy. This 
brought such a press of work that for 
the first time in many weeks we fail­
ed tocontributeour usual column to 
the Educational department of The 
Courier .

More than a year ago we, for the 
first time, began teaching in Crock­
ett,—our first experience in the 
work in Texas. •

Our intentions were then, as they 
have been since and are yet, to do 
the greatest good possible to those 
around uw, esjwcially to our pupils.
Phis we set forth clearly  in our 
first contribution  to th is  d ep a rt­
m ent of The Courier several 
m onths la te r.—as we then  express­
ed it. w ith “ Good will to all and rn- 
mity against none.”

Our purpose has been steadily 
k^pt in view, and to-day we have 
'he pleasure of being able to say, 
that so tor as our knowledge goes 
we have no enemy in or around 
Crockett. 1

A year ago we found here a sharp 
division in sehool matters, resulting 
in two schools, where but one had 
existed before. During the year’s 
work already passed it has been our 
steady effort to harmonize. An 
unforeseen removal to another work 
by our predecessor and competitor 
here. Prof. Ndnn, ojiened up rath­
er unexpectedly to us, the oppor­
tunity to consolidate the school in­
terests of the place. To this work 
we devoted ourselves at once, and 
after a patient effort we succeeded 
to the extent that on Monday last 
the 15th inSt.. we organized Crock 
ett Maleand Female Academy for the 
incoming session with over 200 pu­
pils present, ami thus far with no 
opposition. During the week now 
closed we have enrolled 2.10 pupils, 
and feel confident that our second 
week's work will raise this num­
ber to 250. Unless some unfore­
seen backset occurs, we feel justi­
fied in expecting that our present 
session will show a total enroll­
ment of 390 pupils,—the largest 
number no doubt ever gathered to- 
getbered in the history of the 
school. This opening and pros­
pect is indeed a source of gratifica­
tion to.,-us. Our purpose is to 
make the school deserve the pa­
tronage it receives, und all that its 
friends wish it to be. To this end 
we ask the oo-opcration of all alike 
without regard to former differences
or. divisions. If accorded this we 
promise that no one shall have 
cause to regret the support be gives
os. If your friends and the people 
of the community in general will 
but nee above personal fellings 
and unite in the sup|K>rt of their 
school all will be well. The ques­
tion of the hour is will t hey do it?
We hope so. Surely this is a case 
in which the end in view will justify 
the means used.

AT WORK AGAIN.
To the many teachers who have 

again started to  work we send greet­
ing, and add a few thoughts upon 
the work in which we are ju s t en ­
gaging.

If our vacations have been what 
we will nope they have, we are bet­
ter prepared than ever before for 
the work of another session. The 
teacher’s work knows no standstill 
-*lt must go forward or backward.
We hav4 known communities 
where diverse interests existed 
brougnt to the united support of 
their school by the steady onward 
and upward tendency of its work.
On the other hand, we have jknown 
good teachers displaced and their 
schools to wane both in numbers 
and interest, for no other reason 
than that there was a lack of the 
progressive spirit. As a profession 
we have but to remember this, and 
then we are ready to “g> forward 
and possess the land.’’ The ques­
tion, is will we do it, are we equal 
to the emergencies?
