Methods of Conducti ng Recitations.

Upon the recitation depends 
largely the advancement of the pu­
pil, and upon the teacher depends 
the success oi the recitation. 
First, the teacher must have a 
clear conception o f what is before 
him, a thorough knowledge of the 
lesson to t>e recited, and a plan, of 
work definitely' mapped out in his 
own mind. Not only must he be 
familiar with the text book, in or­
der to hear the 'recitation, but he 
must make himself fully* acquaint­
ed with the nature, disposition and 
working capacity of (fvery pupil in 
his class, to say nothing of the hun­
dreds of little devices he must prop­
erly use to preven t monotony. 
Uniformity of method soon becomes 
tedious and wearigome to ourselves, 
and how much more so it seems to 
children.

Do not make the pupils feel that 
at .recitation they are to be punished 
for what they do not know, hut 
that it is a time and place for them 
to learn something both interesting 
and useful to themselves.

Occasionally tell them a bright 
little story, always being careful, 
however, that it liears upon the 
same subject as the lesson, and 
thav you use language that can he 
easily understood by every pupil in 
the class.

Now we eomc more directly to 
the subject a ligned us, and speak 
of some of the method* of conduct­
ing recitations: First, we have 
the catechetic, or question, method. 
This affords a thorough test, and 
permits a logical unfolding of the 
subject, but fails to give natural 
expression to thought. The pupil 
merely remembers the auswer* he 
ha9 memorized as an association of 
words, consecutively arranged; and 
when given to him promiscuously, 
he replies: **0, I don’t know 'the 
lesson that way; i f  you will give it 
out straight down. I can answer 
all the questions.’’ Of course ques­
tioning must not he discarded alto­
gether. We must question closely 
and minutely; but tliose questions 
must he on the subject, strictly to 
the point, and suited to the ability 
of the class.

Next, we have the topical method 
which cultivates the power of ex­
pression, leads pupils to he inde­
pendent and self-reliant, and en­
ables them to tell what they know 
in a free, easy and natural manner.

But when left wholly with the 
pupil, it is an imperfect test of 
knowledge. It must he carefully 
and cautiously directed by the 
teacher to make it accomplish what 
is intended forrit. By combining 
these two methods, a more perfect 
and accurate understanding of the 
lesson may be obtained. Let the les­
son he recited topically, aud then 
wrong and incomplete statements, 
or any other lack of knowledge, 
may be followed by careful ques­
tioning. This now brings us to

that may be asked him. Make 
each one a critic for all the others, 
and heN will ever be on the 
alert to catch the least imperfection 
in pronunciation, sjicech dr stated 
fact.

“ But,” says one, “ it you have a 
large class, some of your pupils 
must he omitted in recitation.” I 
do not find it so. There is always 
subject matter enough in the lesson 
to give each pupil work to do, or 
at least a chance to work. I f  one 
fails, there is another ready to take 
his place. '

ffy close attention, those who at 
first were unable to do their part of 
the work can gradually fa ll into 
line and gain much information be­
fore the recitation closes., Last, we 
have the concert method. With 
some, this method of conducting 
recitations meets with decided ap­
proval. I, for one, can not indorse 
it has a general way of answering 
the questions given in a recitation.
