In New Mexice e-m by & Twos
Years Drounth.

Dexver, Col.. Dec. 10.—A promi
nent cattieman from northwestern
New Mexioo has arrived here and
gives an interesting iale of the suffer-
ing among cattle in the drouth strick-
en district. He says that for more
than two years the heavens have re-

fused to yelld rain and as a result the |

watef courses are dried up and irriga-
tion ditches useless, At a low esti-
mate, said he, 75,000 1o 100,000 head
of cattle have died from starvation
and lack of water. Railroads are
shipping cattle out of this region by
train loads, but thousands of these
cattle will die. as they are teo weak
w0 withstand the winter. Some cattle
companies estimate the loss as high
as 60 per cent and the average will
ruu 35 to 40 per cent. Sheep are in
almost as bad condition as cattle. The
heaviest losses are in Coltax and a8
joining counties.
