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TEN BRITISHERS ARE KILLED BY
THE CHINESE.

. Missionaries in Ku Cheng Are Massacred
by the Chinese- Much Gratifieation Ex-
pressed That Americans Have Not Saf-
fered by the Outbreak.

WasnisGgroN, August 5—The
state department yesterday received
later intelligence of the killing of the
missionaries in Ku Cheng, China.
The dispatch, like the one received
yvesterday from Covsul Jernigan,
shows that no Americans suffered,
but the massacre of the British sub-
jects was greater than &t first sup
posed. Ihe consul general’s report
is in the following word:: “Amer-
icans all safe; uone hurt. 7Ten British-
ers killed.” Although Mr. Jernigan
does not use the word “missionaries”
in his dispatch, yet there is no doubt
felt by the officials of the state depart-
ment that he refers to them and that
his dispatch is intended as supple-
mentary to that sent Saturday. Much
gratification is expressed that the
Americans have not suffered, as the
dispatch leaves no doubt on (hat
point. The cablegram was at once
forwarded to Secretary Oiney in his
summer home in Massachusetts for
information. No steps have been
taken by the navy department toward
sending any naval force to the dis-
{rict where tlie massacre occurred.
When the word came of the trouble
Saturday the customaryv iustructions
were sent to Minister Denby at Pekin
to see that - American iuterests were
protected. Iu a response received
last night the mimister said that small
boats could reach the place quicker
with marines.

The action was
taken in order to prevent the intro-|
duction Texas fever, pulmonary com-
plaint, mange, sheeppox, swine pest,
swine plague, foot and mouth diseases,
ete. The durstion of the guerantine
is to be four weeks,with an additionai
time of five months at the point of
destination. Dr. Salmon, chief ot the
bureau and animal industry, says these
regulstions have no particular signifi- |
cance to American shippers, as the|
importation of cattle from this coun-
try into Germany was prohibited al
together on the pretence of contagious
diseases among our cattle.

1f picked
green, or even when full grown,
and exposed to the air it is gquite
ingipid.

Examine covery few days
and as soon as the slightest sign of
mellowing appears they should be
shipped to all nearby or even state
markets. When put upon sale the
pears are then juicy and of excel-
lent quality. Nearly all the Le

He Hazarded Life and Popularity in the
Cause of Abolition.

;ﬁ‘lﬂ Whittier was 30 he had made
up-his mind that it was his duty to do
what he could for the relief of the un-
fortunate negroes who were held in
bondage in the South. In 1833 he
wrote a pamphlet called “Justice and
Expediency,” in which he considered
the whole guestion of slavery, and de-
clared that it should cease forever.
Three years later he became secretary
of the Anti-Slavery Society. In 1838
he went to Philadelphia to edit the
Pennsylvania Freeman; and so boldly
did he advocate the right of the negro
to own himself that the printing office
was sacked by a mob and burned.
Then, as more than once afterward for
the same cause, Whittier was in dan-
ger of his life. Whittier showed phy-
sical courage in facing the rufians who
wished to prevent free speech; but he
had revealed the higher moral courage
in casting in his lot with the little band
of abolitionists. Up to this time he had
looked forward to holding public of-
fice, as well he might, when many
another journalist was stepping from
the mewspaper desk into public life.
When he became one of the small band
who denounced slavery, he gave up all
chance of office. He also had literary
ambition, but so strong was the power
of the slave-owners then, and so Ib-
tolerant were they, that most editors
and publishers were sorely intimidated,
and declined to print not only any at-
tack on slavery, but even the other
writings of an author who was known
as an abolitionist. Thus Whittier, In
identifying himself with the anti-slav-
ery movement, thought that he was
giving up his literary future also, He
made his decision promptly, and he
never regretted it. Indeed, in later life
he said to a boy of 15 to whom he was
giving counsel, “My lad, if thou
wouldst win success, join thysell (o
some unpopular but noble cause.”

Argoa and lellum

Two discoveries have recently been
made by Lord Rayleigh, of England,
which prove, to paraphrase Shakes-
peare, that there are more things on
earth than the scientists in their phil-
osophy have ever dreamed of. First
comes the startling information that
day after day and year after year we
have been taking into our lungs a gas
of whose existence we have been whol-
ly ignorant, The discovery of this
heretofore unknown atmospheric con-
stituent, which has been named “ar-
gon.” meaning idle, was announced at
a recent meeting of the British Assocl-
ation, Subsequent researches have
proved beyond a doubt its presence in
the air, and, in consequence, some time-
honored sclentific beliefs are in- dan-
ger of being overthrown. It would
seem that Lord Rayleigh should at
least have given the sclentific world
time to recover from the surprise
caused by his first discovery before un-
earthing and proclaiming another
startling sclentific fact; but, regardiess
of the nervous system of the sclentists,
he has just announced that in a min-
eral from Norway he has found hel-
lung, a gas which heretofore has been
thought to have a home only in the
susn and a few of the stars. Whatever
other resuits this discovery may have,
it gives new reason for believing that
the sun and the planets, the earth
among them, are alike in composition,
and originated under the operation of
a4 common law. Although the finding
of hellum is perhaps the more interest-
ing from a popular standpoint, the fact
that argon has been brought to light is
probably of greater practical Impor-
tance. It is possible that the gas plays
a vital part in respiration and other
processes in man. If this be the case,
accurate knowledge of It may opea
new lines of freatment and research in
the practice of medicine.
