ONE KILLED, ANOTHER DESPERATE-
LY WOUNDED AND THE THIRD
UNDER ARREST,

MADE ATTACK ON A BANK.

Officials Had Been Notified
and Appointed a Recep-
tion of OfWicers.

Alvord, Tex., Dec. 15.—Three
white men made a daring attempt
to hold up the cashier and rob the
First National Bank of Alvord
about 8 o'clock this afternoon.
One was killed, another desper-
ately wounded and the third is
under arrest.

The bank officials had been no-
tified that an attempt would be
made to rob the bank, even the
day and the hour the robbers
would come being given. The
officers were notified and Sheriff
Cirley of Decstur, Deputy Sheriff
Prior of Alvord and Constables
Yeary and Dobbs were on band to
receive them. Some of the offi-
cers were posted inside the bank,
others across the street, where the
approaches could be commanded,
and all were heavily armed. Be-
tween 3 and 4 o'clock three men,
whose names are given as Frank
Martin, John Mckall and Claude
Golden, rode up to the bank.
McFall and Golden dismounted
and entered the bank and Martin
remained outside to hold the
horses. The story told by those
inside the bunk is as follows:

McFall and Golden covered the
cashier with pistols and demanded
the cash in the vaults to be sur-
rendered, not noticing that the
officers were standing to one side
of the entrance. The officers in-

The bulletin of Prof. Thomas
U. Taylor, of the Engineering
Department of the University of
Texas, calls attention to the im-
mense possibilities of the small
rice farm in south Texas.

A small outfit, costing about $1600,
consisting of an engine (either
gasolme or steam) of 25.horse-
power, a centrifugal pump, a short
flume or trough, can water eighty
acres of rice. If this 1s planted in
time and watered well, it will
yield a crop of one thousand sacks
of 180 pounds each, which, ac-
cordiag to the prices for the last
four years, will command $3.00
per sack, or making a total income
of three thousand dollars. These
figures are not paper calculations, |
but are based on actual yields and
actual sales, and are even iower
than many examples that could be
cited about El Campo and Chester-
ville. The farms of J. W. Leech
of El Campo and John Linder-
holm of Chesterville have pro-
duced far beyond the capacity
stated, The 160 acres of rice of
J. W. Leech paid all the expenses
and left $6,500.00 clear profit, that
of Fred Blumquist near El Campo |
in 1001 yielded 21 sacks per acre
and the thirty-five acres irrigated
commanded a total price of over
$2,000.00, while the number two
plant of John Linderholm, at
Chesterville, produced on the 135
acres enough to pay for the com-
plete outfit of eogine, pump,
flumes, etc., to pay $500.00 ex-
penses, and paxd for the land, es-
timated at $#12.50 per acre.

Famous Cartoonist Carried Off at His
Post in Ecuador.

Consul General Thomas Nast, the
famous cartoonist, died at Guayaquil,
Ecuador, after three days’ {llness from
yellow fever.

The funeral was attended by the
governor, the consular corps, the
American colony and by many friends.
The cofin was wrapped in the stars
and stripes. The British consul re
cited a prayer In the cemetery. The
death of Mr. Nast is deeply lamented
by the natives, who held him in high
esteem.

Thomas Nast was appointed consul
general at Guayaqui! this year, arriv-
ing here In July, He was borm iIn
Landau, Bavaria, Sept. 27, 1840, and
moved with his parents to the United
States six years Iater.

HIS LIFZ AND CAREER.

May Properly Claim to Have Been
the Original Newspaper Cartoonist.
Thomas Nast may be sald to have

been the original newspaper cartoon-

ist, and it was to his talent that car
toons in the dally press owe their
carliest development.

Among the wellknown caricatures
and types used in political cartoons

Mr. Nast created many. The Tweed

money bag, the Republican party ele
phant and the Democratic jackass
originated with him. The line of work
since developed and Improved by
some was entirely of his creation,
He kept up his drawing and car
toon work even after his departure
to South America and one of the
latest pictares to go the rounds of the
newspapers was a portralt of himself,
with his gripsack under his  arm,
starting for the south, from which,
it now proves, he was never to return.
He was credited by Gen. Grant with
having done much to end the war as
any other one man.
He began his career with Leslie at
a salary of $i per week, which was
ralsed to $7.50 soon after,. Here he
worked for three years, studying at
the school of design in the evenings.

News was started he secured more re
munerative work, being sent to Eng-
land to make sketches of the Heenan
and Sayers prize fght., about which
