At Walderfeld, in Germany, there
formerly grew and may still be extant
a wounderful pear tree.

In 1804, when Napoleon forced
the feeble Fruncis 11, to sucritice his
title of German ewperor and to con-
tent himself with that of Francis 1. of
Austria, this wmysterous tree ylelded
neither leaves nor fruit, In 1848, when
German unity essuyed to recoustitute
itself at Frunkfort, it blossomed forth
ouce more, but ouly to languish again
when the political Utopia melted away.
In 1870 it celebrated the glorious
achlevement of the army by yielding a
most abundant crop.

While the Russian army was encamp-
ed before Constantinople after the
signing of the treaty of San Stefano
and before the assembling of the Ber-
lin congress great alarm was manifest.
ed by the superstitious soldiery at a
remarkable instapce of the natural phe-
nomenon known as the “Fata Morga
na.” One day, looking In the direction
of the Black sea, there appeared in the
sky the counterfeit of fortifications
which an officer who knew the place at
once pronounced with certuinty to be
those of Sevastopol.

BUDS AND BLOSSOMS THAT ARE
REGULARLY USED FOR FOOD.
All Over the World Nomerous Vari.
eties of Deliceate and Succulent
Flowers Play an Important Part

In the Dietary of Mankind.

Though the fact is well known that
flowers are used extensively as medl-
¢ine, it comes as a surprise to hear
that tons of delicate flowers are regular-
ly used as food. In many parts of (n-
dia the flowers of a saponaceous tree,
Bassia latifolia or mabwah, form a
really important article of diet. These
blossoms. which are succulent and very
nourishing and numerous, fall at night
In large quantities from the trees and
are gathered early in the morning and
eaten raw. They have a sweet but
sickly taste and odor. They are like
wise dried in the sun and sold in the
bazagrs. The Bleels dry them and
storé them as a staple article of food,
and so important are they considered
for this purpose that when In expedi-
tions for the punishmert or subjection
of these tribes when unruly a threat iIs
made by the Invading force to cut
down their Bassia trees the menace
most commonly insures their submis-

sion. An ardeut spirit like whisky is

distilled from these flowers and is con-
sumed in large quantities by the na.
tives of Guzerat, etc. The Parsees and
hill people eat these flowers both raw
and cooked and often with the addi-
tion of grain and also make sweetimeats
of them. A single tree affords from
200 to 400 pounds of blossoms.

In Malabar and Mysore another spe-
cles abounds, Bassia longifolia, the
flowers of which are used in a similar
manner by the natives. They are ef-
ther dried and roasted and then eaten
or are bruised and bolled to a jelly and
made Into small balls, which are sold
or exchanged for fish, rice and various
anrts of small grain. The fowers of
the Judas tree, Cercls siliguastrumn o1
Europe, have an agreeable acrid taste
and are sometimes mixed with salad«
or made into fritters with batter, an«
the flower buds are pickled with vine
gar.

Statues That Have Served the Pur-
poses of o Bank-A Beggar's Hump
That Yielded a Fortune «— Mwme,
