the effect of converting his purchaae 
of an equity Into a purchase of title.

FOR COAST DEFENSE.

Roosevslt Tslls Congress $50,879,399 Is
Needed for Insular Possesions.

Washington, March 0.— President 
Roosevelt sent a message to Congress, 
accompanying plans fdt coast defense 
prepared by a Joint board of army and 
navy officers, In which he emphasized 
the necessity for further defenses and 
reviews the history of the defensive 
works in this country.

The President call3 especial atten­
tion to the recommendation of the 
board that the entrance: to Chesapeake 
Bay be added to the list of places ia 
the United Platt 3 to be defended.

He says the insular possessions can 
not longer be neglected If the United 
States desires to bold them.

Defenses are recommended for Ma­
nila Bay, Pearl Harbor, Guantanamo. 
Guam. San Juan and Honolulu because 
of their strategic positions.

Defenses are recommended for en­
trances to the Panama Canal. •

lather, Joseph L. Hogg, near Rusk,

He was the
youngest of a family of two daughters 
ind five sons to attain a majority.

He was educated in the commoi. 
and high school at Rusk aud began 
life as a printer. Later he became 
the publisher of a newspaper near 
hla home. Thereafter he took up tho 
practice of law. f

From the days of his early man* 
hood he was Interested In politics and 
his first official position was that 
of a Justice of the Peace in Qultmap, 
Wood County, between 1872 and 1878

In 1878 he was elected County At- 
and served for two years, to 

be selected as District Attorney for 
the Seventh District in 1880 That 
office he held dnrtbg four' years.

In 1886 he was elected Attorney 
General and his career was widened 

the borders of Tuxsm. In 1890 bo 
was elected Governor ami his second 
election to this office. In 1892, marked 
the most memorable campaign the 

has ever known, 
career was remarkable. Tbs 

Railroad Commission was established 
and laws were passed that stand 
among the moat Important upon tho 
statute books. After serving a sec* 
end term he retired to private Ufa 
and entered into law partnership with 
James Robertson of Austin. The firm 
was dissolved when the ex-Govcmor 
removed to South Texas and took 
charge of his plantation near Colum­
bia.

During the Bryan campaigns against 
McKinley Governor Hogg was one of 
the leaders of the Democracy and 
becatoe celebrated over the entire 
Unttml Stakes as a public speaker.
