Editor Courier;
We have had requests from sev­

eral road overseers to publish the 
section of the old road law for 
Houston county relating to their 
duties and the section of the Luce- 
Lively law on the same subject. 
We did so in substance in our in 
stallment of last week. The over­
seers generally are disposed to 
resent the effort in the new law to 
make figure heads of them, look­
ing on it as a reflection on their 
competency and qualifications to 
do such work. The truth is that 
the people ot this county never 
have before been so profoundly 
and thoroughly aroused over a 
matter as they have been over 
this controversy that has been 
running on now for two months 
or more. Asd with the exception 
of those who have had their heads 
through the favored cracks in the 
milk pen and nursing front teats, 
such as some bridge-builders and 
other like favored ones, sentiment 
has been practically all one way 
—on the side of the late Grand 
Jury as presented by the writer. 
It has been very gratifying to 
notice the enthusiasm.and interest 
which have been taken by the 
reading public. It came as a gleam 
of light in the darkness, a lifting 
of the veil from the stage where 
the mysteries of juggling and 
grafting with the people's, money 
go on. \Vbenever you hear any­
one flippantly criticising and jeer­
ing at our side of the controversy, 
which is none but that of the 
people, look into that fellow’s past 
and you will find that he has had 
has head or hand through a big 
crack in the milk-pen and either 
nursing or stripping the front part

Now comes Commissioner Live 
ly to the Courier office this week 
and says he didn’t intend to say 
in his article last week that the 
‘ ‘Courier got twelve thousand five 
hundred dollars” for printing the 
‘‘Delinquent Tax Records” under 
the Colquitt Law of 1897, but 
that he meant to say $1,250.00.

Then the public can ask themselves 
with all the facts before them 
whether the roads of the county 
are in better condition than they 
were ten years ago and whether 
they can see any adequate sub­
stantial equivalent for all this 
money that has been paid out. 
They can wonder then where it 
has all gone, what has become of 
it, etc. And then they can go to 
looking in the milk pen for some 
of those big cracks of -jyhich we 
have been speaking. Further, we 
propose to show the people the 
tax rate for each year in the past 
ten years for each fund, state and 
county, and also the taxable basis 
of the county for each of the past 
ten years. Then they will be able to 
decide who polled the county out 
of debt, the people who pay the 
taxes or the Cohnmssiohertj’ Court 
who spends these taxes. It is our 
purpose, too, to present an an­
alysis of the “ Financial State­
ment” recently issued by the 
Commissioners' Court and show it 
in its real light. It is a smooth 
document as it is but will not sub­
mit to the knife. It is au artistic 
piece of Jugglery in figures which 
people generally will- accept and 
go on about their business.

In closing our installment for 
this week we will refer to the re­
ported fact current on the streets, 
as we write this, that the Commis­
sioners' Court, which is in special 
session this week, is going to or: 
der suit against themselves to test 
their right to collect under the 
law the money for “ road service” 
which they have been doing until 
the passage of the Luce-Lively 
law. We alao heard that one of 
the Commisaibners, Mr. Creasy, 
intended to refund the money he 
had collected under the old law, 
taking a receipt for same showing 
that he had refunded it under pro­
test, in order not to prejudice his 
right to it if the result of the suit 
were to be in their favor. We 
hope we are correctly informed 
about their purpose. They can 
not afford to do otherwise than 
either refund or order suit. The 
people would never elect a set of 
men as Commissioners who would 
thus openly defy the plain man­
dates of the law and of public sen­
timent. And if the Court does 
conclude to order suit, it will be 
an interesting case and one that 
the public will watch with the 
closest scrutiny. The people will 
expect and demand that the Com­
missioners' Court shall organize 
and provide for a vigorous pros­
ecution of the case into whoso 
ever’s hands it may fall to give it 
attention. We arc not able to 
state within fairly approximate 
figures the amounts that will be 
involved, but somewhere accord­
ing to construction of law and 
claim from two to four thousand 
dollars. The case could hardly be

Its surface, which Is subject to pres­
sure, becomes greater Iq proportion to 
Its w eight

Tbs sun’s corona, the sodlacai light, 
the aurora borealis and the comet’s 
tail a re  all composed of these Infinitely 
minute particles. In some cases white 
hot and In others merely Illuminated 
by the snn, which are  being constantly 
driven aw ay from tb s  sun by the pres­
sure of Its light

In, tbs case of the aurora borealis 
there to a movement of tbs light both 
away from and toward tbs sun. This 
to explained by the theory that the 
weight of the sun’s light presses the 
particles outward Into space for a cer­
tain distance and that than a certain 
number of them cohere together until 
they have sufficient weight to be at­
tracted toward the son once mors by 
the fores o f gravitation.

The Aurora Borealis.
W hatever may be the cause of the 

aurora borealis. Its height does not ap­
pear to be limited by tbe atmosphere 
The rays sometimes touch tbe earth  in 
Bciuidluarin. coming between the ob­
server and elevated places, but Klogel 
years ago obtained data showing that 
a large aurora seen In northern Ger­
many must have had a height ot sixty 
utiles gud  that tbe rays ofteu rise to 
4.'J t miles, thetr point* glowing with 
red light.

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DEMAND FOR FARM LABOR.

The greatest problem the farm er of 
to-day baa to meet la the difficulty of 
obtaining and retaining In service 
farm laborers. The trolley lines and 
the steam llnea of the country bring 
the farm closer to the towns and the 
cities, but they also bring the a ttrac­
tions of the city and th e  higher wages 
of the city workingmen closer to the 
farm laborers, and In the great major­
ity of Instances, finally detach them 
from cultivation of the soli. "The call 
of the wild” is not answered by one- 
tenth of the number of city residents 
which the call of the city brings as re ­
cruita from the farms, and the result 
can be seen all over the world In jthe 
great Increase of urban population. In 
the south the farm ers have the advan­
tage of a greater supply of farm la­
borers than those of the north, but 
•v en  their field hands are becoming 
less numerous through their departure 
to the haunts of the cities In all seo- 
tlons of the union, says Cincinnati En­
quirer. The advances th a t have al­
ready taken place in the wagea of farm 
laborers do not stop thla exodus, and 
there are to-day very few native white 
Americans who can be properly 
c lassed, as agricultural laborers.

If multiplication of Industries may 
be considered an Indication of re­
vived and continued prosperity, surely 
the  United S tates la supplying ample 
testimony of that character. There 
■earns to be especial activity In tex­
tiles. The official atatistlcs show tha t 
within six months 13$ textile mills 
have been built, and since January 1, 
IMS. more than 1,200 of these works 
have oeen constructed. A notable 
feature is the development in the 
south, and that section, especially the 
Caro Unas, where w ater power abounds.

City Ordinance.
An ordinance leguluting speed of 

automobiles, motorcycles and 
bicycles, requiring night-lights, 
and requiring them to keep off 
sidewalks:
Sec. 1. It is hereby ordainedl 

that no automobile, motorcycle or 
bicycle shall travel over the streets 
of the city of Crockett at a greater 
rate of speed than ten miles per 
hour.

Sec. 2. All automobiles, mo­
torcycles and bicycles shall be 
equipped with lamps, whveh shall 
be kept burning after stsodowu,— 
provided that such automobile, 
motorcycle or bicycle is being run 
on the streets of the city of Crock­
ett.

Sec. 8. No automobile, motor­
cycle or bicycle shall be rue an 
any of the sidewalks within the 
corporate limits of the city of
Crockett.

The in fla tio n  of any section ef 
this ordinance shall constitute a 
separate offense, and the person 
thus offending shall be fined in soy  
sum not less than $1 or more than 
$25.

Believing that an emergency 
exiats, the usual thirty days publi­
cation is hereby waived, and this 
ordinance will become effective 
immediately upon publication 
thereof.

HOUSTON COUNTY.
Houston county is situated In East 

Texas, between the Trinity  and Neches 
rivers. I t  was taken from a portiou 
of Nacogdoches county in the year 
of 1836; organized in 1837, and was 
named a fte r th a t good old Southern 
gentleman, General Sam Houston. It 
has a population of over 35,000; Crock­
ett, the county seat, having 4,000; 
Lovelady, 1,000; Grapeland, 1,000; 
while Kennard, Kennard City and 
Ratcliff, combined, have about 3,500. 
The bonded indebtedness am ounts to 
125,000, while the last assessed valua­
tion was 17,169,367. The tax rolls last 
year showed 19,426 cattle, 15,455 hogs, 
7,214 horses and mules, 1,091 goats and 
364 sheep. The annual rainfall is 30 
inches, the average depth of w ater 
wells are 30 feet. The surface of Ibe 
county is gradually undulating, and at 
one tim e four-fifths of it was covered 
with tim ber and one-flfth prairie. To­
day, however, over half the land of the 
county has been cleared and is subject 
to agriculture. The character of the 
soil in the  most part is hammock, tne 
variety being almost unlimited, there 
being all grades and textures, from the 
black waxy to the white sandy. The 
predom inating class of soil belongs to 
what is known as the Orangeburg 
sandy loam and Orangeburg clay types, 
of which there are thousands of acres 
especially adapted to the growth and 
culture of high-grade Cuban tobaccos, 
fru its  and vegetables, includldg the 
sugar beets. The next most common 
soil is the alluvial, found along the

The recent discovery th a t the sugar
n l r e d i t l o n l n  defense of home m dfia-|b€et w,n * row to better ^ v a n ta g e  In

this county than  in the norhern and
western portions of the United S ta tes 
will have a strong  tendency to  in­
crease farm values here. Last season 
Mr. C. G. Leffler of Lovelady and oth­
ers planted sugar beets and the re­
sult was so satisfactory  th a t they will 
plant more th is season. These bee ts 
are also good food for horses and ca t­
tle. They grow to a g reat size, from 
2 1-2 to  4 1-2 pounds and contain a  
larger per cent of sugar than the sam e 
kinds of beets grown In the North. 
In a  sh o rt tim e, no doubt, when the 
above facts become known, there will 
be a sugar beet factory s ta rted  at 
some convenient point in Houston 
County and our farm ers will have an­
other m eans to  add to their already 
fast Increasing wealth.

The sam ­
ples which you sent us have general­
ly been favorable.

Sam ple No. 1 showed 16.6 per cen t 
sugar, and sam ple No. 2 14.4 per cent, 
and if these beets were not fully ripe, 
we would consider such a showing as 
good results.

T here is a beet sugar factory near 
Brownsville, Texas, a t the present 
time, we are inform ed; also th a t tha^ 
particu lar part of Texas is very 
vorable to  most crops, although why 
no g rea ter progress has been made in 
the cultivation of the sugar beet we 
have not been able to learn. If we 
can be of any fu rther assistance in 
cu rren t Inform ation in regard to th e  
cultivation and prospects of sugar 
beets, shall be very glad to  do so.
