Luting, Tex., May 12.—Hon. 
B. V. Davidson arrived here this 
evening at 4:40 from Uoozaloe, 
where he spent the day* He was 
met at the depot here by a re­
ception oommittee consisting of 
Messrs. Geo. Walker, D. Gregg, 
) i .  O. MoGaffey and others, who 
escorted bine to the Wilson Hotel. 
Large numbers of people bad 
been coining from the country 
during the day and a special train 
from Lockhart arrived with a 
large orowd and brass band about 8 
O’clock. A  platform and seats 
had been erected in the railroad 
park, but so great was the crowd 
that more than half of them were 
unable to find seats.

He spoke to about 2,000 people, 
and it was one of the largest and 
most enthusiastic crowds that ever 
greeted a candidate in Luling. 
Mr. Davidson was introduced at 
8:80 by Hon. Martin Flower of 
Lockhart, who introduced him as 
the next governor of Texas, and 
paid a glowing tribute to his past 
record. The platform from which 
the speech was made was deco­
rated, and several coonskins were 
conspicuously displayed.

Mr. Davidson started his speech 
with s brief sketch o f his reoord 
from tbs time o f bis arrival in 
Texas. He then took up the pro­
hibition question in detail, giving 
bis stand upon this question as in 
previous speeches, and then went 
back to the prohibition campaign 
o f 1887 and produced records to 
show that Colquitt at that time 
was in the ranks o f the prohibi­
tionists. He also read extracts 
from a latter o f Jake Wolters to

ac-
Colquitt of having misTfefcre- 

seated to him his position st 
time. Mr. Davidson said that 
Wolters did not mind Colquitt’s 
voting for prohibition, but de­
nounced him for denying tbs fact. 
Mr. Davidson said Colquitt was 
inconsistent on the subject of 
party platform. In 1905 be said 
Colqnitt stood for a party plat-’ 
form, but that in 1910 ba stood 
for no platform repugnant to his 
conscience. He also attacked 
Colquitt for his position on the 
full rendition law, and said that 
he was the father o f that law.

Mr. Davidson than made refer­
ence to Poindexter’s speeches at 
Luling and Gonaales several weeks 
ago, in which be accused David­
son o f negLgeooe in his prosecu­
tions under the anti-trust laws for 
failure to imprison the officers of 
the convicted corporations, and 
made special request that the 
press quote him as saying that 
there was no law on the statute 
books o f tbs state o f Texas which 
empowered the attorney general 
to orimioally prosecute any one, 
bat that in 1907 a law was passed 
which authorised county and dis­
trict attorneys to call upon the 
attorney general for assistance in 
criminal prosecutions, but that 
such a request had not been made 
during his term aa attorney gener­
al, and defied Poindexter or any 
lawyer in Texas to quote any law 
to the contrary.

Mr. Davidson then concluded 
his address.

FROM CAPTAIN FOWLER.

Farmer Ctirt Stenographer Writes 
•f Trip From Nicangta.

Austin, Tex., May 9.—J. J. 
Arthur, chief rate clerk in the 
railroad commission, baa received 
from hie near relative, Godfrey 
Reese Fowler, formerly a promi­
nent figure in the Nicaraguan 
revolution, but now on hie way 
to his home at Palestine, another 
interesting letter, as follows:

“ We sailed from Corinto on the 
18th and reached here yesterday. 
This letter is written on board the 
United States ship Saturn, in 
Magdalena Bay, Mexico. 1 wrote 
you from Corinto, sending the 
letter by the Isthmus to New 
York, and presumed that you re­
ceived it eventually.

“ Our trip up the coast was 
without incident, and we made no 
ports until we put in here. We 
will have to lay here a week or 
ten days taking cargo, so that 1 
will hardly reach San Francisco 
by the 5th, as stated in my wire­
less last night There lieing no 
commercial station here, I could 
not arrange to pay the telegraph 
charges, and had to send it sub­
ject to collection charges on de­
livery. I bad the message sent by 
the wireless operator on the Buffa­
lo, and of course be kept no ac­
counts with the Western Union. 
1 am sending this letter on the 
Buffalo, which will sail to-morrow, 
so you should get this letter on 
the 6tb or 7th.

“ I shall have lots to tell you 
about when I see you. This is a 
most perfect harbor as well as an 
ideal climate. Water here is five 
fathoms deep in 100 yards out 
from the beach. There is no 
wind and very little tide, truly as 
smooth as a mill pond. For sev­
eral years the navy held target 
practice here, but I presume it 
will be abandoned now, as the 
Buffalo and Saturn are taking on 
all the target gear and other ap­
paratus stored for that purpose.

“ I saw a wonderful mirage yes-

The Mexican mail 
service is very slow.

“ Lower California seems to he 
more o f a dcaert chan West Texas. 
Tbe settlement here hasn't over a 
half dozen houses. It looks like 
a pity for such a magnificent har­
bor to be ao useless. I have been 
sleeping outside on deck, but it is 
getting too chilly to keep it up. 
The night fogs are very cold aod 
penetrating.

“ 1 may look around in San 
Frqnoisco to see if anybody needs 
a lawyer baying a first-class hand- 
to-hand knowledge of Spanish and 
revolutions. Think 1 could fill 
tbe bill if  such a need exists. Se­
riously, 1 think Frisco has the 
greatest future o f any town I 
know, and wish I could get fixed 
there.”

Facts Akoit Halley’s Comet.
It is traveling through space 

with a velocity of 40 miles a sec­
ond.

Its head is over 300,000 miles 
in dimuetet and its tail, which is 
at its greatest length, is approxi? 
raately 30,000,000 miles long.

It achieved its maximum bril­
liance at perihelion, but owing to 
its proximity to the sun it did not 
make so tine a display in the 
heavens as it will later.

It will be brightest, so far as 
the earth is concerned, on May 
20, when it may lie seen in the 
western heavens just Hfter sunset.

From a scientific standpoint, 
the appearance May 18 will l*e 
the most interesting. In the eve- 
mug of that day the earth will he 
whisked thru the comet’s tail, 
the earth’s atmosphere warding 
off the deadly cyanogen gas. At 
that time the head will ho nearest 
the earth, a trifle of 14,000,000 
miles away. Attendant phenome­
na will he best observed from the 
islands of the Pacific ocean.

The nucleus of tbe comet con­
sists of a loose conglomeration of 
matter, like rocks, with large in­
terstices.

The density and mass of the 
comet’s tail in proportion b> its 
size is extremely small, almost too 
minute to be measured. The 
comet starts without a tail, ac­
cumulating one gradually as it 
approaches tbe sun.

The tail is not continuous, 
scientists believe, but is formed 
anew each fcecond.

Tbe tail is curved, its curvature 
depending upon the relative ve­
locity o f the matter leaving the 
bead of the comet on its course.

Conflicting theories have been 
advanoed to explain why the tail 
points away from the su i, in ap­
parent contradiction of the law of 
gravitation. It is assumed that 
some electrical force in the sun 
repels the tail.

The best time to observe the 
comet in the morning sky will be 
from May 10 to 16, when it will 
rise in tbe east, tail first, about an 
hour before sunrise.

After May 16 it draws towards 
the sun, and after May 18 will be 
wen in tbe western everting sky, 
setting after the sun.

Halley’s comet is a trifle when 
compared with tbe comet of 1811, 
which bad a bead a million miles 
in diameter. It is not so large as 
the comet of 1882, which bad a 
head 200,000 miles across, and a 
tail 100,000,000 miles long, with a 
spread at the end of 20,000,000 
nules.

The course o f tbe comet was 
first calculated by Edward Halley, 
an English astronomer aod friend 
of Sir Isaac Newten, who was 
born in 1656. Halley observed it 
in 1682, identifying it with a sim­
ilar visitant seen by Appian in

It was observed on 
Christmas day, 1758, after Hal­
ley’s death. Siuce then its regular 
apf>earance at intervals o f three- 
quarters of a century have been 
traced back to 11 B. C. The 
earliest appearance known is 240 
B. C.

Its latest appearance was in 
1885 and its next is schedule I for 
1985. On its present visit it was 
first descried September 11, 1909.

Let the mixture 
rise and then bake or they will not be 
light. Remove with knife and put on 
dish.

For chocolate egg kisses add before 
cooking one ounce of grated chocolate 
which has been melted. Add gently 
and quickly or the mixture will be too 
thin.

should be respected. One of the 
chief of these regulations is the 
secrecy that is required to be 
maintained in all printing offices 
as to what matter is being pre­
pared for publication. Persons 
sometimes are so ignorant, or so 
regardless o f proper propriety, as 
to read copy, or proofs, or to 
stand at the press when the paper 
ia running through it and read the 
same. This editor would as soon 
have a person open hit roost pri­
vate drawer and read the contents 
as to stand around in the office 
and read over anythiqg that is be­
ing prepared for publication. To 
violate this rule intentionally aod 
knowingly by any one is not only 
gross impropriety, but downright 
impoliteness and unwarranted in­
trusion into the private business 
affairs of the publisher. Nothing 
tendered to a newspaper for pub­
lication ia public property until 
the peper is printed and mailed or 
otherwise delivered to its sub­
scribers. There are numerouk 
potent reasons for the existence 
of this role and it is one we have 
never known an employe, how­
ever bumble, o f a printing office 
to give away, and for no cause 
would one lose his position quick­
er. The' necessity for this rule 
can be made apparent on many 
grounds, but it is especially to be 
observed in the matter o f cam­
paigns anti advertisers’ matter.

The Review for several months 
has been intending to make these 
reflections, but has at ways for­
gotten it. No particular instance 
o f recent occurrence has prompted 
this article, but it is given now 
that hereafter all may be Inexcusa­
ble for infractions o f it and be ex­
empted from personal repri­
mand for same.

There are many other important 
regulations that we will call at­
tention to in future issues.

In contusion, remember one can 
not make himself more offensive 
to the newspaper publisher by go­
ing into his private desk and 
papers than he can by violating 
the rule above referred to. Do 
not try to read the paper until it 
is given to you. O f ooure a per­
son having matter prepared for 
publication has a right to see it 
before publication or during pro­
cess o f preparation, but then only 
with permission o f the office 
manager.

oommit yourselves on the strength 
of circulars or circular letters.

When a man enters a race for 
lublic office he generally presents 
us claim m a way that be hopes 
will win the favor o f those who 
tear what he says or read what he 
has written, and sometimes there 
is another side to these questions 
that will not be presented unless 
da opponent does so. It is argued 
by some that long tenure in con­
gress is necessary in order that a 
representative there may become 
really useful and influential. If 
this argument is carried to its 
logical conclusion then we would 
never send any new blood into our 
legislative balls, and the ambitious 
young men of this day would be 
compelled to suppress their aspi­
rations, because those who now 
bold these places would keep them 
until they die. Moreover, some 
of those who hare grown gray in 
the public service have proven our 
greatest public enemies, ss witness 
the cases of Senator Aldrich and 
Speaker Cannon.

1 have declined thus far to make 
any public speeches because I have 
understood that J udge Stevens is 
busy in court, and Mr. Gregg ie 
in Washington where congress is 
in session. I  do not desire to take 
any advantage o f either o f them 
and do not now expect to make a 
speech in my campaign until con­
gress adjourns, and will gladly ar­
range with my opponents for joint 
discussions throughout the dis­
trict I f they will agree to this 
the people can then bear each of 
us tell his views on public issues 
in the presence of the other and 
determine for themselves whom 
they will choose to eerve them 
hereafter. Howevor, should con­
gress continue in session until 
late in June I may be compelled 
to make public speeches, as that 
would be the only way by which I 
could meet the people and public­
ly present my views on matters of 
general interest.
