TO BRYAN'S AMBITIONS.

Nebraskan's Stand Against Parker fer 

Temporary Cbairman Was 

Unavailing.

Baltimore, June 25.— W. J. Bryan 
met defeat today at the hands of 
the democratic National committee 
and in the opinion of many today's 
defeat eliminates him from the race 
for the presidential nomination.

The vote by which Judge Alton 
B. Parker of New York was elected 
temporary chairman over Mr. Bry­
an— 579 to 510— was interpreted 
in many ways. The Champ Clark 
adherents are claiming the nomina­
tion and many believe today it 
would either be Speaker Clark or a 
“dark horse.” Talk of Mr. Bryan 
has not ceased by any means. Some 
of his friends say today's vote was 
no test; that many of his most ar­
dent supporters were compelled by 
circumstances to vote against him 
as temporary chairman. They 
claimed, on the other hand, that 
the vote of 510 given to Mr. Bryan 
indicated that he held a “veto” 
power in the convention, which put 
him in a position of dominance as 
to who should be the nominee.

BID TOR CONVENTION SUPPORT.

Many of Speaker Clark’s delegates 
openly threw their support to the 
anti-Bryan forces. This was re­
garded as opening a breach between 
the speaker and the former nominee 
which may cause the Bryan sup­
porters to make a bitter fight on 
Clark. Taken from another stand­
point, the vote of so many of the 
Clark adherents for Judge Parker 
was interpreted as a distinct bid for 
the support of the conservative ele­
ment in the convention.

This conservative element, it may 
be stated, practically is prepared to 
accept a radical or progressive can­
didate. They frankly admit that to 
name a conservative or so-called 
reactionary would strengthen Col­
onel Theodore Roosevelt in his or­
ganization of a third party. This 
the leaders are anxious to avoid.

OF INDEPENDENT PARTY.

Followers of Colosel Desert Coliseum in 

tke Dying Hours of Old 

Convention.

Chigago, 111., June 22.— Former 
President Theodore Roosevelt was 
nominated for president on an inde­
pendent ticket tonight, in thqjdying 
hours of the republican national 
convention in which he met defeat.

Followers of Colonel Roosevelt 
met in Orchestra Hall, less than a 
mile from the Coliseum, and pledged 
their support to the former presi­
dent.

In accepting the nomination, Col­
onel Roosevelt appealed to the peo­
ple of sections regardless of party 
affiliations to stand with the found­
ers of the new party, one of whose 
cardinal principles, he said, was to 
be. “Thou shalt not steal."

The informal nomination of Col­
onel Roosevelt was said to be chiefly 
to effect a temporary organization. 
Beginning tomorrow, when a call is 
to be issued for a state convention 
in Illinois, the work o f organizatiqn 
will be pushed rapidly, state by 
state. A t a later time, probably in 
August, it is intended that a na­
tional convention shall be held. 
Colonel Roosevelt, in accepting the 
nomination tonight, said he did so 
on the understanding that he would 
willingly step aside i f  it should be 
the desire of the new party, when 
organized, to select another stand­
ard bearer.

Craae Declines Debate.

Hon. M. M. Crane of Da llasj-e plying 
to the challenge of Hon. Frederick 
Opp of Llano, candidate for con­
gressman at large, to engage in a 
joint debate on the doctrine of free 
raw material, has made the follow­
ing reply:
“Hon. Frederick Opp, P. 0. Box 1152,

Houston, Texas.
"Dallas, Texas, June 8.— My Dear 

Sir Your courteous favor of the 
7th instant at hand.

“I failed to make myself quite 
clear it seems. I have never been 
an advocate of the proposition that 
all raw material be admitted free 
of duty into the United States. I 
suppose that position was attributed 
to me because I refused to subscribe 
to the doctrine lately enunciated 
that all raw material must bear a 
duty if the finished product into 
which it enters has a tariff duty 
placed upon it. I sought at Hous­
ton to illustrate the absurdity and 
evil effect of the rule last stated, 
because an adherence to that prop­
osition would enable the United 
States steel corporations to make 
any kind of competition with them 
impossible. It would enable the 
timber owners to make any kind of 
competition with them impossible. 
My position has always been that 
whether raw material or finished 
products shall have a duty upon 
them must depend on all facts and 
circumstances surrounding the par­
ticular product or material.

“ I answer your question that I 
believe wool ought to be untaxed in 
the interest of the producer. The 
cost of living has been so greatly 
enhanced, and particularly the cost 
of clothing, that it seems to me that 
the consumer ought to have some 
more attention than he has been 
getting by our tariff builders. The 
great struggle that seems to be now

benefits of the tariff that is imposed 
or to be imposed, rather than how 
many people can get the benefit of 
a reduction. 1 don't believe that 
free wool would make any differ­
ence in the price of cotton for the 
reason that I stated in my remarks 
at Houston. I am sure that the 
present duty on wool can not ac­
count for the difference in the price 
of cotton in the years that are past.
I don't believe that it is even a fac­
tor in that direction.

“I have this further suggestion, 
however, to make and that is that 
I am not in public life. I am not 
an aspirant for any public office. I 
try to discharge the duties o f a 
citizen as best I can. ,

“I feel that the Houston conven­
tion, as far as Texas is concerned, 
has settled for Texas the tariff ques­
tion until the national convention 
shall speak. The Houston conven­
tion has sent delegates to the 
national convention with full power 
to act on the premises, and I take 
it that the Texas democracy will be 
bound by whatever the national 
convention declares, and there will 
be nothing for the Texas convention, 
held to announce nominees, to do 
except to discharge the functions 
prescribed by the law, and make 
such suggestions on matters of 
state politics that it may desire 
Unless it be intended to secede 
from the national democracy, it 
seems to me that more than that 
would be surplusage. I, therefore, 
see no reason why I should under­
take to debate with any one, though 
if I had to debate I know o f no 
person with whom I could more 
pleasantly discuss the differences 
than with you; but it seems to me 
that you ought to have no difficulty 
in getting a debate from the various 
aspirants to congress, o f whom 
there seem to be about 30 for con­
gress at large, to say nothing of the 
district candidates, some of whom 
take the opposite view from you 
upon this important question.

“Again expressing my apprecia­
tion o f your courteous letter, and 
assuring you of my personal es­
teem, I beg to remain. Yours truly.

CHOSEN BY REPUBLICANS.

Convention Hall, Chicago, June 18. 
— Senator Root was late this after­
toon elected temporary chairman of 
the fifteenth National Republican 
ConventiQn over Governor McGovern 
of Wisconsin. It was a victory for 
the Taft forces, who had been in 
control of the national committee 
and the plan for the organization of 
the convention.

Senator Root was nominated by 
Chairman Rosewater of the national 
committee. Flinn of Pennsylvania, 
a Roosevelt leader, nominated Gov­
ernor McGovern. •

The taking of the roll was a tedi­
ous affair and was marked by 
numerous interruptions. The Penn­
sylvania vote was counted twice 
because of a challenge o f the first 
poll k  remained 12 for Root and 
64 for McGovern.

The Taft forces interpret the re* 
suit as a Taft victory. When the 
Washington vote was taken and it 
was certain that Root had won, the 
convention went wild with excite­
ment With the announcement of 
the Washington vote Root had 543 
votes to 422 for McGovern— enough 
to be certain of election regardless 
of what the remaining territories 
might be.

The sensation o f the seconding 
speeches in the temporary chair­
manship contests came when Wal­
ter L. Houser o f Wisconsin, Senator 
La FoDette's campaign manager, 
declared the Wisconsin delegation, 
obeying the wishes of Senator La 
Follette, had decided to support no 
candidate for the temporary chair­
manship.

“Men have spoken here today 
claiming to represent the sentiment 
of Wisconsin.” he declared. ”1 am 
here to say that neither were they 
authorized nor do they represent 
that state. In order that this record 
may be kept clear, I desire to say 
that the Wisconsin delegation met 
this morning and decided to support 
no candidate for the temporary 
chairmanship.

“Senator La Follette refused 
aw ay back in this campaign to 
enter into any combination or al­
liances with any candidate He 
refuses now to be forced into an 
alliance."

The office o f United States sena­
tor invests the incumbent with no 
power whatever to promote or im­
pede the cause o f statewide prohi­
bition.

FORMER OFFICIAL*TO GOVERNOR.

Hr. Bstaws Replies to Remark! Hade by

Hr. Cslfiitt i i  e Speech.

From the Galveston News.

An; open letter to Governor Col­
quitt: S ir - In  the San Antonio 
Express of May 30 appears a spe­
cial telegram from San Angelo, 
dated May 29, which credits you 
with the following statements, to 
wit:

"Referring to the Bolmes matter, 
the governor said that Captain 
Bolmes was not an applicant for 
pension commissioner when he 
went into the governor's office, and 
after he went into office he began 
to receive letters and petitions from 
okl soldiers asking him to remove 
Captain Bolmes because he was so 
slow in getting their warrants out

In direct contradiction to your 
first statement you are informed 
that I filed in your office and hold 
your acknowledgement o f its receipt 
an application for reappointment 
on the expiration of my term of 
office, June 11, 1911, although I 
knew at the time that prior to the 
time you became governor, you had 
promised the place to a young man, 
but by the advice of friends filed 
the application as statedr-The com­
plaints which you accepted true, 
"as to my being so slow in getting 
their warrants out” shows your 
ignorance of the law governing the 
issue o f pension warrants to be in­
excusable, because the commission­
er of pensions has no authority to 
issue such warrants; therefore I 
could not be held responsible for 
the delay complained of. The law 
makes that the duty of the con­
troller, and the letters and petitions 
of complaint received by you should 
have been referred, as a matter of 
common courtesy, either to myself 
or the controller but it appears that 
in your anxiety to pay a political 
debt you made these same letters 
a pretext for a peremptory demand 
upon me for my immediate resigna­
tion, an act so unjust that it was 
treated by me with silent contempt 
My subsequent resignation was a 
voluntary act, because I  was not 
willing to serve out the balance of 
my term under a governor who 
refused to extend to me the courte­
sies due from one state officer to 
another.

In this connection it is proper 
to state that directly after my ap­
pointment as commissioner of pen­
sions I made a ruling that permit­
ted pensioners to make their quar­
terly identification affidavits six 
weeks prior to the time their war­
rants were due, which has enabled 
the controller to mail out their 
warrants at least a month sooner 
than a strict construction of the 
law would have permitted. This 
ruling, I am informed, is adhered 
to by my successor. So much for 
being “slow.”

I shall also hereby exercise my 
right as a citizen and voter, you 
being a candidate for office, to re­
quest of you answers to the follow­
ing questions:

1. Why was it necessary for the 
success of your administration to 
cause the discharge of a dozen or 
more confederate soldiers, replacing 
with younger men? To the best of 
my knowledge they were competent 
and were serving the state faith­
fully.

2. In what is known as your

"faithful servant” message to the 
thirty-second legislature you urged 
the passage of bills then pending 
and considered of great importance 
by you. Why did you omit to call 
attention to senate joint resolution 
No. 9, also pending a measure of 
great importance to thousands of 
indigent soldiers and their widows, 
because if the amendment can be 
carried it will mean $10 a month to 
pensioners and include in its bene­
fits a great many soldiers and their 
widows who are now bebarred?

Why They Blow Straight T »w » h I tha 
Waal Far Out at Saa.

Tha garth rota tea on its axia 
from treat to eaet and to a man 
north of the equator, facing the 
equator, from right to left, or op­
posite to the motion of the hanaa 
of hia watch held with it* back to­
ward the equator. And the general 
morement of the entire maaa of air 
around the earth ia in the aaroe di­
rection. If not, then the equato­
rial region* would be torn by a wind 
from the eaet blowing at a rate of 
1,000 milea par hour.

Air in the tropical cone ia there­
fore carried from west to cant 
along with the earth's surface of 
laud and tea. But the heat of the 
sun expands the air oxer these 
areas and makes it rarer, and this 
reuses it to rise far above other lay­
ers of greater density; then cool 
air from tHe north and south tem­
perate zones rushes into the va­
cancy, and wind would blow straight 
toward the equator from both north 
•nd south were it not for the rota­
tion of the earth.

The surface of the earth at the 
equator moves eastward with s ve­
locity of seventeen milea per min­
ute ahd at the latitude of the Lowe 
observatory only fourteen and one- 
half miles per minute and leaa still 
at 8an Francisco, and this ia the 
eastward speed of the air also.

Then the air at varying eastward 
speeds of from, say, twelve to six­
teen milea per hour mores into air 
moving seventeen, and owing to the 
groetiuedamentad law of inertia it 
eannot at once take up the greater 
speed, so it lags behind toward the 
west, at first at an angla with the 
equator and then straight west. 
Everybody thinks that a steady 
wind from tha aaat is blowing.

The esueee of trad# winds are 
three— motion of tho earth, of the 
air and beet. They blow straight 
toward the west only far oat at sea. 
Land currents disturb trade winds 
ever sent In raft, due to unequal 
Iwatinw e l air.— Edgar Luden Lar- 
kinin'freer York American.

A COLLISION AT SEA. CONFIDENCE UNDER WATER. GERMANY AND ALSACE.

TX* l o m  a* Um  T * l Heku Plungad 
Into th* Depths.

The Tai Hoku was a atcamahip 
of 3.100 tom, built at Midddlaboro, 
England, for the Osaka Steam Nav­
igation company, aaya the Engineer­
ing New*. Having sailed to Ant­
werp to complete her cargo, the 
ateamBhip left that port on Aug. 6, 
1897, for Japan. On the following 
Sunday ahe passed into a heavy fog, 
and at about 9 o'clock that night 
the steamer collided violently with 
another vessel. At tir*t it was sup- 
nosed that no serious damage had 
been done, but in half an hour five 
feet of water was reported in the 
forehold. The water gained at the 
rate of about two feet per hour, and 
the jihip gradually settled by the 
head:

A t 4 a. m. on Monday there was 
sixteen feet of water in the fore­
hold, and all the pumping power 
available made no impression upon 
tho inflow. A t B a. m. all hands took 
to the boats and pushed off a few 
hundred yards from the sinking 
Steamship, and at 8:30 a. m. the 

ty was rescued by the steamship 
lneld. By this tune the fog had 

Sleared away, and the stem of the 
Tai Hoku could be seen gradually 
rising in the air. Shortly oefore 1 
f .  m. she began to roll heavily, and 
then she plunged and sank. In the 
Af teen minutes previous to her final 
disappearance four photographs 
were taken.

When the Tai Hoku went down 
there was, of course, considerable 
Steam pressure in her boilers, poe- 
<bly s ixty or seventy pounds. 
When the bridge collapsed, tike siren 
end foghorn cords being attached 
to it, both the siren and foghorn 
Sounded just as the vessel disap­
peared. The third and final view 
show*, apparently, an explosion. 
But as a matter of fact, said an en­
gineer who witnessed th* accident 
and took the photographs. there is * 
little doubt tnat when tns water 1 
Mached the boiler fires there was a 
Sudden generation of steam and 
gaa, which rushed with almost an 
axph'hive effect up the flues and 
gmokestack, carrying with it quan­
tities of soot, which remained sus­
pended in the air for some minutes 
after the ship disappeared. There 
was not the least sign of the pro­
verbial whirlpool when the ship 
want down, though there were 
abundant surface signs of the grad­
ual escape of the air imprisoned in 
the hull.

The Old Men ef the Meenteln.
The title “ Old Man o f th# Moun- 
i”  waa first applied to Hasesn 

an Sabbah, chief of a Mohammed­
an sect who founded a formidable 
dynasty in Syria, A. D. 1090. Ban­
ished from Ins country, ho took up 
hls abode on Mount Lebanon, gath­
ered a band of followers and soon 
became the terror of the Jews, 
Christians and Turks. They all 
obeyed hie order* implicitly in the 
belief that they would receive 
choice rewards in the joys of para­
dise. These assassins, as his follow­
ers were called among themselves, 
fode roughshod over the country 
for about 800 years. Whenever 
their chief, the Old Man of the 
Mountain, thought himself injured 
he sent a band of these men secret­
ly to murder the offender, and it 
Waa from this that our word assassin 
originally took its meaning.

T *  A o q u ir *  T h a t Should  8 *  th *  F irs t  
L i m o h  In Swimming.

A person who ia timid about the 
water can overcome the greatest
part of the difficulty of learning to 
•wim by the proper uae of a wash 
basin.

The obstacle tjiat nervous per­
sons meet in the)water is not the 
conscious fear of drowning, but an 
involuntary nervous shock that 
cause's them to gasp for air even 
before their faces are under water 
It is this gasping for breath that 
drowns people.

They cannot control the gasping, 
and consequently they often snap 
for breath when their mouths are 
under water. As the buoyancy of 
a human body ia easily disturbed, a 
few pints or quarts of water swal 
lowed in these involuntary gasping 
acts serve to sink a person who oth­
erwise would float long enough for 
help to arrive.

Now, if a person afflicted with 
thia involuntary fear of getting ur- 
der water will thrust the whole face 
gently into an ordinary basin full 
of water every day and stay there as 
long as possible it will be only h 
abort time before the gasping sen­
sation begins to disappear.

Then tne bathtub should be used, 
so that the bather, lying full length, 
can immerse the entire head. At 
first this will bring back all the old 
frightening sensations of suffoca­
tion, but the attacks will be of short 
duration, and within a few days it 
will be found that the total immer­
sion can be maintained for almost a 
full minute without discomfort of 
any kind.

Once a person has learned how 
perfectly comfortable one can be 
under water the first great step has 
been taken toward learning to swim.

Many otherwise good swimmers 
have never really acquired this 
calmness under water. The result 
is that when such a swimmer is 
caught in an undertow or a swirling 
current his confidence leaves him as 
soon as he feels himself dragged un­
der the surface. Instead of diving 
or remaining motionless and so pre­
serving his breath he gasps involun­
tarily and naturally swallows water, 
and the choking sensation at once 
forces him to exhale what breath he 
has left and gasp again.

Confidenoe under water should be 
the first lesson in swimming.

For many years after it was taken 
over by the Germans the province 
of Alsace had many difficulties.

The 
ether, who was an officer, did not 
fed  inclined to take so cold a 
plunge and calmly watched the 
struggles of the sinking man. All 
at once the man in the water began 
to sing a verse of the “ Marseil­
laise," and the officer jumped in 
forthwith, for his strict orders were 
to arrest any person whom he heard 
singing that famous song. The un­
fortunate citizen was imprisoned for 
sight months, but that was better 
than drowning.— New York Press.

Many of ths Victims W srs Extricated
by Friends and Carried away In Fu­

neral Carriages Bsfore Hospital 
Ambulances Reach Beene.

New York.—-Gluseppl Monoco. who 
served twenty-five years In the United 
States navy and from 1898 until his 
death the other day bad been a manu­
facturer of uniforms at No. 117 Navy 
atreet, Brooklyn, waa burled In Green­
wood cemetery with lmpoelng honors. 
Behind the ten-horse hearse which 
bore his body followed 150 carriages 
tn which rode 600 relatives and mem­
bers of 40 fraternal societies to which 
he belonged.

Oraves at Greenwood cemetery are 
dug five at a time. In reality the 
practice Is to dig one trench 20 feet 
long, seven feet broad and 12 feet 
deep In which five bodies may be 
burled. Only enough of the trench 
is left open to receive one casket, the 
rest being covered by planking sup­
ported by wooden pillars.

The crowd was kept well back from 
the grave without much difficulty un­
til the burial ritual had been com­
pleted. Then, as the casket waa being 
lowered, men and women alike began 
to press closer and cloaer, in an effort 
to get one glimpse more, until those 
In the front ranks had been forced 
onto the planking which covered four 
fifths of the big trench.

A moment later the planking gave 
way and forty of the mourners were 
plunged headlong down upon the cas­
ket, and Into the wreck of the timbers
