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WILSON NOT A STATEWIDE*

In Letter to Sen Antonio Nan He Quotes 

Views Expressed a Year Ago 

on That Question.

San Antonio, Texas, July 4.— In 
reply to a query from this city as 
to his attitude on the liquor ques­
tion, Governor Woodrow Wilson of 
New Jersey, democratic nominee 
for president of the United States, 
sent a copy of a letter he wrote a 
year ago to Rev. Thomas B. Shan­
non of Newark, N. J., which is dated 
May 1, 1911, and in which he said:

“I am in favor of local option. I 
am a thorough believer in self-gov­
ernment and believe that every self- 
governing community which con­
stitutes a social unit should have 
the right to control the matter of 
the regulation or of the withholding 
o f licenses.

"But the questions involved are 
social and moral and are not sus­
ceptible of being made parts of a 
party program.

‘‘Whenever they have been made 
the subject matter of party contests 
they have cut the lines of party 
action athwart to the utter con­
fusion of political action in every 
other held.

‘They have thrown every other 
question, however important, into 
the background and made construct­
ive party action impossible for long 
years together.

“So far as I am myself concerned, 
therefore, I can never consent to 
have the question of local option 
made an issue between political 
parties in this state.

“My judgment is very clear in 
this matter.

“I do not believe that party pro- 
grams, of the highest consequence 
to the political life of the state and 
o f the nation, ought to be thrust on 
one side and hopelessly embar­
rassed for long periods together by 
making a political issue of a 
great question which is essentially 
non-political, non-partisan, moral 
and social in its nature.”

Tariff Ref a™ .
From the National Democratic Platform.

We declare it to be a fundamental 
principle of the democratic party 
that the federal government under 
the constitution has no right or 
power to impose or collect tariff 
duties, except for the purpose of 
revenue, and we demand that such 
taxes shall be limited to the ne­
cessities of government honestly 
and economically administered. The 
high republican tariff is the princi­
pal cause of the unequal distribu­
tion of wealth; it is a system of 
taxation which makes the rich 
richer and the poor poorer, under 
its operations the American farmer 
and laboring man are the chief suf­
ferers; the tariff raises the cost o f , 
the necessaries of life to them, but 
does not protect their product or j 
wages. The farmer sells largely in 
free markets and buys almost en- 
terely in the protected markets. In 
the most highly protected industries, 
such as cotton and wool, steel and 
iron, the wages of the laborers are 
the lowest paid in any of our in­
dustries. We denounce the repub­
lican pretense on that subject and 
assert that American wages are es­
tablished by competitive conditions 
and not by the tariff.

We favor the immediate down­
ward revision of the existing high 
and in many cases prohibitive tariff 
duties, insisting that reductions be 
speedily made upon the necessaries 
of life. Articles entering into com­
petition with trust controlled prod­
ucts and articles of American man­
ufacture which are sold abroad 
more cheaply than at home should 
be put on the free list.

We recognize that our system of 
tariff taxation is intimately con­
nected with the business of the 
country and we favor the ultimate 
attainment of the principles we ad­
vocate by legislation that will not 
injure or destroy legitimate indus­
try.

We denounce the action of Pres­
ident Taft in vetoing the bill to re­
duce the tariff in cotton, woolen, 
metals and chemical schedules, and 
the farmers' free list bill, all of 
which were designed to give imme­
diate relief to the masses from the 
exactions of the trusts.

The republican party, while prom- J ising revision, has shown by its 
tariff legislation that such revision 
is not to be in the people's interest 
and having been faithless to its 
pledges of 1908, it should no longer 
enjoy the confidence of the nation. 
We appeal to the American people 
to support us in our demand for a 
tariff for revenue only.

The high cost of living is a serious 
problem in every home. The re­
publican party, in its platform, at­
tempts to escape the responsibility 
for present conditions by denying 
that they are due to a protective 
tariff. We take issue with them on 
this subject and charge that excess­
ive prices result in a large measure 
from the high tariff laws enacted 
and maintained by the republican 
party and from trusts and commer­
cial conspiracies fostered and en­
couraged by such laws, and we as­
sert that no substantial relief can 
be secured for the people until im­
port duties on the necessaries of 
life are materially reduced and 
these criminal conspiracies broken 
up.

Atlantic 0 v, N. J.—Sailing out 
over the Atlantic ocean under perfect 
control, the great airship Akron, in 
command o( Melvtl Yaniman, with a 
crew of four men, exploded while 
more than 500 feet In the air. early 
Tuesday and shot down Into the water, 
a tangled mass. The daring navigator 
and his companions were carried to 
tnstant death.

In all the tragic history of aerial 
disasters probably none was as sen­
sational as that which destroyed the 
most costly air craft ever construct­
ed In the Western hemisphere. Built 
to withstand the atorma of the At­
lantic and to carry at least a dozen 
men across the ocean, the Akron went 
to ber doom in calm weather. Those 
who went down with the big dirigible, 
beside the Intrepid and air-broken 
Vaniman, were:

Two bodlea, those of Calvin Vani­

man and Bourtilllon, have been re­
covered from thê  wreck, which lies 
submerged in about eighteen feet of 
water off Brigantine beach.

Was Out on Last Taat
Tba Akron, which had been Inflated 

last February with gas manufactured 
by Vaniman In the big hangar at the 
inlet, was taken out at 6 o'clock Tues­
day morning for a teat flight. One 
daafa had baen made abont a month 
ago. Defects discovered at that time 
were remedied and Tuesday's trial was 
to have been the last prior to the at­
tempt cross the Atlantic. Mrs 
Van*:aan u»de her husband farewell 
at the little oottage near the hangar 
*t 2 a. m. and watted for daybreak to 
see her husbssd sail sway.

The city authorities had been noti­
fied of tha intaadad taat. A hundred 
policemen, firemen and otber willing 
hands helped float the great gas bag 
out of the hangar.

The launching of the air craft was 
accomplished w ltlvwvt difficulty. 
Gracefully she sailed away. Over the 
waters of Absecon Inlet Vaniman ma­
neuvered and then sailed down over 
the city, and after completing a few 
other movements, shaped the ship's 
course out to sea.

She was a quarter of a mile aputh 
of Briganttne beach, which Is across 
the inlet from the city.

TEXAS WHEAT CROP ESTIMATED 
AT 12.000,000 BUSHELS.

Texas Grain Dealers' Secretary Pr 
diets Record-Breaking Grain 

Yields for This Year.

Fort Worth, Tex.^aA general review 
of crop conditions in Texas, particu­
larly as affecting grain and forage 
crops, haB been compiled by Secretary 
G. J. Gibbs of the Texas Grain Deal­
ers’ Association. It is based on a 
large number of responses to a re­
quest for Information that was sent 
out from the secretary s office, and to 
some extent on the personal observa­
tions and Investigations of the secre­
tary. This report follows:

My former estimate of the Texas 
wheat crop, 12,000,000 bushels for the 
present season, will be fully realized.
1 believe that this will be the mini­
mum production of wheat.

In nearly all the black land coun­
ties the wheat is turning out twenty 
bushels or more per acre, in some sec­
tions reaching twenty-five to thirty- 
five bushels, and tbla increased yield 
per acre may run the total crop of the 
State to a Httle over my estimate.

But it must be remembered that 
there la quite a lot of lightweight 
wheat in the State this year, sdme 
testing as low as fifty-two to fifty- 
three pounds per measured bushel. 
This will have the effect of offsetting 
to some extent the apparent increase 
due to a heavy acreage yield. Tbs 
wheat is generally pronounced by mill­
ers to be of excellent quality for mill­
ing purposes, being especially rich In 
gluten.

The crop of oats raised in Texas 
this year will be a record-breaker, and 
I am now confidant that the total will 
reach at laast 60,000,000 bushels. In 
the black land counties tha yield Is 
good, rarely falling under forty-five 
bushels, and In many counties run­
ning from sixty to eighty bushels. In 
the western part of the State the yield 
will be lighter, running from twenty 
to thirty busheU per acre.

While the oats ars generally of 
good quality, tbsrs will be quite a 
large per cent of lightweight, teat lug 
from twenty to twenty-four pounds, 
and in some sectlona ths tsst weight 
may run a little lighter. In central 
and southern parts of the State the 
quality seems to be better than In 
North and West Texas. Tbe heaviest 
oats ara found in the territory around 
Temple and Waco.

1 have seen some new oats shipped 
hers, and, while most have been 
graded No. S, some have been graded 
No. 4, due to light we‘ght and damp 
condition. Oats that are tough and 
damp will not grade higher than No. 
4. It will be vrell for our members to 
bear In mind that both No. 2 and No. 
3 oata must be dry In order to pass 
public Inspection.

The recent rains have saved tbe 
corn crop, at least for the time being 
If vs bavs further rains In July I 
think the State will make over half 
a normal corn crop. Wa have a pres­
ent condition per acre that indicates 
more than a half crop, but it muat be 
borne in mind that we obtained a poor 
stand In many parts of the State, due 
to poor seed and unfavorable weather 
during the planting season. There­
fore, I estimate that we have a prom­
ise of something near 66 per cent of 
a normal corn yield, which should 
give us from 126,000,000 to 160,000,000 
bushels total for the State.

The hay crop has also been bene­
fited by the recent rains, and I am 
advised that an unusually large acre­
age of sorghum, milo maize and karflr 
corn will be planted in all parta of tbe 
State. This is one year that our peo­
ple will not be compelled to patronize 
tbe Northern grain markets to aay 
great extent, and I look for 1912 to be 
long remembered as a banter year Is
