To Go 150 Miles an Hour.

London, July 6.—English railway
engineers are following with keen
interest the development of the
plans for the high-speed railway
which is to link up Nice with Monte
Carlo, and on which it is expected
passengers will be able to travel at
the rate of 150 miles an hour. It
will provide a useful test of the
practicability of the Kearney sys-
tem, in which the trains are run on
a single rail and maintained in a
vertical position by an overhead
rail or guide bar.

Should the system prove as suc-
cessful in actual practice as with
the model it is proposed to construct
two high-speed tubes for London.
The stations will be just below the
surface of the ground, and by such
a railroad, where lifts and escalators
are unnecessary and running speeds
far greater than on existing sys-
tems, it is claimed that traveling
in the metropolis will be revolu-
tionized.

Information from rebel sources was
that the federal troops drove the In-
surrectos Saturday from Sauz, thirty
miles north of the city of Chihuahua,
on the Mexican Central, and only a
few days ago the headquarters of Gen
eral Orozco.

Only & small force of rebels was at
Sauz and retired in the face of more
numerous government cavalry. Few
shots were fired. Skirmishes are ex-
pected continually as the federals
move north and the rebels retire back
toward the American border.

Rebels Hold Americans at Depot.

Juarez, Mex.—Twenty-five Ameri-
cans, Including American Consul
Thomas D. Bdwards, were held in

the office of the Mexican Northwest-
ern rallroad Tuesday for nearly two
hours while an armed guard of rebels
revented them from leaving the
ullding. Rebel officials had become
angered at the officers of the Mexican
Northwestern on account of the al
leged worthlessness of a $6,000 check
payable to the rebels as an export
duty on a consignment of gold by the
American Smelting and Refining Com-
pany in Chihuahua.

That boycott by the commission-
ers’ court is still running against
the Courier.

The boycott as a means of coercion
ordinarily is indefensible, but when
the money of the people is put to
that use by public officials it be-
comes a stench in the nostrils of all
good citizens.

The city council is to be com-
mended by every citizen who has
the pride of his town at heart for
its efforts to remedy the water sit-
uation, and no less commendable
are the efforts of those citizens who
have joined with the ecouncil in
raising the necessary funds. Many
of our citizens have signed a note
at the bank guaranteeing the pay-
ment by the city of necessary ex-
penses incurred in installing an air-
pressure pump and enlarging the
reservoir service.

Inasmuch as Judge Ramsey, in
his speech at Crockett and else-
where, has asked that a legislature
in sympathy with his policies be
elected, it does not seem unreason-
able that voters should want to
know who the candiddtes for the
legislature propose to vote for. The
Courier contained an inquiry from
Lovelady last week and another
from Augusta this week seeking
this information. If Ramsey is the
choice of Houston county, he should
have a Ramsey legislature in order
that his hands may not be tied. If
Colquitt is the choice of Houston
county democrats, he should be
given a legislature in sympathy
with his views. And it is but
natural that democrats should want

| to know whether candidates for the

legislature are going to support the
candidate for United States senator
who receives the plurality vote of
Houston county.

In order that no one may be mis-
informed, the Courier will state that
Governor Colquitt did not attend
the convention of governors of cot-
ton growing states held at Atlanta
last Friday, held for the purpose of
advising in regard to needed legis-
lation looking toward the protection
of cotton farmers.
