In North Texas the, prohibition 
stronghold of the State, the Ramsey 
men were awake and active at most of 
the county conventions, with the re­
sult that delegations were selected to 
go to San Antonio who will fight for 
the things advocated by the progres­
sives and the prohibition wing of the 
democratic party. This happened 
rather generally, and with strong pro­
hibition leaders as delegates-thcre Is 
sure to be a fight of some proportion 
at the State convention on the 13th In­
stant. The convention basis not hav­
ing been fixed as yet, It is impossible 

Mo say wheie the advantage rests. 
However, it is rather indicated that 
the division will be nearly equal and 
that neither side will have a large 
majority. That means a contest every 
inch of the way in the fight over the 
prospective declaration of principles.

Senate Joint Resolution.
Senate Joint Resolution to amend 

Section 5k, o f Article 3, o f the Con­
stitution o f the State o f Texas, so as 
to authorise the grant o f aid to in­
digent and disabled Confederate 
soldiers and sailors and their wid­
ows, and to soldiers who served in 
the m ilitia and in organizations for 
the protection o f the frontier and 
their indigent widows, and to grant 
aM for the establishment and main­
tenance o f a home for the indigent 
and dependent wives and widows o f 
Confederate soldiers and sailors, and 
such women as aided the Confed­
eracy, and authorize a special ad 
valorem pension tax. and making 
appropriations for same.

Be it enacted by the Legislature 
o f the State o f Texas:

Section 1. That section 51, A rti­
cle 3, o f the Constitution o f the 
State o f Texas be so amended 
to hereafter read as follows:

Article 3. Section 51. The Legis­
lature shall have no power to make 
any grant or authorize the making 
o f any grant o f public money to 
any individual, association o f indi­
viduals. municipal or other corpo­
ration whatsoever, provided, how­
ever, the Legislature may grant aid 
to indigent and disabled Confeder­
ate soldiers and sailors who came 
to Texas prior to January 1. 1900, 
and their widows in indigent cir­
cumstances, and who have been 
bona fide residents o f the State of 
Texas since January 1, 1900, and 
who were married to such soldiers 
and sailors anterior to January 1 
1900; to indigent and disabled sol­
diers, who under special laws o f the 
State o f Texas, during the war be­
tween the States served for a period 
o f at least six months in organi­
zations for the protection of the 
frontier against Indian raids or 
Mexican marauders, and to indigent 
and disabled soldiers o f the m ilitia 
o f the State o f Texas, who were in 
active service for a period o f at 
least six months during the war 
between the States, to the widows 
o f such soldiers who are in indigent 
circumstances, and who were mar­
ried to such soldiers prior to Janu­
ary 1,1900, provided that the word 
“widow" in the preceding lines of 
this section shall not apply to women 
born since 1861, and also to grant 
aid for the establishment and main­
tenance o f a home for said soldiers 
and sailors, their w ives and widows, 
and women who aided in the Con­
federacy under such regulations 
and limitations as may be provided 
for by law; provided, the Legislature 
may provide for husband and wife 
to remain together in the home

The Legislature shall have the 
power to levy and collect, in ad­
dition to all other taxes heretofore 
permittecl by the Constitution of 
Texas, a State ad valorem tax on 
property nqt exceeding five cents 
on the one hundred dollars valua­
tion for the purpose o f creating a 
special fund for the payment of 
pensions for services in the Confed­
erate Arm y and Navy, frontier or 
ganizations and the m ilitia o f the 
State of Texas, and for the widows 
o f such soldiers serving in said ar­
mies, navies, organizations, or mi­
litia.

Sec. 2. The Governor o f the State 
is hereby directed to issue t h e  
necessary proclamation for the sub­
mission of this amendment to the 
qualified voters o f the State o f T ax-j Hn^ 
as at the general election o f Stelfe eask 
officers, in November. 1913. A t 
which election all votere favoring 
this amendment ̂ hall have written 
or printed on their aallots the words:

House Joint Resolution proposing 
an amendment to Section 5, j>f A r­
ticle of the Constitution o f the

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 

the $tate of Texas:
Section 1. That section 5 o f A r­

ticle 1.1 o f the Constitution of the 
State o f Texas be amended so as to 
hereafter read as follows:

Sefcfion 5. Cities having more 
than five thoushnd (5000) inhabi­
tants may. by a majority vote o f 
the qualified voters o f said city, at 
an election held for that purpose, 
adopt or amend their charters, sub­
ject to such limitations as may*be 
prescribed by the Legjslatur^and 
providing that no charter or any 
ordinance passed under said charter 
shall contain any provision incon­
sistent with the Constitution o f the 
State, or o f the general laws enact­
ed by the Legislature o f this State; 
said cities may levy, assess and col­
lect such taxes as may be authorized 
by law or by their charters: but no 
tax for any purpose shall ever be law 
ful for any one year, which shall 
exceed two and one-half per cent o f 
the taxable property of such city, 
and no debt shall ever be created
by any city, unless at the same time 
provision be made to assess and 
collect annually a sufficient sum to 
pay the Interest thereon and creat 
ing a sinking fund o f at least two 
per cent thereon; and provided 
further, that no city charter shall be 
altered, amended or repealed often 
er than, every two years.

Sec. 2. The Governor o f this State 
is hereby directed to issue the neces­
sary proclamation, submitting this 
amendment to the qualified voters 
o f Texas at the next general election 
held in this State, or in case any 
previous election shall be held in 
this State for other purposes, then 
this proposed amendment shall be 
submitted to the qualified voters of 
the State. A t such election, those 
favoring the amendment shall have 
written or printed on their ballots, 
the words: “For the amendment 
to Section 5, Article 11, o f the con­
stitution, authorizing cities o f more 
than five thousand inhabitants to 
adopt their charters by a vote o f 
the people;” those opposing said 
amendment shall have written or 
printed on their bollots the words; 
“Against amendment to Section 5, 
Article 11, o f the Constitution, au­
thorizing cities o f more than five 
thousand inhabitants to adopt their 
charters by a vote o f the people.” 
The sum of five thousand dollars, 
or so much as is necessary, is here­
by appropriated out of the Treasury 
of the State of Texas out of moneys 
not otherwise appropriated to pay 
the expenses o f the publication of 
this amendment and the proclama­
tion for the election.

House Joint Resolution.
An Act proposing an amendment 

to the Constitution of the State o f | 
Texas, by adding a new section! 
thereto, to be entitled “Section 30a "; i 
providing that the members o f the 
Board of Regents of the State Uni­
versity, and the boards o f trustees 
or managers o f ' educational, elee­
mosynary and penal institutions of 
the State and such other boards as 
have been, or may hereafter be es- j 
tablished by law, may be elected or 
appointed for term o f six (6 ) years, 
one-third of the members of said 
boards to be elected or appointed 
every two (2 ) years in the manner 
provided by law, fixing the time for 
holding the election, and making 
the appropriation therefor.

Be it resolved by the Legislature 
-o f the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Article 16 o f the 
Constitution be amended by adding 

new section thereto, to be known 
and designated as ‘ 30a," and to read 
as follows;

Section 30a. The Legislature may 
provide by the law that the mem­
bers of the Board of Regents o f the 
State University and Boards of 
Trustees or Managers of the educa­
tional, eleemosynary, and penal in­
stitutions o f the State, and such 
boards as have been, or may here­
after be established by law, may 
hold their respective offices for the 
term o f six (6 ) years, one-third o f 
the members o f such boards to be 
elected or appointed every two (2 ) 
years in such manner as the Legis­
lature may determine; vacancies in 
such offices to be filled as may be 
provided by law,” and the Legisla 
ture shall enact suitable laws to 
give effect to this section 

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitu­
tional amendment shall be sub­
mitted to a vote of the qualified 
electors for the members o f the 
Legislature, at the next general 
election to be held in this State, at 
which election all voters favoring 
said proposed amendment shall 
have printed or written on their
