WILL SHIP COTTON VIA

THE PANANA CANAL.

First Shipment Will Leave Galvesten

October 3 and Others Are Expected
to Follow in Near Future.

Within the next few weeks several

shiploads of cotton, a portion of

which will be gathered in the vi-
cinity of Houston, are expected to
leave for the Far East, going by
way of the Panama canal. The
first vesgel carrying cotton through
the canal will leave Galveston Octo-
ber 3. All of this cargo, it is said,
came from Texas fields, a majority
from the northern part of the state.

The initial shipment was prepared
by H. L. Zeigler of Galveston, a
brother of J. A. Zeigler, cotton bro-
ker, of Houston. It will be carried
by the British steamship Penrith
Castle, and will be delivered in due
time, barring accidents ahd storms
at sea, to Japan. ,

Speaking of the exporting of cot-
ton at the present time,J. A. Zeigler
said Sunday:

“There are a number of foreign
ports to which cotton may be
shipped, and®a quantity will be got
out within the next few weeks
There are Japan and China, which
will be reached now through the
Panama canal, since a cheaper rate
can be secured than by rail by way
of Vancouver, Portland and San
Francisco, and thence by boat;
there is Spain and Italy, Portugal,
Norway and Sweden, and other
neutral countries, also certain Eng-
lish ports.

“While there will probably not be
the usually hgavy shipments abroad,
yet more cotton will go out to for-
eign countries than was expected
some time ago. Japan has her own
houses over here, maintaining of-
fices in Oklahoma and Texas. Eng-
lish buyers and representatives
from other countries are in Texas

and other cotton growing states,
and will probably pick up a vast
amount of this product.”—Houston

ward, favor or other inducement, or
threatens any injury in order to
procure the commission of the of-
fense; or, who prepares arms or aid
of any kind, prior to the commis-
sion of an offense for the purpose of
assisting the principal in the execu-
tion of the same.” ‘
