Below are
given some of the receipes used in
their demonstrations:

Canning beans, snap peas, okra:
Prepare the vegetables as you would
for a meal, only do not cut off the
stem of the okra. Blanch Tor ten
minutes by dipping in a pot of boil-
ing water. Pack in jars to within
‘an inch-of the top. Add one tea-
spoonful of salt to the quart, then
fil with water moderately hot.
Put the filled jars in water and
cook one hour each day for three
days. If on the third day the water
has gone down in the jars pour in
boiling water and seal the jars.

English peas: Blanch for five
minutes and cook the same as
beans. Use a brine over the peas
composed of one teaspoonful of salt
and two teaspoonful of sugar to the
quart of peas.

Beets: Cook three-fourths done,
peel, and pack in jars. Cook the
same as beans.

Cabbage: Quarter cabbage, re-
moving the woody stem. Blanch
15 minutes and proceed as in beans.

Squash: Cook until done, mash,
pack in jars and add one teaspoon-
ful of salt to the quart. Cook 1%
hours daily for three days.

WAR DEPARTNENT ISSUES |
CALL FOR 70,000 RECRUITS

Nea Without Depeadents Wanted to Fill

Gaps in Regular Army Before
June 30.

Washiagton, June 12—The war.
department Tuesday called for 70.-
000 additional recruits in order o,
fill the regular army to war strength
before June 30 !

“The cavalry, engineers, coast ar-|
tillery, signal corps and quarter-
master corps of the regular army
have already been brought to war
strength.” says an official statement.

“Forty-filve thousand recruits are
needed at once to complete the new
regimments of infantry and field ar-
tillery. Twenty-five thousand ad-
ditional recruits are desired at the
earliest practicable date to fill
vacancies in order that the war
strength of 300000 men may be
maintained

“Facilities are in readiness for
placing these 70000 men under
proper training Any delay in ob-'
taining this number-will necessarily
cause the loss of invaluable time.

“It is the earnest desire of the
war department that 70,000 single
men between the ages of 15 and 40
who have no dependents and who
are not engaged in professions,
business or trades vitally necessary
to the prosecution of the war be en-
listed in the regular army before
June 30, 1917.
