Cattle ticks no longer can be al-
fowed to feast on the blood of our
southern cattle. The nation faces
an emergency and is asking that all
waste of foods and feed crops be
stopped.  We need every ounce of
meat and milk cattle can produce
to feed armies and civilians.

Fever ticks live on blood and it
takes feed to make blood. Get rid
of the tick and use the blood it
steals in producing more and bet-
ter milk and meat for human be-
ings. Turn feed into food instead
of into ticks.

The secretary of agriculture says:

“Meat production should be in-

creased by vigorous effort to com-
bat animal diseases and by getting
rid of cattle fever ticks afid other
parasites which weaken or kill ani-
mals and reduce meat supply or
milk yields.”

Eradication of the cattle tick is a
certain method of increasing food
production.—J. B. Reidy, U. S. In-
spector in Charge.
