Waco, Texas, Jan. 6.—Be­
tween twenty-five and thirty 
officials and high dignitaries of 
Mexico, including three gover­
nors, will attend the inaugura­
tion of Governor-elect Pat M. 
Neff of Waco, which takes place 
in Austin on Jan. 18. While jn 
Mexico last month with the dele­
gation from the Laredo Chamber 
of Commerce to attend the inau­
guration of President Alvaro 
Obregon, the latter assured Mr. 
Neff that he would attend the in­
auguration of Texas’ executive. 
The health of President Obregon 
is such at this time that his 
physician has insisted that he 
take a complete rest. In a letter 
received by Mr. Neff from 
President Obregon, regret is ex­
pressed by the head of the Mexi­
can republic because he can not 
keep his promise, but he has 
named, he says, a delegation, 
members'  ̂of which will be pres­
ent at the inaugural ceremonies 
as the official representatives of 
Mexico.

Mr. Neff has been advised that 
the following governors will at­
tend his inauguration: Porfirio 
G. Gonzales of Monterey, gover­
nor of the state of Nuevo Leon,* 
with his personal staff of seven 
members; Luis Guiterrez of 
Saltillo, governor of the state 
of Coahuila, with nine delegates, 
three representing the state, 
three the municipality, and three 
the Cham^r of Commerce; 
Cesar Lopez de Lara, governor 
of Tamaulipas, with his ad­
jutant.

NO DANGER OF 
OVERPRODUCTION

A V-

In presenting the many ad­
vantages of dairying t6 our 
farmers quite frequently one of 
them will reply by' saying that 
it looks all right at this time, but 
what will happen when the farm­
ers generally take to it and the 
production is largely increased? 
Won’t there be a big drop in the 
price of butter fat, so much so 
that the profit will disappear?

This apprehension on the part 
o f some farmers probably keeps 
them from engaging in the 
work. At least it fumtshes a 
self-satisfying excuse for not 
undertaking the problem. Fre­
quently we see fresh evidence 
that the suj^ly of dairy butter 
never equdifl> the deiriand,. and 
that conditibns are such when 
fully understood as to preclude 
any possibility of fear from 
overproduction.

The latest evidence of this 
comes from an editorial in the 
last issue of Farm and Ranch, 
one of the most reliable sources 
o f information in regard to agri-; 
cultural affairs we have in this 
country. Under the heading 
“ No Over-Production of Butter’’ 
the article reads: “ A news dis­
patch recently announced weekly 
imports of butter from Den­
mark of 500,000 pounds. An­
other item announces the prob­
ability that Denmark will ship 
fifty million pounds of butter to 
the United States during the 
year 1921.
* There are two reasons, the

article continues, why Denmark 
finds such a good market for its 
dairy products in the United 
States. One, and it is most im­
portant, is that the Denmark 
product is uniform in quality and 
far superior to the average but­
ter produced in this country.- 
The other is found iif the fact 
that notwithstanding our many 
advantages for producing butter 
and cheese we fail to produce 
enough to satisfy the domestic 
demand.

Denmark is a little country 
bordering the North and Baltic 
seas and has an area of approxi­
mately 15,000 spuare miles, 
about equal to fifteen average 
counties of Texas. Their fields 
are mere garden spots and much 

I of their feed stuffs are imported, 
i some of it from our own south- 
I ern states in tbe form of cotton 
I seed and meal. Yet this little 
i spot of territory, besides produc- 
I ing large quantities of food,
I also produces enough butter for 
i home consumption;  enough ad- 
! ditional for large demands from 
j other European countries and 
|then sends fifty million pounds 
of butter annually to butter the 
bread of the people of the Unit­
ed States.

In view of these facts can any 
one say “ there is any danger of 
over-production of dairy prod­
ucts in this country?’’

Does this not suggest a new 
line of thought to the one-crop 
farmers in Texas? We are sure 
that it is doing this very thing 
right here in Houston county, 
and from the satisfactory re- 

i suits that are being obtained in 
i this vicinity, dairying is growing 
in popularity steadily and would 
develop much faster if some as­
sistance in the shape of personal 
direction and in some cases a lit­
tle financial assistance could be 
temporarily extended. The sec­
retary extends the most cordial 
welcome to all who are interested 
enough to call at the Club rooms 
to talk the matter over.

Garden Truck.
Our article last week on the 

subject of trying to grow garden 
truck in quantities sufficient for 
car load shipmei^t and creating 
a situation that * would attract 
buyers and guarantee satisfac­
tory prices has attracted much 
attention, and many farmers 
have called during the past week 
to talk the matter over and get 
more information on the subject. 
All are willing to give the prob­
lem a try out and just want to 
be told houfc and when. The sit­
uation is up to the man who will 
take the lead as director- of 
activities and carry the season 
through in a systematic man­
ner. Some man who under­
stands the purchase of seed, 
planting and cultivating, and 
then harvesting and selling at 
profitable prices, is the man 
needed for the job, and he must 
be allowed to make money 
enough out of the employment 
to pay him well for his-time and I 
trouble. j

A recent dispatch to the Hous- j 
ton Post from Georgetown, 
Texas, gives some idea of the! 
value of this trucking business j 
to a community when properly j 
conducted. The correspondent! 
states that one of the largest; 
produce 'dealers of Georgetown ■ 
reported that he had just closed 
his books for 1920 and the fig­
ures showed that he had paid out 
to the farmers and their wives 
in the Georgetown trade terri­
tory over three hundred thous­
and dollars for prodilce and 
poultry. This included butter, 
eggs and cream. This can be 
duplicated right here in the 
Crockett trade territoty.

MAY BE ENFORCED

Inspector at Houston Expects 
Legislature to Take 

Up Problem.

Houston, Texas, Jan. 6.—That 
the next session of the Texas 
legislature will take steps to 
more rigidly enforce the tick 
eradication and quarantine laws 
with a view to making the state 
tick free, is the opinion of Ed 
F. Pickering, chief tick in­
spector for the United States 
bureau of animal industry, with 
headquarters in Houston.

Mr. Pickering also declared 
that with adequate funds pro­
vided for this purpose and with 
the unanimous co-operation of 
people, Texas could be made free 
from ticks within six months 
from the time of completing dip­
ping vats throughout the in­
fested areas sufficient to make 
the requirements.

Mr. Pickering pointed out the 
great disadvantages under which 
the department works where 
there is not hearty co-operation 
in carrying out the laws already 
on the statute books, particular­
ly with reference to the opera­
tion of state laws, as federal of­
ficers are limited in the enforce­
ment of laws other than those 
affecting interstate movements 
of cattle.

The opposition of many stock 
raisers in the southeastern por­
tion of the state to the enforce­
ment of the tick eradication 
laws, Mr. Pickering said, works 
a decided hardship upon those 
who are willing to co-operate in 
freeing the country from ticks, 
since the infested cattle of one 
man unwilling to cooperate will 
infect the cattle of his neighbors 
who are trying to rid the county 
of ticks. This state of affairs 
also works a hardship on the 
state, he said, as there is already 
a movement started by some ad­
joining states to quarantine 
against Texas cattle.

The fact that two-thirds of 
Texas is tick free, ap^jroximate- 
ly one-tmrd of which has been 
made so by tick eradication 
work, leads to the conclusion 
that cattlemen of these free sec­
tions will rise up and demand a 
more rigid enforcement of the 
laws in Texas, Mr. Pickering 
said, and already there has been 
expressions from state legisla­
tors to the effect that this mat­
ter will be given attention.

Dear Sir:
An organized effort is being 

made to have the coming session 
of the legislature pass a law tak­
ing from the Commissioners’ 
Courts authority to fix values of 
property in their respective 
counties for tax purposes and 
place such authority with a 
State Board at Austin.

For many reasons I am op­
posed to this change. Those 
who advocate this law openly 
avow that more than' one hun­
dred agricultural counties of the 
state, one of which is my own, 
are, by reason of low values fix­
ed by their local boards, not pay­
ing as much taxes as they 
should, and a State Board is ad­
vocated, in order to increase val­
ues and compel these “ .slacker” 
counties, as they call them, to 
contribute more- in taxes toward 
the support of the state govern­
ment.

This unjust charge is being 
circulated by an organization 
financed by a few large tax-pay­
ers in cities of the state who 
have been led to believe that 
they are paying more than their 
just proportion of state taxes, 
and that, under'the operation of 
a State Board of Equalization, 
their own taxes will be reduced 
by compelling their less fortu­
nate neighbors to make a larger 
contribution. Speaking for my 
own county, I have no fear of a 
comparison of values at which 
property is placed on the tax 
rolls with any of the counties 
from which this complaint is 
made. If property is escaping 
taxation in this state, it is not 
in the land and live stock and 
implements of the farmer. This 
character of property cannot be 
hidden from the tax assessor, 
and is always placed upon the 
tax rolls.

If these gentlemen are really 
interested in discovering, and 
placing upon the tax rolls, prop­
erty that has heretofore qscap^ 
taxation, I would suggest that 
a fruitful field for their investi­
gations would be in the matter 
of bank deposits, notes, bonds 
and other securities. 'When the^ 
have succeeded in having this 
character of property pay even 
in proportion to propierty in the 
hundred or more “ slacker” coun­
ties, about which they seem so 
deeply interested, the funds of 
the state will be largely increas­
ed, and their yearnings for tax 
revision, in all probability, fully 
and completely satisfied.

In my opinion the people of 
the state hkve a right to exp^t 
a lightening, rather than an in­
crease, of their taxes. Our 
farmers and stockmen are facing 
bankruptcy, and all classes of 
business have suffered a severe 
set-back on account of the price 
panic through which we are 
passing; and if there was ever 
a time that demanded strict 
economy in both public and 
private expenditures, that time 
is now.

I submit that the present sys­
tem of local control over values 
commends itself on account of 
its convenience to the small as 
well as the large tax payer; the 
equalization board is composed 
of local citizens, who are famil­
iar with values; it holds its 
sessions at the county court 
house, and the humblest tax­
payer may, with small trouble 
and expenee, meet them, and get 
relief, if his taxes are excessive. 
On the other hand, if we abolish 
our local boards and place these 
matters in the hands of a state- 
board at Austin, the expense 
would be too great for the aver­
age tax-payer to protest the 
values fixed by this state board. 
In order to properly present such 
/protest, a trip to Austin or the 
employment of an attorney 
would be necessary, and the ex­
pense, in either case, would like­
ly be so great that the tax-payer 
would suffer injustice rather 
than incur it.

I make no claim that the work 
of our local boards is perfect;

tend that five local citizens are 
vastly, better qualified to do this 
work for their own county than 
are three strangers to do it for 
two hundred and fifty-three dif­
ferent counties.

The amount of our state and 
county taxes is controlled in two • 
ways, by the tax rate and the 
valuation placed on the property. 
Authority over values in the 
hands of local citizens and the 
power to fix the tax rate, within 
the limits of the constitution, 
controlled by state authorities, 
as is the case under our present 
system, would seem to be a fair 
division between local and state, 
authorities over the tax payer, 
in determining the amount of 
taxes he should be called upon 
to pay. Under this arrange­
ment the state, through its au­
thority over the tax rate, Jis as­
sured of sufficient revenue for 
its legitimate purposes; and the 
tax-payer, with authority over 
values in the hands of five of his 
neighbors, may reasonably ex-j 
pect that he Will not be called 
upon for more in taxes than isj 
necessary to maintain the fl^v-. 
emment upon an economical; 
basis. j

Personally, I think we havei 
gone far enough toward central!- ] 
zation of authority at Austin 
and Washington. Certainly, 
government by bureaus, boards 
and commission has not proven 
so attractive as to justify the; 
people of Texas in surrendering! 
to a board at Austin their pres  ̂I 
ent local control over this im­
portant matter of taxation. |

association, and alj^ proposed 
legislation afFecting** the schools 
that will come up for considera­
tion at the coming session of the 
tegislature.

The text of the communication 
follows:

, In this my first communica­
tion I send you greetings for the 
New Year and wish for you and 
your organization all of the joy 
resulting *rom an earnest effort 
to  advance the cause of child 
welfare—a cause which now en­
gages the attention of every 
thinking man and woman 
throughout the world.

You will be happy to learn 
that through the courtesy of 
Miss Annie Webb Blanton, 'State 
superintendent of public instruc­
tion, headquarters for the con­
gress hereafter will be in the 
-state department of education. 
All official - communications 
should be addjftsed, Texas Con­
gress of M otors and Parent- 
Teacher Associations, Capitol 
Station, Austin, Texas.

County Welfare Units.
The Texas Congress of Moth­

ers, besides other measures, has 
sigreed for this year to concen­
trate on the following d e p ^ - 
ments: County organization,
child hygiene, kindergarten and 
marriage sanctity. You are 
therefore requested to assist the 
State organization in every way 
ISBpsihle to carry out the pro- 
gritm as outlined. To further 
county organization it is sug­
gested that your club organize 
and foster at least one Parent- 
Tascher association in a'neigh- 
horing community and also co- 
-eperate with the county chair- 
mBj;i in the organization of a 

.^^unty child welfare association 
in case no such organization has 
bden effected in your county. 
TKe State chairmen of the child 
Iregiene, kindergarten and mar- 
n g e  sanctity departments will 
he requested to furnish suitable 
program material toi be used by 
the local organizations.

During the 
month of January every parent- 
teacher association in the State 
should organize and carry on an 
active campaign and see to it 
that every woman in the com­
munity possesses herself with a 
poll tax receipt. Remember that 
$1 of each poll tax belongs to the 
public school fund. Poll taxes 
must be paid before February 1, 
1921.

Your attention is also directed 
to important national legislation 
now pending which has the in­
dorsement and active support of 
the various women’s organiza­
tions throughout the nation. 
The Congress of Mothers is es­
pecially interested in the passage 
of the Smith-Towner bill, the 
Sheppard-Towner bill, and the 
Fess bill, each of which be^rs di­
rectly upion child welfare.

The success of our work for 
the coming year will depend en­
tirely upon the support and co­
operation which I feel sure you 
and your organization will giye 
me, and I wish to assure you 
that I shall put forth every ef­
fort to serve you in promoting 
the great cause in which we 
have enlisted.

I of the South are to get on safe, 
I firm ground again,” said H. G. 
Hastings, President of the great 
Southeastern Fair.

“ It looks as if we all went 
I cotton crazy last spring, despite 
all the danger signals flying and 
the disregard of plain facta as 
to costs of cotton production. 
We have repeated our follies of 
1911 and 1914 and piled up debts 
based on costly foixi and grain 
to be paid for by cotton that is 
now below cost of production.

‘‘With few exceptions those 
items of food and grain could 
and should have been produced 
on home acres at one.-third to 
one-half what the supply mer­
chant charges for them.

‘‘Cotton is the one best money 
crop for the South, and probably 
always will be. The time of war 

‘ prices is over and the problem 
from now on is to lower cost of 
producUon and at the same time 
afford the cotton grower a fair 
qrofit.

‘‘Cost of making cotton is 
primarily the cost of food, grain 
and forage for the farmer, his 
family, his laborers^or tenants, 
and • his work st^k. Catting 
food, grain and forage costs by 
home production will reduce cot­
ton costs from one-third to one- 
half.

‘ ‘Plant for an abundance of 
food, grain and forage, thus cut­
ting down store bills, and the 
lower prices for cotton will not 
hurt so much. We cannot, with 
European countries so thorough­
ly disorganized, r^onably  ex­
pect high prices for cotton for 

; several years and we must make 
‘ cottoq ^t‘l®''̂ er cost, or else quit 
. cotton Rowing. .
I “ Most of us cannot quit cot­
ton, hence the absolute necessity 

iof food, grain and forage plant- 
ting in 1921—the making on 
home acres of every pound of 
food and grain need^ to see us 
through.
’ “ In this food production pro­
gram, take the home vegetable 

; garden seriously. Give the home 
garden a square deal and it will 
surprise you in the amount of 
healthful food produced. It 
takes the least ground, can be 
planted the earliest, brings 
quick returns and if kept re­
planted and’ worked will stay by 
you all the season through.”

Work has begun on the collec­
tion of the income tax for the 
year 1920. Uncle Sam,'through 
the Bureau of Internal Revenue, 
is addressing to every person in 
the United States the question, 
“What was your net income for 
1920 ?” The answer permits of no 
guesswork. Every single person 
whose net income for 1920 was 
$1,000 or more and every mar­
ried person whose net income 
was $2,000 or more is required to 
file a return under oath with the 
collector of internal revenue for 
the district in which he lives on 
or before March 15,1921.

The penalty for failure is a fine 
of not more than $1,000 and an 
additional assessment of 25 per 
cent of the amount of tax due. 
For willful refusal to make a re­
turn the penalty is a fine of not 
more than $10,000 or not exceed­
ing one year’s imprisonment, or 
both together with the costs of 
prosecution. A similar penalty 
is provided for making a false or 
fraudulent return, together with 
an additional assessment of 50 
per cent of.the amount of tax 
evaded.

Women Must Pay Tax.
The ipcome tax applies to 

women as well as men. Husband 
and wife must consider the in­
come of both plus that of minor 
dependent children, and if the 
total equals or exceeds $2,000 a 
return must be filed. A minor

who has a net income in his own 
right of $1,000 or more must file 
a separate return. To be allow­
ed the $2,000 exemption a mar­
ried person must be living with 
husband or wife on the last day 
of the taxable year, December 
31, 1920. Divorcees, persons 
separated by mutual agreement, 
widows and widowers, unless 

I they are the sole support of 
I others living in the same house­
hold, in which case they are al­
lowed the $2,000 exemption 
^granted the head of a family, are 
entitled only to $1,000 exemp­
tion.

Tax Rate for 1920.
The normal tax rate for 1920 

is the same as for 1919— 4 per 
cent on the first $4,000 of net 
income above the exemption and 
8 per cent on the remaining net 
income. This applies to every 
citizen and resident of the Unit­
ed States. In addition to the 
normal tax a surtax is imposed 
upon net income in excess of 
$5,000.

Full instructions for making 
out returns are contained on the 
forms, copies of which may be 
obtained from collectors of in­
ternal revenue. Persons whose 
net income for 1920 was $5,000 
or less should use Form 1040A. 
Those with incomes in excess of 
$5,000 should use Form 1()40.

Revenue officers will visit ev­
ery county in the United States 
to assist taxpayers in making 
out thei î returns. The date of 
their arrival and the location of 
their offices will be announced 
by the press or may be ascer­
tained upon inquiry at the of­
fices of collectors. This ad­
visory service is without cost to 
taxpayers.
