the public and it is high time
that something should be done
here in that line. ;

A good well could be sunk in
the court house square, provided
with a windmill and a large stor-
age tank, feeding two or more
troughs, at a cost of but little to
the individual tax-payer, and at
times like the present it would
be a great saving of time and
trouble, not only to the people of
the town, but to country people,
who now have to drive a half-
mile to the creek or let teams
stand unwatered.

Then again, the keeping of a
good water supply in a central lo-
cation is indispensable in case of
fire. 4-5ths of the cisterns of the
town are now empty and the bal-
ance of them nearly so and if fire
should get a start in the business
part of town it would be sure to
clean out a block or more before
it could be stopped, We hope
the agitation of the question will
result in the investment of a few
hundred dollars in this line, and
suggest that the county commis-
sioners and city council get to-
gether at the next term of com-
miasioners’ court and make some
arrangement whereby the work
may be done and the expense
equitably divided between city
and county.

Moore of Cameron, Texas, outlin-
ing a plan for the organization of
southern farmers, business men
and laborers into,a gigantic cor-
poration for the purpose of build-
ing and operating cotton factor-
ies and promoting such other in-
dustries as may be demonstrated
to be profitable and helpful to the
south,
These suggestions are, first,or-
ganize a company, chartered un-
der the laws of Texas, with a
capital of $200,000,000 or more,
Second, build cotton factories in
the southern states in propor-
tion to capital stock taken, and
let them be of sufficient capacity
to manufacture all surplus and
more besides. They call atten-
tion to the fact that cotton is
worth only $25 per bale at the
farm and only brings that amount
to the farmer and only that at the
community in which it is produc-
ed, while the same bale brings
$150 to the community which
manufacturers it into cloth, In
other words Texas' crop of 3,-
000,000 bales, if manufactured in
Texas, would bring to the state
over $500,000,000 instead of $75, -
000,000 under existing conditions.
Whether such a plan as this
would be practicable or not,} we
cannot say, but one thing is sure,
Texas cannot reach the full stand.
