HerHeapter P «a  Psaaoi.
Califomia’a prestige as the banner 

gold-bcaxing state of the Union haa 
been taken away. Its scepter as the 
queen of auriferous production has 
passed into the hands of a rival com­
monwealth.

The contest between California 
and Colorado has been officially dê  
cided by the figures of the director 
of the mint. These credit the Cen­
tennial state with one-third of the 
entire gold output of the United 
States aoid 50 per cent more than 
California turned out in the last 
twelve months.

In 1898 the gold product of Colo­
rado wa.< $23,195,300, while that of 
California was but $15,637,900, The 
rosjiective yields of the two states in 
1897 were $19,104,800 for Colorado 
and only $14,618,.300 for California.

In the early days California yield­
ed enormously from placer mining, 
but invention intensified and devel­
oped the methods of extracting min­
eral wealth of late years, and she 
fell behind. Although many Cali­
fornia niinoff are steadily maintain­
ing their output, nearly all tlie new 
strikes have been made in Colorado. 
Ffom tho newer mines are extracted 
a vast quantity of low-grade tires, 
and these ores are being discovered 
in greater abundance in Colorado 
than on the Pacific coast.

Census experts estimate that the 

cenUT of population will be found 
next year to be in Indiana, close to 
the Illinois line, at a point not far 
winoved from the town of Vincen­
nes. The last consus showed tho 
]K)pulation center to be between Col­
umbus, Ind., and Cincinnati. The 
increase in tbe population of Qeor- 
jda, Texas, the Indian Territory, Ok­
lahoma, New klexico and Arixona 
during the last too years has been 
sufficient, it is thought, to offset any 
increase in the Northwest and to 
possibly pull the center somewhat to 
the south of the 1890 parallel. The 
wealth center is thought to be in tho 
neighborhood of Sandusky, Ohio.
