In a two year test at the Kansas
dairy cows, it was found that sil-
age ‘rom corn, Kaffir and sorghum
were practicglly equal pound for
pound for milk production., Cows
gave dally per head one-sixth of a
pound more milk on corn sflage
than on Kaffir silage and gained
slightly more in weight on the Kaf-
fir silage. Corn silage produced
an average dally yleld of milk of
one-half pound per cow more than
sorghum silage. These differences
#te 50 smal] that they show the
feeds to be practically equal., The
chofce of crop to plant depends up-
on the probable yleld per acre,

Prof. 0. E. Reed, who made the

dniry test, says, “that the time of
¢utting Kaffir nad sorghum for

sllage is all important in making
good silage from these crops. These
crops should be practically matured
with the stalk stil] filled with sap.
If put up too green the silage will
be sour. Kaffir and sorghum should
be put In the slo before ‘frost |If
possible, but it is advisable to let
the stand unti] after frost
rather than to put it into the silo
too green. After a heavy frost the
crop must be cut and put 1in the
immediately. If ft dries
much, add sufficient water to pack
well.”

If his means Aare
Iimited he c¢an dig a pit silo and
plaster it with cement., If he oan~
not afford the cement, he can dig
a pit silo and fiil without plaster-
ing. A pit silo without walls plas-
tered wil] probably fall in after It
has been emptied the first time
but the profits from one filling
will make it pay.

Sometimes a road runs across
low ground or through & swamp
where the road can pot be drained
by the side ditches alone. If the
road were bullt higher like a rail
road embankment across such low
land and made with a crown, ‘t
would be dry and hard. Sometimes
& road passes through what Is
called a cut. This is .a place where
the earth has been dug out 80
that the road can go over a hill
without being too steep. The wat-
er which always Jfiows quletly
under the ground on hill sides Is
known as ground water. In road
cuts such water sometimes makes
the road very muddy, and the road
thea needs what road bullders cal
under-drainage. A good kind of
under-drainage is a trench to go
along under the side drain and
about 3 feet deep and a foot and
& half wide. In this trench a pipe
is lald near the bottom and cover-
ed with loose stones no bigger than
a0 egg. When the trench is com-
pletely filled with loose stones the
ground water, lnstead of soaking
into the roadway, will stop among
the stones and flow down the hill
through the pipe.
