The most oﬂnanmdy for fire
waste is to be £ in fire preven.
tion, and it is to encourage our peo-
ple in that respect that Fire Preven-
tion Day has been established. It is
intended to remind us that we should
incesantly exert the Jtmost care.

Now, therefore, I, W. P. Hobby,
Governor of Texas, do hersby pro-
claim Thursday, October 9, A. D,
1919, as Fire Prevention Day in

On the twenty-first day of Septem-
ber, 1918, the first case of influenza
i Texas was reported to the State
Health Department. The first case
was followed in rapid succession by
others from different parts of the
State.

No oqujnoxhl storm ever recorded
reached such a fury or exacting toll
in loss of life comparable to this pan-
demic which made its appearance in

our State last fall

It is & well known fact among med-
ical men that one of the special char-
acteristics of influenza is that it re.
curs in cycles, and with each retarn

bhas reappeared in the fall and win-
ter for from one to three years fol-
lowing the initial outbreak.

The great epidemic of 1880 was

winter for three years following, and
with an increasing mortality rate each
year. The same history is recorded
of epidemics of influensa in Europe,
and, in fact, as far back as we have
been able to gather satistica, each in-
itial outbreak of influenza has been
followed by recurrences in the next
two or three years following. Since
it is well known that history repeats
itself, we may reasonably expect a
recurrence of this dreadful disease
this fall and winter, with a high mor-
tality, especially from pneumonia.

I can not predict with certainty that
we will have another epidemic of in-
fiuenza this fall and winter, but I
can with certainty say that if we de
not, the history of epidemics of in-
fluenza in the past will not hold good
for the future.

In the light of past knowledge and

of ¢riminal to take no steps to pro-
tect the public against a peossible re-
.eurrence of last season's devastation.
Based on incomplete statistics from
rural and urban reports, it is esti.
mated that there were approximately
450,000 deaths from influenza in the
United States and approximately
25,000 in Texas, from the recent epi-
demic. The epidemic last year which
swept over the cduntry with hurricane
lke rapidity, found the country de-
pleted of its doctors and nurses, many
communities having neither. At this
time most of them have been released
from the army and have come back|
to us rich in experience and trained
[in public health.

In every village, town, and city,
health boards should be organised, or
rejuvenated, where they already exist,
and .a “clean-up campaigp” put on,
| and every possible means taken to be

prepared for any émergency.

Local health officers should at once
call & meeting of their loeal health
hoards if they have one, or a meeting
for .the purpose of organizing ene if
they do not already have one, and then
énlist the aid of the Commercial
Olubs, Civic Clubs, Boards of Trade,
Social - Welfare Workers, Pyrent-
Teachers Associations and all other
organizations interested in civic ad-
vancement and the bétterment of
health conditions in ‘their commun.
ities.

For example, the Federal
Trade Commission tells the pub-
lic that the large packers had an
agreed price for lard substitute
(made of cotton-seed oil.)

It reproduces letters taken from
the files of one of the packers,
showing that such agreed price
existed.

But it failed to mention that
the agreed price was deter-

mined at the request of and in
co-operation with the Food
Administration!

Even the Department of Jus-
tice, in its unjust attempt to
create prejudice against the
packers, has made public these
same letters, with no explanation.

How long must this kind of
misrepresentation continue? In
so far as it is believed, it not
only breeds discontent, -but re-
sults in injustice to our industry.
