SUCCESSFUL HELD. ADJOURNS 

* • AT ATLANTA.

AtlanU, Oa —Singing "God Be With 
You TUI We Meet Asain,*’ the gray 
haired heroes of the ’60s, membera of 
tbe United Confederate Vhterans ae- 
sociatioD, have brought their meettag 
here to a cloae. and adjoufned sine die, 
all declaring this to be one of the most 
enjoyable an|l successful reunions ever 
held.

Van Zandt of Tbrt Worth for anothef 
term as commander-ia-chief as well as 
the three department commanders, 
who are General Julian S. Carr of 
North Carolina, commanding the army 
of northern Vfrgiaia; Gen. CaJvia B. 
Vance, commanding tbe army of Ten- 
nessee. and Gen. V. V. Cook command­
ing tbe Traae-Miaalesinpl department.

No selection of a place for tbe re­
union next year was made. No invl- 
tatioBB were received and arrangU- 
menta ware left la the haoda of the 
commaader ln<hief and the three de­
partment commanders

The resolutions reported by the com­
mittee on raaolutlons, through Its 
chairman, Oen. R. A. Sneed, of Okla­
homa, and adopted, provide that the 
congreoa of tbe United Statea States

Furthering the 
campaign of federal authorities to 
squelch radicalism, ralda were made 
oa aoclaliet headquarters.' and four 
residencea.

The peraoda and avidsnee 
ware turned over to  ̂department of 
Juatice agents.
